at a given meeting only if he has
notified the Secretary in writing at
least five days in advance of the
meeting.

City Gives SIOO
To Clean-Up Lake

Members of the local Izaak Wal-
ton League requested assistance
from the city to help clean up the
lake bottom, at the special citv
meeting last Monday night. Roy K.
Davis, league chapter president,
disclosed that the group is attempt-
ing to clean up the lake bottom of
bottles, cans and other debris by

April 1, in order to satisfy State
Fisheries requirements. On that
date the lake will be re-stocked
with game fish.

The lake is presently being drain-

ed until a level of 25 feet from the
shoreline is reached. Davis asked
for stricter enforcement of ordin-
ances to prevent the continued Ut-
tering of the lake bottom. “There
are 15 large city-owned trash cans
in that lake,” Davis declared, “and
the bottom is filthy with debris that
has been thrown there in the last
two years. Everything not tied
down ends up in the lake!” (Two

years ago the lake was drained

and cleaned completely.) Davis al-

so reported that large stones from
the dam breastworks have been

loosened and rolled into the lake.

Most Beautiful
“Pop” Bell, also of the Walton

League, stated that state officials
consider the lake the most beauti-
ful fishing spot in the area and are
distressed that it is not kept in
better shape.

Plans to organize a group to par-

ticipate in cleaning up the lake on
a volunteer basis was disclosed by
Davis. He asked that all scout
groups in town be present and stat-
ed that prizes would be given to

the group participating the most.
The city council appropriated SIOO
towards payment of city employees
who will help in the cleaning.

WSSC WillService
Future Waterlines

Final approval to give the Wash-
ington Suburban Sanitary Com-
mission rights to service future de-
veloped areas in Greenbelt was
granted by the city council last
Monday night at a special (adver-

tised) meeting. City manager

Charles McDonald will meet with
WSSC engineers to determine di-
viding lines of authority, based on

natural "waterfall" lines.
Chief reasons for the action were

cited in the resolution: the WSSC
could “more effectively serve those
areas,” a municipal bond issue
necessary to finance improvements
on the city utility “might serious-
ly impair the municipalities finan-
cial standing,” and the city’s "in-
ability to proceed with the neces-

sary utilities might seriously delay

these proposed developments and
thus retard the improvement of the
municipality’s assessable base.”

Petitions by several large prop-
erty owners in Greenbelt to have
the WSSC serve those areas were

partly responsible for the move, it
was disclosed. McDonald also de-
clared that WSSC permission
might be needed by the city utility
to expand, and this might not be
given. (The city of Rockville is
experiencing this difficulty at pres-

ent.)

Approval by the State legislature
is required before the move be-
comes a reality.

Present homes in Greenbelt will
remain in the city-owned system;

also future development in the

Lakeside and Woodland areas can
be included in the city system, Mc-
Donald disclosed. This additional
load would bring the city utility to
its capacity.
