Polio Vaccine Abundant
For All Age Groups

In a joint statement issued to-
day the Maryland State Depart-
ment of Health and the Baltimore
City Health Department an-
nounced that commercially avail-
able poliomyelitis vaccine has been
freed of all age restrictions for
use by the medical profession in
Maryland.

Abundant supplies of poliomyeli-
tis vaccine are now available on
the commercial market. The phy-
sicians practicing in Maryland
have for the most part completed
the poliomyelitis vaccination of
all their patients who have sought
this protection in the age group
below 20 years.

Therefore, the Baltimore City
and Maryland State Health De-
partments have cleared the com-
mercial vaccine of all restrictions.
However, the Health Department
clinic vaccine supplied by the U.S.
Public Health Service is still res-
tricted to persons under twenty
years of age and pregnant women.

Campbell was
directed to express this opposition
in writing to the Prince Georges
chamber of commerce, which had
been soliciting local opinion on
this issue.

Burgoon appointed a committee
consisting of Bruce Bowman and
Percy Andros to confer with
Campbell regarding the possibili-
ties of offering mortgage insurance
to the membership on a group
basis. The purpose of such in-
surance would be to help members
meet monthly charges in event
sickness, disability, or death in-
terrupted family income.
