Planned City Offices, Youth Center
Units to be Located Near Center

Although the exact sites of the proposed new city offices and
youth center buildings are yet to be determined, the city council
has indicated general approval of architects’ plans which place
these buildings near the commercial center and locate the volunteer
fire department and rescue squad building on north Crescent Road
between Parkway and St. Hugh’s. Originally it was thought that
all three buildings would be together to form a three-unit munici*
pal center.

The council at a special meet-
ing on Friday, July 18, gave official
approval to the site of the new
fire house and ordered the archi-
tects, Saterlee and Smith, to go
ahead with the design of the build-
ing. The council also took steps at

this meeting to explore two possi-
ble sites for the city offices and to
implement the architects’ plans, for
the extension of the center mall.

The main problem in locating the
city offices building is that the
proposed sites involve land not
owned by the city. The architects
have selected a site which fits in
with their long-range development
plan for the entire central area of
the city. They have prepared a lay-
out of a city center as they vis-
ualize it ten to 20 years from now.
This master plan includes a future
1,000-seat auditorium and an art
gallery or adult hobby workshop
building.

Looking toward this eventual de-
velopment and the anticipated ex-
pansion of Greenbelt, the archi-
tects placed the city offices on
Crescent near the corner of West-
way, which would be extended sev-
eral hundred feet across Crescent.
Opposite this building, across the
new Westway, would be a library.
The office building would be de-
signed for later expansion.

Placing thp building at this loca-
tion, however, would require the
city to purchase the Ryan house at
the corner of Lakeside dr. and
Crescent together with other adja-
cent lots, including a few on the
other side of Lakeside, perhaps as
many as seven lots altogether. The
architects propose at a later date
to eliminate the portion of Lake-
side that connects with Crescent and
instead run Lakeside into the new
Westway, which would eventually
be extended all the way across to
the northern section of Crescent
rd.

As an alternative, the council
has proposed as a site for the city
offices the kidney-shaped grassy
plot of land above the parking area
and between the Center School and
the bank. This land would have to
be purchased from Gilbert Realty.
There would be no provision for a
separate library building.

The architects say that this site
could fit into their plans but argue
that it is too small to permit later
expansion of the city office building
and also inhibits expansion of the
commercial center. This argument
is based on the architects’ firm con-
viction that the expected doubling
of Greenbelt’s population is cer-
tain to lead to considerably great-
er business and city activity. The
council, on the other hand, feel that
this outlook is excessively optimis-
tic. There is also some objection,
especially from City Manager
Charles McDonald, to extending
Westway all the way across.

Considering these alternate sites,
the council at its Friday meeting
instructed the city manager to ap-
proach owners of the Lakeside pro-
perty involved, with a view to the
propeets of purchase by the city.
At the same time, he will contact
Gilbert Realty on the possibility
of buying the other site and on
the approximate sales price. The
manager has been directed to ob-
tain this information as soon as
possible, since the architects can-
not go ahead with the building de-
sign until the site is settled.

The location of the new youth
center is less controversial. The
architects have placed it in the
area northwest of the Center
School, above the tennis courts and
behind Lakeside dr. Some members
of the council feel that the build-
ing, which will include a dance
pavillion, would be better located
behind the handball court in back
of the swimming pool. One advan-
tage to this site is less potential
disturbance for Lakeside residents.

In both cases the land is owned by;
the city.

The council also acted on the
architects’ plan for extending the

center mall beyond the statue and.
down the hill in a gradual slope.
It voted to request Gilbert to ex-
change his piece of commercial
land directly behind the statue for
a piece of city land of equal size
(about 2400 feet) to be used for
commercial purposes and located
along the border of the proposed
mall extension. This would give
Greenbelt a long, landscaped esp-
lanade with stores and shops on
both sides.

All those who enrolled in the
second polio clinic here last
month but failed to obtain their
injection should take their chil-
dren to their private physician.
