New U.S. Space Agency
Locates In Greenbelt

U. S. Senator J. Glenn Beall an-
nounced on Aug. 1 that the new
“outer space agency” will establish
its laboratory and plant in Md.
“The location, at Greenbelt, is an
ideal location for the new Govern-
ment agency.” the Senator said,
“because elf its fto
the Nation’s Capital, and its prox-
imity to numerous important high-
ways and others to be built.”

Senator Beall has been in con-
sultation, on the matter of location,
with officials of the new agency, to
be known as the National Aeron-
autical and Space Administration,
and expressed himself as “greatly
pleased with the decision” to lo-
cate in Md. The Senator pointed
out that the space laboratory and
plant are to be established on land
already owned by the Federal gov-

ernment, “thus saving the taxpay-

ers what would have been the add-
ed expense of land purchase.”

“The Greenbelt laboratory will
employ 650 technicians, mostly elec-
tronic engineers, and seme ehemv
ists,” Senator Beall said, adding
that “all research work in connec-
tion with the outer space program
will be conducted at the Greenbeit
installation."

Senator Beall said further:
“Construction work on the new

plant is expected to get under way

immediately, in view of the fact
that legislation authorizing ap-

propriations of $47,800,000 for the

construction and installation of the
space projects center (S. 4208) was
passed by the Senate on Friday and
is expected to clear the House on
Monday.”

City Approves Rezoning to Permit
Apartment Buildings off Parkway

The rezoning of two parcels of land adjacent to the commercial >

center and near ’Parkway Road to permit the construction of two
or possibly three modern luxury apartment buildings was approved
by the city council in a unanimous vote at a special meeting on.
Monday, August 4.

Mayor Tom Canning had pro-
posed that a decision be delayed
until the council’s regular meet-
ing one week later to permit fur-
ther public discussion. However,
the council felt that the matter of
rezoning for the apartments had
been sufficently publicized in the
News Review to allow objections

to be raised that night. The only

protest was a petition from about
40 residents of the Parkway Rd.
apartments who said they wanted

the natural beauty of the Parkway
area to be maintained.

Sid Feldman of the 56 court of

Crescent Rd. raised the point of a

possible traffic hazard if a service
road was cut through off Crescent
to the apartments. However.
Charles Bresler, representing the
builder, Dan Ostrow, stated that
the lay of the land indicated that
this was highly unlikely and that
the service road which now comes
off Parkway into the city parking
lot would probably be used.

Bresler exhibited drawings of
three types of apartments, indicat-
ing that the architect would decide
which would be suitable for the
land available in Greenbelt. All of
them feature individual patios for

the first-floor apartments and
balconies for upper level tenants.
The buildings will be constructed of
brick and aluminum. Parking space

for the tenants will be behind the
buildings.

In addition to a three-floor and a

two-floor apadtment building, one

of the types is a three-story build-
ing with two-level apartments' on

the second and third floor. (The

living-dining room area and kit-
chen is on the second floor and two

bedrooms on the third level.) Bres-

ler said that one definite feature
is that all apartments will be air-

conditioned throughout and con-

tain garbage disposal units. Where
possible, washing machine roofs
will be on the apartment floors
rather than in the basement.

Bresler said that the anticipated
rentals will be SBO for a one-bed-
room and S9O for a two-bedroom
apartment, with the possibility of
a few dollars higher at the most.
There will be mostly two-bedroom
apartments. Construction will begin

sometime this fall, with the apart-

ments expected to be ready for
occupancy shortly after the first
of next year.

Bresler also extended an invita-
tion to the present residents of
Parkway to let him know about

any concern they might have about
the new building and indicated that
his company would compromise
wherever possible. It will be neces-

sary to tear down the 26 garages
owned by Gilbert Realty adjacent
to 9 Parkway. City Manager
Charles McDonald said that these
compound garages are completely

outmoded and that he welcomed a

start at getting rid of them,
