At 11:55 a.m., Saturday, Jan. 10
all air raid sirens in the Greater
Washington Area, including Green-
belt. will wail for a one-minute per-

Sirens recently linked to the master
control of the Washington Warning
System.

“Prince Georges and Northern
Va. will also sound sirens simult-
aneously with the Washington Area
test, although,” according to County
Civil Defense Director. R. Hal Sil-
vers, “the Office of Civil & Defense
Mobilization has not as yet com-
pleted tie-in installation of all the
Air Raid Warning Sirens in this
area under present plans of the
O.C.D.M.,'’ which is responsible for
warning in the Greater Washington
Area, he pointed out, a total of 230
sirens in a 20-mile radius of down-
town Washington eventually will
be linked to the master control
of the Federal Air Raid Warning
System.

“No Public Action Is Requested,”

Several facts were learned by the

News Review as a result of a preli-

minary investigation, by the Green-
belt. police, who are now off the
case. Although Maglothin had IteuC
been on duty for. the previous mid-
night shift, he was still in uniforms
He had not been home all day.

It was also learned that Mag-
lothin had all hi® clothes down-
stairs apparently preparatory to
packing them. There is no indica-
tion that a loud violent quarrel

preceded the shooting as implied fey
one story in the local press. Om>
neighbor was awakened by a loud
voice, which might have been male
or female, followed by a sharp thud
which he later identified a®" the
shot. The Meadows had not heard
any voices.

The Maglothin® have two chil-
dren, five-month old Kenneth and
six-year old Larry who is in the
first grade at the Center School.
As of yesterday, Larry has not been
informed of the shooting, The Mag-
loth ir-s have lived in their home
in the 32-eourt for several yean*

and are well-liked in their court, .

The board of education will ap-
prove development of the North

End school property as a play-

ground providing it receives, assur-
ance of nearby residents that they
would not object. However, McDon-

ald. disclosed that the development

requires an engineering drawing

which is difficult to achieve with-
out assistance. The site also re-

quires a great deal of “fill" dirt,
now scarce and unavailable, from

the new housing developments in
the city. The board nixed the idea
of reclaiming the land through
the sanitary land fill method.

There is still no definite decision
on the dedication of land that lies
between the Woodland Hills and
Lakewood subdivision for park and
playground. However, the council
was assured that the land between
Crescent and the backs of Wood-
land Hills homes will remain a
green belt of trees.

The new site of the proposed
community building is still await-
ing word from the Gilbert interests,
who are to sell or trade properties
with the city. (The Gilbert interests
are awaiting another decision on '
the part of the proposed apartment
builders who are to purchase their
land. The apartment builders axe ’

awaiting word about financing from'
the lending agency.)

The city isi planning to pave the
shoulders of Ridge between North-
way and Southway soon. Following
that project, curbs and gutters will
be constructed if the budget per-
mits.

Signs prohibiting double parking
in the Centerway area will be erect-
ed as soon as they are delivered.

Tom Snoddy, city director of civil <
defense, intends to resign that post
soon and will make a final report.
Snoddy is also president of the
Volunteer Fire Department. He
hopes to recommend a successor.

¦ Greenbelt road between the Park-
way and Kenilworth a-venue is
slated for construction soon, the
State Roads Commission notified
McDonald. The money has been al-
located but bids cannot be re-
quested until settlement with one

property owner is completed.
J. Wesley Buohanan, builder of

Lakewood, had indicated he would
assist in the improvement of the
Greenbelt Lake park at the time he t
had started construction. “I do not
feel that I have had just the ap-
propriate opportunity to request
a definite answer from, him,” Mc-
Donald stated, adding “but ihe will
be meeting with the council some-
time in the near future to discuss
the planning of the Ridgewood pro-

perty, on the land adjoining his
Lakewood project.” A pavilion and
sanitary facilities are the items the
city has in mind.
