Bowman Wins Run-Off By 7 Votes;
Council To Elect Mayor lext Monday

With a crowd of 60 citizens
chanting the vote count, the run-
off election for the vacant city
council seat ran out its string of
943 ballots and disclosed Bruce
Bowman the victor over incum-
bent (Ben Goldfaden in an un-
precedented close finish,. 475 to

termined finally the winner, who
was saluted with a short burst of
applause. Goldfaden, clearly dis-
appointed, thus ended seven years
of public service on the city coun-
cil. Bowman now joins Edgar
Smith and Dave Champion for
their “baptism of fire” on Monday
night when they meet for the first
time with Tom Canning and Alan
Kistler, reelected incumbents.

The run-off election was strik-
ing in its number of voters, a
record for the event. It featured
two seasoned campaigners, Gold-
faden and a veteran of GHI board
elections, Bowman, and was mark-

ed by a vigorous division of poli-
tical camps. Both opponents knew
the value of the single vote and
worked tirelessly to get out every
available solitary voter.

The ballot count see-sawed back
and forth during the counting and
at the 4CO mark was evenly split;
at the 600 mark, Goldfaden jump-
ed ahead by 4 votes, Bowman led
by 8 at 700, by 2 at 800, by 7 at
900, and then the gap stayed un-
til the end.

The election of Bowman now
emphasizes an additional crucial
political event, the election of a
mayor, close observers indicate.
Tom Canning, incumbent mayor

tied with Alan Kistler in last

week’s election. The mayor is

elected by secret ballot by the

council members, and favor has

been usually shown to the candi-
date with the highest number of
votes. Both Canning and Kistler

have indicated their willingness
to accept the position, but are

expected to nominate each other.

If only the two are nominated, a

quick vote will resolve the dilem-
ma. However, there is an under-
current of rumor which indicates
that Edgar Smith would not de-
cline a nomination, which if forth-
coming might throw the mayoralty
into an interesting competition.

Such competition is likely to
lead to a deadlock. For example,
in choosing among three candi-
dates to fill a vacancy on the
council several years ago, the coun-

cil went to 17 ballots before Jim
Smith, the successful candidate,
received the necessary majority of
three votes.

Kistler has been openly cam-
paigning for Bowman in the run-
off and was sympathetic to Cham-
pion's candidacy during the first
election. Goldfaden and Edgar
Smith were supported by the “old-
time” political hands in the com-
munity. The biggest enigma is
Tom Canning, who has chaired
the council through some of the
city’s most complex problems of
transition, but has been criticized
for his extreme forbearance and
patience, permitting lengthy de-
bates in an effort to encourage

free expression. Although known
to have complete confidence in the
judgment of City Manager Char-
les McDonald, Canning has never
been accused of partisanship in
municipal affairs. So far, Can-
ning has not disclosed his feel-
ings towards the mayor’s chair.

The new council will be watched
with considerable attention by
voters interested in the issues
most discussed during the cam-
paign: charter changes, planning
commission, cleaning up and re-

habilitating public areas, and the
completion of the three public

buildings overwhelmingly approved
by the electorate in last week’s
referendum. As one sage observed
outside the fire-house - “thus
endeth an era.” And thus begin-
neth a new city council.
