New Paving System

I For City Streets
Greenbelt's Department of

J Public Works has adopted a new
plan for paving the city roads,
and it will go into effect with-
in the next month. Money was
allotted in the budget for this
trial of a new type of surfacing,
which is said to be an improve-
ment over the one formerly em-
ployed.

The old method involved patch-
ing with a sealing compound of
chips and liquid asphalt, and its
average lifeexpectancy was three
years. The new material, which
has been used successfully
throughout the country in re-
cent years, is called "smooth
surface seal asphalt." The
entire surface of the road is
ceives a coating of asphalt, 1/2
to 3/4 of an inch thick; it has
a life expectancy of seven to
ten years. The new method costs
about one and a half times as
much as the old.

The initial area to be repaved
starts at Westway and Crescent,
and will continue up the hill
to Ridge and then down Ridge to
Southway. Westway will then be
paved. The new type of surfacing
will only be used to cover the
existing roadway, which varies
in width from 21 to 22 feet.
Those areas ofthe shoulder which
have been used for parking will
be repaved in the older type ot
material, as it is more
economical and a highly durable
surface is less necessary there
than in the heavily - travelled
roadway itself.

Work will begin on the
shoulders; certain stretches of
grass adjacent to the roadway
will also be paved to provide
more parking space.

The roadway itself will be
resurfaced in segments, and
probably one lane at a time,
to minimize the re-routing of
traffic. Access to the parking
courts will present certain dif-
ficulties, for the newly-laid as-
phalt takes approximately 72
hours to harden.
