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Councilmen at Meeting
Of Municipal League

At a dinner-meeting of the Mary-
land Municipal League on Jan. 26
in Annapolis, Mayor Edgar Smith
moved that munieipalities be per-
mitted to annex land without the
consent of the landowners or by
referendum provided that 75% of
the perimeter falls within the
boundaries of the municipality.
The motion, seconded by Council-
man David Champion, received the
support of the League, which had
previously adopted the principle of
“enclave” legislation, and will be
pent to the legislature, Mayor
Smith’s proposal clarified and gave
definition to the meaning of an
“‘enclave.”

Councilmen Clifford Simonson
and William Hoff and City Mana-
ger James Giese were also present
at the meeting.

Convert County Tax Year

Under an ordinance passed this
week, Prince Georges County will
not levy a county tax for six
months, starting Jan. 1st—but the
average citizen will never know the
difference.

The action was necessary to com-
ply with a law passed by the state
legislature, calling for a uniform
fiscal year upon which all Maryland
counties must levy their tax col-
lections.

Here's why Mr. Average Taxpay-
er will not feel the difference:
Prince Georges has always mailed
out its tax bills with the beginning
oibheﬁm.lymrm.mlyof each
though the tax was actually
levied for the entire ealendar year
—January through December.

This year, the county will send
out the tax bills at the same time,
in July, but the tax will be levied
for the fiscal year, running through
June 1966, and everybody will pay
one year's taxes as they had before.

(Editor’s Note: The city of Green-
belt is subject to the same state
law but is not as fortunate as the
county. It does not have excess
funds that can be used to cover
expenditures for the first six
months of the year. Instead it will
have to levy an extra half-year's
taxes, whenever the changeover is
made, since under the state law,
taxes levied for a fiscal year must
be applied against expenditures for
the fiscal year.)

Gity Will Continue to Fight
Latest Zoning Decisions

In the wake of a decision by the Maryland Court of Appeals
on February & permitting the construction of high-rise apartments
on the Jaeger enclave in the Federal Government's Regional Park,
city officials indicated their determinmation to continue their oppo-

sition.

They were joined in this sentiment by members of the

Greenbelt Homes, Ine. board of directors.

Meetings will be held this week — the city council on Monday,
February 15, and the GHI board on 'rhursday, February\ 11— to

consider future courses of action.

In dismissing an appeal by the

city of Greenbelt and William J..

Avrutis, a -non-Greenbelt; land-
owner, the court ruled that meither
party had proper legal standing as
aggrieved parties. The decision
leaves in effect a ruling by Cir-
cuit Judge William B. Bowie that
the 76-acre Y-shaped Jaeger tract

‘should be rezoned to permit mul-

tiple-family occupancy (see accom-
panying map).

The Federal government had
entered the case as “a friend of the
court,” hoping ultimately to acquire
the land owned by Carl J, Jaeger,
Jr. for expansion of the 1100-acre
park.

The Court of Appeals said its
dismissal of the case on legal tech-
nicalities “is not to be taken as ap-
proval” of the lower court's finding
that the land should be rezoned.
Jt noted that the City of Greenbelt
could be aggrieved only as a repre-
sentative of its residents and ruled
that “an association or corporate
body representing only the view-
point of its members is not itself
aggrieved merely because its mem-
bers are.”

B. Francis Saul IT has contracted
to purchase the land which faces
Kenilworth Ave and is surrounded
on three sides by the Federal park.

million _high-rise and town-house
complex to heuse some 7,500 people.
The rezoning had been denied by
the County Commissioners on a
2-to-2 wvote, but that ruling was
overturned by Judge Bowie.

The decision of Maryland's high-
est court, seems to rule out further
judicial action, except a possible
appeal to a Federal court. The
decision also has implications with
respect to the rezoning by the coun-
ty commissioners of 150 acres near
DuVal High School for an indus-
trial-apartment complex. The Cir-
cuit Court has denied the right of
the City of Greenbelt to appeal the
county commissioner’s decision on
the grounds that it is not an ag-
grieved party. The city had been
considering appealing this decision
to the Court of Appeals, but in light
of last Monday’s ruling, such action
may be fruitless.

City and GHI officials feel that
their best prospects for fighting
these =zoning decisions which
threaten to make Greenbelt the
most-densely populated suburban
area in the State lies with the
legislative and executive depart-
ments of the Government. Action
along these lines will be mapped
out by GHI and City Council in
the coming week.

