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Requirements to 
In City Election 

Vote, Run 
on Sept. 21 

Election day for the Greenbelt City Council is just three months 
away, on September 21, to be exact. All citizens should be aware 
of the requirements to make them eligible to vote or run for 
office. Do you know, for example whether you are qualified to 
vote, or how to nominate the candidate of your choice, or when 
and where to register? 

Herc are the regulations for citi­
zen parcipation in Greenbelt City 
elections. 

Anyone who is eligiible to vote in 
Greenbelt City elections is eligible 
to run for one of the five seats 
on the city Council. ELECTION 
DAY is September 21, 1965, the 
term of office is two years. 

Registration 
REGISTRATION DAY foi: voters 

is ANY DAY, from 8:30 a.m.. to 
4 p.m.-just go to the city offices 
and sign up with the city clerk. 
If you work during the day and 
can't register then, wait until spe­
cial 11egistration days are announced 
later in the summer. During special 
registration days the city clerk will 
sign you up during the evening. 

Once you have registered for 
Greenbelt elections, you need not 
register again as long as you live 
here continuously, provided you 
have voted in at least one of the 
two iprevious city elections. If 
you've never registered here or if 
you moved out of town and then 
moved back or if you missed vo­
ting in two elections, it will be 
necessary to register again under 
the same provisions for eligibility. 

Elipbility 
To be eli,g!:ble to vote in Green­

belt <:ouncil eleclions you must be 
a citizen of the United States, at 
lea.st 21 years of age, must have 
lived in Green1belt at least six 
montrul and in the State of Mary­
land at least one year immediately 
preceeding the election. Employees 
of the U. S. government, residing 
in Greenbelt are eligible to vote 
in the city election and run for 
city oouncll posts, even .though they 
normally vote in another state for 
state and national elections. 

If you - or your candidate - are 
eligible to vote, here's what must be 
done to get a place on the ballot 
fox City Coun<lilman: 

1-Get at least 3% and not more 
than 5% of the qualifiea registered 
voters to sign a nomination p etition 
form, or get some from the city 
clerk; she also han as information 
form tba,t will be helpful. You may 
use one sheet of paper or several. 

2-Submit the signed petition to 
her (together with a $3 filing fee) 
not earlier -than July 23 and not 
la ter than August 23 at 5 p.m. 
Only registered voter's signatures 
a re valid, and a voter may sign only 
ONE nomination petition even 
though •he may vote for five candi­
dates. Therefore, the city clerk 
will disqualify a vcters' signature 
on t1he second and all subsequent 
petitions she receives on which it 
aippears. 

This means a voter should think 
twice before signing a nomination 
petition for someone lhe isn't really 
eager to ;back; it would make him 
unable to nominate any.one else. 
This also means that the candidate 
(or <the backers of a candidate) who 
file their petitions early in the July 
23 - August 23 period will have 
more time in which to get addition­
al signatures to validate the peti­
tion. 

Married women signers of peti­
tions shoukl use the form Mary 
Doe, not Mrs. John Doe. The re­
cords show them as Mary Doe and 
if the city clerk doesn't recognize 
the name in its married form, she 
may not 1be able to check and ac­
cept it. 

3-Within 7 days of filing at -a 
valid :petition, the city clerk noti­
fiee the candida.te. The latter tjhen 
has T d8. s \\ithin wlhich to a.ocept 

the nomination. (In some cases, 
petitions are circulated without the 
candidates say-so.) 'l'he ballot car­
ries all persons nominated this way. 
But you can write them in wlhen 
you vote. 

Tha t's all there is to it. On Sep­
tember 21 there will ibe an election. 
If fi've candidates fail to win a 
ma jority of the votes cast, there 
will be a run-off election 7 days 
later. In the second election there 
shall be printed on the 'ballot twice 
as many names as there are posi­
tions to be filled, from the remain­
ing candidates polling, in order, 
the largest number of votes in the 
first election. In this election the 
remaining positions shall lbe filled 
by declaring elected the several 
candidates polling the largest num­
ber of votes.

Yesterday City Manager James 
Giese announced that, barring any 
unforeseen difficulties, the swim­
ming pool would open today, 'I'burs­
day, at 1 p.m. He noted, however, 
that the pool was still under con­
struction and all facilities are not 
complete. The wading pool, still 
not completed, is scheduled for op­
ening by the weekend. The new 
diving pool will probably not open 
for another week or so. 

Giese also pointed out that since 
all electrical wiring is not com­
plete, it may be necessary to close 
the pool at dusk. He further no­
ted that -because of the construc­
tion work, the pool is subject to 
being closed without notice. 

The city asks the patience of its 
residents for any inconveniences 
caused by the swimming pool con­
struction. By putting up with these 
difficulties, they will make it pos­
sible to open the pool at an earlier 
date than would otherwise be the 
case. 

Grants To Universities 
Congressman Carlton R. Skkles, 

(D-Md.), announced this week that 
the Federal Office of Education, 
under the Higher Education Facili­
ties Act of 1963, has awarded a 
grant of $225,267 to the Johns Hop­
kins University Graduate Division 
in Baltimore for remodeling class­
rooms and office facilities in Gil­
man Hall and $441,000 to the Uni­
versity of •Maryland in College 
Park to aid <:onstruction of a new 
animal sci c building. 

"These grants will help to al­
leviate the shortage of graduate 
facilities that ,prevails in Maryland, 
and will enable these universities 
to continue to expand llheir gradu­
ate programs," Sickles said.

Dobbins was asked what he be• 
lieved should ibe the maximum per­
centage of apartment units in any 
area.

"Any time 
you get more than 50 per<:ent 
a,partments, you lose balance. I 
think 35 to 40 percent should ibe 
bhe upper limit." 

His views are of interest to 
Greenbelters who have been voicing 
thier objection to the M'NCPiPC's 
Area 13 plan. Critics of the plan, 
including the Greenbelt City Coun­
cil and Citizens for a Planned 
Greenbelt (CFPG), have pointed 
out that development of the Green­
belt area according to the Area 13 
plan would create a catastrophic 
unbalance with more bhan 80 per­
cent of the living units consisting 
of apartments and less than 20 
percent owner-occupied. 

Inconsistency Noted 

The STAR article made note of 
this inconsistency as follows: "De­
spite the concept of diversity that 
Dobbins and many other planners 
defend, the commission's advanced 
planning section in Silver Spring 
turned out a hotly contested ma11ter 
plan that hews a far different 
course. Defended •by Stevens and 
other top commission officials, the 
plan proposes no new areas of 
single-family homes in the Green­
belt area. Everythin.g new of a 
residential nature would be apart­
ments." 

Ri.glht now zoning a,pplfoations 
for more than 700 acres of apart­
ments in this area are marking 
time, waiting for what happens to 
the master plan for Greenbelt.

spicuous after a close mowing and 
even add a pleasant touch of green 
to those spots where the grass died

found enoug'h excuses not to do 
so last fall.

Let's see 
what results you can dope out. 

Q. A couple of )'ears ago I plan­
ted my lawn with a new strain of 
Zoysia grass, guaranteed to drive 
out crabgrass. Well, it did. It also 
drove out daffodils, chrysanthe­
mums. peonies, marigolds and afri­
can violets. It is now threatening 
the hedge, while my neighbor is 
threatening m e, with a lawsuit. 
WhP.t can I do? 

A: Zoysia grass has been impor­
ted from J apan where it is con­
trolled by the J apanese beetle. A 
few of these beetles in your garden 
would rapidly solve your problems. 
All your problems, because they a re 
also very fond of daffodils, mums, 
peonies, marigolds, african violets, 
etc.
