REZONING WITHIN GREERBELT
DENIED BY COMMISSIONERS

Greenbelt batted 1000 last Friday, Sept. 17, at a hearing of
the County Commissioners to consider five petitions for rezoning.
The County Commissioners were in complete agreement with Green-
belt's recommendations, voiced by City Manager James Giese and

Joseph DePaul, Greenbelt's ecity solicitor.

Their testimony was

supported by representatives from Greenbelt Homes, Ine., includ-
ing Manager Roy Breashears and a GHI attorney.

The commissioners voted to deny
two petitions to rezone land on
Cresecent Rd. behind the Parkway
apartments from RPC to R-18,
which would have permitted con-
struction of additional apartment
houses. The owners of the land are
Greenbelt Parkway Apartments,
Ine., and Jane Apartments, Inc.

Originally Government Owned

When the federal government
sold its interest in Greenbelt during
the 19508, the apartment house
block between Parkway and Cres-
cent was subdivided for sale into
3 parcels, each parcel containing
one apartment building and its ad-
joining apen-space area. The open-
space portions of two of these par-
cels were the subject of the two
rezoning petition.

These apartment buildings, like
all the other original construction
in the city, do not comply with the
provisions of any existing zoning
Giese argued that the

ent s __would
ty's R-18 zoning category as to
density of land use and type of
construction. Furthermore, he con-
tended that an R-18 zoning for this
block is a logieal step-down classi-
fication, inasmuch as the block ad-
joins an area of higher density
apartments on one side, and an
area of lower density townhouses
on the other.

The attorney for the county
agreed, adding that all such con-
struction built by governmental

bodies and later sold should be as-
signed to the county zoning cate-
gory it resembled most closely, and
subsequently be governed by the
regulations established for that
zoning category.

The owners of the two apartment
buildings had requested rezoning
for the open-space portion of their
property only. The eity contended
that the open-space portion could
not be detached from the portion
of the parcel on which the apart-
ment houses are located, and that
to zone this area separately and
build on it would eonflict with zon-
ing regulations.

To Withdraw from

The city argued that the open-
space area is needed to provide
recreation, safeguard the appear-
ance of the area, and possibly pro-
vide off-street parking in the
future. The County Commissioners
concurred.

Also denied was a petition to re-
zone a ‘i-acre lot on Lakecrest
Drive and Greenbelt Rd. from R-55
to C-O (commercial office). If the
petition were granted, it was
argued, the parcel would become
an example of undesirable spot-
zoning.

Approval was given to petitions
to rezone two parcels of land in
Springhill Lake from R-18 to C-O
and C-1 respectively (commercial
zoning). Both changes are in con-
formity with the Greenbelt Master
Plan.

Commissioners Deny Move

Prince Georges County's
Commissioners denied any plans to
withdraw from either the Washing-
ton Suburban Sanitary Commis-
sion (WSSC) or from the Maryland
National Capital Park and Plan-
ning Commission (MNCPP C).

The possibility of changing some
of the relationships between the
county government and these
agencies was informally discussed
in a4 meeting last month, according
to Commissioner Gladys Spellman,
but nothing formal has been done;
no study has even been initiated.
There has been no serious proposal
to withdraw from either WSBSC or
MNCPPC; as commissioner Jesse
Baggett noted: “In these agencies
right now we have the best ar-
rangement in the county.”

Commissioner Bayne Brook had
sorme afterthought about the pub-
which apparently emanated
from the informal discussion. “I
did not know there was going to
be a press release on our meeting.”
he declared “I considered it was
just a thought tossed out for dis-
cussion.”

Referendum

The electorate gave an over-
whelming endorsement to the pro-
posed $250,000 bond issue for the
purchase of parkland around
Greenbelt Lake. The vote was 808
to 133.

The 1,245 votes cast did not equai
the 1,393 cast in the 1963 election,
but were the second highest in the
history of Greenbelt. Seventeen
citizens cast absentee ballots in
Tuesday's election.

There were also a considerable
number of write-<in votes — 27
gpread among Dean, Goldfaden,
Turner, Donkas, Morrison, Me-
Donald, and Neumann.
