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GHI Expresses Adverse Reaction
To the City’s Special Assessment

Board members of Greenbelt Homes, Ine. (GHI), voiced some
displeasure Thursday night, about the $9,950 special assessment
levied on GHI by the outgoing city council for the Greenhill - Hill-

side cut-through.

Some resident reaction also manifested itself

in a sharp letter directed to the board by Mr. Sam Cornelius,
warning that he might initate a taxpayer's suit to oppose the

“erazy’ assessment,

Director John O'Reilly reiterated
his opinion, expressed at the coun-
c¢il hearing, that the 100% assess-
ment was wrong in principle be-
cause the purpose of the road was
primarily to join two parts of the
eommunity, not to give GHI access
to its property. He advocated a
member petition to have the ordi-
nance repealed. Chairman Charles
Schwan noted that the board had
previously decided to accept the
assessment oprovided the city
adopted a uniform policy in all
such cases. There was then some
discussion as to whether the out-
going city council had actually
done this. Director Norman Weyel
pointed out also that the incoming
eouncil had the authority to amend
the ordinance. Director Nat Shin-
derman, at Schwan's suggestion,
moved to defer the matter until
after the first meeting of the new
eouncil; the motion passed against
O'Reilly's opposition.

Lot Line Survey

In other business, Manager
Breashears brought up a question
of whether the engineering firm of
Greenhorne and O'Mara should be
hired to survey lot lines from the
air at a cost of about $10,000.

that GHI staff could do most of
the task, except for problem cases;
Shinderman in particular suggested
that the job could be done step.by
step as houses were sold. He com-
mented that decisions of this kind
(asgigning lot lines) were arbitrary
by nature, swhether made by an en-
gineering firm or by GHI. This
approach was deemed preferable
by the board, the directors general-
ly being of the opinion that the
expense of hiring the firm was too
great. The manager was according-
ly requested to prepare a policy
statement for consideration at the
next meeting.

In a related matter, Seymour
Kaphan of the Audit Committee ex-
pressed concern about access for
fire engines in GHI areas - some
firelanes appear to be blocked at
present. Schwan asked the manager
to make a report on which mreas
were blocked, and to find out the
Fire Department's mccess require-
ments.

Maintenance of open areas in
Greenbelt (weedcutting, ete.) has
been an undecided problem between
GHI and the city for a long time,
both parties declining to assume
responsibility in various areas.
Director Stephen Polaschik sug-
gested arranging to divide the work.
Breashears was asked to provide
outlines of the areas of contention.

The is-
sues in this election were blunted
as all candidates ran on a platform
of preserving a planned Greenbelt.

. The turn-out of 1,139 voters was
exceptionally high for ‘a single
vacancy run-off. About 81 per-
cent of the 1,245 who voted a week
ago turned out again last Tuesday.
At the last run-off between two

* candidates—in 1959—86 percent of

the voters in the first
voted again in the run-off.

One young lady advised me to
ret shows ahead of the Beltway
Theatre, Unfortunately, the man-
ner in which flims are distributed
makes this difficult. As a rule
pictures are released to neighbor-
hood theatres 21 days after they
finish in the big first-run theatres,
such as are found in downtown
Washington. The result is that as
many as 30 theatres - including
ours - may be playing the same
show at the same time. We cer-
tainly do not lag behind other
theatres in the area.

Some writers suggested that we
bring back older films, others pro-
posed art and foreign films. This is
a good suggestion; I am already in
quiring about this possibility and
hope for good results,

Quite a few said that we should
have new seats. This I will go
along with; but the time has come
to call a spade a spade. The cost
of 450 new seats of high quality
runs (between $12,000 and $15,000.
I discussed this with Mr. Walton,
the theatre's owner, several weeks
ago and he said that he would sup-
port such a purchase if he were
assured that the increase in patron-
age which it would bring would ul-
timately cover the cost. Will it?

I have been in charge of the
Greenbelt Theatre from 1957 to 1960
and in the years following I suc-
cessfully opened and operated
many theatres in Maryland and
Virginia, Coming back to the
Greenbelt Theatre, you might say,
is like coming home for me. Yet
with all my experience I still won-
der why attendance in the Green-
belt Theatre is as low as it is. Some
writers advised me to get newer
shows. Well, several weeks ago I
ran for a week the Beatles brand-
new production “Help” and grossed
600 dollars; the Beltway Theatre
showed the same picture at the
same time for a higher entrance
fee yet its gross was almost 6 times
higher., Why?

Let me end by thanking all of
you good people who wrote me. I
will try to do many of the things

‘'you mentioned in your advice to

me to improve my theatre. I am
not giving up and hope to get this,
your hometown theatre, out of the
red and on its way to better times.
I am confident that you will find
it as good as the best and friendlier
than the rest.
