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City Council Accepts Suburban Trust 
Bid for Parkland Acquisition Bonds

The parkland acquisition program took a step forward on 

Monday, Nov. 1, when the City Council agreed to accept a sealed 
bid from Suburban Trust Company for the purchase of bonds in 
the amount of $250,000, at an interest rate of 3.5 percent per 
annum. The General Obligation Bonds, which will be issued in de­
nominations of $5,000, will bear the date of Dec. 1, 1965, and will 
mature over a 15-year period. No other financial institutions sub­
mitted bids. 

In reply to an inquiry from 
Councilman Dave Champion re­
garding the timing of the bond is­
sue, City Manager James Giese 
stated that none of the funds will 
remain idle if there are delays in 
acquiring the parkland, as they 
will be invested in short-term 
Treasury notes which will yield 
interest equivalent to that of the 
bonds. 
The council authorized the city to 
enter into an agreement with other 
planning and park authorities in 
the Washington Metropolitan Area 
to cooperate in the joint exerci~e 
of responsibility for the acquisition 
and preservation of permanent 
open space land. This agreement 
was necessary in order to qualify 
for federal aid for the purchase of 
parkland. ' 

The Council will hold a special 
meeting tonight to discuss the city's 
request to the Housing and Home 
Fund Administrator for open space 
funds for the purchase of parkland, 
as well WI the related problem of 
the site of a municipal service 
building. Sites under con11idera­
tion are part of Parcel 10, adjacent 
to Kenilworth Ave.; the Furey pro­
perty on Ridge Rd. near Lakeside 
North; parcel 5 between the Furey 
property and existing city park 
land; and parcel 4 located primar­
ily on the west side of Research 
Rd. adjacent to the Agricultural 
Research Center. 

Crescent Road 
The council referred to the city's 

Advisory Planning Board a request 
by the State Roads Commission 
(SRC) for advice as to relocation 
of Crescent road. Because of its 
proximity to the Capital Beltway 
exit. the present intersection of 
Crescent Rd. and Kenilworth Rd. 
is unsatisfactory and a new inte1·­
section is being proposed near 
L akeside North where Ridge Rd. 
used to exit onto Edmonston road. 

The SRC has suggested that Cres­
cent Rd. either (1) turn just past 
Lastner Lane and angle across an 
8.8 acre tract of land next to Box­
wood Village or (2) follow the 
existing right-of-way to Ridge Rd. 
(entrance to Lakeside North) and 
then follow iRidge Rd. to the new 
proposed intersection with Kenil­
worth. 

Each route had advantages and 
disadvantages. Proposal (1) is in 
accordance with the City's Master 
Plan but it places a curve right 
next to Las-tner Lane exit, w'hich 
is not considered desirable. It 
also makes the 8.8 acre parcel less 
suitable for development in the 
single-family (R.-55) category, which 
is what the city's Master Plan 
calls for. The Area 13 plan called 
tor the property northeast of the 
road to be kept in single-family 
homes but the property southwest 
to be rezoned for neighborhood 
shopping (C-1). The city's plan 
calls for a neighborhood shopping 
center on the other side of Kenil­
worth Ave. 

Proposal (2) would produce 
sharper curves, but it leaves intact 
most of the 8.8 acre tract. The 
latter tract, owned by Charles 
Bresler is presently the subject of 
a petition for rezoning to C-1. 

Also referred to the Advisory 
Planning Board was a request by 
two property owners in Boxwood 
Village for city approval to pur-

chase adjacent property which is 
to be dedicated to the city by the 
developer for open space. The pro­
perty owners state that the addi­
tional land-approximately a 25-
foot extension of present property 
lines - is generally inaccessible 
and that they will be in a better 
position to- maintain the land as 
open space than the city. 

Litt.er 
Council unanimously decided not 

to change the present ordinance 
dealing with littering. An amend­
ment proposed by the previous 
council was intended to tighten up 
such regulations by not excepting 
storage of building materials in 
public vew during active building 
construction. However, the amend­
ment also introduced the concept 
of "unreasonable" accumulation of 
debris, which the city manager felt 
would make it more difficult for 
the Police Department to determine 
whether or not a violation exists. 

