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Annual Meeting of Democratic Club;
Officers Re-elected in Stormy Session

At the annual election meeting of the Greenbelt Democratic
Club on Nov. 24, Walter “Bud” Dean was re-elected president,
Howard 8. Chasanow was re-elected vice-president and Margaret
M. Baldovin was re-elected secretary, while Mildred DonBullian

replaced Thomas C. Kelly as treasurer.

It was one of the storm-

iest meetings the club has ever witnessed and probably the one

best attended so far.

At issue were 59 new members
who entered the club at its previous
meeting on October 27. Many of
them supported an insurgent fac-
tion, the chief spokesmen of which
were GHI director Gerald Gough,
Arthur Goldstein, and Simon Pris-
toop. At the October meeting the
membership had voted to hold the
election meeting on November 30,
If this had been done, the new
members would have been eligible
to vote. However, the club’s offi-
cers, strictly interpreting the by-
law stating that elections should
be held on the fourth Wednesday
in November, shifted the meeting
to Nov. 24. Since a 30-day period
of membership in the club is re-
quired for eligibility to wvote, the
rescheduling made about half of
the audience of 120 ineligible to
vote.

In the absence of club President
Dean (who did not arrive until the
end of the meeting), Vice-President
Chasanow acted as chairman. Pre-
siding for most of the meeting was
a Greenbelt Coun-
rapresenting t.he club’'s

New Members

Most of the debate concentrated
on the voting rights of new mem-
bers and the legality of holding
elections at a different date than
the one stated in the by-laws. (It
was claimed by Al Herling that
this was the case last year.) The
debate terminated with a motion
to proceed with the election. The
voice vote (taken twice) was very
close and though Gough and Herl-
ing requested a show of hands,
none was called for by the chair,

Elections were then held. In ad-
dition to the officers later elected,
all of whom were named by the
nominating committee, Chasanow
and Pristoop were nominated from
the floor for the position of presi-
dent. DBoth declined - Pristoop
claiming he did so in protest of
the way the meeting was run. The
election was by voice vote and there
was no contest,

After the election, Pristoop sub-
mitted a proposed amendment to
the club’s constitution by which
vacancies occurring during the of-
ficers' term of office were to be
filled by election rather than by
appointment. Gough announced
the formation of a “Carlton Sickles
for Governor” committee and in-
vited club members to join it.

Perhaps the most positive note of
the evening was sounded by Rita
Fisher shortly before adjournment.
She said:

“This may not be to some people’s
liking. Under the Hatch act there
are things one (Federal employees)
cannot do, but there is one thing
you may do: attend meetings. The
59 new members . . . their interest
may wane. I challenge all you
new people to come back” She
then reminded the audience that
with the increase in membership
the quorum requirement has risen
to 25 members, making regular at-
tendance even more important than
before.

Selection of School Sites

How is a school site acquired?
What are the factors that enter
into consideration? What are the
sequence of evenis and the proce-
dures?

These questions are of interest
to Greenbelters at this time because
of the need for a new senior
high school. A recent report of
the Prince Georges County Board
of Eduocation sheds some light on
these questions. The following
quotations are taken from the pub-
lication, The Current School Build-
ing Program, 1965.

“After the need for a school in
a geographic area has been deter-
mined, the area is surveyed for a
potential site. Among the factors
influencing the selection of a School
site are the availability of utilities,
the roadways and streets in the
area, the topography, the relation
of a site to other school sites, the
proximity of the children to be
served, the extent of potential
growth in the area, and the num-
ber of acres that must be acquired.

“The Board of Education re-
quests and receives the assistance
and cooperation of other agencies
in selecting a specific site. The
State and County Health Depart-
ments, for example, conduct per-
colation tests whenever the site is
in a rural area. The Department
of Public Works advises the Board
in regard to the condition and con-
struction of roads, The Coordina-
ting Committee weighs the site in
relation to recreation, parks, wa-
ter and sewer, and transportation
access. The Prince Georges Coun-
ty Real Hstate Board provides its
members with the information that
sites are needed. Professional ap-
praisers are retained to determine
the approximate cost per acre for
the site.

“After completing the prelimin-
ary steps, the Board of Education
authorizes further study. The
State Superintendent of Schools,
by law, must approve the selection
and purchase of the proposed site.
He, in turn, also submits the loca-
tion of the potential site to the
Maryland State Roads Commission
for its approval. Contracts are
then written to provide for test
borings and for percolation tests,
both necessary for building pur-
poses.

