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City Notified That Traffic Light 
Will Be Installed At Beltway Plaza

. <::reenhe!t City M~ager Ja??es Giese announced at Monday 

rugh~ s meeting of the City Council that he has received verbal noti­
fication that a traffic light will be installed at Beltway Plaza near 
the entrances to Klein's department store and the new 'Giant 
supermarket. The installation of the much-needed light has been 
d~layed for several years because no one wanted to pay for it. It 
~l be financed jointly by Klein's and Giant. The maintenance cost 
will be paid by the city of Greenbelt, at an estimated $100 to $150 
a year. A letter, verifying the decision is expected soon by Giese. 

Harvey Geller, Cibairman CJ! the 
Advisory Planning Board, presen­
ted -the Board's recommendations 
on the possible relocation of the 
inlteresctiion of Crescent Road and 
Kenilworth Avenue, and on the 
request of some property owners 
in Boxwood to purcllase proposed 
dedicated parklland from the de­
veloper. 

The findings of the Board were 
!:hat the MNCPPC's recommended 
exit lfrom Boxwood at Lastner 
Lane, adjacent to a curve in the 
road, not be supported. Rather, 
they recommended the suggestion 
by the state Roa<ls Commission for 
a route whicl!. would necessitate a 
relatively sharp curve. It was felt 
that the curve could be safely ne­
gotiated at 30 miles per hour. The 
hazard of the curve was less than 
tJhe hazard CJ! a possible blind en­
tran~, the Board felt. They also 
recommended that the developer& 
of Lakeside North be requested to 
~onstruct that portion of the per­
imeter road adjacent to their pro­
perty whioh could be used as the 
exit from Lakeside Nortih. When 
this is accompldBhed, 14: was fur­
ther recommended that there be no 
connection between Ridge Road or 
Boxwood vma,ge onto that portion 
of Crescent Road. The recommen­
dation of the AP!B was accepted 
by Council. 

The findings of the APB on t.lhe 
request to purchase the additional 
land in Boxwood were tha.t the pro­
posed parltland should remain as 
it. i~ because of the covenant pro­
nusmg de<licaltion of t!he land as 
parkland. The citizens have voted 
favorably for a 'bond issue to in­
crease the amount of park land in 
the city. It was felt that if sale of 
this land was permitted, it would 
be more difficult in the future to 
request other subdivisions to set 
aside land for park areas. 

Although City Council appeared 
to agree with APB on its recom­
mendations, :it held off action on 
!he matter until its next meeting 
m order to hear e,cpressions from 
the itwo homeowners involved. 

Road Signs 
Councilman Dick Pilski asked to 

bave rthe matter of the sign at the 
interseotion of Kenilworth and 
Crescent IR.oad placed on the agen­
da. Pilski expressed the fact that 
the sign now :ait the intersection is 
not visible en·ough ,to many ;people. 
It. was suggested that another sign 
might 'be erooted designating the 
directions of 'both Crescent Road 
and Greenbelt Road. The need for 
a street light was ab!o suggested. 
Comments included the fact that a 
more speoi& sign designating exit 
29 on the Beltway as another way 
into tlhe center of Greenbelt pro­
per be installed. Manager Giese 
stated that be would llave a talk 
wit!h the State Roads Commission­
er regarding improvements on both 
exits from t!he Belibway.

STATIJE OF ST. JOSEPH 
DAMAGED BY VANDALS 

A statue df St. Joseph in the 
garden of 58 Crescent, which is 
used as a convent by the sisters of 
St. Hugh's, was broken by vandals 
late Friday nigiht, Dec. 4. It seems 
likely that the destruction was 
caused by juveniles, according to 
neighbors who :heard suspicious 
noises •but were too late to catch 
the vandals. 

The statue was installed only 
two weeks ago in a grotto that took 
two years to collllplete, since the 
stones of w'hich it is made were 
gathered one by one, by children 
of the parish. The shrine was con­
structed by one of the fathers in 
the congregation, and the statue 
installed and blessed at a ceremony 
Nov. 24 attended by the children 
of St. Hugh's sc'hool. 

Even before the installlation 
ceremony, an attempt had been 
made to steal the statue. However 
the thieves rubandoned it some dis~ 
tance from the convent, and it 
was recovered in time for the 
scheduled installation. 

"It was not an expensive statue," 
SPJ!d one of the sisters at the con­
vent, 'lbut many people in the 
pamh have a great devotion to St. 
Joseph. Not much is written about 
him in the Bible, except that he 
was a just man. He protected and 
cared for bhe mother of Our Lord."

