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Baltimore Symphony Orchestra 
Has a Long, Rich l-listory

On Monday, Dec. 5, we will have the privilege of hearing a 

first-rate Symphony Orchestra, right here in our own Greenbelt 
Junior High School. It's quite an occasion for Greenbelt, and war­
rants some background information; through the courtesy of Mr. 
Al Herling, president of the Greenbelt Symphony Society, we were 
able to find out the following about the organization and its conduc­
tor. 

The Baltimore Symphony Or­
chestra has a history beginning in 
1914 when it was established by 
the City of Baltimore with public 
funds. Since then it has had a 
succession of distinguished conduc­
tors at its helm; Gustave Strube, 
George Siemonn, Ernest Schelling, 
Werner Janssen, Howard Barlow, 
Reginald Stewart, Massina Frec­
cia, and now Peter Herman Ad­
ler who assumed the musical di­
rectorship in 1959. Under Dr. Ad­
ler the Orchestra has grov.rn to its 
present complement of ninety-two 
musicians. The Orchestra annual­
ly presents more concerts than 
were given during its first twenty 
years. Soloists appearing with the 
Baltimore Symphony during its 
current season include Van Cli­
burn, Renata Tibaldi, Rudolf Fir­
kusny, Clifford Cu r z o n, Andre 
Watts and Glenn Gould. Guest con­
d uctors include Hermann Scher­
chen and Aaron Copland. 

Like many other noted musici­
ans, Dr. Ad ler's experiences in­
clude a flight from Nazi occupa­
tion forces in Europe. He was born

Mrs. Poland has had seventeen 
years teaching experience in 
schools ranging from one to over 
twe ty rooms. Fpr fourteen years, 
she taught in Maryland. with four 
years of experience in Prince C'reor­
ges County where she served as a 
classroom teacher and helping tea­
cher.

As far as her staff is concerned, 
she had these words of praise, 
"Our school has fine, experienced 
teachers who are dedicated anrl 
knowledgeable in their chosen 
field." 

With respect to educational in­
novations, Mrs. Poland told the 
News Re,iew, "We are gettir.g 
more audio-visual aid equipment­
overhead projectors, listening sta­
tions, tapes, etc. These will be 
employed by children in all class­
rooms for assistance in readmg 
and other subjects." 

North End will continue to use 
the S. R. A. program of speeial 
reading and organizational-skills 
materials. In addition, children in 
fourth, fifth, and sLxth grades are 
now using S.R.A. in maps and 
globe studies. 

Modern Math continues to run 
successfully, with the program 
starting at the first grade level. 

The French program in the 
fourth and fifth grades has not 
changed. Instruction is via tele­
vision combined with the assis­
tance of a "live" teacher. Sixth 
graders ha\'e no TV this year, but 
are being taught by the French 
t<'acher. who has introduced writ­
ten French into the language pro­
gram. 

As yet, Mrs. Poland is not certain 
whether the scl1ool will again -sche­
dule a Science Fair next spring 
She's considering an alternative-an 
Art Exhibit. 

In discussing her overall goal for 
the school, Mrs. Poland savs, "I 
look forward to furnishing the ex­
periences necessary for a well-­
rounded education for each child 
entrusted in my care." 

Council Reconsiders Zoning 
Appeal on Golden -Triangle

The city council voted on Monday night to r econsider its de• 

cision to appeal the commercial zoning of the "Golden Triangle" 
after hearing an opinion from its attorney, Joseph A. DePaul, that 
the chances for a successful appeal were not good. DePaul based his 
view on the current tendency of t he Maryland Court of Appeals not 
to overturn the decision of zoning authorities. 

T he zoning authority, in this 
case, the County Commissioners 
sitting as the D istrict Council, had 
made the original decision in July 
1965 to grant C-2 (General Com ­
m ereial) zoning for the 57-acre 
"Golden Triangle" bordering on 
Greenbelt Rd. between the Capital 
Beltway and KenilwoDth Ave. This 
decision was upheld in a ruling last 
September by Circuit Court Judge 
Ralph Powers. 

Subsequently on October 6 the 
city council voted 3-2 to take an 
appeal to Maryland's highest court. 
In favor had been Edgar Smith, 
William Hoff, and Dick Pilski; 
opposed were Dave Champion and 
Francis White. 

