A
traffic light is firmly budgeted for
that location for late 1973, with
possible delays of ne more than
three years, four at the most

dJune: Greenbelt Historical So-
ciety uncovers new evidence that
Eleanor Roosevelt never stood on
or even under the tree on Crescent
Rd. around which her monument
was built. The correct tree is found
standing next to the rear parking
Iot of the firehouse, by the right
of way of Crescent Rd. according
to the original mapping.

July: Celebrations of the 4th of
July are capped by the opening of
a new city park of 3.3 acres. Mayor
praises developer who donated the
land, saying that the event signi-
fles a new era in builder-developer,
planner and city cooperation,

August: New Lutheran Church
opens on Greenbelt Road. Main
access to building is from small
door in the rear (front doors
termed “just decorative").

New Lutheran Church
Now Half Completed

With most of the laminated
arches now in place, the new sanc-
tuary for Holy Cross Lutheran
congregation is about halfway
completed. Work on the $300,000
project, located at 6905 Greenbelt
Road, began last spring. The con-
gregation expects to dedicate the
facility sometime next summer.

The sanctuary, of contemporary
degign, is marked with a steep
roof having intersecting planes,
complemented by flat roof, peri-
pheral projections, The exterior
walls of the building are brick with
stone trim and a cut stone facade
on the chapel portion of the
structure. The chapel, at this time,
will be used for educational and
social purposes.

The nave interior will have a
lofty natural plank eceiling and
natural finish wood beams and
arches. The nave walls will be
of painted masonry. Walls of the
offices, narthex, chapel, nursery,
and hall ways will be of brick.
Glazed tile will be used in all rest
room facilities.

The nave of the church is de-
signed to seat over 400 people at
each worship service. A balcony,
seating 50, has been provided for
the choir and organ. A nursery
room will provide refuge for
mothers with small children, but
still enable them to participate in
the worship services.

The chancel of the church is lo-
cated at the east end of the nave.

The clergy sacristy is located to-

the north of the chancel; the
working sacristy is to the south.
The mechanical and equipment
rooms are located at the east end
of the building.

Access to the church will bhe
from a ecircular drive at the west
end of the huilding. Two walltways
will lead to the main entrances,
The church offices, with large plate
glass windows overlooking a small
garden, are located between the
main entrances. A parking lot for
150 cars wil be located west of
the driveway.

The overall long-range plans call
for educational wings and other
supplementary administrative ad-
ditions to utilize the congregations
spacious site.

The church was designed by
Ronald 8. Senseman, ATIA., of
Washington, D.C. The general con-
tractor is the E. A. Baker, Co, of
Takoma Park.

The officer
fired two warning shots before
felling Oliver with a third as he
fled into the station parking lot,
police said.

more-Washington Parkway.

— The Greenbelt News Review appeals a $17,500 libel ju.dg-
ment awarded local developer Charles S. Bresler by a Prince
Georges Circuit Court jury. Community raises $20,000 to cover
judgment while suit is appealed to Maryland's highest court.

— Council adopts $815,100 budget for 1968-69, with a reduc-
tion in the tax rate for the third straight year—to a new low of
$0.85 cents per $100 of assessed valuation.

— Couneil recommends approval of commercial office (C-O)
zoning for 25 acres of Springhill Lake property north of tne
Beltway and west of Kenilworth Ave. Request for C-2 fgeneral
commercial) zoning for construction of motel and gas station on
additional 8.8 acres acceptable to council only after owner rep-
resentatives (BEdward Perkins and Harold Kramer) guarantee
that property will be developed as promised and offer buffer zone

to sereen gas station.

— Revised Area 13 North plan (prepared by Maryland Na-
tional Capital Park and Planning Commission) meets gene‘ral
approval of council as in keeping with major goal of preserving
Greenbelt as a planned low-density residential community. In
support of this position, council (1) rejects commercial zoning for
parcel 8 near Boxwood Village and R-18 zonihg for Lakeside
North tract: (2) urges rerouting of perimeter road through school
board property; and (3) opposes Jaeger tract land swap which
would put commercial center at corner of Greenbelt Road and

Kenilworth Ave.

— TUnder auspices of Greenbeit Woman's Club and spear-
headed by the efforts of Mrs. Carnie Harper and James C. Smith,
the Anna Eleanor Roosevelt Memorial Tree located on Crescent
Road near the Lake is dedicated in memory of the First Lady who
had such a continuing interest in the community.

— By a 2 to 1 margin, the electorate approves $950,000 bond
issue which will be used to finance Youth Center addition, Spring-
hill Lake recreation building, acquisition of parcels 7 and 8 and
other parkland, development of park facilities, acquisition of
rights-of-way for perimeter road, and improvements in present

roadway.

— In contrast to previous years, growth of city in core is
minimal and confined mainly to public construction such as start
of (1) $160,000 municipal service building; (2) $800.000 public
library; and (3) $50,000 addition to fire house. In addition, wings
at Center and North End Schools are completed.

— Charles S. Bresler ordered by Prince Georges Circuit Court
to convey 3.3 acres of Charlestown tract to city of Greenbelt, as
promised in original agreement signed in April 1962.

