The main issue at Monday's city council meeting centered 

around what the council would say at the meeting between the 
Board of Education, the County Commissioners and council on the 
following day, (and reported on in an accompanyine News Review 
article.). 

~irst, councilman Joel Katz ex­
pressed h is view that e.s far a.s he 
knew council had always opposed 
the school site selected by the board 
of. education, and that it is still 
epposed to the location. 

Greenbelt Homes, Inc. president, 
Oharles Schwan rose to commend 
Mayor Francis White, councilman 
Edgar Smith and Richard Pilski, 
and city manager James Giese for 
,he "magnificent" way in which 
they presented the city's posltio• 

Ji<> Governor Marvin Mandel on 
March 9. 

_/ Council then unanimowily went 
011 record as opposing Parcel Two 
for the school !lite and a!I still fav­
oring Parcel Fifteen south of the 
Jake. In a motion by Smith, coun­
cil also unanimously agreed to of­
fer th'e same inducements to the 
school board as it had in 1966 when 
.iie battle over the school site was 
first begun. (These inducements 
included offer ing the board five 
acres of pa rk land.) 

Gm Supporh!I Council 
GHI _also went on record e.s sup­

porting the council's efforts with 
the school board and county com­
missioners. 

Hugh Ja-,court commented t • t 
it was just such a new group as 
the Save Our Community people 
who could rejuvenate the issue 
when many others had felt that 
the battle had been fought and 
Jost, and tha t t he whole issue was 
dead. 

Jascourt also wanted to know 
where the students would be com­
ing from who would be attending 
the high ·school, as this informa­
tion would help determine the traf­
fic l)atterns. Council felt it would 
be just speculation to pursue this 
question as the school board did 
not have clear guidelines. 

Stat.a Legislation 
Council agreed to support Senate 

Bill no. 643, introduced by Senator 
Edward Conroy, which provided 
for reconsideration of rezoning af­
ter five years if the property is 
still undeveloped. 

House bill no. 833 council opposed 
as it would modify rule interpre­
tations for state versus local laws 
so as to weaken home rule powers 
of cities and counties. 

Council opposed House bill no. 
928 which would delete restrictions 
placed upon the state police re­
garding the circumstances under 
which they can enter a city. 

Council supported house bill No. 
1310 which provided for the regis­
tration and protection of govern­
mental emblems. 

Other 
John Price, representing Citizens 

for a Better Environment, asked 
for and received $25 for use on 
Environment Day for publicity 
displays, and exhibits. ' 

Council a greed that it would pay 
all cosfs related to the purchase of 
~he Luthera n church property as, 
m the opinion of the city solicitor, 
such expenses (under $1000 in this 
case) are normally incurred by the 
purchaser. 

Giese reported that the board of 
the Greenbelt Jaycee:;; is satisfied 
w ith the lease drawn up for the 
club house n ext to St. H ugh's 
School, an d council instr ucted the 
city m a nager to execute the lease 
on behalf of th e city, 

The city manager and city treas­
urer were authorized to make pur­
chases, not in excess of $200, for 
a variety of accessory parts for 
equipment in the maintenance 
shop.

Parcel 7 Price Set 
The city of Greenbelt and repre­

sentatives of the owners of Parcel 
7, Reiner, Lerner, a nd Ammerman, 
trustees, reached agreement at a 
meeting on Wednesday, March 11, 
on the purchase price for the tract, 
which will be developed as a public 
park. The agreed-on price was 
$18,000 per acre, or a total price 
of $158,625. for the 8.8125-acre tract. 

Since half the cost of the pur­
chase will be provided by a federal 
grant under the Open Space pro­
gram of the Dept. of Housing and 
Urban Development, the city will 
not be able to develop the tract as 
a pa r' 3 golf course, which was ori~ 
ginally suggested by the la ndsca pe 
architects who drew up a long­
range program for park develop­
ment within the city. The federal 
government does not allow pur­
chase of land for golf courses in 
its Open Space program. For this 
reason, the city's Parks and Rec­
reation Advisory Board has re­
quested that the plan be referred 
back to the firm for redesigning. 

Parcel 7 is a denuded section 
at the entrance to Boxwood Village 
bounded by Crescent Rd., Ridge 
Rd., Ivy Lane, and Lastner Lane.

told the assemblage that the school 
board, which has la rgely a new 
membership, has oncP again re­
viewed the choice of p 9.rcel 2 (the 
land between Baltimore-Washing­
ton Parkway and Greenbelt Homes, 
Inc. properties) for a th1•re-school 
complex, and it feels that it is still 
the b es t choice under the drc:.un­
stances. 

Greenbelt Mayor Francis W. 
White reiter a ted t he city's undyin g 
opposition to the parcel 2 site be­
cause of the unsolvable traf.ic pro­
blems that w ould be creP.tel by 
a near 5,000 school population !leek­
ing daily access to the virtually 
land-locked site. 

