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Four GHI Incumbents, White, Beck, 
Elected; Schwan to Step Down

At the start of t'.-e Greenbelt Homes, Inc. annual membership 
meeting, May 20, board chairman Charles Schwan announced that 
he would not serve another term as chairman, and would not 
run for the board in 1971 "unless something unforeseen happens." 

His report to the membership emphasized the following topics: 

Pt-rimet.er Rd.-&hool Sit.e: "'IibJis 
is a most limpontant issue," Schwan 
stated. Although Gm haB con­
siistenitly opposed the present school 
site, !if the site ds not changed, the 
pemneter TOad ris ~entiw to keep 
traffic out of the residential areas, 
Schwan mltintained. Gm must 
a.Joo support the city'is effurts to 
obtam state aud for it.he perimeter 
road, a.s .n is eistimaited •that ,t!he 
eastern portion of fille road <alone 
wliiU oost over a million do1Iars, 
said Schwan. 

Taxes: Gm is st:i1l awaii,t;ing the 
decision from the State Tux Ap­
peals Court on itlhe question of the 
county's reassessment of Gm pro­
perties. 

Water Line Replaooment Pro­
gram: Schwan proudly proola.imed 
that since the replacement pmg­
ram went iin,to effect dn 1964, the 
a.mount pruid for waiter consumption 
has declined ev,en though there 
have been rate increases. 

lUonthly Charges: Heat, taxes, 
and intc>l'f'St charges have accoun­
ted for foe major increases in the 
monthly charges. If the tax as­
se=en.t case is succes.<3ful, each 
member might realize as much as 
a $3 savings. Also, Schwan stated, 
Glil's increases have been con­
siderablj lower than comparable 
housing .increases ,across the coun­
try. 

At the conclusion of Schwan's 
reJIOl't, some members wanted to 
know ff 'lwe are pa,ytlng as we go 
Jr do we have enough ,Ln reserv­
es?' J,ahn O'Reilly, who was pre­
sented Wfilth a plaque ,by the cor­
poration for his seven years of 
servlice on the GHI ,boa:rd, :respon­
ded to this question. O'Reilly sta.t­
ed that past boa.Tds had used the 
re.serves too muoh in order to keep 
the monthly cha!rges low. 'The 
rese.rves are now at a minimum 
tevel", he affi'l'llled, 'land the charg­
es a~ dncrea.si1n,g" as easts !increase. 
He noted that the GIHI mortgage 
wlital the feder.a:l government win 
be paid off in 1977 aind ·this may 
result in some decrease in the 

Audit Committee 
Next, Thomas Whtte, chairman 

of the audit oommi:ttee, deLivered 
his report. He cited the follow­
ing three i~ems a.'l those the audit 
commJ~e felt were most Impor­
tant: (l) the <reserves (He tend­
ed tn fecl thait the reserves should 
be kep.t above the mini.mum level) 
(2) member apathy and (3) how to 
utilize board time more effeotiw­
ly. 

Townhouse Appraisal 
The most heated discUSIS:on of 

the evenrlng arose over two aspects 
of the Member Ownership oonitract 
wh.ich the 25 tow:nhouses purch~­
el'S have ;'Ct to sign, pending a.p­
pr~ of their homes. 

The first, as related by Na;t 
Slrlnderman, cil81l.nnam of the L=g­
er Homes Committee, inV'Oived 
g:IV'ing the town.house purchasers 
fl.I.JI credit for any major improve­
ment:s they m:iy make instead of 
ooaring the credit with the cor­
poratiion. 

'I1hose against ,the motion felt the 
present fo.rmuh was "already good 
en~ugh." Thomas White w'Onder­
ed if it ,,•ould be possible to ob­
bain a separate app1iaiisal ju.st on 
Mle improvement. S!undemnan re­
plied that it could be done. Matt 
Amberg stated that he didn't want

How·ever, a seoand question, in­
volvdng the fact tihat the town­
house purohasers pay 100% of the 
taxes on their property while shar­
ing any increa.se dn equity wtth 
the corporation upon resale, fail­
ed to pass. Some members felt it 
amounted to a subsidy to the town­
house people. Others felt the mat­
ter should be ,.studied further. Jim 
Smith, former ,boaJro member, in­
troduced a su:bsmtu:te amendment 
that W'OUld cltange the percent that 
members pay on the liand from 
7¼ % to 6% which woukl do the 
same thing w; glivi:ng the members 
credut for all the tax money pe;id 
at the tliJne uf resale. 

Other Businel!ls 
The membership ~ to oorn­

pensat.e the officers of Gm in ttre 
amount of $1000 mid $750 fur boaro 
members. Sums were also allocat­
ed fur 1lhe audit committee - $350

The report submitted by the Ad 
Hoc Nuclear Power Plant · Oom­
mitfue MIS aece.pted wilth no dis­
cussion.

