All four incumbent Greenbelt Homes, Inc. officers were re-
elected to another term at the May 27 meeting of the GHI Board:
Nat Shinderman, president; Steve Polaschik, vice-president; Nor-
man Weyel, secretary; and Darwin Beck, treasurer. The vote was
unanimous except for one dissenting vote registered against Shin-

derman by Dave Lange.

The Audit Committee reported
that it also has organized itself
with Alexander Barnes named as
chairman.

The first meeting of the newly-
organized board following the mem-
bership election of May 19-20 was
devoted to routine matters for the
most part. The board approved a
suggestion by board member Kath-
erine Keene that board meetings
recess at or about 10:30 p.m. if
there is remaining a heavy agenda
and resume again the following
Thursday. The board also decided
to have two meetings a month dur-
ing the summer, The by-laws re-
quire only one meeting a month
during June, July, and August.

Gordon Allen circulated a letter
from the American Institute of
Architects which saw a conflict of
interest if an architect is employed
by the contractor instead of the
owner. Allen implied that since
the GHI townhouses were designed
by an architect who was employed
by the contractor, the GHI interest
was not properly protected.

Low-bid contracts for #2 fuel
oil for the coming year were ap-
proved for first reading. For the
metered oil (for tanks ranging
from 275 to 4,000 gallons) the low
bid went to the current supplier
— BP 0Oil Corp. — at 1290 cents
per gallon. For the bulk oil (for
larger storage tanks) the low bid
went to Takoma Fuel Co. at .1251
cents per grflon.

GHI manager Roy Breashears
reported that Twin Pines Savings
and Loan is still having difficulty
getting insurance coverage by the
Marpand Savings-Share Insurance
Corporation. The Ilatter is now
asking that all Twin Pines loan
agreements be recorded in the
county records and that GHI agree
to purchase back homes where pay-
ments are delinquent. The board's
attitude was negative to these pro-
posals.

The board approved a special
exception for painting a frame row
using unapproved colors. Brea-
shears said the colors blend nicely
and he considered it a pilot pro-
ject for experimenting with divis-
ion of colors between changes on
the trim.

Other Matters

The heat in the GHI homes will
go off June 1, management an-
nounced . . . A joint board-employ-
ees picnic will be held June 12 at
Fort Washington.

City to Share College
Park Landfill Site

The city councils of College Park
and Greenbelt have agreed to
share a common landfill in the Ag-
ricultural Research Center. With
Greenbelt's existing landfill at
Northway extended practically ex-
hausted, the city had appealed to
College Park for permission to
share the College Park landfill

Under the agreement signed by
the two cities, Greenbelt will pay
College Park $12,000 for use of the
fill for one year. The fee will be
reviewed after six months' experi-
ence. Greenbelt must provide a
bulldozer for use at the fill until
College Park secures a new one.
Greenbelt has agreed to share any
future landfill it acquires with
College Park to the extent that
Greenbelt uses the College Park
landfill. Both College Park and
Greenbelt see mutual advantages
in future sharing of landfills.

College Park reportedly dumps
about 50 tons of trash at the site
per day. Greenbelt is expected to
dump slightly less than 20 tons.

CITY’S TAX PIGTURE IMPROVING
BUT INCREASE STILL PROJECTED

The city council and audience at the May 24 public hearing
on the 1971-72 budget heard the welcome news from city manager
James K. Giese that a review of accounts has revealed that a 19-
cent tax increase would not be needed, The budget originally
presented in April called for an increase in the Greenbelt property
tax rate from $0.80 per $100 assessed valuation to $0.99.

BULLETIN

The County Council, sitting as
the District Council yesterday,
returned the four zoning peti-
tions on parcels 1 and 2 to the
Technical Staff of the Maryland
National Capital Park and Plan-
ning Commission for updating
and further study. The Techni-
cal Staff was asked not to re-
turn the applications until the
locationn and/or existence of the
perimeter road was determined.

In making the motion, coun-
cilman Francis Francois said
that zoning would be premature
for these tracts since there are
no plans at this time to pro-
vide sewage. He also noted that
the Master Plan calls for reex-
amination of the perimter road
in light of #he removal of the
senior high school from par-
cel 2,

CITY SEES FINANCIAL PROBLEM
WITH INDOOR SWIMMING POOL

A report to city council by management has warned that while
an indoor swimming pool would be a beneficial addition to the city’s
recreation program, it would require a tax subsidy to operate and
to pay its debt service. An oral summary of the report was presen-
ted at council’s May 17 meeting by its author, William Edwards,

city administrative aide.
According to city calculations, an

indoor pool facility in Greenbelt

would cost a minimum of $230,000

(with a health club, §250,000).
Counting amortization costs,
monthly operating costs would

come to $6,800 a month, requiring
an income of almost $20 an hour
to break even. .

