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Sidewalk Issue

Again Draws

Crowd to Council Meeting

Controversy, engendered by the threat of sidewalks in Lakeside
and Northway Rd., and a special ordinance allowing the city to

tax commercial property in the
at the November 15 city council

First, council and a number of
citizens hassled over whether coun-
ci lwas considering merely clear-
ing a path for an established
right-of-way or installation of
sidewalks as the heading on the
agenda stated “Sidewalk Study.”
Councilman Charles Schwan strong-
ly reiterated that council was only
considering clearing a three foot
path adjacent to the curb along
both Northway Rd. and Lakeside
Drive — not sidewalks.

City manager James Gicse stat-
ed, however, that while this was
true, clearance and rights-of-way
would determine where future side-
wallks, should there be any, would
be located. Also, he affirmed his
belief that there was not a street
in Greenbelt which did not need
sidewalks as long as there were
children walking in the streets and
cars parked alongside curbs.

Giese indicated he would rec-
ommend clearing a four-foot path
on the downhill side of Northway
with ‘“sidewalks” generally two
feet behind the curb. Lakeside
Drive presented more difficult prob-
lems in terms of obstructions and

topography, but a clearance could
be made,

Then began the aré»und-the-room
comments for and against side-
walks, clearance of right-of-ways,
or both. Many people urged coun-
cil to improve the internal walkway
systam as an alternative to instal-
ling sidewalks. Joseph Wilkinson
stated that improving the internal
walkways would alleviate the fear
of having a child dart out from be-
hind a parked car.

Joseph  Hanyok, calling for
“equal treatment under the law"
(if he had to have sidewalks, ev-
eryone should have them), casti-
gated council for trying to bring
the “world and its bloody nuisan-
ces to my door" In emotional
"language, he said the people should
decide what they want, and the
people on Lakeside Drive did not
want sidewalks.

He. further called for improve-
ments in the traffic regulations,
prohibiting trucks from using the
road for through traffic and en-
forecing a 10 mph speed limit. He
was joined by others in this last
request. Many argued that when
they purchased their homes they
were told Lakeside would not be
a through street.

On the other side, Dr. and Mrs.
Werner Neupert favored the clear-
ed right-of-way and the sidewalk,
noting that small children should
not have to walk in the streeot or
in the guttters. Stuart Jordan not-
ed it was impossible to push a
baby carriage unless one cHose to
push it in the street. AIl homes
don't have easy access to the in-
ner walks, he continued.

Dr. Willilam Weintraub reflected
that over the past several years,
traflic patterns on Lakeside Drive
have changed; the street has been
cut through and many cars travel
along its narrow, curving length.
There is a question of safety in-
volved, he said, and the fact that
an accident has not yet occurred
is merely fortuitous,

Council Reacts

Council agreed to take the entire
matter under advisement, stating
that the public will know in Jan-
uary when another meeting will be
held on the subject. Councilwom-
an Elizabeth Maffay, while not di-

Voluntary Non-smoking
Encouraged by Council

Infringement of rights was the
main concern of all at the Novem-
ber 15 council meeting when coun-
cil considered the request to ban
smoking at future council meet-
ings.

Councilman Weidenfeld, in an at-
tempt to appeal to smokers and
non-smokers, moved “that a sign or
signs be placed in a conspicuous
place or places in the council room
requesting people to voluntarily
refrain from smoking during the
meeting.” He suggested that ash
trays be removed from the room.
Weidenfeld commented that he had
voluntarily refrained from smoking
his cigar during the meeting and
he felt that people were usually
considerate of each other and would
respect the sign. He added that
this voluntary restraint might
have an educational benefit, for
it might lead people to voluntarily
refrain from smoking in other pub-
lic places. J
mayor Pilski pointed out that pres-
sure’ was often great at council
meetings and that therefore coun-
cil members should be able to
smoke at these times if they so
wished. The mayor added that if
the ash trays were removed, the
request would not be voluntary.

City manager Giese protested the
removal of the ash trays and in-
formed council that the ash trays
were not put out to benefit smokers
but to protect the floors.

