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School Board to Grant Grading
Easement for Beltway “Cliff”

Faced with the growing risk that the facilities on the bus lot
next to the Greenbelt Junior High School might be endangered as
a result of the eroding embankment next to Klein's, the Prince
Georges County Board of Education has indicated ts intent to
grant a grading easement to the Beltway Plaza developers. In the
past, the school board has maintained that correction of the erosion

problem should take place on the shopping center property..

The problem, however, has become
acute in the last few woeeks, in-
creasing the need for action. Last
month, upon the advice of the
County Board of Licenses and Per-
mits, the school board had to Install
barricades on the school bus lot at
the top of the embankment to pre-
vent buses from coming too close
to the edge of the slope. At this
time of the vear, according to coun-
ty officials, the slope could become
slurry, a flowing mixture of water
and clay. They fear that vibrations
from the buses might cause the
earth and the fence to fall away.

"It's & mystery why this hasn't
happened yet,” said a spokesman
for the school board. Members of
the board fecl that if corrective
work had been done years ago, they
would not have become the “wvie-
tms."

AL ita Feb. 28 meeting the school
board, concerned also with the pub-
lic's safety, authorized its attorney
to work out the detalls of an agree-
ment with Sidney Brown, Beliway
Plaza developer, for a permanent
eazement so that Erown can per-
form the necessary corrective ac-

basin with
pipes running down the slope to in-
sure proper dralnage and a proper
slope.  Approval of the easement
&till depends on certaln conditions
Brown must meet. These fnclude:

— approval from appropriate a-
gencies (Department of Water Re-
sources, County Licenses and Per-
mits) of grading and sedimentation
control plans:

— surety bond to guarantee per-
formance (the school board wanting
to be certain that water Is collected
properly at top, properly channeled
down the slope, and properly dis-
posed of at the bottom, and aluo
that protection be assured regard-
ing the relocation or replacement of
its security fence, gasoline pumps,
concrete block maintenance bullding
and existing asphalt pavemnent, soma
of which will have to be removed
when the grading is done):

— a legally binding agreement for
perpetual maintenance:

copies of surveying plans,
metes and bounds, plat .and other
rilated documents,

For some eight years the clay
slope has been a source of worey
to Greenbelters. During this period
the face of the embankment has
changed, and the State Department
of Water Resources designated the
slope as “critical” In terms of the
existence of serlous sedimentation
and erosion problems.

Environmental Group
Starts Urganizing

City council had a sccond meet-
ing with representatives of organ-
izations and other persons inter-
ested In the formation of a
citizen's committee to deal with
cnvironmental problems in Green-
belt, on Wed,, Mar 1. Sixteen per-
sons attended plus four members
of council and administeative as-
gistant Bill Edwards, In the ab-
sence of Mayor Pilskl, Mavor Pro-
Tem Charles Schwan chaired the

first meeting of Jan. 31, and Schwan
called for suggestions from the au-
dience as to what the fune-
tions of an environmental group -
whatever form it would take -
should be.

Schwan, Weldenfeld, and Coun-
cllwoman Elizabeth Maffay all ex-
pressed support for a city spon-
sored group - perhaps an advisory
board, with members possibly
coming from city organizations
plus council appointed members,
Mrs. Maffay in addition felt that
an environmental group should con-
cern itself not only with Green-
belt, but also represent the city at
the county and state level, giving
testimony where necessary and
perhaps even supporting area wide
legislation.

Councilwoman Cohen suggested
the possibility of two boards or two
types of members, both council ap
pointed and citizen-organization
appointed, but admitted that she
had not made up her mind as to the
best course of actlon.

Much of the citizen comment
seemed to be a repetition of the
first meeting: there seemed to be
no real agreement as to the strue-
ture of the organization, and some
people voleed impatience with all
the talk - “let’ get on with it”,
they said.

