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Year 2000 Plans Outlined 
by Sandra Barnes 

A small audience of Greenbelt citizens, one, in addition to three 
members of the Advisory Planning Board and four members of the 
Metropolitan Washington Council of Governments (COG) listened, 
along with the city council, to two other COG members report on 
the Year 2000 Plan for the National Capital Region at an open 
hearing on the subject March 8. The hearing was held in the 
council chamber. 

The purpose of the meeting was 
to provide information on the Year 
2000 Plan in order to create a dia­
logue between government officials, 
citizens and COG in the hope that 
mutual understanding would help 
to make the plan viable. 

The idea for the Year 2000 Plan 
was originally begun in the late 
1950's, and in 1961 a report recom­
mended "not a detailed plan for the 
physical development of the Region, 
but rather a set of policies to guide 
government deciJSion-making and 
the preparation of physical plans." 
In 1963 all local jurisdictions con­
sidered ,the general plans for their 
respectiv,e aireas, and in 1964 the 
Year 2000 Plan was adopted by 
COG, which draws its members 
from county and local governments, 
among them Greenbelt, who decide 
to join. 

Recommendations 
Briefly, the Year 2000 Plan recom­

mended the following policies: 
1. a general development pattern 
of new communities in corridors 
radiating from the central area, 2. 
regional open spaces, wedges, sepa­
rating the corridors, 3. residential 
development to provide wide-range 
housing types (COG's Fair Share 
Housing Plan), which the Greenbelt 
city council will soon hold a hear­
ing about. 4. community centers 
witll a ariet.,y- of emplo;mcn. shop­
ping and recreational opportunities, 
5. a metro-center which would be 
the dominant daytime population 
center, 6. a transportation plan 
which would provide for a coordin­
ated system of highways and mass 
transit facilities. 7. federal build­
ings, outside the metro-center, 
which would be planned, located and 
designed to promote the develop­
ment of suburban busine.;;s districts, 
8. a coordinated system of urban 
design and treatment of open spaces 
and developed areas, 9. intergovern­
mental cooperation between federal. 
state and local governments for im­
plementation of the plan. 

However, the metropolitan region 
has changed in a number of major 
ways which affect the original poli­
cies adopted in 1964. Primarily, 
the population has grown much fas­
ter than that assumed in 1964; 7.7 
million people are expectJed by the' 
year 2000, which is 2.5 million more 
than was anticipated eight years 
ago (2 million being anticipated for 
Prince Georges County a,lone). In 
addition, there has been a faster 
growth in jobs than was anticipated. 
Unfortunately the projected trans­
portation system has not progressed 
as expected; and problems in open 
space acquisition and preservation 
efforts have developed. 

OOG Senior Regional Planner, 
Krishna Murthy, and COG Director 
of Program Coordination, Dr .. Bruce 
iMcDowell , explained that COG now

had four alternative paans which 
take the above changing trends into 
consideration, placing particular 
emphasis on progress in tr8.ll!Spor­
tation, housing and employment, 
water :and sewer trends. 

Eileen Turner, of the APB, asked 
how COG planned to enforce its 
pbans on the local governments. It 
was explained that these very hear­
ings in which COG- officials outline 
tlheir plans to citizens w ere expected 
to create concern within people in 
the area, who would in turn pres­
sure their local governments to act 
in accordance with the regional 
plans. 'Murthy also stressed COG's 
need for input of local communities 
in friaming plans for adoption. 

Water Supply 
Councilman Gil Weidenfeld asked 

if 00G has ascertained whether 
tlhe11e would be an adequate water 
supply by the year 2000. And coun­
cilwoman Rhea Cohen wanted to 
know if COG had any studies or 
could suggest legislaltion for control­
ling development in flood plains or 
had any ideas for on-<Site water re­
tention. The answers to these ques­
tions were general; COG has some 
studies available, other studies are 
still being evaluated. 

