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SPRINGHILL LAKE MANAGEMENT 
CHARGES LACK OF CITY SERVICES

Threatening to compete with the Greenbriar affair in drama

Young, property manager for Springhill Lake, that SHL was not 
getting its fair share of city services provided by the city tax 
dollar. Young said that SHL pays about one-third of the city's tax 
bill but does not get in services anything near that ratio.

ceived should be commensurate 
with truces paid. "No governmental 
jurisdiction operates in this way," 
Ghise said. "Services are usually 
dispensed according to need. Old 
Greenbelt is 35 years old and con­
sequently the need for services there 
is greater than in tlhe newer parts 
of town." 

However, Young, shifting his 
ground, then argued that the city 
was not meeting SHL needs with 
respect to providing timely services 
for street-cleaning, grass cutting, 
ro>ad repairs, etc. He complained 
that he constantly had to call up 
the city to get this work performed. 
He thought the ctty works depart­
ment should !have a regular main­
tenance ~chedule for doing work in 
SHL. 

Giese acknowledged that some of 
the work has not been performed 
on a regular schedule and attributed 
it to a recent change in personnel. 
He agreed as did council that SHL 
should be given timely service and 
he believes the situa1tion has now 
been r,ectifled. 

Abolish Police Dept.? 
Young also felt that SHL was not 

getting its money's worth out of the 
Greenbelt Police Department and 
suggested its abolition. He saw 
great ltax savings if Greenbelt en­
tered into a contracting arrange­
ment with the County Police depart­
ment much as College Park has 
done. 

Several residents from Springhill 
Lake immediately rooe to express 
their support of the Greenbelt Po­
lice IDepiartment. They were con­
cerned thait t!he county would not 
provide ample protection to the SHlL 
apartmenltls which are especially vul­
nerable because of 11:heir accessibility 
from the Beltway. One resident 
said tlhat he has always been im­
pressed wiith the politeness of Green­
belt policemen "even when giving 
tickets" and he was not sure of how 
the county police would act. 

Mayor Richard Pilski said flatly 
that as long as he is on council he 
will oppose any move to disband the 
Greenbelt .Police Depar.tment. That 
ended this part of the discussion 
whicih ltihen veered to the problem 
of parking in SHL. 

Parking Problems 
Young wanted the city <to issue 

tickets for persons who parked on 
the grass or double paTked. 
Giese said, and was upheld by city 
solicitor Emmett Nanna, that the 
city police department cannot tick­
et cars on private property. Pilski 
suggested ,that SHiL management in­
stitute a policy of towing away cars 
that are "illegaily'' parked. Nancy 
Neupert also suggested that per­
haps SHlL could use security 
guards. The city manager was al­
,so asked to explore a suggestion 
made by Greenbelt Homes, Inc. that 
would control piarking by using the 
tresp8&'Jing provisions of the law. 
'Fmaily Rhea Cohen suggested that 
the city explore how additional 
parking could be made ava.illable for 
Springhill Lake residents. 

Wildlife Sanctuary 
Another subject that generated 

discussion was the proposal of the 
city's Pairks and Recreation Advi­
sory 13oard (PRAB) to designate 
part of the Greenbelrt: Lake Park 
as ,a wildlife sanctuary. 'Major con­
cern had been expressed over re­
moval of dead trees and clearing of 
underbrush. Both dead trees and 

species. 
City manager Giese expressed 

some reservations about designating 
any pa11ticular area as a wildlife 
sanctuary until the Lake 'Park Mas­
ter Plan had been adopted. All 
iagreed, however, that in the interim, 
nothing would be done to disturb 
the natural habitat of wildlife, es­
pecially in the buffer zone between 
the lake and Crescent road. 

The council received a request 
that it give its approval to a pro­
posed drug group therapy program 
to be incorporated in the county's 
senior and junior high schools. 

Council placed rtJhe item on its 
April 3 agenda.

