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PGC Council Speeds Up 
Usual Zoning Procedure 

The Prince Georges county coun­
ell action of October 10 m apl}rov­
illg an emergency zoning change 
to J}ermit private recreational de­
velopment on public parkland has 
caused concern ranging_ from the 
smte House to the Greenbelt city 
council. The action was taken by 
ttie county council in order to per­
mit the mu1tlmillion-dollar Largo 
sports arena, together with a res­
taurant, hotel, and theater, to be 
located on 75 acres sold to the coun­
ty park system by the State. . 

Governor Mlarvin Mandel told the 
press last week that he was "dis­
turbed" that the sports arena being 
built with private funds by Abe 
Pollin as the home for his basket­
ball team a.nd hockey franchise was 
going up on land that the State 
thought the county needed for free 
recreation and as open space in an 
increasingly urban area. 

The land was part of a parcel 
purchased earlier by the State 
Roads Commission when the agency 
was acquiring rights-of-way for the 
Beltway. Once the highway was 
completed, the 75 acres was de­
clared surplus and sold to the 
Maryland-National Capital Park 
and Planning Commission as part 
of its program to retain open spac­
es. MNCPPC is leasing the land 
to P ollin who commenced const ruc­
tion last week on 50 acres. 

The county ordinance, which has 
been signed by county executive 
William Gullett, authorizes under 
rural-residential zoning privately- ' 
owned buildings or facilities oper­
ated for commercial recreational 
purposes on land leased from a 
public agency. 

City Concerned 
The Greenbelt city council also 

expressed concern at its October 
10 council meeting that the emer­
gency action of county council 
mlght serve as a precedent and 
open up the rest of county park­
land to profit-making ventures. The 
council referred the ordinance to. 
its advisory boards. APB and PR­
A!B, and to its city solicitor for 
study. 

The county council, all of whose 
members except Ronald Reeder 
supl}Orted the measure, said that 
the ordinance was needed to clear 
up any legal questions involving 
the Largo arena. The intent of the 
bill, supl}Orters said, was not to 
open the door to "crass commerc­
ialism", but merely "to expedite the 
time for the erection of the sports 
arena." 

Several Prince Georges: residents, 
including- Greenbelt city coup.cil­
woman Rhea Cohen. have filed suit 
in circuit court challenging the 
right of MNCPPC to !Pase the 
Largo s it e for rommercial use. 

County' council snokesmen have 
pointed out that rommercial recre­
ational enterprises such as golf 
pro shops, miniature railroads, and 
stables are alreadv In operation in 
parks owned by MNCPPC. 

GHI Budget: 
W ork Sessions 

The Greenbelt Homes, Inc. board 
of directors received the manager's 
budget recommendations for 1973 
at a work session held last Tues­
day. 

Covered during this first work 
session were five areas of the bud­
get, mainly those items which are 
usually termed uncontrollable such 
as the GHI mortgage payments 
real estate taxes, and public utility 
payments. 

The next board work session is 
scheduled for Tuesday, October 24 
at which time the subjects of · re­
serves, working capital, and ad­
ministration costs will be covered.

PARKLAND PURCHASES AND SWIM 
POOL POSSIBILITIES SURVEYED

With the potentially controversial subject of the use of an au.· 

curtain destructor for Greenbriar defused by postponement (see 
accompanymg article), the October 10 city council meeting turn­
ed out t o be all peaches and cream. Council discussed the need 
for add1 n onal city acquisition of parkland, the possibility of ~ounty 
construction of swimming pools, and the problems of vandalism. 

c:ty manager J ames K . Giese 
gave his reaction to the Park and 
Recreation Advisory Board recom­
mendation that the city council 
take steps to acquire all of parcel 
15 that remains undeveloped. Par­
cel 15, the land south of Greenbelt 
Lake adjacent to the Capital Belt­
way and Greenbelt Road, consists 
of two parts, he said. 

Giese felt that the first part - a 
ten- acre parcel beside the Ameri­
can Legion Home, owned by Con­
solidated Syndicates - would not 
have sufficient usefulness from a 
park and recreation standpoint to 
warrant the high cost of purchase. 

On the other hand, Giese felt that 
the second tract - 19 acres owned 
by Reiner, Lerner, and Ammerman, 
trustees - would be worthwhile for 
park and recreational purposes be­
cause it would provide added wood­
land adjacent to Greenbelt Lake 
and because it would provide areas 
suitable for development as athlet­
ic fields. 

Giese noted, however, that the 
city does not appear to have the 
funds required for such a purch­
ase at this time, unless it diverts 
funds from some other program 
budgeted in the 1969 Capita'! Im­
provements bond issue program. 

Councilman Gil Weidenfeld sug­
gested that perhaps the city should 
take another look at the priorities 
it had developed for the acquisition 

Anti-Burning Ordinance 
Amendment Up for Vote 

The potentially controversial sub­
ject of the use of an air curtain de­
structor for Greenbriar was post­
poned at the Monday, October 10, 
city council meeting. Discussion of 
the "burning" issue will now be held 
on Monday, November 6, when an 
amendment to the city's anti- burn­
ing ordinance comes up for final 
passage. Council's October 10 ac­
tion was mainly confined to the 
perfunctory introduction of this a ­
mendment for first reading and to 
the reading into the record of a 
letter of opposition from Gabe 
Huck. 

