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GDC BOARD DISCUSSES
RENTALS FOR TENANTS
AND THE NEWS REVIEW

Rental increases of approximate-
ly 8% (2%9% plus increased water
and real estate taxes) for the Park-
way apartments, effective January
1, 1973, were approved by the op-—
erators, Greenbelt Development
Corporation (wholly-owned subsid-
iary of Greenbelt Homes, Inc.) on
Thursday, November 9. The GDC
board of directors will also petition
the rent control board to approve
a further increase to reflect the
one-time repair and rehabilitation
work done last year as required
by the county inspection office.

As the result of this one-time re-
habilitation work, the corporation’'s
financial status is such that no
dividend will be available for its
parent company GHI. Comptroller
Don McGinn noted, however, that
GDC’s experience of the first nine
months of 1972 is much better than
that of the two previous years.

An old chestnut — the News Re-
view occupancy of basement space
in a GDC apartment — once again
emerged. GDC director Thomas X.
White proposed that the newspaper
pay a rental fee commensurate with
what the space would demand in
terms of rent.

(Ever since 1954, GDC has made
available to the newspaper unused
storage space in the basement, with
the paper reimbursing the corpor-
ation for out-pocket expenses such
as electricity. The space contains
the electric meters and telephone
circuit box for the building and
other usual basement fixtures and
is used by the paper as its office
one night a week. This policy was
approved by a 380 to 10 vote of the
GHI members at a general mem-
bership meeting in May 1963).

GDC president James Smith op-
posed the rent idea, explaining that
the space was of little value to the
corporation, but was wvaluable in
terms of the community services
provided by the newspaper.

‘White's motion was defeated with
only GDC director Tony Lynch sup-
porting it. Lynch then proposed
that the corporation look into the
possibility of rehabilitating the
space occupied by the News Review
so that it could command a “rent
“to help GDC slong."”

GDC director Nat Shinderman
emphasized that the News Review
is the major vehicle for providing
information to the GHI member—-
ship. Both he and Janet James
pointed out that if GHI tried to
keep their membership informed
(through mailings), it would cost
the corporation many times over
what any rent for the space would
yield.

Gordon Allen said that while
GDC and GHI may benefit from a
rental the whole community bene-
fits from the existence of the news-
paper.

White wanted to know why GDC
should bear the entire burden of
subsidizing the space if the paper
was performing a service for the
entire community. Both he and
GDC director Howard Brooks felt
they had a responsibility to look
inte all sources of income for GDC.

GDC director Darwin Beck said
he recognized the responsibility but
doubted that the return in rent
would be of any significance to G-
DC, especially when measured ag-
ainst what the space is now yield-
ing in terms of useful community
services through the News Review.

GDC director Norman Weyel re-
minded the board that the whole
discussion has been blown out of
proportion — what is involved is
one small storage room.

Lynch then asked to table his
motion until he had a chance to
view the space.

Public Hearing For
Tax Rebate Bill

The public hearing on the county
tax rebate bill has been set for
Tuesday, November 28 at 1:30 p.m.
in the Upper Marlboro Courthouse.
The bill is a revised version of an
earlier bill which was vetoed by
county executive Williamm W. Gul-
let who termed it “an administra-
tive nightmare.”

Both bills were written to give
municipal residents cash credits for
that portion of services provided by

their incorporated town but also -

taxed by Prince Georges. The re-
vised version, according to its or-
iginator councilman Francis White,
deletes sections to which Gullett
objected, but leaves the substance
of the bill unchanged. Gullett had
said that the original bill contained
vague provisions for measuring the
“standard of services” which could
qualify for the tax credit.

GHI Revised Budget To Be
Reviewed by Board Tuesday

A revised 1973 manager’s budget for Greenbelt Homes, Inc.
was presented to GHI members at the hearings held on Wednesday,
November 8, and Monday, November 13. The expenditure changes
involved (1) inclusion of 4.4 percent increase in the pay of GHI
employees; and (2) allowances for the favorable effects of Federal
revenue-sharing legislation on anticipated city and county tax rates
(see News Review issue of November 2 for original budget).

The GHI board of directors will
consider the revised budget at a
special meeting on Tuesday, No-

GHI Board Sets Schedule
For Planning Renovation

A policy position on how Green-
belt Homes, Inc. will proceed with
the suggestions made by the TAA
structural survey for a rehabilita-
tion program was adopted by the
GHI board on Thursday, Novem-
ber 9.

The first stage will be to gather
data for the planning of a proposed
pilot project, consisting perhaps of
about 25 frame units. It is expected
that total expenditures for this
first stage will not exceed $6,000.
The funds will be advanced from
working capital and later charged
against the project costs. In Feb-
ruary 1973, the board will make a
preliminary assessment to deter-
mine the feasibility of the pilot pro-
ject. If the board is satisfied, then
a special membership meeting to
present the material gathered will
be called to ascertain the members'
wishes.

