GHI Frame Home Expenses
Rise Faster Than Brick

by Al Skeolnik
Actual expenses of Greenbelt Homes, Inc. during the first
six months of 1975 were very close to budgeted expenses, accor-
ding to the financial report prepared by GHI comptroller Don
McGinn, but individual items showed some variations.

Planning Board Reports

Left in the laps of the new city
council were several reports by
the city’s Advisory Planning Board.
They will be taken up at the first
meeting of the new council epn
Monday, October 6.

Report #1868 recommends that
Parkway Road not be made a one-
way street at this time. APB aec-
knowledged the advantages that
might acerue from one way traffic
such as an increase in parking
places, improved vision along the
side where most of the driveway
entrances are and children play,
and the possibility of reduced traf-
fic.

However, the APB also saw some
disadvantages such as drivers tend-
ing to increase speed on a one-way
street, vehicles backing out of angle
or perpendicular parking spaces in-
to the flow of trafiic, and decreased
accessibility to the Center.

The APB concluded that alter—
native measures be pursued such
as the erection of appropriate signs
e.g. “Slow-Curve” or “Slow-Watch
for Children” to alert drivers to
the hazards. It also suggested that
the apartment owners be requested
to post appropriate caution signs
within their parking lots where
children play.

Cipriano Property

The subject of this report (#166)
is an 8.6-acre tract located south
of Greenbelt Road with principal
frontage along the west side of
Cipriano Road. The applicant,
Suburban Trust Company, trustee
under the will of Joseph J. Cipriano,
is requesting rezoning from rural-
residential (R-R) to townhouse
(R-T). Although the property is
not located within the corporate
limits of Greenbelt, the city re-
ceived an informational referral.

The APB commented that in
view of development of adjacent
property, a rezoning to R-T would
be in keeping with the character
of the neighborhood. but it added
that nothing of greater density
should be considered.

Beltway Plaza

Report 3187 deals with the re-
quest of Beltway Plaza for rezon-
ing of 24.3 acres from C-2 and I-1
to general commercial (C-G), This
acreage covers two portions of
Beltway Plaza. The first situated
along the west side of Cherrywood
Lane is industrial (I-1) except for
a strip of C-2 along the frontage
on Greenbelt Road.

The second portion, which lies
behind what is presently the A & P
Supermarket, is irregularly shaped
and extends back to Breezewood
Drive and excludes that property
currently occupied as an ARCO
gas station on the corner of Cher-
rywood Lane and Breezewood
Drive,

The owners have indicated that
the change in zoning is necessary
due to the termination of a 4-year
grace period during which com-
mercial uses were allowed in indus-
trial zones.

APB recommended that in the
absence of a specific plan of devel-
opment detailing the benefits to
the community, it saw no reason to
act on the request. Since nearly
all the acreage involved in the
request is presently undeveloped
and, further, that extensive street
frontage is involved, the APE sta-
ted its belief that a specific plan
of development be received prior

to any action on the rezoning
reauest.

Frame homes, for example, re-
ported an excess of $8,600 in heat-
ing expenditures over the budget,
while the brick homes reported
some $19,900 less in heating ex-
penses than anticipated. In the
case of both the frame and the
brick, fuel oil costs were less than
budgeted, but offsetting the savings
in the frame were the additional
costs not allowed for in the | bud-
get of cleaning the fuel tanks
for the conversion of the rotary
burners required by State law.
Also, the rapidly rising costs.
of maintaining the steam heating
plants required some shifting in
manpower needs from the brick to
the frame.

Similarly, repairs and mainten-
ance costs showed the frames ex-
ceeding the budget and the bricks
remaining below their budget. Re-
sponsible for the frames predica-
ment, (a deficit of $15300) was
largely the $8,000 termite work au-
thorized by the board and not in
the original budget. Also contribut-
ing were the emergency needs in
parking court repairs, tree removal,
and sidewalk repair. The brick
homes managed to stay below their
budget by $6,600 as no emergency
needs in contract work arose.

Most other expenditure items re-
ported smaller deviations from the
budget. Real estate taxes were
running some $3,700 over the bud-
geted amount as the actual GHI
assessment for 1975 came to $12-
351,350, instead of the $12,050,000
estimated by the county at the
time of the budget preparation.

Trash, water, and sewer charges
for the first six months of 1875
were some 3700 less than the bud-
get called for, but July 1 rate in-
creases will offset this gain. Ad-
ministrative expenses of the cor-
poration exceeded the budget by
32,600 as the result of extra mem-
bership meetings and higher audit
expenses,

Altogether, expenditures for the
gix months ending June 30, 1975
amounted to $1,639,200, whereas the
budget had anticipated six-month
expenditures of $1,637,100 — a dif-
ference of just $2,100.

