What Are The !Greenbelt 
Concerns About FDR ?

Why are Greenbelt citizens concerned over the Franklin D. 

Koosevelt senior high school situation? 
After' all, hasn't the majority of the school board indicated 

its desire to open the school in September 1976 as scheduled? 
Hasn't the majority of the school board agreed that all 

Greenbelt area students ,shall be assigned to the school? 
Hasn't the majority of the school board indicated -an intent 

th.at part of the school be operated as a comprehensive (regular) 
91!111ior high school? 

What then is the concern? 
The big problem is that the various, last-minute off-the-cuff 

ceftflicting proposals for the use of FDR are produ~ing the kind 
of chaotic conditions that may make it practically impossible for 
Ille school to open in September 1976 as a viable operation. 

Need for Lead Time · 
All educators agree that adequate lead time - six months to 

a year preferrably - must be allowed for educationally sound 
planning, scheduling and program.ming. This is because the 
•anges in staffing and school boundaries produced by the opening 
ef a new school have a domino-like effect on most of the other 
senior high schools in the county. Up to a few months ago, 
p1anning for FDR was moving according to schedule. The school 
nad been designed and constructed as a comprehensive school, 
and the school board staff was proceeding on the assumption that 
the curriculum and school boundaries would be drawn up in 
accordance with this concept. 

Now at the last minute proposals have been submitted to the 
iChool board that envision conversion of FDR into a dual purpose 
school with half or so reserved for a technology center, with no. 
fixed pupil_ attendance areas except for Greenbelt area students. 
For the first year, this means that of a proposed enrollment of 
1,400 stud nts, only 500 would come from fixed attendance areas, 
the others from open enrollment. 

Open Enrollment Problems 
No one knows how many students would voluntarily attend 

FDR since the county has no experience with an open compre­
hensive school. One school board official conjectured that with so 
much confusion surrounding the concept of FDR, parents might 
be reluctant to send their children voluntarily to a school where , 
the concept is not pinned down.• 

What will happen if open enrollment does npt produce the 
1,200 students necessary to have a good comprehensive school? 
Greenbelters fear that students will be deprived of the kind of 
edut---ation that a full-scale academic curriculum can provide. On 
the other hand, if open enrollment produces the necessary 
students, racial balances may be tipped in other schools, neces­
sitating further shifting of students in the county and additional 
transportation costs. In any event, with no time for surveys 
and study, an open enrollment policy means that confusion will 
reign to the last minute to the detriment of students. 

Delays For~seen 
Just as serious is the proposal for a technology center. Ac­

cording to school board officials, the program for a technical' 
school must first be planned by the comity staff and approved and 
accredited in accordance with specific regulations set down by 
the Vocational Education Division of the Maryland Department 
ef Education. Stringent guidelines govern the staffing, courses, 
number of students in a classroom, square-footage of classrooms, 
etc. in a technical school. Developing such a program takes 
time. This is true also of a comprehensive school, but in the 
case of FDR, planning for this concept has been an ongoing 
process during the period of construction. 

County principals have voiced their distress at further delays 
which they say will cause severe problems in programming, 
scheduling and staffing in their schools for the 1976-77 school 
yea.r (See Joan Conway's statement on p. 2). A school administra­
tor told the News Review that a firm decision is needed now or 
"it may be nip and tuck as to whether we can open FDR on time 
as 11. comprehensive school." He cautioned against "overnight 
i,Ianning" and "playing games with the lives of our children.'' 

