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Primary Election 
Tues•, May 18 

This year's primary election bal­
lot will contain names of seven 
candidates for the Democratic nom­
ination for U. S. President and 
two for the Republican nomina­
tion. There are also eight Demo­
cratic competitors for the U. S. 
Senate seat held by Republican J. 
Glenn Beall Jr., who is unopposed 
in the primary. 

In the Fifth Congressional Dist­
rict, incumbent Democrat Gladys 
Noon Spellman has two challeng­
ers, Richard E. Lee and Thomas 
J. Mooney. The Republican primary 
will see John Burcham, Jonathan 
Stanley, Frederick Taylor, and Lee 
Emery fighting for the honor to 
oppose Mrs. Spellman in Novem­
ber . . 

The polls will be open on Tu'es­
day, May 18, between the hours of 
7 a.m. and 8 p.m. Greenbelt vot­
ers have three polling places: Cen­
ter School (third precinct); North 
End School (sixth precinct); and 
Springhill Lake Elementary School 
(eighth precinct). 

On the ballot for the Democrat­
ic nomination for President are 
the leading contenders Edmund C. 
Brown, Jimmy Carter, Henry M. 
Jackson, Morris E. Udall, and Ge­
orge C. Wallace and two others: 
Fred D. Harris and Ellen McCor­
mack. On the , Republican side, 
President Gerald R. Ford is oppos­
ed by Ronald Reagan. 

l!,or the Senate scat, the main 
Democrs,tic contest is between for­
mer Senator Joseph D. Tydings and 
-Paul S. Sarbanes. Others running 
are, William A. Albaugh, Roy L. 
Chambers, Monroe Cornish, Walter 
C. Finch, Edward L. Gates, and 
David E. Shaw. 

Democratic voters will also 
choose five delegates to the Na­
tional Convention and Republican 
voters will choose three delegates. 
Two Greenbelters are running as 
delegates - Joanne Becker in the 
Democratic primary for Udall and 
Eunice Coxon in the Republican 
for Ford. 

Voters can only participate in 
the primary of the party in which 
they are registered. Independents 
(unaffiliated) may not vote in pri­
maries. 

Democratic registration in the 
city of Greenbelt exceeds Repub­
lican registration by nearly 3 to 1, 
the same margin as two years ago. 
,About 5,260 Democrats are , regis­
tered in the three precincts and 
1,794 Republicans. Excluding the 
unaffiliated, there are 2,500 voters 
registered at Center School, 2,065 
at North End, and 2,489 at Spring­
hill Lake.

It's well laid out and easy 
to walk around in." 

Also quoted were some critics of 
the co--op who accused GHI of 
neglecting to keep up the old struc­
tures. The GHI manager quoted 
in reply -that improvements must 
be approved by member::J, and "if 
we don't start a reclaiming p.ro­
gram soon some homes will bP be­
yond saving."

PERENNIAL RECREATION QUESTION­
TO. CHARGE OR NOT TO CHARGE

To charge, or not to charge - that seems to be the questioll'. 
that the Greenbelt city council feels must be answered with ref­
erence to public recreation activities. This was a good part of 
the discussion at the budget workshop meeting of the council on 
Wednesday, May 5, at least; although it was an unresolved mat­
ter about which no particularly strong feelings were expressed. 

The proposed recreation budget 
increases were of no surprise to 
anyone, constituting primarily an 
expansion to the first full year's 
operation of the new Springhill 
Lake Recreation Center, although 
the budget as submitted to council 
contains a few disappointim.ents 
for the recreation department di­
rector, Hank Irving. • 

As Irving himself explained fo 
council, some of the items he had 
originally included in his submis­
sion to the city manager, James 
Giese, were unders~andably deleted 
in the final submission to council. 
"As soon as I heard that •there was 
a $15,000 loss in revenue-sharing 
fund from the Federal government, 
I said to myself 'Oh, Oh, there goes 
the turning wall that we wanted 
cons,tructed in the swimming pool'". 
Irving said.

He had also wa~ ted a separate 
maintenance crew and budget for 
the recreation-activity related 
parks areas such as the ball fields. 
"In fact," he sbabed, "I feel strong­
ly that parks and recreation should 
be combined into one department. 

Giese responded that the latter 
approach would be a more activity~ 
oriented approach to parks than 
the current arrangement with parks 
maintenance in the public works 
department. He felt that either 
approach had both positives and 
problems rela.bed to it and was, 
therefore, not inclined to recom • 
mend any changes at this time. N:i 
one on council s2emed cager to 
make this an issue either. 

Irving also wanted to spend $6,000 
for a used bus which he felt would 
be paid for out of summer day camp 
fees which now must be used for 
transportation cos-ts. Giese did not 
believe that this item could be 
accurately depicted as a self-sup­
porting item and it, therefore, was 
not included. 

Budget · up 10% 

The total projected recreation and 
parks budget of $431,200 represents 
an increase of approximately $44,000 
or approximately 10%. This re­
flects the increase in use of 
city recreation services and facili­
ties-an increase last year of over 
10%, from .approxmately 211,000 to 
approximately 235,000 p11rsons serv­
ed, 

More specifically, the increase is 
related primarily to two items: an 
increase in the Springhill Lake 
Center operating budg•et of approx'.... 
imately $20,000, which ,represe·n·ts 
a full year of opemtion in contrast 
to just a partial year last year; 
and a r equest f.or two additional 
full-1ime recreation assistants-at 
$8,300 each-the cost for which will 
be partially offset by reduced ex­
penses for part-time help. 

Both Irving and Giese felt that 
it is not possible to adequately 
monitor ,the centers without having 
two paid staff persons on duty dur­
ing activity hours, and that the 
dty council had requested that the 
centers remain open longer to meet 
the needs of youth-particularly af­
ter vandalism was experienced fol­
lowing a shortening of activity 
nours. 

Council seemed to agree that the 
additional staff was needed, and 
this led ,to the discussion about 
increasing income through making 
more recreation activities self-sup-­
porting. Irving agreed •that . it 
would be possible to put the entire 
recreation program on a self-sup­
porting basis-that the consumer 
groups pay for the services through 
usage fees. 

However, this' raises the question 
as to w:1y ci.UzG.ns support public 
recreation-Or, conversely, why, 
for exampl,c-, the police department 
should not be expected to pay its 
way through fees. Council felt· 
that i,t is a matter which should 
be looked at over the next year 
due to its complexity.
