Council's Posit:ion 
by Bob 1\lcGee 

The Greenbelt City Council, at 
its regular meeting on Monday, 
June 14, 1976, approved and discus­
sed tb consequences of th Ad­
viimry Planning Board's Report 
#176 on the Baltimore-Washington 
Parkway. Both Council and the 
APB had reviewed part of an En- · 
vironmental Impact Study report 
and recommendations contruned 
therein for the further study of 
three alternative improvements to 
the B-W Parkway. Donald Volk, 
~B Chairman, made an impll.'l­
sioned plea thAt Council support 
option one - namely that no ma­
jor changes be made to the Park­
way except improvements for safety 
purposes - and urged that no 
truck traffic be permitted anywhere 
on the portion of •the Parkway un­
der consideration. 

Council reques ted the City Ma n­
ager to prepare a statement expres­
sing the views of Council to 1bc 
presented by Mayor Gil W ei<len ­
feld at the hea ring on Monday, 
June 28. The statement indicates 
Coun.!il's preference for Alterna­
tive 1, but Tecommends that if 
Alternative 2 is chosen ther e will be 
no connection to the outer beltway, 
that I-95 not be routed to the 
Parkway, that trucks be prohibi­
ted. and that the m ajor improve­
ments proposed to t he interchange 
of Greenbelt Road and I-495 not' 
be undertaken. 

Bike Trails

tion be made fo r the ad dition of 
bicycle trails as part of th e im­
pr ovemen ts being proposed.

Six Alt:ernat:ives 
by Gabe Sucher 

'Ibe Maryland Department of 
Transportation is currently con­
ducting a study on proposals to 
widen the Baltimore-Washington 
Parkway and/or allow trucks to 
use the route. The study is now 
in its second stage, which in­
volves a •preliminary evaluation 
of six interim alternatives. The al­
ternatives under consideration are: 

1) NO . MAJOR CONSTRUC­
TION. This is the "null altema,­
tlve" which would involve no wid­
ening of the Parkway and no 
change in the ban on truck traf­
fic. Additional safety features 
would be provided, however.. This 
is the cheapest of the six alterna­
tives, costing $104 · million if new 
interclJanges are built and only 
$46 million if they ~ not. 

2) RECONSTRUCTION WITH 
MINIMAL WIDENING, LIMITED 
TRUCK TRAFFIC. This alterna­
tive would widen the parkway to 
six lanes south of the Capital Belt­
way and north of the Baltimore 
Beltway. Between the two belt­
ways the parkway would rema,in 
a four-lane facility. Projected 
cost: $162 million. 

3) SIX LANES, LIMITED 
TRUCK TRAFiFIC. Under this 
alternative two lanes would be 
added to the 

1
?arkway for its en­

tire length. Two bus lanes would 
be provided between Route 450 
and the District of Columbia., re­
sulting in an 8-lanc faciHty for 
this 3-kilometer segment of the 
Parkway. Cost: $204 million. 

4) RECONSTRUCTION WITH 
BUS/ CARPOOL LANES, LIMIT­
ED TRUCK TRAFFIC. This al­
ternative would widen tlie park­
way to six lanes between the two 
beltways and eight lanes at the 
northern and southern ends of the 
parkway. Two lanes of the 8- lane 
segments would be reserved for 
busses and carpools. Cost: $259 
million. 

5) SIX LANES, 'TRUCK TRAF­
FIC THROUOHOUT, The main 
proviisions of this alte rnative a re 
a widening to six Janes and a n 
end to the ban on truck t raffic. 
Cost: $208 million. 

6) EIGHT LANES, TRUCK 
TRAFFIC THROUGHOUT. The 
widening proprosed by this alte r­
native would require the acquisi­
tion of 107 hectares (265 acres) of 
land for an enlarged Parkway 
right-of-way needed for an 8-lane 
facility. Cost: $248 million. 
. This report recommends that 
only the firs t three alterna tives 
listed be retained for further study. 

After the June 28 public meet­
ing is he ld t he study process will 
en ter its third stage, du ring whi ch 
the number of alterna t ives unde r 
consideration will be reduced from 
six to t h ree. T hese three remain­
ing a lterna tives will then be eval­
ua ted in m or e detai l. Stage 3 will 
rnlminrate with formal public hear­
ings scheduled fo r som ctime in 
February 1977. The hear-ing-s will 
b!" followed by the prepa raticn of 
a final em·i ronmental impact state­
ment.

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Interchanges from page 1 
fs that the Capital Beltway and 
Greenbelt Road interchanges are 
too close together to permit suffi­
cient weaving distances between 
the twcfvc ramps entering or ex-

. iting the ·P<arkway. Vehicles must 
.slow down considerably resulting 
in congestion. 

To alleviate this problem, the 
scheme proposed for Alternative 3 
replaces the ramp from Md. 193 
to tltt! southbound Parkway with 
two new ra mp!; south of the Cap­
ital Beltway interchange. This 
eliminates the existing conflict 
flicl between vehicles entering the 
Parkway from Md. 193 and those 
exiting the southbound lanes to 
the Beltway west. (See 12-C below) 

I-.J.95: Capital Beltway 

This existing cloverleaf inter­
change, with its short weaving 
sections and speed change lanes, 
is inadequate for the high volumes 
of interchanging traffic it must 
handle. Under Alternative 1, the 
interchange would be altered. Un­
der Alternative 2, the interchange 
would be expanded, generally in 
its present configuration. The loop 
ramp in the NE quadrant would 
be replaced by a dfrectional fly-

cil to present in its response to 
the draft report. Councilmen Ri­
chard Pilski, Oharles Schwan and 
Richard Castaldi, as well as White 
and vVeidenfeld, pointed out that 
youth are listened to on policy de­
cisions when they take the trouble 
to use the political procesS'.

enormous pool of water along the 
thir<l base line, avoiding which 
would be a difficult maneuver. 
Many bats and balls landed in this 
water. The field was obviously un­
touched since the rain; the infield 
was unlined and appeared as if it 
had never been raked. 

Furthermore, the -teams and spec­
tators who attend these games soon 
become discouraged when they real­
ized that the field and its surround­
ings are unfit for a decent game of 
softball. The pitcher's mound was 
improperly placed, making the 
need to measure the distance prior 
to every game mandatory. The bike 
and pedestrian path is in "fair 
play" territory. Anyone passing 
by is in danger of being hit. Per­
sons casually walk through the 
outfield during the game, and play 
was temporarily halted on Thurs­
day because a tennis ball rolled 
on to the field. Those playing ten­
nis pai<l no attention to where the 
ball went, nor made the slightest 
attempt to retrieve it. 

Along with my teammates, I 
fee l terribly uneasy w hen a team 
comes to play us on our own field.