History of Jaeger Tract

The Jaeger property, T76.5 acres
jutting into Greenbelt Regional
Park, was originally earmarked to
be part of that 1100 acre national
park. Through an error, a con-
gressional bill allocating funds for
all the parcels comprising the park
listed the Jaeger property at 56
acres. The owner contested the ac-
reage figure, and Congress never
made a supplemental appropriation.

In July 1963 the Maryland Na-
tional Capital Park and Planning
Commission, overruling its techni-
cal staff, recommended approval of

Carl J. Jaeger's application for re-
zoning for high-rise apartments, to
be built by developer B. F. Saul IL
The county commissioners denied
the zoning application, Nov. 5, 1963,
on a 2-to-2 vote, Commissioners
Bayne Brooke and Gladys Spell-
man voting against the application
and Jesse Baggett and Robert Sut-
phin voting for it. The developer
appealed the denial, and on Jan. T,
1964 Circuit Court Judge William
B. Bowie reversed the commission-
ers decision and granted the zoning.
The City of Greenbelt entered the
case when the Commissioners rec-
ognized a procedural error in fail-
ing to notify seven opponents of
the rezoning application that the
developer had filed an appeal, How-
ever, Judge Bowie on April 7 reaf-
firmed his original decision. The
Commissioners decided, again on a
2-to-2 wvote, not to appeal the
Court’s rulng but the case was
carried to the Maryland Court of
Appeals by two litigants, the City
of Greenbelt and attorney William
J. Avrutis, The Federal Govern-
ment and Berwyn Heights resi-
dents were rTepresented also as
friends of the court.
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For Whom The Bell Tolls

In the last month, the Maryland courts have dealt a body blow
to Greenbelt’s hopes for low-density development of the area by
refusing to reverse zoning decisions that the city has appealed. In
one case, the Circuit Court upheld the county commissioners’ de-
cision to rezone 150 acres near DuVal High School for an apart-
ment-industrial complex. In the other case, decided this week, the
Maryland Court of Appeals upheld a lower court ruling permitting
zoning for high-rise apartments and town houses on the Jaeger
tract which is surrounded on three sides by the Greenbelt Regional
Park.

In both cases, the courts rnled that the City of Greenbelt was
not an aggrieved party, with the implication that Greenbelt had
no grounds for concern since the properties in question were locat-
ed outside the city boundaries.

The actual situation, of course, is that Greeabelt will be ma-
terially affected by what happens on its borders.

Take the traffic situation alone. The two properties in ques-
tion lie at opposite extremities of the Greenbelt rd.-Glenn Dale rd.
thoroughfare which is the main artery linking Greenbelters with
the outside world. If Greenbelt residents now think that they have
unbearable traffic conditions along this thoroughfare, wait until
the properties are developed as planned.

On the Jaeger tract there will be a development of 7.500 per-
song, seeking access to the Beltway Shopping Plaza, NASA, and
points North through the Kenilworth Ave.-Greenbelt rd. intersec-
tion. On the industrial-apartment complex near DuVal, 5,000 per-
sons will be housed—as well as industry for 1,200 jobs. It is esti-
mated that this complex will generate 10,000 vehicle trips per day
on Glenn Dale Road, with the peak load coming during rush hours
as drivers seek access to and egress from the Washington-Balti-
more Parkway and other main arteries.

But this is only the beginning. If the zoning decisions on
these properties are allowed to stand, they will provide a precedent
for the high-density development of adjacent properties along
the Greenbelt road-Glenn Dale Road thoroughfare such as the “Gol-
den Triangle” and the Smith & Ewing properties. It takes no
soothsayer to predict how this will further compound the traffic
congestion.

The high-density development of all this land will, of course,
further overburden all other kinds of loeal facilities such as schools,
libraries, and other government services. And finally, mention
must be made of the fact that the Jaeger tract decision will ser-
iously hinder the development of the Greenbelt Regional Park as
a natural unspoiled wooded area, and curtail its uses for all cit-
izens.

And the courts say that Greenbelt is not an aggrieved party!