A member of the audience, Irving 
Gerring, pointed out 'that the am­
endment had been proposed be­
cause the present ordinance was 
considered unenforceable, since it 
was difficult to estab!ish whether 
active building construction was in 
progress. 

Mayor Edgar Smith, however, 
stated his belief that the present 
ordinance was enforceable and 
suggested that the city start enfor­
cing it. There were amens from 
the audience. 

Other Items 
Al Herling expressed concern 

that the anti-loitering ordinance 
was being used' to deprive individ­
uals of their constitutional right to 
assembly. He cited a recent arrest 
in the Center. The council asked 
for a report from the city mana­
ger. 

The city is putting up a "Do 
Not Block" sign in front of the 
entrance to Greenbelt Junior High 
School. Traffic had been backing 
up from the Greenbelt Rd-Edmon­
ston rd. intersection.

CFPG Requests Hearing 
On Revised Master Plan 

A request for a public hearing on 
the revised draft of the Area 13 
Master Plan for the Greenbelt­
College Park area has been made 
by the Steering Committee of the 
Citizens for a Planned Greenbelt. 
In a letter to William J. Stevens, 
chairman of the Maryland Nation­
al Capital Parks and Planning 
Commission, C F P G Chairman 
Lloyd L. Moore expressed the need 
for the dtizens in this a rea who 
will be affected by the Master Plan 
to have an opportunity to learn 
what is being proposed, and to 
present their view s on the 
MNCPPC's Staff r eport before any 
final action is taken by the Plan­
ning Commission. 

Moore pointed out that the pub­
lic hearing might poasibly speed 
up the process of adopting a 
Master Plan for this area "by en­
hancing acceptance of the Plan by 
all parties involved. . . . The CFPG 
stand ready to assist in any way 
possicble to plan and arrange for 
such a public hearing in Green­
bel.t." 

A similar request was sent by 
City Manager, James K. Giese, in 
accordance with a directive by 
Council in July. 

The Board of Directors of Green­
belt Homes, Inc., has also written 
a letter to the County Commis­
sioners asking for a public hearing. 

The Police Blotter 
Police Chief William Lane re­

ports .that Hallowe'en pranksters 
set fire to the statue in the Center 
Mall- not Sunday, Oct. 31, when 
a guard was posted, but Monday 
night when Hallowe'en was of­
fically over. No other Hallowe'en 
damage was done at the Center, 
and police received no complaints 
from residents of destructive van­
dalism. Just a few broken pump­
kins and tossed tomatoes.

Chief Lane will attend a meet­

ing of the Maryland Chiefs of 
Police in Annapolis on Nov. 18. 
The chiefs are planning to recom­
mend to the Maryland Delegates 
a Minimum Standards Training 
Act for a ll Maryland ,policemen. 
Twenty-two states already have 
such a mandatory or voluntary 
police training program in opera­
tion. Lane explained that Jaw en­
forcement administration is be­
coming more and more professional 
in nature, and it requires proper 
education. The proposed Act would 
require that every police recruit 
successfully complete a certain 
numlber of hours (not yet deter­
mined) of training during his initial 
probationary period.

Public Library for Greenbelt 
May Be in '66 County Budget

A new public library in the center of Greenbelt, comparable 

in size to the Regional Library in Hyattsville, is well along in 
the planning stages, according to informed county sources. The 
exact location has not yet been chosen, but the library will probably 
be built near the Center School on land owned by the Board of 
Education, which has been described as "most cooperative" in the 
negotiations currently under way. 

The Library Story 
It appears that a spacious new 

Greenbelt branch of the Prince 
Georges County Memorial Library 
is planned for the area of the Cen­
ter, although several hurdles still 
remain. Even if everything goes 
smoothly, several years will prob­
ably pass before the new library 
opens its doors; yet the prospects 
look good for eventual replacement 
of the present overcrowded Green­
belt branch, located since 1939 in 
the Center School. This news 
climaxes several years of cam­
paigning for a new library, as out­
lined chronologically below. 
1959-A study of the libraries in 

Prince Georges and !Montgomery 
Counties by the Maryland-Nation­
al Capital Park and Planning 
Commission recommends a new, 
enlarged Greenbelt branc·h. 