“The number of acres is determin-
ed by the policy of the Board of Ed-
ucation in regard to the size of
school sites: elementary school site,
approximately ten acres; junior high
school site, from fifteen to twenty
acres; senior high school site, from
twenty-five to thirty acres. These
figures, indicating the desired size
for sites, are flexible and are con-

sidered in relation to specific eir-
cumstances.

“Professional engineers advise the
Board concerning site selection, and
they are consulted whenever topo-
graphical problems present handi-
caps, The members of the Potomac
Valley Chapter of the American
Institute of Architects also render
valuable service to the Board.

“Whenever possible, a joint park-
school site is acquired when it is
indicated that the acquisition
would be to the mutual benefit
of the Board of Education and the
Maryland-National Capital Park
and Planning Commission.”

The Board of Education report
also contains a list of future
school projects. Included are a new
Greenbelt Senior High School (cap-
acity 1,800), to cost an estimated
$4,861,039; a new Greenbelt Junior
High School (ecapacity) 1,200), to
cost an estimated $2,432725; and a
Greenbelt elementary school (12
classrooms — 2 for kindergarten),
to cost $700,000. These costs ex-
clude the cost of land.

Board of Education Members
Visit Proposed School Sites

Members of the Prince Georges County Board of Education
visited Greenbelt on Monday to get a first-hand look at the dif-
ferent sites being proposed for a senior high, junior high and ele-

mentary school.

After an intensive two-and-a-half-hour inspee-

tion tour, the Board indicated that an independent engineering
survey would have to be made before any decisions could be reach-
ed. Among the subjects to be studied are site improvements,
movement of land, and traflic flow.

COUNTY MOVES TOWARD
REZONING SLOWDOWN

In face of a wide demand for a
zoning moratorium in Prince
Georges County, the County Com-
missioners took a step which may
go part of the way towards meet-
ing this goal. In their meeting two
days before Thanksgiving they
unanimously approved a motion by
Commissioner Gladys N. Spellman
to hold hearings on a zoning law
amendment, empowering them to
suspend one of the two annual
filing periods.

At present, zoning applications
may be submitted only during Jan-
uary and July, and hope has been
expressed that the new amendment
will be passed in time to suspend
the January (1966 filing period.
Previously, the commissioners were
advised by County Attorney Lionell
M. Lockhart that they did not
possess the legal powers to declare
a moratorium.

The suspension of filing will
answer two major demands. On one
hand, it will go part of the way
toward meeting the demands of
the Prince Georges Civie Federa-
tion, Prince Georges County Citi-
zens Planning Association, and
two other organizations for a
moratorium on apartment zoning.
These organizations charged that
land already zoned for apartments
was sufficient to meet the county’s
needs in the immediate future.
This has been countered by Mary-
land National Capital Park and
Planning Commission (MNCPPC)
chairman William J. Stevens, who
opposed the moratorium. Stevens
claimed that a recent zoning in-
ventory revealed that of all the
land zoned for apartments in the
county, a higher proportion (38%
against 36%) Is being utilized now,
compared to 4 years ago. The total
area zoned for apartments by April,
1965, amounted to about 6400 acres
or some 5% of the county’s area, a
rise of approximately 60% since
1961.

A second and more urgent reason
for suspending the January filing
is the heavy burden which has
lately been imposed on the plan-
ning agency. In January this year,
356 new applications were added
to a backlog of about 500, and 320
more - covering close to 5000 acres,
of which about 2000 were requested
for apartment zoning - were filed
in July.

Under a new law, the technical
staff of the MNCPPC has been
required to report on each applica-
tion within 6 month of its filing
and thus has had little opportunity
to develop urgently needed master
plans. A suspension of filing next
January, therefore, might give
planners a sorely-needed breathing
spell and allow them to pay more
attention to long-range planning.

City Notes

Surveyors were at work last
week, taking measurements at the
Center School site that has been
suggested for a Greenbelt branch
library. This survey was prelimin-
ary to the preparation of a pro-
posal to be made eventually to the
county school board for purchase
of the site.

After a one-day holiday the city’s
trash collection workers were back
on schedule.- They reported only a
few turkoy carcasses in the Fri-
day collection, but Saturday's
round brought in a deluge.

Except for routine maintenance,
the city crews took on only one
job last week—painting silver the
three new light poles in the north
parking lot.