There was no mention in 
Sohmidt's letter of ihow tlhe iBoard 
proposed to meet the city's objec­
tions concerning the Jack of access 
roads to accommoda,te heavy school 
traffic converging on the Parcels 
1 and 2 sites. 

Schmidt's letter also mentioned 
the fact that tihe junior hig'h sehool 
site along the lake was not a good 
site and one whiclh could not be 
adapted for the construction of a 
junior high S!Clhool. Greenbeilt of­
ficials are not disposed to disagree 
with this finding, but still insist that 
the preferable senior high scthool

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An Ill-Ad"ised Decision 
The Board of Educaton apparently succumbed to the dollar 

11ign when it made its decision to approve parcel 2 as a future site 
for the senior high school. The Board took this action within 24 
hourn after examining this site and the city-preferred Beltway­
Lake site, and after directing its staff to conduct an engineering 
survey. 

The Board's decision to place the senior high school in the 
area between the Baltimore-Washington Parkway and courts 36-48 
JUdge Rd. was contrary to its own staff's recommendations last 
January, when this site was turned down because there would be 
ro back route (perimeter road) leading from the school. At that 
time, Greenbelt's existing roadways were considered inadquate 
to han,dle the heavy school traffic. 

What has changed in the interim to cause the Board to reverse 
its earlier decision? 

Apparently, all the developer had to do was dangle before the 
Board the possibility of acquiring land on parcel 2 at $8,000 an acre. 
Then, when it became apparent that this relatively low price still 
didD.'t make parcel 2 any more desirable as a senior high school 
site, the developer threatened to withdraw the offer. The Board of 
Education panicked and rushed to accept it. 

D·sregarded were all the factors that made the Beltway-Lake 
site more advantageous - scenic location, traffic accessibility, and 
pedestrian safety. Gone with the wind was the mass of facts 
assembled by the city and civic groups showing that when all the 
costs associated with the development of the parcel 2 site - access 
roads, access sidewalks, street improvements, sanitary lines -
are considered, the difference in the total costs between the two 
$ites narrowed considerably. 

In its headlong haste, the Board also spurned an offer of the 
City Council to make available $100,000 worth of parkland for a 
combined school-city educa.tiona.l and recreational area. o con• 
vincing •case has been made by the Board that the savings of 
dollars in acquiring parcel 2 would be so substantial as to offset 
all these other considerations. 

In the meantime, Greenbelt residents will have to bear the 
consequences of this short-sighted decision. Perhaps the Board of 
Education can inform us how the existing roadways will accommo• 
date the heavy school traffic converging on Ridge Rd. and Northway, 
not only during a regular school day, but at such special events as 
footQaI! games, dances, and PTA meetings. Does the Board favor 
widening of Ridge Rd. and Northway, which would, in many cases, 
invo.Ive loss of necessary curb side parking and cutting away of 
lawns and shrubbery? ·Or perhaps the Board will suggest making 
Ridgo Rd. and Northway one-way streets, much to the inconven• 
iencc of local residents. Or will the Board take a statesmanlike 
approach and help finance a perimeter road, so that out-of-town 
school traffic can avoid the heart of Greenbelt? 

The sorry record of the Board of Education in acquiring land 
for the school gives us little confidence in the way they wi11 deal 
with the resulting road problems.

Dear Marge: 

Well, here I am visiting the re­
stored old town of Greenbelt. As 
you know, this ancient city had 
been buried for many years under 
something called "High Rise," but 
now it has been faithfully restored 
to the way it was in the federal 
period. 

My, it's fascinating to see how 
those ancients lived. We approach­
ed the houses through whAt our 
guide said was an underpass. This 
is a sort of tunnel, painted white, 
wibh Old English words written 
on it. From there we followed a 
path which led to a "court," which 
is a pebble-covered area with holes 
in it. Here the old inhabitants 
parked their helicars. Come to 
think of It, th.at was prdbably be­
fore the days elf helicars, so maybe 
they had wagons instead. 

Next we went into one of the re­
stored houses. No expense has been 
spared to make these houses au­
thentk and typical of bhat period. 
The one I remember best is brick, 
with chipped white paint on the 
outside and a sort of an indescrib­
able beige inside. You may not be­
lieve this, but the floors are not 
wood, nor stone, nor anything I 
ever saw, but some funny kind of 
black stuff. I swear I don't know 
how the housewives of the time 
kept them c lean, because they 
showed every foobprint. 