Mayor Smith Doubtful 
Mayor Smith said Monday night 

that after an extensive review of 
the case and consultation with 
other attorneys he was coming 
around to agree with DePaul. He 
noted that the Circuit Court had 
remanded the case back to the Dis­
trict Council for lack of written 
evidence and now that the evi­
dence was supplied and other er­
rors were corrected, "it seems to 
be a losing cause." He felt that the 
expenditure of $6,000-$10,000 for an 
appeal would not be warranted. 

However, the council agreed to 
postpone action on whether to drop 
the appeal until this Monday's 
council meeting. 

In the meantime, several mem­
bers from the audience, including 
President Hal Siegel of the Citi­
zens for a Planned Greenbelt, urged 
that the council secure another le­
gal backup opinion on the merits 
of the city's appeal case. 

Cliff Simonson expressed the 
vi'-' th _t ::1 I:i;ht of th::. ::or.in., 
furor now occurring in Montgom­
ery County and the public interest 
involved, it was doubtful whether 
the Maryland Court of Appeals 
would be quick to step out of the 
picture. 

Co\'cnant Apl)('al 
Coun ilmen, in reporting on their 

first meeting with the city's new 
appeals lawyers, Ginsberg ru1d 
Ginsberg, had the highest praise 
for the Baltimore firm. Smith said 
he was most impressed with Gins­
berg's well-prepared presentation 
of the case. Other councilmen 
echoed these sentiments, with Hoff 
noting particularly ,the excellent 
documentation offered by Gins­
berg. 

The law firm had been hired to 
handle the city's appeal of recent 
adverse Circuit Court decisions 
which held that the Charlestowne 
Village covenants and agreements 
entered into by Charles Bresler 
were not Jeagally enforceable. 

Scenic Ea~ment 
The city reported that it bad re­

ceived a reply to its letter to Bres­
ler requesting "more specific infor­
mation" and regarding an offer to 
provide a scenic easement on the 
3.3 acres which Bresler had pre­
Yiously agreed would be deeded to 
the city for parkland. The offer 
was transmitted orally through 
Bresler's attorney, Abraham Chas­
anow, and, according to the city, 
was contingent upon the city's 
dropping it· suits relating to the 
covenants and agreements on the 
Charlestowne Village property. 

In his reply, Bresler sa!d that the 
scenic easement would be in line 
with the terms set forth in the 
llf' •ly - er.acted county ordinance 
a•1d th State law as passed by the 
Maryland General Assembly. The 
f>asement. he said, would have to 
follow the provisions of one or 
both ordinances. 

City manager James Giese com­
mented that it is his understand­
ing that a scenic easement could 
probably not be granted under the 
terms of the county ordinance be­
cause •the 3.3 acres were needed 
for o,oen space to support high-rise 
a partment zoning. An 8 - story 
apartment building is now be­
ing constructed by Bresler on the 

Charlcr,:towne tract. 

Bresler's letter further stated, "I 
would, of course, expect the terms 
to be as previously presented by 
my attorney, Mr. Chasanow." 

Parkland Condemnation 
Giese told the council that the 

city solicitor, Thomas Brooks, is 
preparing to file a brief this weelc 
demonstrating the city's need for 
four parcels of land consisting of 
22 acres located around Greenbelt 
Lake. The owners, Crescent Leas­
ing Corporation and Charles Bres­
ler and associates, have challenged 
the city's need for additional park­
land. Giese said that parkland 
acreage per person currently is 
short of National Recreation As-
sociation standards. 

The Greenbelt electorate author­
ized the purchase of parkland 
when it voted overwhelmingly in 
September 1965 for a $250,000 bond 
issue. The U. S. Department of 
Housing and Urban Development 
approved the city's application for 
an Open Space Grant in the 
amount of $167,575. Condemnation 
proceedings to acquire the land by 
eminent domain were started 
against the owners in September. 

From last week's meeting 
In order to alleviate congestion 

at the entrance to Springhill Lake, 
Richard Carpenter, 9121 Market 
Lane, suggested, as a short range 
solution, the installation of a yield 
sign at the intersection of Ed­
mond ton and Greenbelt Roads 
rn that all westbound traffic on 
Greenbelt Road could turn into 
Springhill Lake without waiting 
for a green light. He recommc-nded 
as a long term measure the instal­
lation of a right-turn arrow. Since 
traffic at the intersection is under 
the control of the State Roads 
Commission, Council directed the 
City Manager to forward the pro­
posal to the comm'ssio•1. 