— Town-meeting democracy prevails in Greenbelt as large
turnouts influence decisions on gun-control legislation, revision of
community goals, and a GHI capital improvements program. The
latter program is approved at a membership meeting which was
called, for the first time in GHI's history, to consider an increase
in monthly charges of 10 percent or more.

Greenbelters Take Part
In Apollo 8 Mission

Two local Greenbelt men em-
ployed at NASA's Goddard Space
Flight Center played key roles in
the historic Apollo 8 mission last
month: William F. Edgar, of 8625
Glenn Dale Road; and David J,
Richards, of 9153 Springhill Lane,

As head of the Engineering
Instruction and Documentation
Support Section of Goddard's
Manned Flight Engineering Divi-
sion, BEdgar is responsible for
accurate and orderly technical
documentation of the Manned
Space Flight Network.

Richards, as a member of the
Systems Operations Branch of
Goddard's Manned Flight Opera-
tions Division, coordinated the
technical activities of the Network
Support Team. This team provided
around-the-clock control of the
Manned Space Flight Network.

The Goddard Space Flight
Center is responsible for the
operation of the worldwide NASA
Manned Space Flight Network.
This network consists of 14 ground
stations, four instrumented ships
and five instrumented aireraft
which provide telemetry, tracking,
command and voice communica-
tions with the Apollo spacecraft.
All Apollo network sites are con-
nected by two million miles of
circuitry called the NASA Com-
munications Network (NASCOM),
Data from the Apollo 8 capsule and
the world-wide system of tracking
stations was processed at Goddard
in “real-time.”

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Twenty - Five Years Ago

A REVIEW OF EVENTS IN GREENBELT IN 1943

The opening of a new food store, a new school and the con-
tinuing war effort highlighted events of 1943 for Greenbelters.
The town was six years old and had grown to a population of
8.000 with the completion and occupancy of the Defense Homes. . .

Many classes in the Elementary School (now Center School)
were on double shifts, due to the influx of children from the new
Defense Homes. Enrollment had jumped from 450 the previous
vear to 811 and war priorities precluded use of materials for a new
building. The solution was conversion of six units at 53 Ridge into
a school for 200 kindergariners, first and second graders from
the North End. . .

Similarly, the war prevented building a new store for North
Enders who had no transportation to the center of town, and had
in some cases to walk a mile to the existing stores. Four units
in the 3 block of Laurel Hill Road were converted into a small
G.C.S. food store. . .

Everyone was involved in the war effort, Rationing was in
effect for gasoline, automobile tires, shoes, sugar, coffee, butter,
and canned fruits and vegetables. Volunteer work included selling
of War Bonds, roof-top airplane spotting, salvage of used tin cans
and newspapers, air-raid warning drills and blackout practices,
First Aid courses and home nursing classes and making of surgical
dressings. . .

A citizens group protested rent increases imposed by the
Federal Public Housing Administration in June, but to no avail
However, a plea to reduce rents for the families of inducted
servicemen to 209% of the family income was successful. . .

Four rooms at 14 Parkway were opened as a child care center
for the children of working mothers, . .

Various cutbacks in bus service from Mt. Rainier to Branch-
ville were proposed by the Capital Transit company, but vigorous
action by the city fathers forestalled such action, . .

Town Manager Roy Braden resigned his position in October,
and was replaced by James T. Gobbel, One of Gobbel’s first and
most popular actions was to rescind the “clothesline curfew’ which
had forbidden use of clotheslines after 4 p.m. and on Sundays. . .

A flu epidemic in December claimed 1200 victims and caused
eancellation of many Christmas events. . .

The American Medical Associa-
tion suggests that if you have any
doubts as to your physical fitness
hire someone else to shovel your
snow this winter or use power
equipment.

Even if you are physically fit,
there are several precautions you
should take to avoid unnecessary
strain and accidents:

1, Use a small shovel, filling it
only partly.

2. Push the snow,
rather than lifting it.

3. Wear a cold-weather mask or
cover the face with several layers
of knit scarf. This warming of
inhaled air is particularly import-
ant in avoiding the aggravation
of an existing heart condition.

4. Do the job in stages, resting
periodically.

5. Wear footwear that is not
likely to slip on icy surfaces.

Second-Class Postal
Rates Increase Jan. 1

Postal rates for newspapers,
magazines and other material
mailed at the second-class rate will
be increased January 1, Postmaster
Emory A. Harman reminded se-
cond-class mailers today.

The increase results from the
postage-rate law enacted in Decem-
ber 1967, which raised most second-
class rates in three annual steps,
Postmaster Harman pointed out.
The January 1, 1969, hike is the
second phase of the increase. The
first phase took effect January 7,
1968, and the third step will go into
effect January 1, 1970.

The second-class-rate increase
affects general-interest, non-profit
and classroom publications,

Rates also will go up January 1
for controlled-circulation publica-
tions. These are primarily trade,
technical and industrial journals
whiech generally do not charge a
subscription fee and are not elig-
ible for second-class rates.

Except for home-county mail-
ings, postal rates for newspapers
and magazines mailed second-class
are based on the weight of the
publication, the amount of adver-
tising it contains, and the distance
it is mailed.

Second-class or controlled-circu-
lation mailers who need more in-
formation on the new rates should
contact the Post Office where their
publications are mailed.