One school board member, A. 
James Golatto, said it was his im­
pression that the city had a pproved 
the site at one time and was sur­
prised when councilmen Edgar 
Smith, Dick Pilski, and White in 
unison said they have never been 
in agreement with the site in the 
5 to 10 years that each has served 
on coun'cil. "This,'' said White, 
"is an example of how our posi­
tions get misrepresented." 

Alterna.t.e Sites 
Despite the almost "irreversible" 

label that Beatty put on the school 
board decision, th e subject of al· 
terna te sites cropped up through­
out the m eeting - the two most 
prominently being mentioned were 
(1) the orginial s ite favored by the 
Board and the City, par cel 15 -
the land south of Greenbelt Lake 
adjacent to the B eltway and (2) 
the Smith-Ewing property , a 70-
plU!I acre t r act east of the Bal­
timoreW a shin gton Parkway n or th 
of Greenbelt Road. 

School board officia l Elliot t B. 
Robertson Sil-id that parcel 15 had 
been considered undesirable be­
cause it would be expensive to ac ­
quire and to develop. Also the 
tract by present standa rds is too 
small to accommodate a senior 
high school. Beatty said that the 
condemnation costs in 1965 of the 
apartment-zoned parcel 15 would 
have been approximately $23,500 
to $30,000 per a.ere, but White ob­
served that the land is presently 
zoned for single-family homes and 
that the city is purchasing similar­
ly zoned nearby land for $18,000 an 
acre. 

SCHOOL SITE ISSUE STIMULATES 
MUCH DISCUSSION AT GHI MTG. 

Beatty said that the school boa rd 
has already invested a consider­
able sum in parcel 2. Combining 
the junior and senior high schools 
will lead to considerable savings in 
the use of common heating and 
other facilities, Bea tty said, thus 
permitting such extra features as 
an auditor ium. He noted that the 
delays in commencing construc­
tion have already put the opening 
date for the senior high school 
back t o S ept ember 1972. If de­
layed any longer, be warned, halt 
the children will be on double 
shift.

The school site- perimeter road issue, foremost in the minds 

of Greenbelt citizens, in recent days, surfaced at the regular meet­
ing la!lt Thursday of Greenbelt Homes,_ ~nc., directors: Direc~or 
Alex Chavrid brought it up for an anticipated five mmute dis­
cussion which stretched out for one and a half hours- other matters 
on the agenda (a report on committee activities, etc.) were com­
pletely overshadowed. 

Chairman Charles Schwan star-' 
ted by describing his visit to Gov- GHI Senior Cit:izens 

Robertson added that the parcel 
2 site was also chosen because of 
its central location. Edgar Smith 
then suggested that the undevel­
oped Smith-Ewing property wa.s 
also centra lly located. In addition, 
he said, it would have the advan­
tage of a ready access to a major 
arterial road. This was also an 
advantage cited by Mayor White 
for the parcel 15 site which could 
have a second access from Cres­
cent Road. 

ernor Mandel last week as a mem­
be~ of Greenbelt's delegation He 
related how Mayor Francis White 
reviewed the problem' at length for 
the Governor, who "listened care­
fully'' but made no promises. Chav­
rid, reminding the board that some 
groups in the city are now actively 
against the presently designated 
school site, asked the board to go 
on record as also opposing it. He 
was joined in this position by Direc­
tors Norman Weyel and John O'­
Reilly, Directors Katherine Keene, 
David Lange and Stephen Polas­
chik, however, voiced the view 
that more would be lost than gain­
ed through this approach. Lange 
said that much preliminary work 
had been completed on the plan­
ning of the school complex a nd 
perimeter road location. 

Milton Hoffman and Thomas 
White, members of the audit com­
mittee, argued strongly that "ev­
erybody in Greenbelt" is against 
the school location. Hoffman rela­
ted that he had found a great ma­
jority of Lakewood residents wil­
ling to sign an anti-school site 
petition, even though they were 
not as directly involved as GHI 
residents. 