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"Deliberate Distortion" 
To fhf' Editor: 

On M--w 14 a Jetter from Mr. 
William Lathom was printed in 
the News Rc\'iew which was both 
in:1.ccumte and unprincipled. By 
1vr mng such a ,letter, M1·. Lathom, 
Ch::iirman of SOCC, li.s dorng more 
than anyone I ~ow •to dcfea.t the 
very goa,Is which he, I, and most 
d hizens of Greenbelt share: that a 
s chool not 1be built on parcel 2 
:and that it be ,bwilt instead, ,as soon 
as possible, on a site that 1is sat­
isfactory to all of us. 

Mr. La.thorn says Commissioner 
AIUJisi ,and "llhe Govemor\s office," 
refusing to state n a mes, say "oth­
ers in ithe community" favor "it.he 
presently planne<l development." 
He promptly asserts that, "There­
fore, we can only deduce that var­
ious community leaders have cov­
e ntly taken a position contrary to 
the V1,'lishes of a m a jority of the 
communj,ty. This has effectively 
throttled a ction ,by the Governor 
and the Commiss,ioners," he says. 
He adds, "Unfortunately . . . the 
school complex development is be­
ing used by some community lead­
C' rs as levera ge to obtain the prom­
i'Se of future development of the 
proposed perim eter road." 

N o!:.ice tha t Mr. Lathom alleges 
that (a ) unnamed leaders are (b) 
secretly fighting (c) the majoni.ty 
of Greenbelt. But he reveals the 
real target a t •the end when the 
.llayor an<l Council ,are na med. 

The facts a re tha t every member 
of City Council opposes the school 
-0cmstruction on parcel 2. I oppose 
it. So does everyone I have talked 
to on this issue, publicly or ,pru­
vately. But it isn't rthe school 
construction Mr. Lathom is really 
talking about; it's the perimeter 
road. The perimeter road was plan­
ned long ago and had nothing to 
do wilth the school. The threat of 
a school on paroel 2 simply made 
lbhe need for a per.imeter road more 
urgent. 

Mr. Lathom knows thi!S. Bu,t he 
is deliberately distorbing it.his issue, 
divi<ling the community, and usjng 
the technique that should be fa­
mi:filar to us all. Remember Sena­
tor .Joe McCaJ:1thy and the "un­
n:uned" in govel"nment who were 
so powerful they might defeat 
Government itself? Remember the 
snide innuendo? I do. And I ,think 
we've had enough of i,,t :in Green­
belt. I think it's !lime we a.II worked 
together, Mr. Lathom, in a respon­
sible way, for Greenbelt.

Planning Foresight Needed 
To tht> Editors: 

In the News-Review report on 
the public works budget meeting 
of May 13, Counci'l meffilbers ex­
pressed the need of exerc:1smg 
some foresigiht in considering all 
eventualities in G1-eenbelt's road 
program. 

Foresight is indeed very impor­
tant in p13Jllniing future develop­
menit and at ,the same time ,pre­
servmg the character and qualities 
of this residential community and 
I agree ,that the discussion of any 
major improvements to Northway 
fl!"om Rlidge ,to Hill.side at this time 
is not only untimely ,because of 
the present stage of the school 
complex pl'Obilem .but I would like 
to point out that such construc­
tion would destroy the residential 
character of this area. This sec­
tion of roa<lway has served the 
residents for the past thirty three 
years, including the oonstrucition 
of 1000 frame houses in 1942 and 
also Woodland Hillls subdivision of 
now approximart:ely 60 houses. To 
change its character now would 
only be to serve other interests. 

The tax payers already have a 
sample of untimely foresight and 
ex,travagant use of tax payers 
money 1n rec~nt ,approval of con­
tracts for Southway Roa d con­
structbn. 'I1his 'CO'llitl'a ct calls for 
the section of Southway between 
Riidge and Green.belt Road ,to be 
built to State standards of a main 
arterial roadway wlith divided cen­
ter strip. These standards in 
M a ryland are for roads carry,ing 
over 10,000 vehtlcles per day and 
permdt speed up ito 50 miles per 
hour. A secondary residential 
road standard of construction w1th 
a 30 ft. paved surface and speed 
limiJts up to 25 miles per hour 
would cost approximately one half 
as much to buiild ,and to maintain 
as it.he one now under construction 
would serve this residentia:J com­
munity adequately unless we are 
determined to assi,&t the School 
Board and high-nj,se develpers. 

Tu compound ,this extra\'agance 
City Council has app1111•ently de­
cided not to seek Federal-StaJte 
aid in the present reconstruction 
of Southway Road. The <bl:g need 
nOIW is more off-s>treet par~img 
facilities.