Bdwards based his conclusion
that an indoor swimming pool
would not be self-supporting on
studies he made of the indoor swim-
ming pool in Rockville and the
YMCA pool in Silver Spring. The
Rockville pool, he said, has been
operating for 2-2 years and has
been unable to meet either its
operating expenses or debt service
payments,

To get reliable cost data, the city
consulted with Jerry Weiss, the
engineer who worked on the re-
building of the city's existing pool.
Three different proposals for an
indoor swimming pool were evalu-
ated.

The first would involve construc-
tion of a 35 x 75 tank with a
depth of 3' to 6' in the area between
the training pool and the existing
diving well, enclosing both the
diving well and new pool within an
all-weather structure and then re-
building the existing bath house
to serve both the summer and win-
ter pool facilities. This would cost
$362,000, but give the best facility
of the three suggested for review.

The second proposal would con-
sist of building a completely separ-
ate enclosed pool of the same di-
mensions (35" x 75') with its own
diving area (depths 3' to 8') and
rebuilding the bathhouse for win-
ter and summer use but sharing
pump facilities with the existing
pool. This would cost $242,000.

The third proposal would consist

of building a pool and bathhouse
complex on some other site with-
in the city using a stock type pool.
Dollar for dollar, Edwards said,
this would probably be the best
buy. This would cost $230,000.
Edwards acknowledged that an
indoor swimming pool would have
many advantages. It would allow
year-round enjoyment of the agua-
tic activities that Greenbelt resi-
dents enjoy now only during the
summer months. Such a year-round
facility would permit more chil-
dren and adults to develop their
swimming skills and would relieve
the early summer rush for lessons.
The Greenbelt swimming team
would also be able to continue its
meets throughout the winter with-
out renting other pools in the
Washington area at inconvenient
hours and at rental rates of from
$20 to $30 per hour. Edwards end-
ed up by noting that during the
summer, an indoor pool could be
used as a special activity center
and could serve as an alternative
pool for bad weather periods.

The city council has referred the
Edwards report to the city's Parks
and Recreation Advisory Board.

" Glese cited three factors as re-
sponsible for shaving the tax rate
increase by 5 cents:

(1) Receipt of new tax assess-
ment figures from the county
which ups the city's tax base from
$50 million to $51.3 million. This is
equivalent to a 2-cent cut in the
tax rate;

(2) An upward revision by $5,000
of the surplus that is estimated to
be available from previous year's
operations. This accounts for ano-
ther 1-cent cut in the tax rate; and

(3) Recommended enactment of
a city amusement admissions tax
which will yield about $11,000 or
another 2 cents on the tax rate,
(such a tax was subsequently en-
acted by council onm June 1.)
The latter was made possible by
a recently-signed State bill which
will abolish the State tax on ad-
missions as of July 1 and authorize
counties and incorporated cities to
enact such a tax.

Other Cuts

Mayor Edgar Smith, joined by
other councilmen, expressed the
feeling that the final increase in
the tax rate will be lower than 14
cents. However, it wasn't ‘com-
pletely clear from the hearing
where other cuts would be made.
Among the items that have been
suggested for cutting are equip-
ment for Youth Center, recreation
staff at Ridge Road Center, con-
tributions to organized recreation
groups, and money for preliminary
plans for construction of access
and parking facilities to Youth Cen-
ter.

Another item where savings have
been suggested deals with the re-
surfacing of Ridge Road from
Northway to 73 court. The timing
of this work, Giese suggested,
could be such as to charge the
$10,500 contract expenditure to the
following budget year (1072-78).
Giese also mentioned rescheduling
of certain replacement items so as
to lengthen their lifespan and re-
duce the drag on the 1871-72 bud-
get.

One item that council made clear
would not be cut under any cir-
cumstance was the proposed 5%
increase in city salaries. Several
members from the audience joined
council in praising the city's work
force. It is also anticipated that
certain fringe benefits for employ-
ees will also be improved.

Slide Presentations

A small audience of about 15
persons received a bonus in the
form of a slide presentation of the
budget complete with illustrations.
Giese stressed the fact that since
1964 the cost of living has increas-
ed faster that the city's tax rate
even after including the proposed
increase of this year.

There was little criticism of the
budget from the audience. Most
of the comments were directed at
isolated items, such as the over-
crowding at Greenbelt Lake. Sug-
gestions were made to do special
engineering surveys of the lake
pollution problem and traffic sur-
veys of the Crescent pedestrian
problem. Also requested were an
appraisal of parcels 1 and 2 and
studies of how that land could best
be preserved for open space.