Mrs. Helen Geller, a representa-
tive of the Greenbelt chapter of
Group Against Smoking Pollution
(GASP), who had originally made
the request for the smoking ban,
stated that her group was not ask-
ing anyone to stop smoking, just
smoking at council meetings. “Those
who suffer are not neutral” said
Mrs. Geller, and she told how
smoking was physically harmful
to non-smokers who were forced
to sit in smoke-filled rooms. As an
alternative idea, Mrs. Geller sug-
gested a smoke break during coun-
cil meetings. Members of the smo-
king and non-smoking groups
spoke in favor of having such a
break.

Weidenfeld agreed that the re-
moval of ash trays was not intend-
ed to be part of his motion. The
motion was then passed 3 to 2,
with Schwan and Pilski voting
“no!" Schwan later explained that
he favored a complete smoking
han,

Beltway Plans Nixed

On November 4, the Prince
Georges County Planning Board
disapproved the preliminary sub-
division plans for the development
of Parcel Q located on the west
side of Cherrywood Lane, just
above the recently constructed car
wash. Both the Planning Board
and the city of Greenbelt want the
Beltway Plaza owners to submit an
overall comprehensive plan for the
western portion of the shopping
center before approving plans for
parcel Q. A bank is proposed for
the site.

Assistant City Manager Gary
Stenhouse represented the city at
the hearing.

FOES TAKE ACTION
File Petition to Reopen
Greenbriar Exception Case

Rhes Cohen, acting as an indi-
vidual and not in her official ca-
pacity as councilwoman, filed a
petition last week asking the
Prince Georges County Council to
reopen or reconsider the Green-
briar apartment special exception
case, She was joined by the Save
Our Community Committee, the
Prince Georges Environment Coa-
lition, and eight persons who had
testified in opposition to the coun-
ty action in granting a special ex-
ception permitting the developer,
Alan Kay and associates, to con-
struct 2- and 3-bedroom apart-
ments in excess of the number al-
lowed by the county zoning code.

The county council, sitting as the
district council, on August 10 had
approved the special exception but
with certain conditions. The county's
Office of Law was at that time di-
rected to prepare favorable find-
ings of fact and conclusions in-
corporating the conditions laid
down by the county. These condi-
tions had been recommended by
the city of Greenbelt.

Most of these conditions, how-
ever, were not included in the find-
ings adopted by the district coun-
cil en October 6. The Greenbelt
city couneil and county councilman
Francis White have already urged
the district counecil to amend its
findings to include the special con-
ditions.

In Mrs. Cohen's petition, she re-
quested that on the date the dis-
trict eouncil acts to amend its
October 6 decision, it officially de-
clare that date as the one of final
action and immediately ' thereafter
send timely notice to all persons
of record in the case. To date no
official nd]:ice of the October 6
action has been issued to persons
of record.

Basis for Petition

Mrs. Cohen's petition gives as
grounds for reconsideration:

(1) The record of the August
hearing did not include informa-
tion that a package sewage treat-
ment plant, which would discharge
treated sewage into a dry creek,
was being considered for the 1193-
unit project on the Smith-Ewing
North tract east of the Baltimore-
Washington Parkway. The peti-
tion maintains that the district
council never had an opportunity
to consider whether such a plant
was acceptable and whether it
would adversely affect the health
and safety of residents and work-
ers in the area.

(2) Zoning requirements for
green area would be violated by
the construction of either a sewage
pumping station as part of the pos-
sible service by a public sewer, or
a package sewage treatment plant.
Either structure, the petition says,
would oceupy land now counted as
required green area.

(3) The district council was mis-
led by the testimony into believing
that a proposed Greenbelt Road-
Kenilworth Ave. underpass would
soon be built and would solve the
traffic problems that the new
apartment population might pose.
Actually, the petition savs. the un-
derpass is not inecluded for con-

He warned: “You and
your associates will be held fully
responsible for all losses and dam-
ages.
Gullett Replies

Gullett, in a reply to Brown dat-
ed November 16, denied the charges
and allegations made in the tele-
gram and backed the director of
BLP in his decision to withhold
the use and occupancy permit.
Gullett said: “Your disposition to
observe applicable laws and regu-
lations in the construction and
maintenance of this shopping cen-
ter has been unsatisfactory and
falls short of what we have a
right to expect in this county.”