Eventually Dave Lange's sugges—
tion of an organizing committes, -
which would meet and come up
with a set of suggestions at the
earliest possible date, - was adop-
ted. It would consist of seven mem-—
bers of the audience and two mem-
bers of council. The seven cltizens

City Tightens Regulations
For Group Picnic Permits

The city has a new regulation
with respect to the granting of
group pienic permits at the Green-
belt Lake Park. At its March 6
meeting, council adopted a measure
which had the general support of
the ¢ity's Parks and Recreation Ad-
visory Board (PRARB).

PRAB In Itz Report Z2-T2 ex
pressed concern that with the grow-
ing demand for the use of picnic
facilities “there is the possibility
that genuine groups ecould be de-
nied picnic permits for lack of
space.” PRAE noted that because
beer may be consumed in the Lake
park In conjunction with a plenic
meal at a group picnic, the park
has become increasingly popular
‘with groups which have no con-

previous any
Greenbelt resident could apply for
such permits,

To deal with this problem, the
adopted ordinance limits the grant-
ing of pienic permits to bona fide
Greenbelt organizations, family
groups which are hosted by a
Greenbelt resident, and selected
other groups. The ordinance will
also tighten controls by requiring
pienie permits for all groups of 15
persons or more; such permits
would only be applicable to estab-
lished group facilities.

Criteria

To qualify as a Greenbelt organ-
ization the group would need to
meet one of the following criteria:
(1} regularly meets in the coity;
(2} majority of members are resi-
dents of the city; (3) the group is
sponsored by the Greenbelt Recre
atfon Department or is a partici-
pant of a recreation program; or
(4} is sponsored by or iz directly
connected with a business or or-
ganization located within the city
iprovided no commercial activity
is involved.)

Other groups that would be able
to qualify are non-Greenbelt school
classes and other youth groups,
provided that such permits would
not be issued on weekends and hol-
Idays and in the evenings.

At the March 8 meeting there
was some discussion over whether
the new ordinance might be too re-
strictive with respect to non-Green-
belt groups. PRAB had suggested
an alternative for non-Greenbelt
groups — that permits be izsued to
such groups but not in excess of
5% of the total capacity of the
established group facilities.

City manager Jim Giese folt
that for the few nonresident groups
worthy to use the park, couneil
could grant permission upon re-
ceiving the groups request. The
same procedure could also be used,
he said, for any other Greenbelt
group that might not meet the spe-
clel criterin

Council thereby adopted the pro-
posed ordinance without any chang-
es suggested by PRAB.

AN INTERPRETIVE REPORT

Will Greenbriar Treatment
Plant Have Happy Ending?

County council postponement of its consideration of CB-45,
an amendment to the county Ten-Year Water and Sewer Plan to
permit the use and installation of a temporary sewage treatment
plant for the Greenbriar and Glen Ora apartment projects, has
given the Greenbelt city council additional time to reconsider and

clarify its position on the plant.

The county council is expected

to take up CB-45 at its Tuesday, March 21 meeting.

There are now signs that what
was thought to be an irreconcilable
gap between warious viewpoints
that have been generated in the
city over the proposed plant for the
1,193-unit Greenbriar Apartment
project, to be located on the Smith-
Ewing tract east of the Baltimore-
Washington Parkway, might pos-
gibly be bridgeable after all.

For months, the city has been
torn asunder by the conflict which
has seen a council split between o
majority of four, consisting of Rich-
ard Pilski, Charles Bchwan, Eliza-
beth Maffay, and Gil Weidenfeld,
and the fifth member, Rhea Cohen.

A typieal example was last Mon—
day's meecting at which council
was considering a resolution pro-
poaed by  Mrs, Cohen calling for
outright disapproval of the sewage
plant and notification of sald ac-
tion to the county council. It was
clear from the start that the ma-
jority of council opposed the reso-
lution, which councilman Weiden
feld szald contained many “errone-
ous, vague, and misleading” state-
ments.

How Far Apart?