David Lange, the one interested 
citiz,en present, wanted to know if 
COG had studies available on whe­
ther housing was keeping up with 
population growth. Murtlhy replied 
that th.is was one of COG's major 
concerns. COG, it was also pointed 
out, was keeping close tabs on lo­
oal plans. COG was most interested 
in a balanced community, socially, 
fiscally, and environmentally. 

Other general questions were ask-
, ed on how to protect "green belts" 
around communities, how to protect 
historical areas, how public facilities 
such as hospitals and fire depart­
ments were expected to keep wp 
with population growth. COG offi­
cia.ls noted th:1Jt these factors would 
be taken up in their revised Year 
2000 plan. 

Most of COG's energies over the 
past decade have centered on the 
region's transportation problems, 
and OOG is less expert in other 
areas, ithey noted. But all areas of 
concern by the citizens for the fu­
ture of the r egion will, hopefully, 
be fashioned into a workable plan 
for the development of the region 
as a whole, not jtLst separaite little 
localities acting inde,pendently of 
each other. COG has a number of 
publications available to people 
which further explain the Year 2000 
Plan.

Citizens Plunge Into Indoor 
Swim Pool -- Report, That Is 

. by Bob McGee 
City council drew a packed house 

for its public hearing on the Ad 
Hoc Indoor Swimming Pool Com­
mittee report, Monday evening, 
March 13. One might have thought 
it was another hearing on Green­
briar, except that the tone of the 
meeting was definitely noncontro­
versial. 

Significantly, there were no state­
ments in opposition to the proposed 
indoor pool, although James Paro­
chetti, 128 Hedgewood, worried 
about the building eating up addi­
tional open space in the vicinity of 
the present bathhouse, and Joseph 
O'Loughlin suggested that there is 
a certain amount of faddism in­
volved with most sports, like swim­
ming, which should be considered 
in long- range planning. The coun­
cil did receive a 17 page letter 
from Mrs. Hazel Huffman, who it 
was reported, opposed the pool on 
moral grounds. It seems that Mrs. 
Huffman, an elderly citizen, favor­
ed an ice rink instead. 

Stephen Polaschik, chairman of 
the pool committee, opened the 
meeting by reviewing the extensive 
amount of fact-gathering carried 
out by his group. He pointed out 
that Mrs. Leonie Penney, as a rep­
resentative of the Greenbelt Aqua­
tic Boosters Club, was the only 
member favoring the pool at the 
outset. The rest of the members 
had begun with no preconceived 
ideas, having been selected as rep­
resentative of the community, but, 
as a result of their study, all mem­
bers now favored the construction 
of an indoor pool. Polaschik gave 
kudos to councilman Charles 
Schwan, who served as chairman 
of the committee during its fact­
finding stage, and to city manager 
James Giese and staff, especially 
William Edwards, administrative 
aide, for the work done by them. 
Numerous experts in recreation and 
swimming were consulted, and site 
visits to several area pools were 
made by the committee. 

Objectives 
Pres~ntations were also made by 

other committee members. Dr. Ge­
orge Jones discussed recommenda­
tions for the pool and enclosure 
design. Muriel Weidenfeld discus­
sed the bathhouse and health spa 
portion of the proposal, and Mrs. 
Penney discussed costs and rev­
enue estimates. General objectives 
for the pool were that (1) the City 
of Greenbelt must be able to afford 
both the construction and the up­
keep, (2) it must be designed for 
maximum durability and lowest 
maintenance, (3) it must be an at­
tractive and comfortable place that

people will enjoy using, and (4) it 
must be designed primarily as a 
recreational pool for all ages and 
suitable for a wide range of pro­
grams. Particular stress was put on 
design features to assure easy ac­
cess to the elderly and handicapped 
persons. 