GHI Board and Member Dispute 
Selling Price on Townhouse 

But Tom White and otlher mem­
bers of the audience did not share 
W-eidenfeld and Schwan's a.ssess-­
ment of the city council's influence 
with ith-e county council.

The issue of the degree of Greenbelt Homes, Inc.'s control over 
the sale prices of its homes surfaced at Thursday night's board 
meeting, when a member claimed his house was worth more on the 
market than the corporation's appraiser would allow. This disa­
greement, a basic one between the cooperative's philosophy and 
the individual's viewpoint, took up a laxge part of the meeting. 
The board managed however to take up a number of other items, 
such as committee reports. 

Manager Breashears gave the 
background of the member's claim 
to a higher selling price for his 
home, one of the townhouses in the 
North End. He related that after 
a first GHI appraisal figure was ob­
jected to by the member as too low, 
a second Gm appraisal was car­
ried out which increased the allow­
ed sales price by about $1400. In a 
further meeting with the member 
the price was increased further by 
about $800, making a total upward 
adjustment by GHI of $2200; how­
ever, the member's privately re­
tained appraiser has arrived at a 
figure about $2000 higher still. 

The board then asked the mem­
ber to give his side of the argu­
ment, and his present position. He 
in turn outlined the items account­
ing for the difference between his 
appraiser's figure and that of the 
GHI appraiser. These mainly cen­
tered around whether a breezeway 
should be included in the home or 
not, and the appraised rate 
per square foot of living space. In 
the discussion that followed it was 
clear that a wide difference existed 
between the member's position and 
the corporation's. He stated that he 
would comes down to a figure $800 
lower, but that was still $1200 high­
er- than the compromise GHI figure. 

The board decided, on Chairman 
Nat Shinderman's urging, first to 
explore a further meeting with the 
member. At the same time they 
a dopted motions to follow such a 
meeting with consultations with the 
corporation attorney, since the 
member informed the board that 
he has retained an attorney to 
press his case. 

WSSC Assessment 
As reported in last week's News 

Review, the corporation stands to 
be assessed about 45% more in 
water and sewage charges by the 

Washington Suburban Sanitary 
Commission. Director Thomas 
White reported that he and Don­
ald McGinn have looked through 
the complex WSSC budget and 
have noted certain increases that 
stand out as unusual. He recom­
mended that Gm send a repre­
sentative to this week's WSSC 
budget meeting, with a communi-

Dave Lange thought the Schwan 
resolution could have been worded 
more strongly, with stress on the 
danger to orderly planning of ap­
proving a temporary plant during a 
period when there is a moratorium 
on sewage hookups. Nancy Neu­
pert fe1t that any assurances receiv­
ed from county and State agencies 
would be rather meaningless in light 
of State minimum standards in 
this field. 

Confusing Views 
Much of the discussion on the 

Schwan rf]§olution was obfuscated 
by lack of agreement on what the 
clause "not to approve ... until as­
surances are given" meant. Some 
of those who opposed the plant out­
right interpreted this claus1e mean­
ing approval of the plant and pro­
ceded !Jo bombard tlhe council with 
such inquiries as "What will council 
do when the first mechanical break­
down in the sewage plant occurs?" 
and "What is the pressing need for 
Greenbelt to have a temporary sew­
age plant?" 

Weidenfeld argued that the word­
ing of the Schwan resolution was 
not far apart from that of t!he Cohen 
resolution which had be<en rejected 
by council the meeting before be­
cause of what he termed its 
"many inaccuracies" in its "Where­
as" clasuses. 

Weidenfeld observed that the Co­
hen resolution had praised the ac­
tion of the College Park city coun­
cil along with other civic bodies 
that had opposed the plan't. Yet he 
noted, the College Park resolution 
had used language very similar to 
that employed. in the Schwan resolu­
tion, to wit, "council is opposed to 
the use of ,a treatment plant . . . 
until such time as assurn.nces can be 
given by Prince George's County 
and the Maryland State Department 
of Health that there will be no ad­
verse downstream effects." 