The air curtain destructor pro­
posed by Alan Kay, developer of 
the Greenbriar apartment complex, 
calls for the disposal of large trees 
from the Smith-Ewing tract by use 
of the open pit method, in which 
air is forced intQ an open pit caus­
ing the fire to burn at higher in­
tensity. A curtain is created which 
blocks the particles from rising 
into the atmosphere. This method 
is currently permitted by the State 
of Maryland and Prince Georges 
County outside the Capital Beltway, 
but is prohibited by the city or­
dinance which bans open burning. 
<The air curtain was not available 
when the city ordinance was pas­
sed.) 

't'he amendment would permit the 
operation of this type of facility up­
on the issuance of a permit by the 
dtv manager. Other conditions re­
quired are that the metttod of burn­
ing be approved bv State and Coun­
ty officials, and that the density of 
smoli:e emitted from the burning 
shall not exceed a density of No. 1 
of the Ringlemann Chart standard 
published bv the United States 
Bureau of Mines. 

Supporters of open pit burning 
rlaim that this method practically 
eliminates smoke and the polluting 
pffects of burning. Gabe Huck, in 
his letter to the council, acknow­
ledged that the air curtain de­
strnrtor cuts down on "visible" pol­
lution, but exoressed uneasiness 
thnt not much is known on the com­
r>osltion of the emissions that do 
flow from the destruetor. Also, he 
was concerned that the city was 
apparently being influenced by a 
desire to save the de ·eloner money,

of parkland. Council then decided 
to refer the matter to PRA'B with 
a request for updating the land ac­
quisition priority plan_. 

Swimming Pools 
The report of the consultants: to 

the city task force on swimming 
pools triggered off a spirited dis­
cussion. Richard Stevenson, rep­
resenting the task force, explained 
that the funds for swimming pools 
were to be provided by the Mary­
land National Capital Park and 
Planning Commission. Since Green­
belt was not part of the park dis­
trict and did not pay a park tax to 
MNCPPC, it could not expect to be 
included for consideration of a pool 
facility. 

At one time it was thought that 
the swimming pool program would 
be partly funded from State gener­
al revenues, in which case Green­
belt would have an equal chance 
for participation. But the State re­
jected the use of such funds for 
county swimming pools as a low 
priority item. Stevenson said that 
Greenbelt could ask the State leg­
islature to place Greenbelt in the 
park district, but city council was 
not receptive to that idea. 

Instead council, following the 
recommendation of PR.AB in its 
Rel}Ort 10-72, decided to take an­
other tack by asking the task force 
to seriously consider the use of 
schools for pool facilities. It unan­
imously passed a resolution direct­
ing the city manager to arrange a 
meeting with the county school 
board and MNCPPC to discuss the 
availability of the new Franklin 
D. Roosevelt senior high school for 
an indoor pool. 

Vandalism 
Council was concerned over re­

ports of vandalism at public build­
ings and religious institutions in 
the city, and asked the Community 
Relations Advisory Board to deter­
mine the dimensions of the prob­
lem and to make recommendations 
for preventing such vandalism af­
te r consulting with the organiza­
tions affected and with the police 
department. In the meantime, 
council wanted the police to patrol 
certain hard-hit areas more close­
ly. 

Some differences of viewpoint 
were expressed as to whether the 
organizations themselves should set 
up "watchdog'' committees to ap­
prehend culprits. A fear was ex­
pressed that confrontations might 
develop which could have unfor­
tunate consequences. An intermed­
iate approach was suggested where­
by such "watchdog'' committees 
would be limited to Informing _po­
lice of any suspicious activities. 

Brown's Complaints 
The council read a letter from 

developer Sidney Brown in which 
he took exception, among other 
things, to the new 10 percent ad­
missions and amusement tax levied 
by city council. Brown thought the 
action was discriminatory against 
his shopping center. Giese explain­
ed that the city tax is the same as 
the county amusem~nt tax which 
applies to all nonincorl}Orated areas 
in the county. The Beltway Plaza 
theatre and a new pinball machine 
store are affected by the tax. 

The rest of Brown's letter follow­
ed the usual theme that the shop­
ping center was paying more taxes 
than anybody else and receiving 
fewer services. He further blamed 
the city for being instrumental in 
getting the authorities after him 
on correcting Klein's slope and for 
forcing him to dedicate Gentry 
Drive through the center of Belt­
way Plaza, thus depriving him of 
a site for another department store. 

Other l\latters 
Council acted to imJ?rove the rest 

room facilities at the Lake Park, 
after receiving a PRAB recommen­
dation to that effect. It approved 
the use of a chemical facility us­
ing a flushing operation. . 

Council decided to set up a cit­
izen committee which would con­
sider appropriate measures for ob­
serving the 200th Anniversary of

Council voted to oppose the coun~ 
ty hearing examiner's decision in 
the case of a Charlestowne North 
physician who desired a waiver of 
parking requirements for his med­
ical office.