GHI director Thomas White
brought to the attention of the
board a provision in the by-laws
which places a limit of $1,500 on
expenditures “for planning each
new construction or housing pro-
ject without prior membership ap-
proval.” Director Norman Weyel
was not sure that this provision
would apply to a rehabilitation pro-

After much discussion, the board
made clear its intent that only
funds for preparation of material
for presentation to the membership
will be expended until approval by
the membership. The policy po-
sition was adopted with no dissent-
ing votes. Director Tony Lynch,
who earlier had indicated that he
would not support a proposal cal-
ling for expenditures in excess of
$1,500, was called away before the
vote was taken.

Pay Hike

The board followed the mana-
ger's recommendations and voted
to give GHI employees a 4.4 percent
increase in pay, effective with the
first full pay period in 1873. A
motion by GHI director Nat Shin--
derman to increase the figure to
5.5 percent was defeated by a 5 to
4 vote. Supporting Shinderman were
directors Tony Lynch, Dave Lange
and Howard Brooks.

The major arguments for a 5.5
percent increase were that it would
help to keep GHI pay scales in
line with Federal pay scales and
it was needed to attract and retain
qualified maintenance employees.
The major argument in favor of the
lower rate was that it represented
the manager’s fecling as to an equi-
table pay raiss after considering
all elements. A 55 percen. hike
would have increased the budpget
by $£28000, compared with $22500
for a 4.4 percent increase.

The board aporoved preliminary
plans for celebrating the corpor-
ation’s 20th anniversary. The ma-
jor event would be an open house
at the GHI offices on Sunday, Jan
uary 7.

The board divected mancgement
to make a presentation at the
Thursday, November 16 public
hearing on the county's Ten Year
Water and Sewer Plan, giving the
board's opposition to inclusion of
an on-site temporary package se-
wage plant for the Greenbriar pro-
ject.

The board turned down a request
for waiver of GHI's current policy
of applying the two-year restriction
on selling a unit for profit not only
to new purchasers coming into the
corporation for the first time but
to all new purchasers including
members wishing to move from one
unit to another.

vember 21.

The two changes had offsetting
effects so that the total budget is
gtill in the vicinity of $2,630,000.
However, the amount to be charged
to members for 1873 would be re-
duced somewhat by the transfer
of $10,500 from the amount bud-
geted but not used in the 1972 bud-
get for the trim paint program to
cover 1973 trim paint costs. The
difficulty this summer of getting
painters or contractors for the
trim paint program produced the
left-over funds of $10,500.

In addition, the manager is rec-
ommending (1) an increase in the
hourly rate (from $9 to $9.50) for
the charge to members of services
not covered by the GHI contract;
and (2) increases in rates charged
GDC for maintenance, janitorial,
and management services.

8.7% Increase

As a result of these changes, the
proposed average increase in total
monthly charges is now 8.67 per-
cent. The increase in operating
costs (which exclude mortgage
payments and use of reserve funds)
comes to $190,300 or 10.58 percent
- 13.70 percent for the brick homes
and 8.83 percent for the frame
homes.

GHI manager Roy Breashears
projected that the 4.4 percent pay
hike for GHI employees will in-
crease the 1973 budget by $22,500.
At the same time, he estimated that
Federal revenue-sharing legisla—
tion will keep city and county tax
rates from rising, thus enabling
the GHI budget to be cut by $20,500.

Of major interest to GHI mem-
bers at last week's hearings were
the heating and maintenance bud-
gets. Breashears noted that by
switching from No. 6 oil to No. 2 oil
in the frame homes, GHI has re-
duced labor time needed for clean-
ing the burners, equipment and
boiler rooms. Hence, the 1973 bud-
get reflects a reduction of three
men in the heating department
However, in response to fears ex-
pressed that the peak heating sea-
son could find GHI short of heat-
ing personnel, Breashears said
that the Board could dip into re-
gserves if this situation developed.

The scheduled resumption of a
full trim-paint program (plus
catch-up work) activated much
discussion. Several persons wanted
to know if the corporation would
consider giving rebates or credits
for those home-owners who did
the trim paint program at their
own expense. Breashears said that
many problems would arise. For
example, he noted that the purpose
of the trip paint program is to pre-
serve the siding. Some people, how-
ever paint for esthetic reasons
Would you reimburse them, he
asked. Also, he noted that one
would have to set up standards to
determine whether an individual's
trim paint job was an adeguate
substitute for the corporation’s
job. Finally, he pointed out the ad-
vantage of each row painting at the
same time, such as all houses fad-
ing uniformly.