Income

On the income side, the corpora-
tion reported total receipts of 8$1-
590,100, whereas it had anticipated
receipts of $1,569,400. Much of this
increase is attributable to thé up-
surge in resales which increased
the proceeds from sales depart-
ment fees. During the first six
months of 1975, such fees amounted
to $56,800, compared with $27,100
in 1974,

As the result of the improved
income picture, the corporation ran
a deficit of only $49,200 for the
first six months of 1975, instead
of the anticipated $67,650. (As is
always the case because of the
seasonal nature of GHI expendi-
tures, income for the first half
of the year does not equal first half
expenditures. The deficit for the
first three months of 1974, for

example, was $206,100.) y

Metro Riders, Beware!

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GHI President to Attend
Housing Co-op Conference

The National Association of Housing Cooperatives, which
holds its annual meeting this year in San Francisco on Oct. 25,
will hear a presentation of the GHI-Goddard solar heating project
by GHI President Jim Smith. The board of directors of Green-
belt Homes, Inc. voted at its Sept. 25 meeting to pay Smith's
conference fees and also his transportation one way to San
Francisco from Seattle where he will be at the time on business.

solar collector. '

Summer Oil Consumption - Down

A comparison of fuel oil con-
sumption for the months of June,
July, and August when oil is used
only to heat hot water, was sub-
mitted by GHI Manager Roy Brea-
shears. In 1975 as compared with
1974 there was a saving in number
of gallons of oil amounting to 14
percent in the masonry homes, 25
percent in the small:plants and 20
percent in the large heating plants
for the frame homes, where, how-
ever, a large amount of sludge and
foreign matter was taken out when
the plants were cleaned.

Director Stephen Polaschik ex-
pressed the board’s appreciation to
GHI members for their forebearance
in putting up with lower tempera-
tures in their homes during this
part of the year when there are
great variations in outdoor temp-
eratures at night. He explained
that it takes about two days to
turn on the heat and then to turn
it off if the weather changes. Once
the heat is turned on, oil consump-
tion takes a sudden leap upward,
so it is important that residents
try to conserve oil while possible.
If there are personal emergency
needs for heat, however, the man-
ager's office should be notified.

G H I Sales — Up

The number of sales of GHI units
completed in the first six menths
of 1975, Manager Breashears re-
ported, was greater than in the en-
tire year of 1974. Additional sales-
persons are needed, he said, to
work on weekends only.

Work on Budget Begun

Management's recommendations
for the 1976 budget for GHI will
be ready for presentation to the
board in early October, Breashears
stated. He offered a timetable cal-
ling for consideration of the bud-
get by the board during the first
three weeks of October, with mem-
bership hearings Oct. 28-30, Board
approval is needed by mid-Novem-

ber, followed by a special member- _

ship meeting at a date and place
to be decided later.

Director Hugh O'Donnell noted
that at its meeting on Sept. 24 the
Engineering and Maintenance com-
mittee voted to recommend a min-
imum of $25,500 not subject to re-
duction for inclusion in the budget
to provide for heavy-up of electri-
eal ecircuits in 20 rows of houses,
hzlf musonry half frame.

Orientation Meeting Planned

Director Mary Clarke said the
Member Relations committes is
working on ways to promote lar-
ger attendance of memhbers at
board meetings. It hopes to ob-
tain advance publicity on agenda
items. for example. The commit-
tee is scheduling an orientation
meeting for new members on Nov.
6, in the GHI board room.

Member Requests

Much of the meeting was devot-
ed to requests from individual
members. One such request, for an
exception from the resale regula-
tions, was referred to executive
sesgion, with the couple concerned
invited to attend. Two requests in-
volved that perennial irritant, the
need for storage sheds not permit-
ted under GHI regulations. One of
these was referred to the Member
Complaints committee and the oth-
er was denied. However, the board
asked Breashears to explain in
such cases that the board is aware
of the need for additional storage
facilities and is working on the
problem,

Also considered was a request
from a resident who had removed
an inner wall to make two small
bedrooms into one large room and
wants one of the radiators remov-
ed. The board agreed to approve

and

the request on the following con-
ditions: (1) that the member pre-
sents a building permit from Prince
Georges County; (2) that when the
radiator is removed, the pipes
must remain to a height of at least
two inches above the floor; and (3)
that the radiator, or its equivalent
as a source of heat, must be re-
placed before the unit is sold.

Basic Quesiions Faced
In Gounty’s Fulure

Initial citizen reaction to the
Prince Georges County Planning
Board's 18-month assessment of the
196+ General Plan for the county
tends to support the principles
outlined in the plan but gquestions
whether some of the principles
have been implemented and can be
implemented in the future.