Lack of Money 
Conversion of part of FDR for a technical school could even­

tually require building alterations. The State has made clear 
that no money will be forthcoming for renovation work for 7 
years. County counc~l member Francis White told the school 
board "the financial problems that face our county this year, next 
year, and perhaps for a long time to come, would indicate that 
these proposals (to change the designed use of FDR) are not the 
most prudent ... (the county) will not be in a position to fund 
an expanded school budget . . . these expenditures would have 
to be absorbed by funds from within your budget. I fail to see 
how you can afford to do this without serious impairment of 
education pro,E?rams countywide ... " 

Quality Education 
Educators have looked forward to the opening of FDR as a 

means of not only alleviating overcrowding but also of keeping 
pupil enrollment in individual schools within 90 percent of total 
capacity - a goal set down by the school board itself. Such 
conditions are deemed necessary for quality education to become

E. Green and David G. Ross, all 
Democrats from the 24th Legisla­
tive District.

The groundwork for the public 

hearing was laid at the Monday, 
December 29 work session when the 
Prince Georges County Board of • 
Education attempted to clarify pre­
vious action taken at the Thursday, 
December 18 school board meeting 
and to select various plans to be 
presented at the January hearing. 

At the Dec 18 meeting, the in­
tent of the board was apparently 
to merge school board member 
Nicholas Eny's resolution calling 
for "not less than one-half", of FDR 
to be a techonolgy center with 
board member A. James Golato's 
proposal for "up to half" of FDR 
to be an advanced technology cen­
ter In addition, the Eny-Golato 
res~lution included a proposal for 
closing Fairmont Heights senior 
high /lchool and • for establishing 
a middle school for Bowie, though 
there wias confusion at the end of 
t:he meeting over what had been 
done. 

FDR, which is now nearing com­
pletion, had been designed and con·­
structed as a comprehensive high 
school similar to High Point and 
Parkdale. 

Open Enrollment 
At the December 29 meeting the 

school board accepted an amend­
ment by Eny to his resolution that 
would have FDR open "with no 
less than half" as a technology cen­
ter and "half" as a comprehensive 
(regular) high school. With the ex­
ception of Greenbelt area students 
currently attending 9th and 10th 
grades, no affixed school attend­
ance areas are to be made for FDR. 
Greenbelt students are to be assign­
ed to the comprehensive portion of 
the school. All other students for 
that part of the school will be pre­
mittea to enroll on a "first-come, 
first-served basi " in grades 10 
through 12 - in other words, a 
system of open enrollment 

Enrollment for the technology 
center will also be on a "first-come, 
first-s~rved basis" with pupils be­
ing permitted to enroll in grades 
9 through 12. Transportation for 
both parts of the school will be pro­
vided by the county school system, 
providing it is economically feas­
ible. Where public school transpor­
tation is not feasible, because of 
limited applicants trom an area, 
those pupils will, however, be per­
mitted to attend. 

FDR is still slated to open in 
September of this year as was or­
iginally planned. The Eny amend­
ment calls for the superintendent 
of schools to develop plans within 
30 days (from Dec. 18 meeting) con­
sistent with the resolution. For the 
1976--77 school year plans will be 
limited "to those programs and 
course offerings requiring no or 
minor modification to the school's 
physical plant." 

All references to 'the closing of 
Fairmont Heights senior high 
school were eliminated, presuppos­
ing that that school will operate 
a.s usual. 

Public Hearing 
At the J ,anuary 22 public hearing, 

other plans to be discussed include 
the original staff proposal which 
was designed to relieve overcrowd­
ing, especially at Bowie High 
School, This plan would, among 
other things, send Greenbelt and 
former DuVal students to FDR, 
whUe busing some Bowie students 
to DuVal and Largo Senior High 
School. Also to be presented at the 
hearing will be the plan utilizing 
the original Eny concept for FDR, 
and various proposals for the Bo­
wie area using the middle school 
concept which would utilize under­
enrolled ,Bowie elementary schools 
to ease overcrowding at Bowie high 
school. The middle school propos­
al was made as an amendment to 
the Eny resolution by boarq mem-

a reality. Greenbelters feel that the opening of FDR in Septem­
ber 1976 as a comprehensive high school will thus enhance quality 
education throughout the county, It is further felt that addi­
tional refinements, innovations, and strengthening of programs 
can be considered after the school opens, to meet the needs of 
the students. 

ber A. James Golato on Dec. 1S 
and would eliminate the necessity 
of busing some of the Bowie sen­
ior high school students ·out of 
Bowie Plans for pairing FDR and 
DuVai and for forming a triad of 
FDR, DuVal and Parkdale will alao 
be explained. 