Letters to the Editor

Urges Legislation B,
In light of the recent decision by
the Court of Appeals on the Jaeger
Zoning matter, life is becoming
very confusing for this writer.
On the one hand the courts seem
to take a very liberal view as to
what may constitute grounds for
zoning changes, and on the other
hand the same courts take a very
narrow view as to who may be con-
sidered an *“aggrieved party” in
the same case. Judge Bowie cited
as a basis for his reversal of the
Distriet Council the zoning of prop-
erty as far away as Lanham. Then
the Court of Appeals says in its
opinion that the City of Greenbelt
cannot be considered an “aggrieved
party” because it is not a property
owner adjacent to the Jaeger Tract.
Indeed the City cannot even receive
a judgement on the issues of the
case because it cannot represent
its citizens in the courts in such

It would seem that some kind of
legislation from the Prince Georges
Delegation to the State Legislature
would be appropriate. Something
to prohibit circuit judges from ar-
bitrarily and capriciously changing
the zoning of the county according
to their fancy.

GREENBELT NEWS REVIEW

Md. Health Department
Studies 1964 Disease

A report by the Maryland State
Health Department notes that
downward trends in communicable
diseases such as poliomyelitis, diph-
theria and whooping cough were
maintained during 1964. In marked
contrast to this public health a-
chievement is the persistence of
such diseases as rubella (German
measles), meningitis, streptococeal
infections and hepatitis, for which
no successful vaccines have been
developed.

A statewide epidemic of rubella
(German measles) lasted from Feb-
ruary to July. TImmune globulin,
the only preventative known, was
used exbtensively to lessen the risk
in pregnant women, since infection
during the first three months of
pregnancy can cause malformation
or death of unborn children. Or-
dinary measles, however, can be
deterred by use of the measles vac-
cines which have proved highly
effective.

The number of hepatitis cases re-
mained high during the past year,
This disease is particularly difficult
to control because in some indivi-
duals hepatitis is not recognized al-
though they may be carriers of the
disease. Also, there is a lack of
complete knowledge about the virus
which causes hepatitis; consequent-
ly there is no preventative vacecine.

The average of 100 cases of tu-
berculosis a month is still far too
high. Barly examination and treat-
ment are necessary to help curb
this disease.

Prompt reporting would also help
control the spread of syphilis, which
remained at about 500 cases last
year. There was a 10 per cent
rise in gonorrhea,

Intensified statewide public health
education, greater use of available
vaccines, good home and public
sanitation and control of human
earriers and complete case report-
ing would provide much better con-
trol over these communicable di-
seases,

Glory Road by Robert Hamiein

Do you like stories of brave men
who undergo improbable adven-
tures? Do you like stories involv-
Ing disguised beautiful princesses
who fall in love with the hero and
carry him off to never-never land?
If so, here iz the book for you.
Robert Heinlein has produced a
truly enjoyable science fiction
book. His hero is an individual
who, after doing a stretch in Viet
Nam, goes to Europe for some
peaceful girl-watching and aca-
demic training. Before he has a
chance to do much of either, he
finds himself visiting other worlds
and becoming involved in a search
for miszing treasure

This book is a must for science
fiction fans. Of all the Heinlein
books 1 have read, thig is the most
enjoyable. His plot, while not un-
igue, is designed to stir the blood
of those readers who enjoy well-
written adventure stories. There
are definite weaknesses in the plot,
which even the author alludes to,
but these deficiencies do not dis-
tract from the plot, nor from the
pleasure of reading a well-written
book.

TB is Still a Threat

If you contributed to the recent
Christmas Scal Campaign to combat
tuberculosis and other respiratory
diseases, you helped fight a menace
that's even worse than the official
figures indicate.

TB, you probably remember hear-
ing, is one of those “waning” dis-
eases. Trouble is, it has practically

stopped waning. Government health

statistics report that there were
54,046 new cases in the country in
1963—a slight rise over the previous
year, indicating that the long-con-
tinuing advance against the disease
is at a standstill.

The Pubic Health Service doesn't
list & case as “new” when it happens
to somebody who bhas had the dis-
ease before. Yet there are about
10,000 people in this country each
yvear who, having had TB in the
past, relapse for wvarious reasons,
such as failure to taice care of them-
selves, into the active disease again.
They get just as sick as the first-
timers—but they don't get into the
statistics.