1963-A publication of the Prince 
Georges County Memorial Libra­
ry recor:imends a new Greenbelt 
branch. 

Fall, 1963-Overcrowding at Green­
belt Center School brings a threat 
to evict the Greenibelt branch, 
which occupies the space of two 
classrooms. The library is re­
prieved when temporary, pre­
fabricated classrooms are erected. 
Citizens form a Library Associa­
tion. 
Greenbelt's Advisory Planning 
Board appoints a library subcom­
mittee, under ,the chairmanship 
of Clifford Simonson. 
Several well-attended p u ib Ii c

especially in Springhill Lake. Rob- • 
ert Mogel of the Greenbelt Volun­
teer Fire Department and Rescue 
Squad also pointed out that letter­
ing was so small that one needed a 
magnifying glass to read it. The 
climax came when one councilman 
complained that he couldn't even 
locate registered voters during the 
last election. 

Street numbering and naming is 
done by the Maryland National 
Capital Park and Planning Com­
m ission. The naming of streets is 
actually done by the developer 
when he files a plat, sulbject to ap­
proval by '.MNCPPC. GVFD & RS 
has suggested that Greenbelt be 
exempt from MNCPPC auQiority. 

Veteran's Day Program 
A Veterans' Day program will be 

presented on Thursday, Nov. 11, 
at 11 a.m. in the Center Mall. The 
Greenbelt Post of the American 
Legion asks every resident to dis­
play the American flag on that 
day. Richard Pilski, the Legion's 
Americanism chairman, stated: "At 
a time when many find it neces­
sary to demonstrate against our 
country's policy to stem the tide of 
communism in Viet Nam and the 
world, the American Legion asks 
us all to show that we have not 
forgotten m en ,;,vho fight and have 
fought to make our nation great 
for the individual rights of all 
men.'' 

Fair Housin_g t:o Meet: 
The Greenbelt Citizens For Fair 

Housing will hold a meeting on 
Monday, Nov. 15, at 8 p.m. in the 
Co-op Hospitality Room. Speakei:­
for the evening will be Gerald 
Gough, Chairman of the Commun­
ity Relations Advisory Board for 
the city of Greenbelt. 

Miss Elizabeth Hage, director o:f 
the Prince Georges County Mem­
orial Licbrary system, stated Tues­
day that the Library Board is in 
close communication with both the 
Board of Education and a consul­
ting architect regarding the pi:;o­
posed Greenbelt branch. 

Four governmental agencies will 
be involved before the library be­
comes a reality. Planning is the 
job of the county Library Board 
and staff. Site selection involves 
the Board of Education. The plans 
and proposed costs must be pre­
sented for approval to the Prince 
Georges County Commissioners, 
who furnish the funds. If the 
commissioners approve, they must 
then get permission from the State 
Legislature to float the necessary 
bond issue. 

County Commissioner Gladys 
Spellman, who serves as liaison be­
tween the commissioners and the 
Library Board, stated: "The County 
Commissioners have had some very 
fine cooperation from the Board 
of Education in providing library 
sites. As for the Greenbelt li­
brary, I think there is a very 
strong chance that it would be 
included in this year's budget." 

The County Comissioners will be 
presenting their proposed budget 
next month to the Prince Georges 
Delegation to the Maryland Leg­
islature at four public hearings 
Dec. 6, 7, 8, and 9. All the agen~ 
cies involved agree that citizen 
support for the library at the hear­
ings will be of assistance in se­
curing the necessary funds. 

Royal Hart, chairman of the 
Prince Georges Delegation to the 
Maryland Legislature, commented 
this week: "I feel certain the dele­
gation will support any request 
for money for a library in Green­
belt. We have pushed this project 
for a considerable time, and are 
very much in favor Cif it." 

Design of the Building 
No contract has yet been award­

ed to an architectural firm for 
design of the building, but an ar­
chitect experienced in both library 
and school construction, and famil­
iar with the Greenbelt Center area, 
has consented to study the situa­
tion. No plans can be drawn until 
a site is selected, for the topogra­
phy of the land will dictate the 
form of the structure and the num­
ber of floors and entrances on dif­
ferent levels. 