The Board, joined by members of
their staff, an architect and city
officials, ecarefully examined the
proposed senior high school site ad-
jacent to the Beltway on parcel 15,
the junior high school site at the
lake on parcel 11, and those sites
on parcels 1 and 2 (between the
Ealtimore - Washington Parkway
and Ridge Road) earmarked for a
senior high, junior high and ele-
mentary school. Some of the sites
present certain problems. Both
senior high school sites revealed
terrain difficulties which would ne-
cessitate the moving of earth, es-
pecially at the Beltway site. Par-
cels 1 and 2 had no adequate, ready
access roads to the school sites
and the junior high site at the
lake appeared too narrow to in-
clude all the regquired school fa-
cilities.

During the morning tour, the
group's hike covered many miles
of Greenbelt terrain, some of which
were hilly and rough. Stopping
often to ask questions and to
consult maps, the members of the
Board showed a keen interest in
every phase of the school! building
program. They were also driven
over the routes the school buses
would follow to reach the school
sites.

The group consisted of Board of
Education president, W. Carroll
Beatty; Board memhbers Mrs. Lou-
ise Yuill, Doswell Brooks, Thomas
Hicks and Bugene O'Brien; Super-
intendent of Schools William
Schmidt; Director of School Con-
struction, Arthur E. Robinson; El-
liot Robertson, engineer; Dennis
Madden, architect; City Council-
men William Hoff, David Cham-
pion, Richard Pilski and Francis
White; City Manager James K.
Giese and administrative aide, Ron
Dick.

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“Election Soviet Style”

After many years of rather
passive membership in the Green-
belt Democratic Club where we
let the regulars run things, we de-
cided to attend the annual Novem-
ber election meeting of the club
and become more active. What we
witnessed on the evening of No-
vember 24 at the city offices was
truly amazing.

Instead of a democratically run
meeting, we witnessed an election
run Soviet style, run as if we lived
in a Moscow ward precinct.

Bud Dean, the president, could
nowhere be found. Howard Chasa-
now, the vice-president, pleaded
inability to conduct an election and
improperly turned the chair over
to a Mr. Pilski. None of the so-
called chairmen of this meeting
made any real attempt to find out
who the members in good standing
under the by-laws were and to is-
sue voting cards and ballots to
those legally eligible to vote in the
election. So no one, including the
parliamentarian, knew who was
entitled to vote in the election. Yet
the so-called chairman, Pilski, re-
peatedly took voice votes from
what amounted to a disorderly
mob. Whenever the calmer heads
attempted to prevail and request
a division or head count, Pilski re-
fused to follow Roberts' Rules of
Order. He repeatedly attempted to
conduct the election before the
nominations were even made!

Only repeated requests from our-
selves for some orderly procedure
alerted the parliamentarian to re-
quest Pilski to call for nominations
before ramming through the elec-
tion.

The American style of election is
by secret ballot of the individual
rather than the Soviet style of the
collective. Since the right of in-
dividual membgers to wvote was
questioned but never ascertained,
and ballots were never issued to
those gualified to vote, the election
was obviously illegal. We are sure
the appropriate state court in
Maryland would set it aside as
having been conducted in an ar-
bitrary and capricious manner.

Therefore, since an important
election is on the horizon for gov-
ernor, county commisgioners, and
congressmen, may we suggest that
Bud Dean, Howard Chasanow and
the other officers resign, call for
new nominations in December and
a new legal election in January to
avoid court proceedings in the con-
tinuing struggle for the American
way of life,

WMA Announces New Bus
Schedule to Washington

A new schedule and a new rout-
ing through Greenbelt on Route
“R" became effective November
29, 1965.

The basic change in the routing
is between Springhill Lake and
Greenbelt Center. Route “R” buses
will no longer operate between
these points via Greenbelt Road.
However, service will be provided
along Greenbelt Road by Route
“Q"” and the Route “R-Express.”

The new routing is as follows:

From Washington: Leave Spring-
hill Lake via Edmonston Road, left
on Greenbelt Road to Kenilworth
Avenue, left on Kenilworth Avenue
to Crescent Road, right on Crescent
Road to Hillside, left on Hillside
and operate present Greenbelt
Loop to Ridge Road and Southway,
and right on Southway to Green-
belt Center.