The kitchen was just too quaint 
for words. There was a big white 
thing on legs where the primitive 
inhabitants drew their water. The 
pipes at·e clearly visible, and it's 

mazing how ingenious these old 
settlers were. In the upper part 
elf the !house there is a similar 
contrivance called a wash!basin. 
Here there are two levers, one for 
hot water and one for cold, but 
there doesn't seem to be any way 
of getting anything in between. 

The same is true of the heating 
system. These are funny iron things 
along the wall. with a wheel on 
each. Apparently there is a choice 
of two heats, too hot and too cold. 
Oh, the hardships of those early 
d ys! 

After visiting the houses, we 
went to a place called the Center. 
Here we saw a store called a 
Co-op. The guide said that was 
bort for "cooperate," but I don't 

exactly know what that means. I 
guess it is something we do not 
do any more. 

Incidentally, the ladies who acted 
as our guides were all authentical­
ly dressed in the costume of that 
period: slacks, car coats, and hair 
rollers. We took many pictures. 

We said goodbye to this inter­
esting historical town at the base 
of a statue. Apparently this was a 
sort of sacri.fi.ce place, because 
even after all bhese years, you can 
still see the marks of fire around 
its base. 

Well, :Marge, that's all for now. 
When you go on your vacation, I 
hope you too will be able to visit 
this restored town of Greenbelt.

Mr. Stello explains that it is 
better to buy a too-small bike 
than one a little too lal'ge, be­
cause the smaller bike may be 
traded in, resold to friends, or 
passed on to younger brothers or 
sisters as the child grows. 

The National Bicycle Dealers' 
Association bicycle dhart recom• 
mends a 20-inch bike for children 
five to seven years old; a 24-inch 
bike for children seven to ten, 
and a 26•inch bike for older chil­
dren. Since children vary in size, 
it is best to let the child try one for 
size, just as is done in buying 
clothes. 

"It is heartbreaking to see chi!• 
dren come in after Christmas 
with the wrong size bikes, given 
them by well-meaning but ill­
adV'ised relatives, whidh must be 
traded in for something they can 
ride," Mr. Stello said. "Some have 
already been damaged in the child's 
desire to ride them anyway, and 
thus the trade-in value is de­
creased."

The two major items are a Bowie 
library ($1,000,000) and a Green­
belt library ($680,000). These 
figures cover equipment as well as 
construcfion costs. The remaining 
funds are designated for two 
Neighborhood Book Centers. and 
for the preliminary planning of 
local libraries in Carrollton and 
Clinton. 

The entire library progrnm was 
strongly endorsed by representa­
tives of the Greenbelt Library 
Association: Frank Lewis, presi­
dent: Evelyn Simonson, secretary; 
Len G,>rton. Board of Directors; 
and Cliff Simonson, spokesman for 
the group. Simonson, whose testi­
mony before the State Delegation 
last January 13 led to the inclus­
ion of planning funds for a Green­
belt library in the 1965 budget, 
thanked the delegates warmly for 
their previou~ action and urged 
them to accept the present library 
proposals in their entirety. He 
pointed out that Greenbelt and 
Bowie are two of the fastest­
!"rowine: communities in the coun­
ty. greatly exceeding the county's 
overRII growth rate: some 2200 
housing units were added within 
Greenbelt alone in the last 3 years, 
p,nni-oximR,tely doubling the noou­
lation. This growth will probably 
continue. 

The dele~tes were there to 
listen, and made few comments on 
the county's -proposals. However, in 
view df their prior response to 
Greenbelt's appeals, and the solid 
support for construction funds 
being given by the county library 
officials and the County Commis­
sioners, a happy ending to the 
struggle for a library seems near.

Elected Public Def ender 
Proposed for P.G. County 

Democratic Delegate Dennis H. 
Marshall announced that he pro­
poses to introduce a bill in the 
Maryland State General Assembly 
in January which would provide 
for an elected · public defender for 
Prince Georges County indigents. 
The public defender, who would 
serve a four-year term, would be 
prohibited !from conducting a pri­
vate law practice while in office and 
would select a staff of four full­
time assistants and a full-time ad­
ministrative officer. This proposal 
was roundly endorsed at a recent 
public hearing sponsored by mem­
bers of the County legislative dele­
gation. 

Thomas Brooks, a substitute 
judge in People's Court, supported 
the proposal but added that the 
plililc defender should have a staff 
composed of six assistants, one in­
vestigator, and six secretaries­
similar to that of the State's At­
torney. Others endorsing the pro­
posal were the County Bar AB­
sociation's Committee on Indigent 
Defendants, Wiliam H. McCullough, 
a substitute judge in People's Court, 
Joseph DePaul, prominent County 
defense attorney, and Howard 
Chasanow, deputy State's Attorney 
for Prince Georges County.