The citv has agrc<'d to ~fr<' the 
old fire siren to the Firn DPpa1·t­
ment of Rio, West Virginia, which 
has requested it. provided the de­
partment removes it from its pres­
ent site.

Would Debate Cat Lovers 

I am extremely sorry to have 
missed last week's City Council 
m eeting. It would have given m e 
much satisfaction to have <lebated 
with the cat lovers and their flur­
ries of protests. 

Since the petition, signed by 141 
pco:>le. 1.•:as introduced by Kathryn 
K<.·erie . I shall address most of this 
lcter to her. I, of course, have to 
speak strictly for myself, having 
insufficient time to make the 
rounds getting signatures pertain­
ing to my point of view. 

As a bird lover. and lover of 
wild life in general, I must first 
protest her remark that cats "live 
an<l let live." I have personally 
taken several baby birds, one half­
dead baby rabbit and a chipmunk 
out of a neighbor's cat's jaws. Our 
children and others in the neigh­
borhood have done the same at 
various times. This particular cat 
used to take great pleasure in sit­
ting atop our bird feeder crouch­
ing in wait for prey. 

As for the polite covering of ex-
rcmc· t I could write a book on 

that suhject. It may be very polite 
when this procedure takes place 
in the cat owner's gardens, but 
when it takes place day after day 
in l\IT gardens in which I work 
under most painful conditions, I 
consider this the height of IM­
POLITENESS! Furthermore, any 
gardener will tell you that noth­
ing kills plants faster than cat 
urine or excrement. I have had 
pla ,t::; die as quickly as I could re­
place them. And the odor!!! We 
have had to sleep with our be<l­
room windows shut to avoid the 
stench coming from our own gar­
dens. Even putting fences up and 
m,1ing a product called "Cat Stay­
Away" was to no avail. 

Now to the public nuisance bit. 
I wonder if J\!Irs. Keene or any 
other cat lover enjoys being ltept 
awake night after night by the 
yowling and wailing of "gentlemen 
callers" visiting the unspaye<l fe­
males in the neighborhood. These 
female cats were let out day after 
day, r egardless of bein g in heat, 
thus attracting every loose male 
cat for miles around. 

One Ja~t point, namely the state­
ment "cats do not attack chil­
dren,'' etc. While standing in our 
own yard this fall I saw a cat 
literally jump from a standing po­
sition on the ground to my son's 
shoulders in a completely unpro­
voked attack. It sunk its claws 
through a jacket, shirt and under­
shirt and broke the skin on both 
sides of his back. 

Supports Cat Ordinance 
Few persons will disagree with 

the statement, "Cats do not bark," 
made in the petition introduced 
by Kathryn Keene last week. But 
who has not been awakened at 
night by a screaming cat fight? 
The petition also states that "they 
(cats) do not leave excreta in pub­
lic places, but cover it politely." 
In our yard several roving cats 
( yes. some are not kept on a 
leash as require<l by law) politely 
cover said items in the children's 
sand box or in the mulched flower 
beds. Lastly, the petition states 
that cats "live and let live." This 
shows how little the 141 supporters 
of the petition actually k now about 
their pets. All felines are hunters 
by nature. The domestic cat is no 
exception; it stalks small mam­
mals and birds. We happen to en­
joy feeding and watching the birds 
which visit our yard. We very 
much object to neighbors' cats sit­
ting on the bird feeders or crouch­
ing in the bushes to spring on un­
suspecting birds attracted to the 
food. 

It is not the intent of the animal 
control ordinance to cause hard­
ships on pet owners, but rather to 
insure Greenbelt citizens privacy 
and protection of their property. 
Four out of six of our good friends, 
in town who own cats keep their 
pets Indoors and rarely, if ever, al­
low them to run loose; the remain­
cter leave their "pets" out a ll dar, 
and often all night. 