Schwan, though attempting to 
maintain a neutral position, em­
phasized that city officials were al­
ready aware of the possibility of 
changing the school site and that 
indeed half of Mayor White's pre­
sentation to the Governor had 
dealt with the unsuitability of the 
site. Director Nat Shinderman felt 
that "the citizens need to b e uni­
ted with the city", to be successful 
in having the location changed. 

l\lotion Passed 
Successive motions by Chavrid 

and by director Keene, to have 
GHI tak e relatively strong posi­
tions against the school site, failed 
for lack of seconds. H ow ever , a 
more moderately-worded mot ion by 
Shinderman was passed unani­
mously; it urged the city council 
to "concentrate its primary efforts 
toward effecting the reconsidera-
tion by the school board of the pro-

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"Nothing to Lose" 
To the Eclitor: 

The decision by the Prince 
Georges County School Boa rd to 
loca te a school complex (senior 
hig h. junior high, a nd elementary 
school) just off Ridge Road in the 
cen ter of old Greenbelt is not sim­
ply a n example of poor planning; 
it r epresents a complete negation 
of the whole concept of planning. 
There isn't very much of the 
green, with its accompanying beau­
ty and peacefulness, for which 
Greenbelt was once famous, left 
anyway. Rapidly we are coming 
to look more a nd m ore like down­
town Hyattsville. The proposed 
school site, if the schools are in 
fact built, will surely hasten the 
decline. Already with a popula­
tion of some 20,000 we are feeling 
the effects of overpopulation- but 
we are told cheerily that in ten 
yea rs Greenbelt's population will 
double. Hooray! I for one can 
wai t. 

But we Greenbelters are going to 
be ready for the population explo­
sion , for beginning next yea r we 
a re going to encounte r som e basic 
train ing in how to live in a n over­
crowded city, A't lea st during the 
daytim e ! The senior high school. 
for which t he groundbreaking will 
probably ta ke place in early sum­
m er, will hold som e 2400 studen ts ; 
a nd, get this, friends, as many as 
500 of them will actua lly come from 
Greenbelt. The rest will come pour­
ing into the City every morning, 
stuffed into endless rows of yellow 
buses, 1·oaring and polluting their 
way of Southway, Northway, Ham­
ilton P lace, Ridge, R esearch, and 
Crescent Roads, and Lastner Lane, 
disgorging their cargoes a nd roar­
ing back out again to reappear 
shortly after lunch time for a simi­
lar afternoon ritual, this tim e in 
reverse. Those who live on the 
roads mentioned above , roads that 
were not intended to be m a jor a r­
teries, and others nearby, will have 
litUe to thank the School BQ&rd 
tor. 

Thet·e a r e m any in the City who 
fought, and fought hard, ~ga1nst 
the School Board's • decision on the 
school site, even reso rting to legal 
actlvn, to no avail. Most now con­
cede that nothing can be done. 
Wdll, perhap that is true. But I 
do not see that as a reason not to 
try. I am not sure wha t "t1·ying" 
in this instance means- perhaps 
another la w su it, or the proposal of 
a n a lterna te, more acceptable 
school site, a plea for the inter­
cession of the Governor. P erha ps 
what I a m saying seems t erribly 
naive ! perhaps it is . Still, w hen I 
consider the alternative the 
school complex - I figure we have 
nothing to Jose from one more try, 
but a whole Jot to lose if the pro­
posed site is not blocked.

Future Land Development 
Probed by City Officials 

City offlciala bad a series of 
meetings recently with State ad­
ministrators, during which a num­
ber of matters concerning the fu• 
ture development of Greenbelt 
were probed. 

The first such meeting was held 
on Thursday, March 5, between 
Mayor Francis W. W'hlte, City 
:Manager James K Giese, and Ad­
ministrative Assistant Gary Sten­
house, representing Greenbelt, and 
W. C. Dutton, Jr., chalrman of the 
Maryland-National Capital Park 
and Planning Commission, and sev­
eral members of his staff. The 
topic under discussion was what 
portion of money allocated to 
Prince Georges County under the 
Federal "Open Spaces" acquisition 
program Greenbelt might be eligi­
ble to receive. 

The State also maintains a pro­
gram to aid municipalities in ac­
quisition of land for use as parks. 
Under the State program, munici­
palities would pay 50% of the cost 
and the State the other 50%. If 
Federal funds are allocated for 
such land acquisition, the Federal 
grant would amount to 50%, with 
both the State and the municipali­
ty each paying 25% of the remain­
der. According to Giese, Green­
belt hopes to receive substantial 
help from the State program to 
supplement the city's own land ac­
quisition program. 

This conference with Dutton fol­
lowed a formal program for City 
and town Administrators, at which 
the State aid program for open 
spaces acquistion was described by 
Harry Hunter, Chief of Recreation 
Services for the State Department 
of Forests and Parks. 

Proposed Merger 
A second topic discussed with 

Dutton was a proposal before the 
legislature in the form of a bill, 
considered to have a good chance 
of passage this year, which would 
Merge the County recreation de­
partment with the MNCPPC. This 
potential change in administration 
of recreation services within the 
County has raised questions con­
cerning the relations between 
Greenbelt and the MNCPPC as 
far as provision of recreation ser­
vices is concerned. City officials 
were gratified with Dutton's pledge 
of "cooperation" with the city in 
working out the details of such a 
relationship. [ - ·•

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the cost or the road to the clty, 
then the county should have ob­
served the city taxpayers' wishes 
with respect to where they wanted 
to spend the money. (The city 
had offered $100,000 to reduce the 
cost to the Board of Education of 
acquiring the Parcel 15 !lite.) 