Among the incidental bits of in-
formation learned at the meeting
was that HUD has yet to come
forth with a “concurring price” on
the wvalue of the Springhill Lake
golf course property -which the
city is seeking to purchase. HUD
has ashked for another appraisal.

The budget must be adopted by
June 10. Council is scheduled to
adopt the budget on June 7.

It is hard to understand why these
committees, past and present, have
continued to use this punishing
and archaic method when voting
machines are obtainable from the
County Board of Election Supervi-
sors at no charge except the nom-
inal ones for a bond, transportation
charges for two machines, and the
fee for the custodian for setting
up a gimple and uniform ballot.

While the memory of the recent
election is fresh in our minds, this
committee should call a meeting
now, not this summer or next Jan-
uary to hear suggestions from in-
terested and concerned members.
If recommendations are only accep-
ted by letter, many, I fear, will
just not be able to take the time.

Income Tax For
Summer Workers

Students who work this summer
may be entitled to exemption from
income tax withholding, according
to Irving Mahiz, IRS District Di-
rector for Maryland and.the Dis-
trict of Columbia.

Forms for claiming the exemp-
tion are available from Internal
Revenue Service offices if employ-
ers do not have them, he said.

An employee who had no income
tax liability last year and antici-
pates none for this year should
use a Withholding Exemption Cer-
tificate, Form W-1E, to claim the
exemption,

For 1971 a single person who
makes less than $1,700 owes no
tax. This is based on the $1,050
low income allowance and a per-
sonal exemption of $650. A single
taxpayer over 65 can earn wages
up to $2,350 without incurring a
tax liability, Mr. Machiz explain-
ed.

Anyone who qualifies can fill
out the form and give it to his
employer to claim exemption from
income tax withholding on his wa-
ges.

Employers who need quarntities
of the new Form W-4E can ob-
tain them from their IRS District
Office.

G’belt Seeks Fair Share
Of County Rec. Budget

Counecilman Richard Pilski rep-
resented the eity at a public hear-
ing before the Recreation and
Parks committee of the Prince
Georges County Council on Wed-
nesday, May 26 in Upper Marlboro.
The meeting, concerned with the
recreational program in the Coun-
ty budget, was chaired by county
councilman Francis Francois.

The city of Greenbelt requested
a proportional share of the ecoun-
ty's funds allocated for recreation.
The county provides staff for recre-
ational centers in municipalities
surrounding Greenbelt, but not in
Greenbelt itself. Greenbelt -citi-
zens, however, pay tax dollars to
the county on an equal basiz with
those from areas receiving a far
larger share of county funds, an
inequity which the city hopes to
eliminate.

According to City Manager James
K. Giese, who accompanied Pilski
to the meeting, the city received
the “usual sympathy;, but no posi-
tive results” from its request. Giese
noted, however, that primary con-
trol of recreational funds still rests
with the Maryland National Capi-
tal Park and Planning Commis-
sion, following a court order by
Circuit Court Judge Perry Bowen.
Officials from Park and Planning
have already assured the city that
its needs will be seriously consid-
ered. J

Judge Bowen's ruling perpetu-
ates for the time being the powers
of the Park and Planning Com-
mission over the counly's recrea-
tion program that was granted in
state legislation some years ago.
This legislation has since been su-
perceded by the County charter
adopted last fall. The question of
which authority will prevail is still
in litigation.

Earlier in the same day the city's
recreation diretcor, Darald Lof-
gren, attended a work session on
the county budget.

Notice of Charter Amendment

An Amendment to the Charter of the City of Greenbelt, Maryland
was adopted by the City Council of Greenbelt on May 17, 1971, The
title of the Resolution, which is a fair summary of the amendment,
is as follows:

RESOLUTION NUMEBER 211

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT ADOPTED
PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY OF ARTICLE 11E OF
THE CONSTITUTION OF MARYLAND AND SECTION 13 OF
ARTICLE 23A OF THE ANNOTATED CODE OF MARY-
LAND (1957 EDITION AS AMENDED) TITLE “CORPORA-
TION-MUNICIPAL, “SUBTITLE, “HOME RULE” TO
AMEND THE CHARTER OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT,
MARYLAND (1963 EDITION AS AMENDED) AND CON-
TAINING IN WHOLE OR IN PART THE CHARTER OF
THE CITY OF GREENBELT, BY REPEALING AND RE-
ENACTING WITH AMENDMENTS SECTION 40-15 TITLE
“VOTERS,” WHICH SECTION WAS PREVIOUSLY AMEND-
ED BY CHARTER AMENDMENT RESOLUTION NUMBER
90, ENACTED JUNE 8, 1966, TO PROVIDE THAT THE AGE