Gullett regretted that others had
to suffer by Brown's failure to com-
ply and said, “You have had ample
and advanced warnings on what
would be required of you by way
of grading and greening before a
use and occupancy permit would
be issued either to you or your
tenants.” Gullett also made refer-
ence to state and county criminal
action pending against Brown for
pollution of Indian Creek.

Opening Delayed

Brown told the News Review that
27 stores were prevented from op-
ening last Monday and that 37
more stores are slated to open
next Monday. Brown is bitter that
he wasn't allowed to put up a cor-
porate bond, which would allow
him to open on time and still guar-
antee that the conditions of the
buillding permit would be met

BLP officials were cool to this
idea because in the event of non-
compliance they thought it might
take years to get the work done
via suits ete, They felt that they
had the lever now and that they
should use it beforc the opening
of the shopping center. They main-
tained that Brown had had suffi-
cient time and notice to do the
grading and seeding. Brown had
claimed he could not have accom-
pished this work until the building
was completed.

Brown also protested the BLP
requirement that the hills be cov-
ered with grass at this time of the
vear since, this, he said, would ne-
cessitate sodding, an exorbitant ex-
penditure, He said that mulching
was all he should have to do at
this time.

Problems

The big problem facing the devel-
oper has been the hauling away of
excess dirt fast enough to meet his
time-table. Brown's plans had
called for hauling the dirt to the
Springhill Lake industrial tract.
However, a Springhill Lake official
said that no fill permit has been
eranted because the site plans for
the area have not as yet besen ap-
proved by all the agencies involved.
In the meantime, Brown said, he
has had the extra expense of haul-
ing the dirt to the College Park
landfill.

GHI Budget Hearings Slated
For Week of November 29

on the 1972 Greenbelt

Homes, Inc. budget will be held on Monday and Tuesday nights,
November 29 and 30, with a special formal membership meeting

slated for Thursday, December 9.

These decisions were made at

last Thursday's board meeting, as the governing body finished its
first-round treatment of a budget calling for an average increase
in monthly charges of about 15 percent.

The November 29 and 30 hearings
will be primarily to get membership
suggestions and reactions toward
several items that the board re-
duced or could further reduce in
the 1972 budget. Because the
board could not see any realistic
way of keeping the increase in op-
erating expenses under 10 percent
without jeopardizing the solvency
of the corporation, the December 9
meeting will be asked to approve
an increase of 10 percent or more,
IUInder the GHI by-laws, the mem-
bership must approve any increase
in operating costs (exclusive of
mortgage payments) of 10 percent
or more,

Some whittling down of the bud-
get took place at the November 11
board meeting, but for the most
part the board followed the recom-
mendations of GHI manager Roy
Breashears, who stated that his
budget “is realistic, based on need”
for the maintenance of working
capital and reserves.

Board Generally Agrees

Most of the board's actions were
taken unanimously, with the only
real difference of opinion arising
over the {rash collection projec-
tions. The board in a split vote
reafirmed its earlier decision to
allow for a $19,200 increase in this
item because of the city's indicated
intent to raise fees next July. Those
favoring the action were board
members Nat Shinderman, Jim
Smith, Norman Weyel, Don Volk,
and Katherine Keene. Those op-
posing were Janet James, Steve
Polaschik, and Dave Lange, Tom
White was absent.

The opposition group felt that a
negative vote on this inecrease
would influence the city to stream-
line its trash collection costs. The
majority said that they intended to
pressure the city to keep costs
down but that it was irresponsible
budget planning to ignore the in-
flationary ' pressures and deficits
that are now plaguing the city's
trash operation.

Some items that were pared in-
cluded the trim paint, self-help
paint and court pavement pro-
grams. The board decided to hire
its own labor for the trim paint
program (rather than contract out)
for a possible savings of $10,000.
On the self-help paint program, it
decided to charge members $2 a
gallon (for a $5 item), thus re-
ducing corporation costs by $2,800.
The court pavement program of
$10,900 was eliminated (over the
objections of Volk and Smith), ex-
cept for a small amount ($1,500)
for emergency patching.

Income Raised

To further reduce the gap be-
tween income and expenditures,
the board voted to increase mem-
bership fees from $210 to $220,
transfer fees from $100 to $105, and
inspection fees (for houses at time
resale) from $27.50 to $2850. In
addition, the charge to members
for services not covered by the con-
tract was raised from $7.50 to $9.00
per hour, with proportionate raises
for service provided GDC, the whol-
fy-owned subsidiary of GHI that
operates the apartments.