Instead, councilman Charles
Schwan introduced an alternative
resolution, which apparently had
the support of the majority of coun-
cil, and which requested the county
council not to approve the scwage
plant “until it has received assur
ances from all county and State
agencies with reponsibility in this
area that the effluent from the tem-
porary sewage treatment facilitics
will not represent a health or eco-

ment of Health and Mental Hy-
giene the inclusion of conditions
suggested by the city resolution of
February T and by the county health
officer in his letter of February 14.

One member of the audience, Da-
vid Lange, commented that it ap-
peared to him that if the two res-
olutions had been introduced by
different persons under different
circumstances there could well be
a meeting of the minds, Tom White
obaerved that the majority of coun-
cil has gone to the brink of oppos
ing the plant but somchow just
can't seem to cross over by stating
unequivocally that it disapproved
the plant.

It iz obvious that it will still take
some statesmanship te bridge the
gap. The Schwan resolution went
part of the way by recognizing that
the citizens of Greenbelt have ox
pressed legitimate fears and eon-
cern at public hearings and through
petitions that the discharge of the
effluent from the treatment plant

might produce health or ecological
hazards. The resclution also noted

that “the testimony of experts, al-
though supporting the conclusion
that a tertiary sewage treatment
plant of the type being proposed
for the Greenbriar and Glen Ora
tracts will produce high—quality
efffuent and will be a techineal im-
provement and advancement over
existing secondary treatment
plants, has failed to allay” these
fears and concern.

Tactics Deplored

What has been most upsetting
and disturbing to the majority of
council has been the tactics of those
who are the most vociferous in thelr
opposition to the plant. Monday
night several members of couneil,
as well as persons in the andience,
deplored the opposition's resort to
what they considered were distor-
tions of the record, half-truths, ex-
aggerations, inaccuracies, and un-
substantlated and false allegations.

Schwan sald that the opposition
at first pleaded for expert testi-
mony, and when the experts told
them things they didn't want to
hear, “they denounced the experts.”
Mrs. Maffay deplored the fact that
people were driven into fear by
allegations that raw sewage would
be fowing in their back yards.
Bhe said such tactics were unnec-
essary since, in her opinion, the op-
position had some strong points on
their aide.

As examples of how the [acts
were Ignored, Weldenfeld cited the
various “Whereas” clauses in the
Cohen resolution which were used

Department of Water Resources
(EDWR)} had not taken Into ac-
count all the pertinent information
regarding the effects of the effu-
ent on the local stream valley.
Weldenfeld referred to the teati-
mony of SDWR officials at the Feb-
ruary 28 meeting that they had ta-
ken all factors into account.

(2} A statement that SDWR
regulations 4.7 require a publie
hearing on the application for &
discharge permit. Weldenfeld re-
ferred to the testimony of SDWR
representatives that regulations 4.7
refer only to industrial and com-
mercial discharges and not to sew-
age plants and storm dralnage sys-
tems. Schwan also noted that no
discharge permit had even been ap
plied for. {(Mrs. Cohen later said
that the city has vet to recelve &
promised opinion from the State’'s
Attorney’'s office that

It was non-existent
at the evening meeting and about
the same or worse at Twin Pines
where the poor voter had to con-
tend with small quarters and out-
giders entering the business estab-
lishment and leaving. Voting should

be done at the Municipal Building
in a room especlally set aside for
this and which also has adeguate
safeguards for the kecping of these
valuable voting machines.

On Monday, Mareh 13 at 8 p.m. in the council chambers a piblie
hearing will be held on the mdoor swimming pool and related health
facility, Reprinted below from the December 30, 1971 News Re-
view is a summary of the Ad Hoe Indoor Swimming Pool Committee
Report, The Committee, chaired by Steve Polaschik, has recom-
mended that a city-wide referendum be held within the next year
on approving a bond issue to finanee the constriuction of an indoor
swimming poal,

Location of FPool

Three possible sites: (1) a.d:i:na:ent_ to the municipal outdoor pool; (2)
Springhill Lake; and (3) paresl 7 (fhear Boxwood Village). The com-
mittee favors the first because of availability of parking space; the need
to rehabilitats the present bathhouse, which would be an element of a
new combined indoor-outdoor pool facility; the city’'s ownership of the
Iand; the central location (assuming that future growth will be primarily
east of the Parkway); and the greater ease and reduced cost of recre-
ation administration were the proposed indoor pool part of the central
recreation complex.