Pool Characteristics 

Among special features were the 
proposals for spectator viewing ar­
eas, a deck level whirlpool consid­
ered to be a therapeutic muscle re­
laxing device, and a food service and 
eating area. Dr. Milton Gabriel­
son, perhaps the foremost authority 
on swimming pools in the country, 
had suggested to the committee that 
"swimming and eating just natur­
ally go together". The inclusion of 
a health spa, replete with sauna, 
bike trainer, ultra- violet lamp, 
treadmill, etc., would make a com­
plete year-round facility which 
would be a definite inducement in 
obtaining members of all ages for" 
the pool and for keeping the fa-' 
cility occupied during normally 
".off" hours. . 

Two different pool proposals were 
presented. One, at a projected cost 
of $391,675, would be the minimum 
size to meet present needs. It would 
be approximately 84 feet long, 45 
feet wide, and would include a 12 
by 12 wading pool for smaller child­
ren. The second proposal, at a 
projected cost of $441,075, added a 
20 foot extension at the shallow 
end to be separated by a bulkhead 
fro~ the rest of the pool, to provide 
for swimming for younger age chil­
dren. The proposal assumed that 
there would be sufficient interest 
in memberships and rentals to 
make the pool self supporting. But, 
as Mrs. Penney suggested, if worse 
came to worst, and the 'pool had to 
be shut down - a disaster - with 
the amortization costs to be paid 
off it would cost most individual 
pr~perty owners approximately 50c 
per month. The city survey taken 
at the election two years ago was 
cited, with an indoor pool listed as 
the number one priority of Green­
belt citizens, in addition to an in­
formal poll conducted by the Aqua­
tic Boosters Club. 

Matthias Vanderzon, 112 Nort.h­
way, pointed out that the swim­
ming club rents pool space 4 times 
a week and, because of the heavy 
demands on available pools, they 
must open a pool at 7 on Saturday 
morning and close another one at 
9 on a Sunday evening. They can 
only permit 12 adults to swim in 
one lane because of the heavy de­
mands by children. Even at these 
poor hours and poor conditions -
traveling some distance at bad 
hours - they have a heavy demand 
and must pay rental of $25 per 
hour. 

Councilman Gil Weidenfeld urged 
that a sampling survey of the en­
tire community be made prior to 
the referendum to find out how 
many people would take member­
ships at $72 per year. 

Mr. and Mrs. Richard Bridge 
said their Canoe Cruisers Club had 
difficulty finding pools to rent and 
that they would definitely be rental 
prospects for a pool in Greenbelt. 
Marie White, 124 Hedgewood, said 
that she was speaking for the Gol­
den Agers, who favored the health 
spa facilities particularly. 

Councilwoman Betty Maffa~• said 
that she hoped there would be an 
educational campaign funded by the 
city. Councilman Schwan stated 
that, though he did not expect to 
use the facility, he definitely favor­
ed the indoor pool as enhancing the 
worth of the community. The up­
shot of the meeting was that coun­
cil, in Mayor _ Pilski's words, 
'"would undoubtedly go on record 
as favoring a referendum and that 
it would be up to the people to de­
cide." It was thought that the ref­
erendum would probably be set for 
September. 
. As this reporter left the meeting, 

he noticed Mr. Parochetti pacing 
off the area down by the bathhouse 
in the dark, casting some doubt 
that all of the people were solidly 
in favor of the pool. Only time 
and discussion will tell.

Discourteous Treatme nt 
To the Editor: 

On March 1, I sent a letter to 
Mayor Pilski concerning the un­
necessarily discourteous manner in 
\.Vhich he and other members ot 
the council treated the majority of 
the private citizens who appeared 
before the city council to oppose 
the Greenbriar sewage treatment 
plant ... I have spent many hours 
away from my family in an effort 
to educate Mayor Pilski and the 
council of the hazardous condi­
tions that would result from the 
sewage effluent. In place of a 
"thank you" I was subjected to 
some unnecessary insults from 
Mayor Pilski. It was interesting 
to observe that Dr. Cookson and 
other individuals employed bv de­
veloper Alan Kay were treated with 
considerably more courtesy by the 
mayor. 