Upon questioning, Schwan ex­
plained that one of the motivaitio11"' 
for the conditional clause was to 
provide Greenbelt additional protec­
tion by r<equiring not only the coun­
ty !health officer but all countv and 
State agencies with responsibility in 
this area to give assurances that 
the plant would not represent a 
health or ecologic,a,1 risk.

er position, politically speaking, in 
opposition to the temporary sewage 
tPeatment plant than "Be it resolv­
ed that the City Council of Green­
belt request the County council not 
to approve CB 45-1972." Since the 
former form passed 4 to 1, only 
time will tell whether the majority 
cf council or Mrs. Rhea Cohen dis­
played the greater wisdom and 
foresight. 

It was also distressing because of 
the wav one council member re­
sponded to questions from the floor. 
His loss of self rontrol (e.g. swear­
ing :md having to be calmed down 
by 1\Iayor Pilski), his hostilitv to 
questions, his uncalled for remarks 
that persons who question the res­
olution obviously cannot read, are 
unbecoming and unworthy of a 
member of citv council. While such 
ronduct is to his personal discred­
it. it also unfortunately reflects on 
city o.mmcil as a whole.

Change of Fare 
To the Editor: 

The subject of this letter is rather 
unusual, but it is a change from 
sewers and such weighty matters. 
Now that the Co-op carries Chinese 
food, it occurred to me that I should 
share this recipe from a Seattle 
friend for Bok Choy and beef : 

1 lb beef cut into small strips. 
(I use ordinary chuck or arm 
roast; the idea is to make small 
pieces that will cook through quick­
ly, and lit tle chunks really are not 
:so good as bacon- like strips.) 

Allow the meat to marinate in a 
mixture of 1 T cornstarch, 1 tsp 
salt, 1 tsp. brown sugar, 1 T sherry, 
2 T soy sauce, ~~ tsp. Accent. This 
marinade will of course be on the 
beef when you stir fry it. It does 
not need to be in it long - just 
while you are preparing the bok 
choy. 

Put about 4 tablespoons oil in a 
skillet or wok. Add a clove of 
c r ushed or minced garlic to the oil. 
When brown add the bok choy that 
has been cut into bite-sized pieces. 
Stir- fry quickly until the vegetable 
changes color - about one minute. 
1t should be quite crisp. R emove 
it from the pan. Get the oil hot and 
stir frv the beef u n til it changes 
color. Now put the bok choy back 
in, add about 1 , to 1 e cup water, 
simmer two minutes and serve over 
rice or noodles. 

Finally. you don't really need a 
wok to stir fry, a lthough it is help­
ful. Stir fry means simply to fry 
in enough oil to lightly coat what 
you are frying, but it is not at all 
like deep fa t frying. N o vit a mins 
lost.

Somehow they ge t themselves all 
burrowed in on a top floor with a 
nice view and pretty soon they 
begin to forget that their decisions 
affect real people and not just sta­
tistics. 

Take what happened to the City 
of Greenbelt recently: 

The owner of Marshall Hall Am­
usement Park appeared before a 
Serrate subcommittee and calmly 
announced t hat he had made a deal 
with the National Park Service 
whereby ht would exchange Mar-­
shall Hall's land for some 400 acres 
in Greenbelt Park. 

After reading the letter of agree­
ment with the National Park Ser­
vice, the entrepreneur went on to 
prom ise that he would not use t he 
lan d for an amusem ent park, as or­
ig in ally intended, but rather to de­
velop a golf course, skating rink 
and the like. 

Luckily, because of my prior and 
continuing interest in the Marshall 
H all property and its proposed ac­
quisition for Piscataway National 
Park, one of my staff members was 
attending the subcommittee hear­
ing. 