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Against Aqua Spa

However, it is ab-
solutely true that such a fee would
be unmatched anywhere in the
metropolitan area, because the
Greenbelt taxpayer would be sub-
sidizing that low membership fee

3. On the subject of choice swim-
ming times. Since most families
who could afford the fee weuld be
employed during the day and the
younger generation attending clas-
ses, the choice hours would be be-
tween 4 and 8. As for renting it
during the day to nearby schools, if
the county was interested in swim-
ming as part of the Physical Edu-
cation program, they would have
built pools in the schools for that
purpose. Let's face the facts. An
indoor pool would be idle, unused,
for most of the day.

My active opposition to and vote
against this proposal was not based
on “fears aggravated by misinfor-
mation”. Nor do I believe that was
the reason of 747 other voters . . .

The recent Referendum showed
that the demand for year round
swimming and/or health spa facili-
ties in Greenbelt is an established
fact.

For every three citizens voting
against the actual proposal, two
ctizens voted in favor of it.

Not only does this point to a
healthy portion of the citizenry in-
terested in an indoor pool (and
willing to pay for it), but it also
puts an end to the notion that the
only supporters are a small group
of swim team parents.

This result is even more mean-
ingful if one takes into account the
amount of misinformation to which
the voters were exposed during the
days immediately preceding the
referendum. First it was stated that
the Aqua Spa would do nothing to
alleviate the summer crush in the
existing outdoor pool. This was mild
compared to the rumors circulating
over the weekend, especially in the
G.H.I. part of town. Supposedly
monthly payments were to inerease
by something like $25 a month,
people were going to be driven out
of town and their houses were go-
ing tc be razed, not to mention the
specter of droves of undesirable
prospective swimmers invading the
city.

The presence of 484 YES voters,
especially under these circumstan.
ces, has earned year-round swimm-
ing a legitimate place in any bal-
anced recreation program, be it
under a bubble-top roof rather than
under the concrete structure pro
posed by the Referendum.

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Eavironmental News

If we are to have a National
Garbage Month (and we certainly
should, it being our number one
national product), 1 should like to
suggest November. November
shows us the way it's supposed to
be. Robinson Jeffers wrote: °L
padly smiling remember that the
flower fades to make fruit, the
fruit rots to make earth. Out of
the mother; and through the spring
exultances, ripeness and decadence;
and home to the mother.” ’

It's all around you in November:
the way things were meant to die,
the way the eycle gets completed,
the circle made unbroken. Ecology
is learning to live peacefully, gently
in that cycle. And we have been
learning in Greenbelt. The volun-
tary separation of papers and maga-
zines from other trash will soon
become mandatory in most areas
(and remember all kinds of paper
can be recycled, not just news—
paper). The glass recycling bins
git down by the warehouse behind
the lake park—they could stand a
lot more use (all you need do is
wash the bottle and take off the
lids, no need to remove the labels).
Leaves will be picked up by the
city and composted by the Green-
belt Environmental Action Commit-
tee; next spring we"ll have lots of
good stuff available. Many people
are doing compost themselves and
keeping their food craps from the
trash can.

One of the ugliest, because so
visible, marks against ecology in
Greenbelt right now must be the
trash bin that has been discussed
at two city council meetings. It is
located between 23 court Ridge and
the nearest apartment building.
Petitions and letters have so far
not helped. Perhaps the driveway
will have to crack under the heavy
trucks that come to empty the mon-—
ster before there will be action. It
is fully in keeping with what often
seems a dominant American phil-
osophy: keep what is inside and
private property neat by making
what is outside and common a
dump. I encourage you to take a
walk.

FREE ACTIVITY PROGRAM

A supervised free activity pro-
gram in school gymnasiums is open
to adults and children during the
fall and winter months at the fol-
lowing locations on Sundays: Park-
dale Sr. High, 1-8 p.m. for high
school students and Greenbelt Jr.
High, 1-6 p.m. for teens and adults.

Sponsored by the MNCPPC Dept
of Parks and Recreation, the pro-
gram features a wide variety of
gport activities, such as volleyball,
basketball, and gymnastics. All
program centers are supervised by
Park and Recreation staff.

Gity ShowsnoIncrease in Crime

Figures released by City Manag-
er James Giese show crime in
Greenbelt did not increase during
the first six months of 1972 when
compared with the same period in
1971. The total number of inci-
dents was 149 for both periods.

Prince Georges County Police
and Maryland State Police recent-
ly released figures which showed an
an overall 49 percent increase in
major crimes in the county, as re-
ported in area newspapers. County
police figures showed an 11.6 per-
cent decrease in crimes of violence,
while State police figures showed a
153 percent rise in overall major
crime. Neither of these forces gen-

erally operate in Greenbelt,

Seven crime categories comprised
the figures Giese released. No
change was reported in two cate-
gories — homicide and rape. Green-
belt recorded decreases in three
categories — robbery, burglary and
larceny. Increases occurred in two
categories aggravated assault
and auto theft. In addition, a com-
parison of the actual number of
incidents per 1,000 persons shows
Greenbelt had a lower rate than
Prince Georges County in every
category for the period covered.