The reaction came at three public
forums sponsored by the county
government and the Park and
Planning Commission in three
areas of the county. The forums
were organized to provide an op-
portunity for citizens to comment
on the effectiveness of the 1964
plan and to discuss some questions
facing the county in 1975.

The concept of the 1964 plan
centered around development cor-
ridors radiating out from the Dis-
trict of Columbia in Prince Georges
county with large rural areas as
wedges around them. Within these
corridors development would be
concentrated in an urban ring
within the Beltway or in one of
three corridors radiating out from
the urban ring.

In the 11 years that have gone
by since the general plan’s develop-
ment, some basic unanswered
questions have arisen which wers
addressed at each of the forums.
These questions revolve around en—
vironmental quality, economic
growth and staging, population
trends, transportation and transit
impaet, and land use planning.

With respect to the “wedges and
corridors” concept it seemed to
be the consensus of c:Zzens that
it was working only marginally
inside the Beltway but still had
possibilities outside the Beltway.

The outer beltway came in for
some criticism. Citizens generally
thought it may not be in tune
with the “wedges and corridors”
concept and there were questions
as to its wviability under present
energy circumstances.

Citizens agreed that present area
plans that have been approved sup-
port the General Plan.

With respect to the environmental
aspects of the plan, most thought
a good environmental plan wiil be
costly and they wondered if the
people would be willing to bear that
cost. Most also felt there was a
need for defining environmental
standards for the county.

Concerning land development,
citizens agreed generally that bal-
ance is needed and a regional ap-
proach is essential. Further, sta-
bility is needed in the planning
process, endorsement of established
goals and a uniform enforcement
of the laws and ordinances all along
the development process. . .

With respect to population the
question discussed was “how many
pecple do we want to live in the
county?" While there was no real
answer pregsanted, citizens did feel
that we need to have the best
demographic data available in or
der to develop plans for county
growth.

OCn transportation, concerns cen-
tered around the use of the auto-
mobile versus mass fransit and the
need for a balanced transportation
system to include METRO, buses
and bus lanes; private transporta—
tion and bicycle trails.

As a general comment it was
unanimous among those present
that the citizens must become in-
formed-that a thorough educa-
tional process is necessary before
intelligent recommendations can be
made. The public forums are
only a start in that direction.

A citizens' advisory committee
will now be formed and future
educational sessions are planned
in conjunction with the committee's
activities , . .

Citizen involvement in the plan-
ning process is a primary goal to
be reached. It is hard to get peo-
ple concerned unless there is a
problem at their own “back door”
—a pot hole in their street; a
high-rise near their neighborhood;
a burst water main—but the Gen-
eral Plan has long range implica—
tions for all of us.

Industry is'a major cause of pol-
lution, putting silt into our rivers,
chemicals into the air, poisoned
wastes on the land, and defacing
our forests. Operations such as
strlp mining should be rigidly con-
trolled and the land reconditioned
and replanted.

Whea a company does pollute in
any way, people must complain to
the cumpany, to their local officials
or to federal environmental protee-
tion agencies. Existing laws should
be enforced. Loopholes such as

' those which allow a company to

pay a small fine without correcting

the cause of pollution should be
closed.

Industrial pollution is hard to
control beeause so many factors

are involved. Often the economy
of an area may be affected and the
local welfare may be hurt by tak-
ing the steps necessary to clear up
the pollution. The solution to this
problem is not simple. New indus-
try should therefore set the lead
in keeping pollution to a minimum
and not set the importance of pro-
ducticn over that of a clean en-
vironment.

Influenza Immunization
For High Risk Groups

Elderly people over age 65 and
persons of all ages who have chro-
nic metabolic disorders such as
heart and kidney or respiratory
diseases should have vaccination
before November 15 to protect
themselves against a major influ-
enza threat this year.

Annual vaccination is recom-
mended by the Maryland Dept. of
Health and Mental Hygiene, par-
ticularly for those over 65 years
because influenza outbreaks are
commonly associated with high
death rates in older age groups.

People employed in essential
community service positions such
as police and fire personnel, should
cansider vaccinations.

Rate Hikes Predicted

Another hike in water and sewer
rates appears to be shaping up for
Prince Georges county consuniers.
According to Washington Suburban
Sanitary Commission officials, an
inercase of 30 percent in rates by
next January is needed to wipe out
a $16 million deficit built up dur-
ing the last five years and to meet
an anticipated revenue shortfall of
$5 million in the current fiscal year.

Only last July water and sewer
rates were increased from $1.08
per 1,000 gallons to $1.23. The new
rate, if approved, would be $1.60.

Public hearings are expected to
be conducted in mid-November.