Board Member Positions 
Board member Jesse Warr was 

the only school board member who 
voted against the Eny amendment. 
His opposition was mainly direct­
ed at the Golato proposal, pointing 
out that the board had maintained 
a policy of n ot giving any area 
special consideration. Warr also 
objected to the dual county bll3in-g 
which would be made necessary 
by the open boundaries propOllal 
for FDR. 

Board member Chester Whiting 
went on record as opposing the 
closing of Fairmont Heights and as 
backing the Golato proposal. Les­
ley Kreimer, the board member 
who represents the Greenbelt area, 
has stated that she favors making 
FDR comprehensive and does :n.ot 
f,avor a split school. When asked 
why she then voted for the Eny 
amendment, Mrs. Kreimer told the 
News Review "I went along with 
it as being one of several plans U> 
be considered at the public hear­
ing. Also the amendment retract­
ed a good bit from the original. I 
would rather have had an oppor­
tunity to vote ,against the whole 
package.'' 

Conflicting Provisions 
All far as FDR is concerned, the . 

merging of the Eny resolution with 
the Golato amendment leavee 
much confusion. While the first 
part of the proposal (whereas) 
states a need for furthering the 
needs of pupils who are not col­
lege bound and are career oriented. 
the second part as amended by Eny 
(resolved) states that the technol­
ogy center be "heavily oriented to­
ward the development of both skil­
led technicians and those prepara• 
tory to college-bound pupils seek­
ing professional degrees in the sci­
ences and engineering,'' GoLato in 
his amendment referred to FDR 
as a "magnet prep school for col­
lege-bound students . . ." This 
seeming ambiguity could conceiv­
ably make way for a school of eith­
er advanced technology or construc­
tion-trade. Unclear also is whether 
the technology center would com­
prise "no less than one half" or "up 
to one half" of the school. Eny en­
visions the former, Golato the lat­
ter. 

Since course offerings for the 
1976-77 school year are limited to 
those requiring no or minor chan­
ges in the physical plant, the true 
nature of the school will not be vis­
ible that year. Also the true costs 
of possible reconversions will not 
be apparent until further course 
offerings are made known and 
costs estimated. 

Troubling Greenbelters further is 
the fact that aside from Greenbelt 
area children, there are not pupils 
assigned to either the comprehen­
sive education school or the tech­
nology center. This can fore­
seeably cause contusion in course 
structuring, staff hiring, mclsl 
components, and the actual kind of 
school and the school spirit that 
results. • 

A suggestion was made by board 
member Norman Saunders that the 
school be opened as a comprehen­
sive school, with a portion of the 
facility filled by moving the board 
of education offices from Upper 
Marlboro to FDR. This, Saunders 
'said. would probably lower the to­
tal capacity of the school by about 
300 students. Saunders requested a 
feasibility study by the llchool staff. 
Saunders, an advocate of the neigh­
borhood concept, told the News Re­
view he favored the Bowie plan 
as well as keeping Fairmont 
Heights open with much needed 
renovation and maintenance work 
accomplished. He opposed open en­
rollment for FDR because it could 
lead to tipping of racial balances 
in other schools. 
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Although all of the plans present­
ly appear to include Greenbelt 
students, the various programs pro­
posed continue to be a source of 
concern.

Principals Q uoted 
Follou.,wg c,re excerpts from 

a sta~ement submitted to the 
Board of Education on Decem­
ber 18, 1975 by Greenbelt resi­
dent Joan Conway. Because 
they involve comments by edu­
~ators on the FDR school situa­
tion, they are being reprinted 
kere. 

. . . Because principals have ex­
Cens:ve contact with students, tea­
rh~rs and citizens, I have decided to 
inter·.riew those principals whose 
itudenu; may possibly attend FDR 
High School They were most co­
operative. One consensus a m ~ng the 
administrators appears to be t hat 
a sound decision r egard ing which 
students shall attend which schools 
must be made quickly ... 