So the number of active TB cases
that occur in the United States
every year isn't 54,000; it's more
than 64,000, And although modern
anti-TB drugs do a relatively fast
and efficient job of healing, the
Health Service estimates the num-
ber of Americans with active TB
at present as about 110,000, Add
another half million who are highly
vulnerable—for example, people who
have had contact with patients with
active TB—and you've got a for-
midable health problem.

Christmas seal associations all
over the country, in concert with
the National Tuberculosis Associ-
ation, are getting ready for a new,
intensified attack against this stub-
born scourge. Your Christmas Seal
contribution is helping to furnish
the tools and manpower for this
new assault on an old enemy.

Zip Code System Perfected

Postmaster Emory A. Harman
sald today he has received word
from Postmaster General John A.
Gronouski in Washington, D. C.
that a big “breakthrough” has now
been made on electronic machines
to “read” ZIP-coded addresses on
mail. These sophisticated new ma-
chines will be installed in major
post offices starting in about a year.

ZIP code is important in mail
handling under the system of mail
processing already in wuse which
will continue to be in use as the
basic system at most points. These
machines will be just another step
to help keep pace with the growing
volumes of mail. Neither will the
machines endanger jobs—they will
only help us meet mail expansion
with minimum manpower expan-
sion.

AAZ ADVISES MOTORISTS
WASH CARS AFTER SNOW

Washing your car is even more
important in winter than in sum-<
mer and should be routine after
every snowsiorm, according to
“eorge T. Viverette, Director, Auto—
motive Services Department, D.
Division, AAA.

“Increasing use of salt and cal-
cium chloride for snow and ice
removal means that motorists
should he on the alert against cor-
rosion,” Mr. Viverette said. “T'ons
¢! salt and caleium chloride are
used in the war against snow and
officials have had to accelerate the
use of such chemicals each yeur.
This means an awful Iot of brine
which attaclss bare metal parts un-
protected by special coating. Auto-
mobile engineers say the best rust
prevertion treatment is to wash
your ecar often this winter.”

The AAA official said that auto-
mobile manufacturers are not turn-
ing out cars much more rustproof
than their predecessors. “Special
paints and metals have all but cured
the family car of its tendency to
rust around doors and fenders,” he
said. “But corrosion begins when
the finish is broken so that the
brine solution can reach the under-
lying metal. So even if your car is
a new model, it's still good practice
to wash the car after driving
through slush.”

The Calcium Chloride Institute
explains the increasing use of salts
for snow removal this way: “Plows
remove much of the slippery stuff
but leave a thin sheet on pavement.
So after the snowplows make their
rounds, and. sometimes before,
crews apply a blend of ordinary
rock salt and calcium chloride.

Miss Norma
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Council-Manager Form
0f Governmment Increasing

Greenbelt has had a Council-
Manager form of government since
the town was incorporated in 1937,
and was the first city in Maryland
to do so. Presently there are eight
cities and one county in the State
of Maryland which have this form

of government. Aberdeen was
added to the list of Council-
Manager cities this year. Other
cities are Bowie, College Park,
Gaithersburg, LaPlata, Princess
Anne, and Rockville, The one coun-
ty having this form of government
is Montgomery County.

The council-manager form of
government iz 67 years old. Its
history wdates back to 1908 when
Staunton, Virginia, became the first
city to appoint a mansger. Four

years later, Sumter, South Carolina,
became the first city to adopt the
plan as it is now known. Under the
system, a manager is appointed by
an elected council to serve as ad-
ministrative head of the ecity or
county government under the gen-
eral direction of the council. Since
1950 the plan has averaged more
than 70 adoptions per year in
North America.

A survey reported in the direc-
tory indicates that most of the men

appointed as managers during 1964
had previous public administrative
experience, usually as a manager in
another city, an assistant manager,
or a department head. Most of the
new appointees were under 40 years
of age at the time of their appoint-
ment.

In addition to the 2,027 council-
manager places listed in the direc-
tory for North America, 1,732 cities
and counties in Finland, West Ger-

many, Ireland, Norway, and Sweden
have the council-manager plan.

The council-manager plan con-
tinues to be the most popular form
of local government in American
cities betweun 25,0000 and 250,000
population. More than half of these
are council-manager cities, accord-
ing to the directory. The plan
has worked well for larger cities
also with almost 20 per cent of the
cities with 500,000 to 1,000,000 pop-
ulation using the plan,