Tentative plans call for a build~ 
ing of approximately 40,000 square 
feet (compared to 38.000 for the 
Regional Library, exclusive of of­
fice space), probably on at least 
two floors, with provision for fu­
ture expansion . In addition, the 
Board of Education desires that a 
building erected near an existing 
schocl should be compatible with 
the school in design. 

A contemporary exterior, and a 
flexible interior with as few par­
titions as possible, appear likely. 
Air conditioning throughout the 
building is recommended, both to 
increase the comfort of patrons 
and to prolong the life of the books. 

The library will probably contain 
separate departments for children 
and adults, with the possible ad­
dition of a. Young Adults' Division. 
The number of librarians will de­
pend on the final design of the 
building. 

LITTER-BUG AP.RESTED 
An 18-year-old local youth was 

arrested Oct. 29 and charged with 
littering in the Center area. This 
is the first arrest in the city's 
stepped-up anti-littering campaign. 
Several warnings have also been 
issued. Fines range from $5 to 
$50. Chief Lane requests the co­
operation of citizens, and notes that 
the a nti-loitering ordinance will be 
vigorously enforced.

Twe11ty-Five Years Ago 
The Milk Buyers Club accepted a bid from a local dairy 

to supply them with milk at 11 cents per quart 
One hundred Japanese beetle traps were purchased by the 

city and placed in "strategic positions" to combat an unusually 
heavy invasion of the bugs. 

Fifteen European refugee children arrived from New York 
to begin a two-week vacation in Greenbelt. The children were 
8 to 12 years old, and each one was sponsored by a Greenbelt 
family. They were all given tennis, baseball and swimming 
lessons; picnics, parties and sightseeing trips were planned 
for them, and they were guests at a Red Cross Benefit Show 
on August 2. 

The Greenbelt Housing Group, a co-operative corporation, 
was selling shares of stock to enable it to purchase a tract of 
land on which to build individual modestly-priced homes. The 
land selected by the group is now Woodland Hills and Lake­
wood. A basic house plan had been chosen which could be 
modified to meet the needs of individual families. Hale Walker, 
original planner of Greenbelt, had been retained by the Farm 
Security Administration to plan the sites for the new homes so 
that they would harmonize with the existing community. 

The big topic of conversation in town was the Burke-Wads­
worth Act, a compulsory conscription biU which was being de­
bated in Congress. An editorial in the Cooperator said "The 
rapidity with which this important legislation is be1ng rushed 
through Congress is alarming." 

City otes 
The season for the Litter-Gitter, 

Greenbelt's vacuum leaf eradicator, 
is here again. No special schedul­
ing will be a rranged for lea f pick­
ups; those wishing to get rid of 
the quantities of leaves that ac­
cumulate on lawns are merely 
asked to ralte them into long rows 
a longside the curbs. City officials 
especially emphasize that leaves 
.should not be raked into large piles 
on city or park land, for the sh-0rt 
hose attachment of the vehicle 
could never reach them in such 
places. Instead, they should be 
raked as close to the curb as pos­
l?i'ble. 

Another w rning: the Litter­
Gitter is for leaves only. Hedge 
clippings a nd other debris should 
be handled separately and arrange­
.rnents made for special trash pick­
ups. Such arrangements can be 
made simply by cnlling the city 
offices, 474-8000.

Manager Breashears read a re­
cently -published account of the 
new master plan submitted by the 
()Ounty planning staff to the Plan­
ning Board, which contains the 
statement that th'e city (Greenbelt) 
would allow Ridge Road to be a 
main thoroughfare. According to 
Chairman Schwan, a member of 
Citizem for a Planned Greenbelt, 
this statement is incorrect. Brea­
shears also reported that a com­
munication with MNCPPC chair­
man William Stevens gave little en­
couragement that his commission 
woud voluntarily hold public hear­
ings on t:he new plan.