To Washington: Leave Green-
belt Center over Crescent to Kenil-
worth Awvenue, left on Kenilworth
Avenue to Greenbelt Road, right on
Greenbelt Road to Edmonston
Road, right on Edmonston Road to
Springhill Lake and continue pres-
ent routing,

A copy of the schedule appears
elsewhere in the paper. Additional
schedules are available at the
Municipal Building, Twin Pines,

P. G. Fair Housing Group

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Expansion of P. G. County
Hospital Facilities Described

(I%'di.tor’s Note: We reprint the following letter from County Com-
missioner Gladys Spellman to Mayor Edgar Smith because it gives a

well-rounded
in the county.)

To:

The Honorable Edgar L. Smith
Mayor of Greenbelt

I was most interested in the
resolution of the Mayor and Coun-
cil of the City of Greenbelt urging
the County Commissioners “to
make every effort and take every
step required to encourage and ini-
tiate the construction of new and
expanded hospital facilities, both
public and private .. .”

Considerable thought and effort
are already being expended in this
direction. You will be interested to
know that:

1. A Seven Million Dollar ex-
pansion program is under way at
the Prince Georges General Hos-
pital and the number of beds will
be increased to 600.

2. The Cafritz Memorial Hospital,
which is nearing completion, will
provide an additional 400 beds,
about half of which are expected
to be utilized by residents of Prince
Georges. The County Commission-
ers you will reeall, contributed
$650,000 to this facility.

3. We are at present assisting a
group of citizens in Laurel in their
efforts to acquire land for a hospital
in that area. They are ready and
anxious to raise the funds for this
facility which is to start with 100
beds, but which will be built with
expansion in mind.

4. The Southern Maryland Medi-
cal and Hospital Center at Clinton
is now preparing to enlarge from
its present 36 beds to 200 beds.

6. There is lively discussion con-
cerning adding beds at Andrews
Air Force Force Base Hospital
Since it is estimated that about
18% of the total labor forece in the
southern part of the County is mili-
tary personnel, this increase would
meet a need for which civilian facil-
ities could not provide, as all aAvail-
able information indicates that
Armed Forces personnel and their
dependents do not use civilian hos-
pital facilities to a significant
degree,.

6. The Commissioners have under
advisement a zoning application
which would permit a 200 bed pro-

picture of the current hospital-expansion program

prietary hospital to be built on
Good Luck Road near the town
of Carrollton. While we are aware
that physician-owned proprietary
hospitals are not the ideal, and in
some jurisdictions they are not
permitted, there apparently are no
restrictions in the State of Mary-
land.

From the above you can see that
the County’s need for hospitals is
not being overlooked, and that the
County Commissioners are work-
ing diligently to provide facilities.
To use your own language I would
say that we have been making
every effort and taking every step
required to encourage and initiate
the construction of new and ex-
panded hospital facilities, both pub-
lic and private.

The Health Facilities Council in
its report entitled “Regional Needs
for General Hospital Beds Within
Metropolitan Washington" note s
that 549% of the doctors in our
County are general practitioners,
and that these “G. Ps.” do not
create a demand for hospital serv-
ices to the same extent as medical
specialists.

It estimates Prince Georges Coun-
ty will need 1,870 beds by the year
1980, but states that unless there
is a significant change in the make-
up of the physician supply so that
our county has a greater percent-
age of medical specialists, the
actual demand for beds in the
County may fall considerably
short of the 1,870 estimate.

The plan for hospitals which I
outlined at the start of my letter
would provide approximately 1,400
beds within the next three to five
years, so we should have Ilittle
trouble meeting the year 1980 goal
of the Health Facilities Counecil.
However, Medicare will probably
create additional needs, so we don't
want to close any doors yet.

Your resolution indicates a
healthy interest in this area, and 1
am delighted. In view of this in-
terest, I would like to suggest that
the Mayor and Council of Green-
belt consider following the credit-
able example being set by the Coun-

ty Commissioners and explore the
possibility of taking an active role
in promoting additional facilities.
As a City, you, just as the County,
are entitled to Hill-Burton Funds
from the Federal Government and
under your guidance and leader-
ship fund-raising activities could
be developed for another hospital
facllity. I feel very sure that the
County Commissioners, whether
this Board or a future Board, would
be willing to assist, as we have as-
sisted the Morris Cafritz Hospital
and as we are now aiding the
Laurel Hospital Committee. The
role I am suggesting for you is not
unique — far more hospitals are
being developed by that process
than are being built by the County
governments. Don't misunderstand,
I am not opposed to development
and leadership on the County level
I just feel strongly that all pos-
sible types of assistance should be
utilized.