I! we wanted a sandbox fil!Pd 
with politely covered excreta. "­
flowe r bed rooted in and birdi; kill­
ed before our eyes, we would buy 
a cat. We do not and we are 
please to live in a town where the 
property owner is protected by or­
dinance from the intrusion of 
ioose cats and dogs. We believ.:! the 
pct ordinance should be enforced 
in its present form and should in­
c::uk the leashint 01· confinement 
of the household ~al.

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Good-bye Station WWV 
by David St.em 

Radio Station WWV, which for many years has put Greenbelt 
on the map of millions of radio amateurs and professionals around 
the world, is leaving us. 

Located on Glenn Dale rd. and operated by the Nation al Bu­
reau of Standards, WWV has been serving radio operators every­
where as a reference of accurate frequency and t ime standards. 
Among other things, its time signals - automatically announced 
every five minutes - have been pacing practically all electric 
clocks in the country. 

Broadcasting around the clock 
on 6 frequencies, WWV has a total 
output of over 27 kw. Superim­
posed on its basic frequencies are 
station identification announce­
ments, timing signals and in forma ­
tion for geophysical monitors. 

• 
It also carries standard tone fre-

quencies which have occasionally 
emerged from hi-fi amplifiers in 
the nearby Brae-Brooke a part­
ments, much to the annoyance of 
the listeners. All frequencies and 
time signals are controlled by ac­
curate crystal oscillators original­
ly housed 26 feet underground and 
later moved to a special enclosure. 
The oscillators themselves are con­
tinuously compared with even 
more accurate atomic clocks at the 
NBS and the Naval Observatory. 
With this comparison, short-time 
accuracy of the order of one sec­
ond in several thousand years is 
achieved. 

Hist.ory of the Station 

The hilltop overlooking Goddard 
Space Flight Center has not been 
the first location of WWV. Estab­
lished in Washington in 1923, 
WWV moved to College Park in 
1931 and to Beltsville two years 
later. A few years later the sta­
tion was destroyed by fire, after 
which it was moved to a bungalow 
near the present site. The brick 
building now housing the station 
was opened in 1943; since that 
time, WWV has been continuous­
ly on the air, the on ly serious 
lapse - 14 hours - being due to hur­
ricane Hazel in 1954, which cut 
off power to the station. 

Several Greenbelter s have work­
ed for WWV during its long exist­
ence. Ted Dietrich, of 73 A R idge, 
started at the station when it was 
still located in Beltsville and built 
much of the equipment used by it 
during the war, som e of which is 
still operating. Ted also helped 
establish (in 1948) the sister sta­
tion WWVH on Hawaii. Following 
the move of the station in 1943, 
Dietrich lived for 3 years in the 
bungalow which had p reviously 
housed the station, h is 3 children 
attending school in G reenbelt. 

Among the occup-.,nts following 
him at the location wer e Rruno 
and Margaret Zanin (now at 3u 
i...tcesl.ae) ,vho moved there fol­
lowing their honeymoon and stay­
ed from 1946 to 1949, and Stephen 
Banyok (now at 4 Empire Pl.) 

who lived on the site from 1954 to 
1959 and still recalls the hectic 
times occasioned by the hurricane. 
Ed Keefe (8-B R esearch) also 
worked at WWV before his retire­
ment. 

The :Xew Station 

As listeners to WWV are now 
being told every hour, at 3 min­
utes past the hour, the station will 
end its broadcasts from Greenbelt 
at midnight, Universal Time (7 
p.m. EST) Wednesday, Nov. 30. 
At that time, the new station at 
Fort Collins, Colorado, will truce 
over. A special message will be 
broadcast on the first day follow­
ing the change ana radio amateurs 
and listeners correctly quoting it 
will be rewarded with special 
"First Day QSL Cards" (mail re­
port before midnight Dec. 2 to 
David H. Andrews, Frequency­
Time Broadcast Services Section, 
NBS, Boulder Colo. 80302). 

The regular WWV crew are al­
ready in Colorado, readying the 
new station, the Greenbelt trans­
mitter being meanwhile operated 
by contract personnel. After the 
move is completed. Goddard Space 
Flight Center will take over t he 
existing building. The radio equip­
ment will be distributed to various 
locations, some of it going to the 
S m ithsonian Institution. W h o 
knows, som e day in the fut ure we 
may yet see WWV enshrined in 
a museum on the mall !