R41bertson sald that the school 
boa.rd is prepared to assume the 
responsibillty for those parts of 
the access roads that are located 
on school property. This would 
include constructing that portion 
of the ~rimeter •road running in 
front ot the 1hi.gh school (but not 
extending to Hamilton Place) and 
a rural eross-:section street run­
ning in front of the elementary 
school property, This would leave 
an approximate 750 ft. stretch ot 
Northway extended from the pro­
posed street In front ot the elemen• 
tary school to Ridge Road for which 
no one would assume responsi­
bility. The question or responsi­
bility is unresolved also concerning 
the construction of a road connec­
ting the end or Hamilton Pla.ce to 
the proposed :perimeter road. 

Robertson said that he did not 
·feel that the school board was 
placing a bul'den on the city since 
the :perimeter road would have to 
be built eventually. City Manager 
James K. Giese said that If it were 
not for the school the perimeter 
road would awalt the development 
of the land and the developers 
would share the costs. Both Aluisi 
and Spellman asked whether the 
city couldn't by ordinance require 
that the costs of the road be as­
sessed later against the developers. 

Aluisi Statement 

Aluisi suggested that the States 
Road Commission, among other 
agencies, be approached and have 
it recognize some of its obliga­
tions. He thought solutions could 
be reached if the situation didn't 
get polarized, although he didn't 
think everyone in Greenbelt could 
be satisfied. In the meantime, he 
said he would be exploring and re­
viewing the matter in preparation 
of getting together with the Mayor 
in April. 

At the close , of the meeting, 
Councilwoman Elizabeth Maffay in­
troduced chairman William La.thom 
and vice-chairman Rhea Cohen of 
the Save Our Community Commit­
teae (SO<X!). Mrs. Cohen said, 
"we have a united city behind the 
mayor and council. Nobody wants 
the school on parcel 2, and even if 
the roads sweeten the plan, that 
still would not please the city." 
She and Lathom suggested · the 
Smith-Ewing tract as a site that 
would accommodate both the jun­
ior and senior high schools.

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Nationwide Census 
To he 'fakrn April I 

Every 10 years Americans take a 
good look at themselves to rein­
fo1·ce the platform facts on which 
to base plans for the future course 
of the Nation. 

The occasion is the census of 
population and housing conducted 
once each decade as required by 
the Constitution. The 19th in a 
series stretching back without in­
terruption to 1790 will be taken 
on April 1. 

For the average American, the 
census wlll be a simple exercise. 
The Government asks that you 
<devote a few minutes to answer 
•questions about yourself and your 
housing. The questions will be 
on printed forms that will be sent 
by mail to each household. 

For 80 percent of the housc­
lholds there will be about 23 que­
·stions that require perhaps 15 
minutes to answer. Fifteen min­
utes every 10 years is not a heavy 
burden. For the other 20 percent 
of the household. there will be 
-an average of 69 questions that will 
i-equirc about 45 minutes. 

It is impossible to overstate the 
importance of taking these few 
minutes to put the facts on rec­
-ord. Crucial decisions affecting 
every person in the Nation depend 
upon the accuracy and complete­
nei:;s of the census. To begin with, 
political power hinges on the cen-

us count: Official population fig­
ures are used to determine the 
fair apportionment of seats in the 
Congress as well as in State and 
local legislative bodies. Further, 
Federal funds are distributed lo­
cnlly on the basis of c;,ensm; popu­
lation figure~ . 

Secree)· 
For the individual, the census is 

secret. No individual need fear 
that he is exposing himself to pub­
lic view. The answers he gives 
about himself and his housing are 
held in strictest confidence. Cen­
sus employees are fo1·bidden by 
law from disclosing any fact a bout 
a person and would be subject to 
heavy fine or imprisonment for a 
violation of the law. In proces­
sing, facts about individuals · are 
added in various ways resulting 
in statistical totals that depict the 
state of th e N ation. 

Change has even affected th e 
mode of taking the 1970 censu s. 
This year, the 65 million U.S. house­
holds can be t h eir own cen s us ta ­
kers. Each household will receive 
a census questionnaire by m ail on 
or about March 28 and w ill be ask­
ed to fill it out as of April 1 ac­
cording to enclosed instructions. 
The number of questions asked 
will be on the average the fewest 
of any census in the past century. 

In most of the large metropoli­
tan areas, people will be asked to 
mail completed questionnaires back 
to their census district offices in a 
brown postpaid envelope provided 
for the purpose. The envelope and 
form with all questions answered 
should be mailed on April 1. These 
people need not see a census taker 
unless they return the form incom­
plete, neglect to return it at all, 
or ask for assistance.