Employee Raises

Another major decision of the

board concerned approval of a
raise for its employees. It voted
unanimously a 3-percent increase
effective January 1, 1972, which was
considerably less than that per-
mitted by the President's wage
guideline of 55 percent announced
last week,

The board, however, saw advan-
tages in having a 3 percent in-
crease in January rather than a
5.5 percent increase in July, such
as permitting consideration of ano-
ther increase in January 1973. GHI
president Shinderman emphasized
that the corporation’s major asset
is its manpower and said that it's
poor economy to skimp on salaries
when the result is lost personnel,

Heating

The board found it impossible to
make any cuts in the heating bud-
get, The brick homes budget shows
an increase of $19,700 over the 1971
budget, which underestimated costs
by $13,200, due primarily to rising
fuel oil prices and increased oil
usage during 1971. The frame
homes budget is up $50,100 over the
1971 budget, which, like the brick,
had. underestimated the impact of
rising fuel oil prices and other fac-
tors by $14800 during 1971, One
major cost item in 1971 for the
frames was the switch from #6
oil to #2 oil. The latter is a more
expensive grade oil,

Management Survey

In one other bit of action, the
board turned down a suggestion
by Miss James tc hold an advisory
referendum on  the management
survey. She wanted to know how
members felt about increasing
monthly charges to pay for the
management survey. As the budget
stands now, there are no funds
in it for the management survey.

rectly stating how she felt on this
particular sidewalk issue, did con-
clude that “If a child’s safety is
invoived, I'll go on record for side-
walks. If there is a need, T'll fight
for it."

Special Taxing Distriet

Also causing a stir was the pro-
posed ordinance to create a special
taxing district to finance the re-
construction, of the center mall,
The district involved would be, es-
sentially, the businesses in the mall
area including the medical center,
the supermarket, the law office
building, the gas station and ga-
rage, as well as the businesses in
the center itself.

A letter was read from Abraham
Chasanow, owner of the law office
building, that such an ordinance
was illegal and would be struck
down by the Maryland courts. Fur-
thermore, he was prepared to fight
against it. However, city solicitor,
Emmett Nanna, commented that
the ordinance follows closely the
language in Article 23A, Section 44,
of the Annotated Code of Maryland,
and he believed it would be upheld
in court.

The Chasanow letter also refer-
red to a similar attempt by the
city to tax the businesses in the
Center which had been ruled out
of order by the court. However,
the city manager and city solicitor
both agreed that the court ruled
against the city’s attempt to get
the businesses to pay half of the
maintenance costs of the center:
but the new ordinance would en-
able the city to tax the businesses
for the entire cost of renovating
the mall area which was lawful,
they upheld. (The city owns the
center mall, but does not own the
sidewalks in front of the stores,
and is part-owner of the walks
near the parking areas),

Mayor Richard Pilski stated that
he had pledged to improve the mall,
and other council members had to
decide whether they too were firm-
Iy committed to the renovation.
Councilman Schwan stated there
were only three alternatives: 1)
don’t repair the mall, 2) have the
city bear the entire expense of ren-
ovation or 3) place the burden for
repairs on the business people.

There followed a discussion ds to
whether the mall was a “commer-
cial center" existing mostly for the
benefit of businesses or a “park
area’ existing for the general plea-
sures of the people. Dr. Weintraub
expressed the latter view, also con-
tending the city had done little
for the past 20 years to improve
the mall, and taxes should be rais-
ed through the zeneral public.

Manager of High's store, Leo
Gerton, stated the tax would be
double taxation, and that the bus-
iness would not gain from an im-
proved mal larea because out-of-
towners are not attracted to shop
in Greenbelt.

A referendum was suggested by
some members of the audience.
Mayor Richard Pilski asked Giese
to get together all the information
gathered over the past four years
to present to the new council mem-
bers, after which council will hold
its own meeting to come up with
a recommendation.

Highway Study

The city's Advisory Planning
Board has studied the Twenty
Highway Needs Program of the
State Highway Administration. A-
PB listed two critical items affect-
ing Greenbelt: it recommended that
the Perimeter Rd. and ramp in-
terchange at Kenilworth Avenue