The committee recommends masonry or poured concerto

tieally controlled encliosure. Windows should be avoided since they pre
gont acoustic and heating probloms, cause drafts, are a source of serlous
glare and lighting problems and aggravate algas control.

The committee suggests a domed vaulted roof over the pool itself to
halp In the lighting and to make a 3-meter diving facllity possible at
lower cost by supplylng adequate celling eclearance: over the diving
boards while allowing the remainder of the roof to be kept at a lower
level, which would be more economical to build.

Ellen Pattin gave a slide pre
gentation describing the image of
women In the advertising world
She pointed out that women are
depicted A= passive, insipid crea
tures who have to be gulded and
told what to do.

Ellen also  detalled NOW'z  In
volvement [n  legislation at the
County, State, and National levels.
In particular, she emphasized the
need for the Egnal Rights Am
endment to the US. Constitution
which iz now pending before Con
gress and which has appeared be
fore Congress for nearly half a
century.

Nancy Bryan spoke on women
in employment. Severnal pertinent
perhaps shocking, facis were: in
1969 the median income for males
was $8,227 as opposed to $4.877 for
women: men with a high school ed
ucation carned 58,100 — women,
$5.280: men with four years of col-
lege carned $12.960 — women, $7.396,
These were median salaries found
in all occupational areas.

Beryl Zbar gave a summary of
the women's rights cause from El
jzabeth Cady Stanton at the Wom-
en's Rights Convention in Seneca
Falls, New York, In 1848 down
thrroweh Susaa B, Anthony, leader
of the Suffrage Movement, to the
efforts of Betty Friedan, author of
“The Feminine Mystique” who was
instrumental In establishing The
Matidnal Organization for Women.

4.7 do not apply to private sewage
plants.)

(3) A statement that the propos-
¢d plant appears to conflict with
the city’s water anti-pollution law
adopted last year, although clty
solicitor Emmett Nanna advised
that he saw no legal violations in-
volved in the proposed treatment
plant.

Weldenfeld also stated that sev-
eral of the other “Whereas” claus—
es left wrong Impressions and were
misleading. “For us to adopt this
resolution,” he coneluded, “would
weaken our credibllity with the
county."”

Andience REeaction

A leading sewage plant opponent,
Thomas White, in an apparent
statesmanlike effort, suggested that
the majority of council should
gimply delete those *“Whereas"
clauses which were objectionable,
make itz own improvements, and
retain the heart of the nesolution,
which was “Be it resolved, that
the City of Greenbelt disapproves
of County Council Bill No. 45"
Rhea Cohen summed up her atti-
tude by asking: “Will somebody
please tell me what is the need for
this plant?"

Several members of the audience
took similar positions. Dave Lange
agreed with the majority of coun-
cil that the Cohen resolution con-
tained many Inaccuracies, but aaid
that he felt three overriding fac-
tors argrred for outright eity oppo-
sition to the plant:

{1) The failure of the county
health officer Dr, Perry Stearns to
give assurance that the plant would
not represent a health or ecological
riak.

(2} The lack of assurance that
the construction of the plant will
meect the design specifications.

{3} The temporary plant if ap-
proved, will establish the need for
permanent sewage hookup, thus
building up the backlog. In order to
achieve orderly planning, it would
be better to hold off until the per-
manent system is available.

Other Views

In similar vein, former council-
man Bab McGee deplored the an-
tica of some of the opposition. But,
he said, despite the scare tactics
used in distributing petitions, he
is convinced that the majority of
citizens oppose the plant. He urged
the council to recommend outright
disapproval of the plant, as he
had come to the econclusion that
the social and economic wvalue of
the plant could not override the
possible health hazard involved,

Both MeGee and Richard Alpher
sald that council should be given
credit for the careful and respon-
sible way they approached the prob-
lem. They reminded the audience
that it was upon the city council’s
initiative that the county council
sought the views of the county
health officer.