Instead of listening to a discus­
sion of the advisabiliy or inadvisa­
bility of having a sewage plant in 
Greenbelt, the council subjected the 
citizens to a 1011g series of imma­
ture rantings directed against a 
fellow council member. The unde­
sirability of having treated sewage 
flowing into a stream accessible to 
the citizens of Greenbelt, College 
P a rk and B en••yn Heights still re-­
mains even though some of the el­
e~ted officials have tried to be­
cloud the issue with childish char­
acter assassination against those 
who oppose the plant. 

The City Council of Greenbelt 
thoughtfully admitted that they 
were not qualified to assess the 
health hazards that the Greenbriar 
sewage treatment plant would pro­
vide and th~y indicated that such 
a decision would have to be made 
by the County Health Officer, Dr. 
P erry Stearns. Dr. Stearns has reg­
istered his opposition to the pro­
posed plant in a letter to the Prince 
Georges County Council dated Feb­
ruary 14. I would like to hear the 
Greenbelt City Council now em­
phatically state: "This council op­
poses the temporary sewage treat­
ment plant for Greenbriar since 
our county health officer considers 
it to be a potential health hazard 
to the citizens of Greenbelt." How 
about it, Mayor Pilski and mem­
bers of the council?

Judgirig ·from your interpretive 
report of the Greenbriar sewage 
"Conflict," it only remains for the 
four members of city council to 
join the mainstream of thought and 
register their unequivocal, uncon­
ditional and absolute opposition to 
the proposed p lant. At the council 
meeting you reported on, several 
citizens called for council opposition 
to the plant. Mr. Lange repeated 
his concern for proper planning, 
which is not evident in the pro­
posed plant. Mr. McGee repeated 
the News Review view that there 
is no compelling economic or social 
value to be derived from the plant. 
I asked for Council's unconditional 
opposition, based on the 10 points 
listed by SOCC on anuary 10, 
which included not only reasons of 
health and ecology, but planning, 
lack of need and the problem of 
sludge removal (which is a grow­
ing r:ounty and regional problem, 
even at permanent plants). The 
only person at that council meeting 
who gave any indication of prefer­
ence for the proposed plant was Mr. 
Goldfaden. 

Your interpretive report indicates 
that statesmanship is required: 
Maybe so; however, I think the 
ingredient needed is leadership. Thie 
city cannot continue to be the vic­
tim of the whims and whimseys of 
every public agency in the county 
and state that reports on and acts 
on matters that concern the resi­
dents of Greenbelt. All too often 
the problems caused by these "ex­
pert" actions are left for Greenbelt­
ers to solve at trem endous cost. It 
is imperative that Greenbelt city 
council be resolved that it opposes 
the location of a sewage treatment 
plant within Greenbelt. The Schwan 
resolution doesn't quite make it. 
I would hope it is amended to echo 
the thoughts of the majority of 
Greenbelters.

Ao Unnecessary Risk 
•.ro the Editor: 

We are being asked to approve a 
private venture thait may injure the 
public. For five months we have 
witnessed a major lobbying effort 
to set up a pilot plant here, to be 
built by Infilco, a division of West­
inghouse Corporation. Another 
W estinghou.se subsid iary, Urban 
Systems Development Corporation, 
owns 90% of the Glen Ora tract 
and has employed tsewage expert 
Cookson to testify before the city 
and county councils. 

A sewage treatment plant for 
· Greenbriar and Glen Ora is an un­

necessary ,risk, just rus the County 
Health Officer has pointed out. 

A favorable decision calls for cer­
tainty, and the only certainty there 
is, is that if the phant were to 
break down, it could not be shut 
down. Once they move in, people 
will continue to live in the Green­
briar and Glen Ora Apartments and 
sewage will continue to flow to the 
plant, even in ,the case of malfunc­
tion. 

The trouble is that there is no 
working model for the Greenbriar 
plant, operating at 1,he same pro­
jected capacity under the sam e con­
diitions and made by the same manu­
facturer. There a re too many ques­
t ions and too many uncertainties to 
justify experimen,ting on a com­
munity,