We immedately called the mayor 
of Greenbelt and learned that the 
city had never even been contacted 
a bout the deal! 

There had been no notification, 
no public hearings, no opportuni­
ties for Greenbelt or surrounding 
communities to give their views on 
the proposed swap - nothing. Just 
a closed door meeting between Park 
Service officials and the owner of 
Marshall Hall. 

We and the City of Greenbelt's 
officials swung into action, strongly 
protesting the fact t hat no local 
officials h a d been cons ulted and de­
m anding an opportun ity to be 
heard. 

The next day an assistant sec­
retary of the Department of the 
Interior appeared before the sub-­
committee and said no such land 
swap would be allowed.. And today 
it appears to be a dead issue. 

But the whole experience demon­
strates, I think, how vulnerable lo­
cal communiticl' can be to the ar­
bitrary dr-cisions of some federal 
bureaucrats who have forgotten 
what federal service is all about. 

In this same context, I met r e-
cently with Winfield :Kelly, chair­
man of the Prince Georges County 
Council, and Councilman Francis 
White to discuss the possibility of 
legislation to give local govern-­
ment a greater voice in federal 
construction projects. 

I am investigating the possibility 
of legislation which would require 
a f ederal agency that wishe.s- to 
construct a federal building, to suQ-
mit a statement to Congr,e!is that: 

1. The proposed con;.tr1,1.otion con­
forms to locally established land 
use patterns, or 

2. A satisfactory 
possible conflicts in 
use has been ironed 
public hearings, or 

resolution of

3. No satisfactory resolution of 
the conflict could be reached de-­
spite public hearings.

PRAB's hearing was the second 

of. three it was holding on the plan 
which was a modification of the 
re-commendations made by T. N. 
Donovan and Associates for de­
v4opment of the Greenbelt Lake 
Park and Braden Field. The first 
hearing was h eld on January 19 
a.nd the third is expect ed t o be held 
in the near future. 

O'Loughlin opened the meeting 
stating it is not the intention of 
PRAB to vote on one plan or an­
other but simply to listen. Jascourt 
oi&rified PRAB function - pro­
:posed plan is the city's not PRAB's· 
PRAB will only r ecommend cours; 
of action for city council. 

Against Night Sports 
P resident of Boxwood Civic As­

sooiation J ames P arochetti submit­
ted a letter stating the group 's de­
sire to keep Parcel 7 open to the 
neighborhood, to move the lighted 
tennis courts to behind the Green­
belt Service (warehouse) Building, 
to have council seek other sites for 
organized sports, to have city plant 
a buffer strip between B oxwood and 
Ute pa rk. When Jascourt asked a­
bout Boxwood priorites, P a rochet­
ti responded that top priority is 
being given to the followin g topics: 
reforestation for a 100 foot buffer 
strip borderin g Ivy and Lastner 
Lanes, the availability of parcel 7 
to the neighborhood at all times 
and the moving of the lighted t en~ 
nis courts. 

In trying to understand Box­
wood's objection to lighted tennis 
courts, Jascourt indicated by not 
having lights, children could not 
play outside from late fall thru 
early spring because of da rkness. 
H e asked why Boxwood is so op­
posed to night sports? Since Box­
wood desi res free play areas why 
not free play areas at night. 

Parochetti responded lighted 
courts a r e not in the best inter est 
of the comm unity. More lights 
would mean more people, then 
more police needed for security and 
would eventually lead to organized 
sports on Parcel 7. He added play­
ing on lighted courts are 1;1ot com­
patible with st udying for school. 

Boxwood Concerned 
Stressing P arochetti's views, Ed­

win Roan stated the neighborhood 
Is very concerned that organized 
sports would devalue the resale of 
hoiµes. Tl~e people bordering P ar­
cel 7 pay a lot of taxes and con­
siderat ion should be given to them. 
Bo:,:wood fears that organized night 
games would bring an influx of 
"out--0f-towners" to use the facili­
ties since county provides little for 
night games. Lighting Parcel 7 

courts, now the letter indicates 
otherwise. Does the · change indi­
cate a change in feeling or a change 
in people ? Linstrom said it is a 
change in feeling- the survey to 
most people was a nebulous wish 
list. 