Mr. Armand Biscontini, prin­
cipal of Bowie Senior High 
School, reports that 14 tempornry 
buildings arc cu rrently being used 
a t Bov;ie. The capacitv of the school 
is 2325; presently 2840 studc'lts are 
attending, The Pupil Accounting 
Office recommended that students 
residing in certain sections of Bowie 
b.., transported to DuVal Senior 
High School, with certain DuVal 
students going to FDR High School. 
Trere iis a strong sense of c'Jm­
munity in Bowle. It is a natural 
fc>eling that the students wisli t:> 
•Temain at Bowie. T he students 
have formed an allegiance to thf' 
S•!hool. Howevt>r, Mr. Biscontini 
state , "We have s t retched it (Bo­
wi'e Senior High School) to the 
point wh<'re we have got to have 
some relief 'body-wise'! T ime is 
fle>~ing Pnd all ~f the schools af­
fected will be in some form of m is­
management come September. T he 
youngsters, however, a re so used 
to being crowded that they say, 
'Mr. B., what's a couple of 100 
more?'" He feels that at Bowie, 
flacilities have just been exhaust­
ed When the youngsters com e in 
in ·September, if curricula and mas­
~ schedules a re not developed in 
our schools, theTe will be milling 
around and this wilf create p rob­
lems. He feels a flexible de­
eision ·c~uid be made now. 

Mr. Henry J. Navy, princ'pnl of 
Largo High School states, "W e 
want the decision made as soon as 
possible. We have to register 
these youngsters for next year, and 
plan for course offerings." He re• 
ported that certain students don't 
want to t ransfer from Largo to. 
Parkdale, according to parents, al­
though be hasn't heard directly 
from the students yet. However, 
in the past, when they were trans­
ferred from Parkdale. they didn't 
want to go to Largo. These feelings 
.lre natural and cause re-adjust­
ments, but eventually problems are 
resolved He feels that Bowie needs 
relief. They're too big and they're 
growing all the time. 'Numbers is 
the thing that defeats us all," he 
added He feels that "You can't 
have ~n $11,000,000 building and n"ot 
have it utilized." Mr. Nary said, 
"The students need order and or­
ganization. It is not desfrable to 
have students two or three weeks 
in the halls before you can get 
them into classes." . 

Mr. Francis Tracy, principal of 
High Point Senior High School, es­
timates that only about 46 students 
will be affected from his area and 
over half are still in junior high 
school. He recognized Bowie's prob­
lem. Any time a community is dis­
rul)ted and transfers must be made, 
it affects people and it affects plan­
ning. However, "It • would be 
very exciting to go into a new 
high school with many inno­
vations and outstanding features, 
in spite of all the challenges." He 

, ·hopes that a decision regarding 
FDR will be made soon for "We 
like to bl! problem preventers rath­
er tlrnn problem solvers. Good 
pl: nninr-· en11blcs us to do this." 

Dr. Alan Sager, principal of 
Parkdale High School was inter­
~sted in what others had to say 
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and said. "I can only underl ine 
much that has already been said. 
But I want a decision that will 
stick." He feels that this whole · 
concept of a specialized school is 
just not feasible. Any change 
would require a considerable am­
ount of expense and planning. "\Vn 
have a number of schools that need 
remodeling. Let us save our ener­
gies for those." Under ,the P upil 
Accounting Office proposal, 500 stu­
dents would be transferred from 
Parkdale to FDR and 200 students 
would be transferred from Largo 
and Northwestern to Park dale If 
a decision is made to create ~pe­
cialized schools and if the boun­
daries are up in the air, there will 
be problems. Students will be upset 
if courses available in the old school 
are not available in the new one. 
He says, ''In the best interests of 
everyone, the decision will have to 
be made by January. If not, edu­
cational quality will be damaged."