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COUNTY FIRE PROTECTION REPORT 
PROPOSES MORE PAID FIREMEN 

A detailed Fire Protection Survey Report was presented Tues­
day night, Nov. 2, to the officers of all county fire associations at 
a meeting between the officers, County Commissioner M. Bayne 
Brooke, and a representive · of Yarger and Associates, the firm 
which prepared the report. It proposes major changes in the 
structure of firefighting procedures in Prince Georges County, 
supplementing the volunteer companies with some paid fire-fight­
ing personnel. 

The fire association officers were 
asked to make a detailed study of 
the report, evaluate it, and bring 
back their recommendations. The 
Greenbelt Fire Department and 
Rescue Squad was r epresented by 
President Joseph O'Loughlin and 
Chief Vince Dutton. 

Brooke, who is liaison with the 
fire and police operations in the 
county, stressed that "both this 
board and the :firemen themselves 
have recognized for some time now 
that times are changing and that 
some implementation of our volun­
teer system is becoming necessary." 
At the same time, he saluted the 
volunteers as "a cadre of exper­
ienced and dedicated men; we all 
want to do all we can to keep the 
volunteer system going for many 
years." 

Details of Report 
The 1-eport itself would, in gen­

eral, establish a county-wide ad­
ministra tive control of all :firefight­
ing activities, with deputy chiefs 
assigned to geographically located 
areas. Instead of the present sys­
tem of allocation of fire tax monies 
to fire departments an an assess­
able base proportion, all appropria­
tions would be made from general 
county funds. Each department 
would present its annual budget 
to the County Commissioners, and 
would m a ke purchases through the 
county's Central Purchasing De­
pa rtment. 

Several all-prod companies in 
key locations are suggested. Paid 
men would be under the county's 
merit system and would have to 
pass standard examinations for em­
ployment. They would also re­
ceive the same fringe benefits as 
other county employees. 

SAFETY MEASURES 
FOR SKATEBOARDS 

Skateboards can 1be very da n ger­
ous. Local hospitals have reported 
frequent dnjuries, ,particularly frac­
tures of the wrist and ankle. Many 
of the fmctures occur a,mong 
youngsters between 11 and 14 years 
old. 

Because the boards have no bra­
king device, there is only one way 
to stop - by jumping off. This poses 
severa l hazards: the rider may fall 
and injure himself; he may fall in 
the path of vehicular traffic and 
cause injury to himself and others; 
or he may collide with anot'her 
skateboard rider or a pedestrian. 

Precautions for skateboard users 
are: 

• Do not use skateboards in 
driveways leading to streets. 

• Use skateboards only on 
smoothly paved surfaces, free of 
large cracks, sand or gravel. 

• Wear shoes with non-skid soles. 
• Whether the •board is home­

made or a commereial model, exa­
mine it frequently for any mechan­
ical defects or splinters. 

• Do not leave skateboards on 
sidewalks or stairs or fa drive­
ways where someone may fall over 
them. 

Minor cuts and abrasions should 
be cleaned promptly with mild soap 
and water and an approved anti-

A VISIT TO A U.G.F. 
SHELTERED WORKSHOP 

A sweet-.faced girl was standing 
at the ironing board, carefully 
pressing a shirt. She was doing it 
beautifully; all her being was con­
centrated on her task. 

In an adjoining room, three 
young men were working at a 
printing press. It was not a mod­
ern, automated machine, but they 
mani'Pulated it skillfully and with 
obvious satisfaction. 

The sound of hammering drew me 
to still another room. Here, wooden 
crates were being repaired. One 
of the boys looked up briefly from 
his work, greeted me cheerfully, 
but never missed a tap of his 
hammer. 

This was a sheltered workshop 
for retarded youngsters. Some had 
additional handicaps. One boy was 
crippled, one unable to talk. But 
the thing most impressive, most 
noticeable, was the single-minded 
devotion which these young people 
had for their work. It would be 
hard, if not impossible, to find 
another group of people anywhere 
working so steadily, with no in­
terruptions, no complaints, no 
"goofing off." 

These children might have ibeen 
left to vegetate in homes or in­
stitutions, and to become public 
charges. Instead they are being 
taught to become self-sufficient, 
to contribute to their own support 
instead of being a burden to the 
taxpayer. 