“It was this kind of unemotional,
rational approach to the subject™
maintained McGee, “that carried
weight with the county and produc-
ed the desirable result of influenc-
ing the county counecil to follow the
city's advice.”

Ben Goldfaden also gave some
support to the city council ap-
proach by observing that the coun-
cil was not In a position to judge the
safety factor, which “Is a matter
for the experts” He thought the
plant would represent progress,
but agreed that it should only be
approved if there were no health
hazard.

And, oh yes, what was the end?
The council defeated the Cohen
resolution by a 4 to 1 vote and then
placed on the agenda the Schwan
resolution for the next city council
mecting of Monday, March 20.

R.R.C. Drug Program

Council Approves Tax Relief
Measure for Elderly Citizens

Once again most of city council's meeting (of March 6) was
devoted to the Greenbriar sewage plant, but council found time to

consider a few other matters.

Of interest to the elderly was council adoption of a tax relief

measure.

This measure would continue the
city's present eligibility requirement
of an income of less than 35000 a
year to qualify for a tax credit
{(The county's eligibility require-
ment has been liberalized to §7,500.)
However, the amount of the tax
credit was increased to egual the
assessed value of the dwelllng up
to a maximum of $6.000,

Those eligible for the tax credit
would be persons aged 65 and over
and disabled persons of any ape
who are receiving soclal security
or rallroad retirement benefits, pro-
vided their income is less than £5,000
A Vedr.

Sentiment was expressed for simi-
lar relief for tenants, and the city
manager was asked to study tho
feasibility of applying such relicf
to apartment dwellers.

Clean Lot Ordinanee

Council discussed a clean lot or-
dinance and made several changes
in the proposed ordinance in accor-
dance with suggestions of the Parks
and Recreation Advisory Board. The
measure now goes back for first
reading.

The proposed ordinance would
provide that upon the fallure of a
property owner to dispose of litter
within ten days after receipt of
written notice from the city that he
is in violatlon of the ordinance, the
city could remove the litter at the
expense of the owner. A person
would have 30 days within receipt
of notice to file an appeal to the
city counell, and, if unsuccessful, to
appeal to a local court.

Zonlng Variance

Council by a 4-1 vote recommend-
ed to the Prince Georges Board of
Appeals that it not dizapprove =
zoning variance for o Greenhill Rd.
resident to install & detached shed
on the side of a carport, thirty feet
from the front property line instead
of the required 60-foot distance.
Mayor Richard Pilski opposed the
action because he feared it would
set a precedent, but eouncilman Gil
Weidenfeld said that special eir-
cumstances were involved In that
the terrain did not permit reason-
able alternative sites,

Appropriations

Couneil approved two supplemen-
tal appropriations. One was for
£500 for the purchase of additional
furnishings for the Youth Center
and the other was for $4.900 to com-
plete the financing of the $49377
Gentry Drive road construction. The
original cost estimate for the latter
was excesded primarily because of
the need to remove extra quantities
of fill above the engineer's estimate.
One half of the cost of this project
Is to be pald by Springhill Lake,
distributed over a ten-year period,
with interest added.

Beautification Award

The city has recelved word that
it will receive a county award for
beautification with respect to the
Southway improvement project. The
eounty especially praised the layving
out of the sidewalls along South-
way, which was done so as to retain
the trees,

Environmental Committes

The council was advised that an
organizing committee for the city-
citizons’ environmental program was
being formed consisting of seven
citizens and two councll members,
Mayor Pllski appointed ecouncilmen
Charles Schwan and Weidenfeld to
serve as the clty's representatives,
The Mayor also appointed Paul Le-
ofskky of Cherrywood Terrace to
gserve on the Community Relations
Advisory Board.