T eenager Martha Thurston ex­
pressed her views saying the plan 
seemed to have good points. She 
and her friends like to watch or­
ganized games, but she was con­
cerned since the town does not 
provide enough areas for free play 
now. Wilkinson explained that kids 
can have the fields until 5:30 p .m. 
now and also wh en the plan is im­
plem ented, sin ce t h e coaches are 
volunteers wh o h ave daytime jobs. 

Lake Development 
Jan Turkiewicz of Lakewood 

stated that he enjoys the unique 
opportunity to walk around a Lake 
that appears to have a natural 
setting. By making it more man 
made, the less natural and perhaps 
less enjoyable the lake will become. 

Turk iewicz and Thurston ans­
wered a question posed by J ascourt 
saying that when they walked ar­
ound the lake they were not ham­
pered by bicyclers. B icyclers and 
pedestrians seemed to watch for 
one another. 

Russ asked if parking is a crit­
ical problem during the summer 
weekends. Roan and Linstrom said 
only the Fourth of July presents 
a problem. 

Braden Field 
Discussion turned to Braden 

Field. Lofgren pointed out that it 
is over used and play areas over­
lap. Wilkinson mentioned that 13 
year-old boys m ust play all their 
ball games out of town since Bra­
den Field has no three quarter 
field. He explained that the field · 
was designed for a town of 7,000 
and now serves 18,000 a nd will be 
expect ed to serve a tQwn of 35,000. 
He won dered w hen people wer e go­
ing to stand on their own feet and 
demand new recreational a reas. 

Jascourt said tha t old r esidents 
think in t erms of years a go when 
Greenbelt offered more facilities 
t han the county. H e felt that if a 
survey were tak en m or e Green­
belters would be found using out 
of town facilities than "out-of-
towners" using Greenbelt facilities. 

The hearing ended after Neupert 
said that if people feel need of 
open space for r ecreation they must 
put more pressure on the city to 
acquire more land.

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At its March 20 meetini', city 

council unanimou1ly passed a Clean 
Lot Ordinance which requires prop­
erty owners to remove or properly 
dispose of litter, 1rarba&'e, trash and 
refuse when notified by the city. 
Upon the failure of an owner to do 
so within ten days of written notice 
by registered mall, the city man­
ager is authorized to remove the 
litter and place .a charce on the 
property owner's next tax bill for , 
doing the clean-up work. 

The property owner has within 
30 days to file a protest with the 
city council as to why the action 
proposed by the city maiiager should 
not be taken. If the protestant is 
dissatisfied with the decision of the 
city council, he shall have the right 
to appeal to the Circuit Court. 

'!'he law permits u nder certain 
6 Uthorized conditions the storage 
of litter t emporarily in private re­
ceptacles while awaiting collection 
or for use in industria l processing 
su ch as recycling. The word litter 
is defined as not to mean organic 
compost piles. 

The city indicated that one of the 
first areas to which the new law 
would be applied is parcel 15, near 
t h e Greenbelt Lake. 

STANDING RULES 
The council also passed a resolu­

tion amending the standing rules of 
council to provide that if a council 
member w ishes an item added to 
the agenda prior to the meeting, 
that he should also furnish written 
comments as to the nature of the 
item. The vote was 3-2, with coun­
cilwomen Elizabeth Maffav a nd 
Rhea Cohen opposing. Mrs. Maffay 
did not feel that the situation to be 
corrected had occurred frequ ently 
enough to warrant a change in the 
11tanding rules.

A number of other "'housekeep­
big" items were then taken up, one 
by one, by the board.