The workshoip thaJt I visited is 
a member agency of the United 
Givers Fund. So a r e the Boy Scouts, 
Girl Scouts, and dozens of agencies 
doing their work right in our area 
and for people in this area. 

Most of our G reenbelt neighbors 
contribute to the UGF where they 
work. Some have not been reached 
in that way. I have had several 
calls from people who have asked 
where they m ay make their con ­
tribution. Two of these callers 
insisted on b r inging me their money 
right .then and there. If anyone 
has been missed, please call Mrs.

New Federal Bill Provides 
F o· Local Improvements 

The new Housing and Urban De­
velopment Act, signed by the Presi­
dent on August 10, contains several 
provisions for financial assistance 
to local communities which will be 
cf l!lterc!;t to Crcenbelters. 

One provision, the Open Space 
Land Acquisition program, was a 
factor taken into consideration by 
the city when its citizens approved 
the bond issue for -parkland acquisi­
tion. The new Act increased the 
amount that could be financed 
from federal funds from 20 percent 
to 50 percent. If a local govern­
menta l body dete1·mines that ade­
quate open space areas cannot be 
provided through the use of exis­
ting undeveloped land, 50 percent 
g rants may be m ade for the cost 
of land acquisition, demolition. and 
devrlopm~nt for open space use. 

These gra nts arc made when the 
Housing Administration determines 
the acquisition and development of 
open space land is needed for car­
rying out a unified or officially co­
ordinated program for the develop­
ment of open space Hind as part of 
the comprehensively planned de­
velopment of the urban area. 

"Open space uses" is now de­
fined to mean use of land for l)ark 
and recreational purposes, conser­
va tion of la nd and other na tural 
resources, or historic or scenic 
puISposes. 

Although major structures such 
as amphitheaters, swimming pools, 
or large buildings would not be eli­
gible for "development" grant as­
sistance, development would in­
clude activities such as landscap­
ing, p1·ovision of basic water and 
sanitary systems, small shelters, 
and recreational apparatus. 

Another part of the Act is the 
new urban beautification assistance 
program. Communities would be 
eligible for federal grant assistance 
for 50 -percent of the amount a 
community spends for urban beau­
t.incation and improvement under 
an approv<?d program which ex­
ceeds usual expenditures for com• 
parable activi t ies. The 1beaut ifica­
tion program could include t ree 
planting, landscaping streets and 
public areas, provision of street 
furniture, pedestrian malls, foun­
tains, and decorative pavement. 

To assist communities in acquir­
ing land sites before prices rise, 
for public works and facilities n~ed­
ed in the future, grants could be 
m ade to cover the interest cost 
of a loan incurred to finance the 
land acquisition. The Housing Ad­
ministration mu.st determine that 
construction will 1be initiated on 
the facility within five years. The 
grant could be for the interest cost 
between the date of the loan and 
the date of construction of the 
facility but for not more than in­
terest cost for five years.

Flu Shots Advised Now 
Influenza vaccinations for per­

sons in high risk groups are highly 
recommended by medical autihori­
ties. Persons who have not been 
immunized since July, 1963, when 
the last major change was made in 
composition of the vaccine, should 
receive two inoculations approxi­
mately two months apart. 

High risk groups are people of 
all ages who suffer from chronic 
diseases, especially those with 
chronic respiratory disease, preg­
nant women, persons living in 
crowded institutions or homes, and 
persons over 45 - especially those 
over 65. During recent epidemics 
there was a rise in death rates 
after age 45, increasing mavkedly 
after 65. 

Vaccination is advised also for 
public service workers, such as 
members of the ,police force, :fire­
men, road maintenance employees, 
public utility employees, hospital 
personnel and industrial workers.

Washington will hold informal 
weekend tours on November 6, 7, 
13, and 14. The free tours, held con­
tinuously from 11 a.m. to 4 p.m. on 
the above dates, will include the 
fall camellias in full bloom, the 
Gotelli collection of dwarf ever­
greens, and, of course, the fall 
foliage colors. To reach the Arbore­
tum, take the Washington Parkway 
to the first stoplight, turn left 
(there is a special lane and light) 
and follow Bladensburg Rd. for 
about half a mile. The Arboretum 
is on your left and you can enter 
from either M or R street.