Equal Opportunities

Council almost got itself into a
rhubarb as to whether a woman
police officer could handle drunks
as well a8 & man police officer, but
extricated itself by passing a mo-
tion that all city jobs should be
open to both sexes. The discussion
arose affer city manager James
Giese made the statement that most
women could not qualify to do the
work which is presently required of

Greenbelt police officers,

“There is a very definite role for
women In police work," Clese said,
“but the city does not have the
funds to hire special police officers.
At present, brawn is still impor-
tant."

However, Glese emphasized that
there is no job description for any
position in the city with any sex
requirements and that he intends
to follow a policy of employing the
best gqualified individual available
for any vacancy.

Beverly Stone, who raised the
question of equal employment op-
portunities, agreed with Glese's
polley but Implied that she wasn't
sure that it would be followed.

CITY NOTES

The Public Works Dept. has been
removing and replacing broken
concrete in various places through-
out the eity. A 510-square-foot
section of sidewalk south of the
Centerway underpass, sidewalks in
Springhill Lake, and a sectlon of
curbing next to the gas tanks at
the elty warchouse building were
among the projects undertaken.

A final painting was given the
new. gate for the Youth Center
driveway., The gate itself was
painted black; the supporting posts
were painted brown with silver
tops.

Pepeo installed power to the me—
ter for the flashing school warning
signals near the Springhill Lake
School. The Public Works Dept.
has the responsibility to continue
the wiring from the to the
two algns. The work was cxpected
to be accomplished immediately.

The city crews performed various
odd jobs, such as removing paper
drive signs, setting up signs that
had been knocked over by vehicles,
installing no parking signs on a
stretch of Edmonston Rd. where
motorists had been pulling on to
the grassy shoulder, and gluing
down preshaped plastic turn ar-
rows at the Intersection of South-
way and Ridge. The Parks crew
cleaned rights of way in Springhill
Lake and raked leaves and debris
from three playground areas,

Two outworn police carg were
driven to Baltimore for sale by a
private auctioneer, the same one
who also handles sales of County
police vehieles.

On March 5 the city manager
met with five journallsm students
from the University of Marvland
to provide them with background
information on the operations of
city council. The students will re
port council meetings as part of
their course work.

Two new squad cars for the Po-
lice Dept. were recently received
and are now in service. Delivery
on a third car is expected in about
a month.

The Public Works Dept. laid pa-
ving arotind the sides of the new
gate across the driveway to the
Youth Center so that bicycles and
pedestrians would have an easy ac-
cess when the gates are closed.
They also paved a walkway to the
mailboxes near the bank on Cen-
terway. In the unpaved section of
Ridge Rd. near the water towaer,
they repaired a washed-out section.,

The Parks crew removed fallen
dead trees from the Lake Park
which were leaning against and
threatening damage to living trees.
They also cleaned debris from the
stream at Braden Field and helped
with snow removal. A special crew
worked overtime to clear streets
of snow on both Wednesday, Feb.
23, and the preceding Saturday.
Snowiall in Greenbelt was measured
at 6" on Saturday and at 4" on
Wednesday.

Light bulbs were replaced at the
Center parking lot and In under—
Passrs.

TAX CREDIT FOR
SENIOR CITIZENS

GHI Fiscal Office has the forms
for the 1872 Benlor Citizen Tax Cre-
dit. The County has requested that
these forms be filed by April 15
1972. The requirements set forth
by the County to obtain real es—
tate tax rellef are as follows:

(1) The owner must be 65 years
of age on or before July 1, 1872,
The age limit does not apply if re-
celving 1009 disability payments
from Social Security or Rallroad
Retirement.

{2} The homeowner must reside

on the property and have legal in-
terest thereln.

(3) The combined gross Income
of all the ownera of the property
living in the dwelling, shall not ex-
ceed 37,500 for the calendar year
1871. Gross Income includes in-
come from all sources EXCEPT
Soclal Security and Railroad Re
tirement Benefit Payments.
