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Council Approves Remaining 
Capital Improvement Items

City council at its Monday, October 4 meeting, gave approval 

lO the rest of its capital improvement budget for fiscal year 1977. 
•s is the budget that is financed through an allocated 3 cents of 
ille tax rate each year. 

The items approved included (1) 
$S.,IOO for a 4-foot asphalt pave­
ment of Crescent Road bike and 
pattrwe.y from Lastner Lane to 
Ellside Road; (2) $2,000 for mod­
ernization and extension of fire 
ldarm system for city buildings to 
eoanect to fire board and to enable 
• ther buildings to be included; c:n 
$9,MO for construction of Southway 
l'toad sidewalk on east side from 
ntrance map to Ridge Road; and 

(~ $1,200 for bike path on the east 
&i<le of Lakecrest Drive between 
•eenbelt Rd. and the Lake Park. 

With roopect to item (1), council 
n&ted that there are not enough 
funds at present to carry out the 
recommendation of the Park and 
Recreation Advisory Board for a 
i-foot wide Class 2 bicycle trail. 

With respect to item (4), the 
total cost of the project is $7,500 
(includes also curb and gutter and 
.shoulder work between Lakecrest 
Circle and Greenbelt Road). The 
eity is contemplating using some 
aidilional revenue sharing funds 

'v oted by Congress last week to 
eomplete the project. 

Revenue-Sharing 
City m anager James G iese said 

that the city will probably receive 
alM:ut $40,000 in revenue sharing 
funds. Council will hold a commit­
tee-of-ihe-whole meeting on Wed­
nesday, October ~7 to consider the 
use of such funds and the capital 
imw,rovement budget underwritten 
by the 1969 $950,000 bond issue. 

The latter budget calls for ex­
penditures of $334,000 for land pur­
-eha.se in parcels 1 and 2 and $250,­
tot fo1· the construction of an ad­
diuon to the Municipal Building_ 
In addition, there is continued de­
mand for the construction or ad­
ditional ball fields. PRAB issued a 
report last week (#8-76) ln which 
it reiterated its recommendat10n 
for improvement of parcel 7 as an 
activity field and the need for •u\ 
overall development plan for ball­
fields -throughout the city. Gies& 
said that he is counting on re"• 
enue-sharing funds to finance ball 
fielti development at the landfill 
and behind the, Public ,¥orks bulld­
ini:-. 

Art Fair 
Ceuncil approved expenditure or 

$156 for a Bicentennial Committee 
SUJIIJIOrted Art Fair, to be held in 
November at Beltway Plaza. The 
Art Fair is directed toward ihC' 
youth at junior and senior high 
scliools. The Gree-nbelt Baha'i Com­
munity will sponsor the event and 
provide the leg work. 

&me opposition was expressed 
to city support for a church-spon­
sored event, but the majority of 
council felt that the event be-ing 
sponsored was too far removed 
from a religious activity to breach 
the S!"pai,a.tion of church and statc­
principle. 

Ceuncil also approved the prcpa­
~n-~f city certificates of appre-

ciation for all individuals e.nd 
groups who participated in Bicen­
tennal activities and the expendi­
ture of $350 for a historical marker 
dealing with Walker Toaplng 
Castle-. 

Waiver 
Council approved a waiver of a 

city requirement for a 40-foot 
width paved street for Shady Oaks 
Terrace in Windsor Green. In­
stead, a 36-foot width will be per­
mitted, which is the county stand­
ard. The waiver was approved be­
cause the street will be a dead end 
and more off-street parking will be 
provided in Windsor Green than is 
required to meet the needs in other 
town house projects. 

Parking Restrictions 
The council introduced for first 

reading an ordinance, that would 
limit parking to one-hour in the 
west parking lot on either side 
of the lane next to the Medical 
Cei+ter (except for those spaces 
aJreaay restricted for medical pur­
poses). The restriction would be 
in effect between 8 a .m. and 6 p.m. 

SHL Industrial Area. 
The city's Advisory Planning 

Board submitted Report #177 deal­
ing w ith a p reliminary plan for 
the Springhill Lake industrial 
tract. The plan proposed subdi­
vision of the tract into four par­
cels comprising 50.7 acres exclu­
sive of flood easements plus a 70-
foot right of way. 

APB approved the plan but rec­
ommended that no construction oc­
cur until adequate public sewage 
is available. It also suggc-sted that 
METRO plans for a station in the 
area could have an impact on the 
tract. 

Other Matters 
The council recelveo the resig­

natiort of Gene Clark from the 
APB because of his moving from 
chi;, dty . . . The council re:ceived 
word that the county council is 
backing down from its opposition to 
a connector road between I-95 and 
the Baltimnrc-Washington Bark­
way...

This is the quandary the Prince Georges Board of Education 
found itself in on Thursday, October 7 when it considered the 
request of 34 Fairmont Heights Senior High School students for 
transfers to the new Eleanor Roosevelt Senior High School. 

Open Enrollment Requirements 
On February 26, 1976 when the 

school board adopted attendance 
policies for Roosevelt, it specified 
that 400 student spaces (213 per­
mitted the first year) would be re­
served in the comprehensive por­
Uon of rthe school for >transfers 
from other schools on a first-come, 
first-served basis. The origina­
tors of this open enrollment poli­
cy were generally thought to be 
seeking a means of circumventing 
,the consequences of desegregation, 
since the board as early as No­
vember 1970 had agreed .to allow 
students to transfer provided they 
could justify such transfers in 
terms of individual academic needs, 
health, economic hardship, or per­
sonal adjustment. 

Because of fear that such an un­
restricted open enrollment policy 
might be legally challenged, the 
majority of .the board at the Feb­
ruary 26 meeting added a stipu­
lation that no transfers could be 
made if they tipped racial balan­
ces in violation of the Warr- Stein­
ecke resolution of May 26, 1975. 

This resolution provided that no 
new school will open below 10 
percent black or above 50 percent 
black, and ,that no new school will 
be permitted to tip other schools 
beyond these percentages (at least 
for the first year). 

Transfer R-0quests 
When ,the original ,transfer re­

quests of 45 Fairmont Heights stu­
dents - a predominantly white 
group came up at the July 9, 
1976 meeting, the board voted to 
uphold Superintendent Edward J. 
Feeney's decision to bar the trans­
fers. The vote came on the advice 
of school board attorney Paul M. 
Nussbaum ,that allowing •the trans­
fers could lead to reopening of the 
court case which brought about 
court-ordered busing in Prince 
Georges county beginning in Jan­
uary 1973. He said there was no 
precedent in court addressed to 
the question as to whether or not 
approval of transfers which would 
further tip or compound the ra­
cial balance would be liable to 
coul't action. 

At the August 26, 1976 board 
meeting, the board decided to look 
at the September 30 enrollment at 
Fairmont Heights and determine 
at that time if the figures would 
permit the transfers without push­
ing the percentage of black stu­
dents at Fairmont over the 50 per­
cent mark. 

Rada! Balancr Tipped 
The September 30 enrollment 

figures now show that black stu­
dents at Fairmont make up 51.6 
percent of the school's enrollment 
(663 blacks, 621 white). At the Oc­
tober 7 meeting, board members 
N icholas R. Eny, Kathleen M. 
Barker, A. James Gola.to and Sue 
V. Mills argued that they w ere 
now fre e to permit the transfers 
to Roosevelt since the tilting oc­
curred as the result of natural 
population shifts.

Lesley Kreimer, Chester E. Whit­
ing, Jesse J. Warr, and Norman 
H. Saunders - argued that the 
transfers might lead to a new de­
segregation suit based on the argu­
ment that the board is contribu­
ting -to the resegregation of the 
schools. 

Under .the guidelines set down 
by it.he U.S. Supreme Court, while 
a school board is mandated to 
sure it.hat all schools in the coun­
ty have an initial racial balance 
falling within established limits, 
the board does not have to con­
stantly readjust school populations 
,to maintain a proper balance. If, 
however, such tipping is constru­
ed by the courts to be caused by 
board action, ithe school system 
could again be faced with court­
ordered busing. 

The Prince Georges county pub­
lic schools were released from the 
supervision of the U. S. District 
Coul't in Baltimore in December 
1974. (final order last March). The 
majority of ,the school board have 
been reluctant to take any action 
that could invite a Federal judge 
back into the management of ,the 
schools here. 

October 7 Meeting 
The October 7 meeting was a 

repeat of earlier board meetings 
relating to Roosevelt - stormy 
and filled with bitter debate and 
confusion. At the end of the meet­
ing nobody could figure out what 
happened. Acting board attorney 
Richard Eckstrand was asked to 
review the transcript of the meet­
ing since the results of the com­
plex parliamentary moves between 
the two sides was not clear. 

Board members disagreed among 
themselves as to the net result 
of the evening's consideration of 
the matter. 

Eny, Mills, Golato and Barker 
claimed that the transfers should 
be allowed because the board fail­
ed to pass a resolution blocking 
them. Warr, Steinecke, Kreimer, 
Whiting and Saunders argued that 
the transfers are still held in check 
by previous actions of the board. 

Some board members blame 
School Superintendent Edward J. 
Feeney and board attorneys for 
indecision. Eny, who has led the 
push for the transfers, said he 
will ask the board to 'take action" 
against Feeney unless the superin­
tendent agrees to the transfers by 
October 11. The staff did not want 
to make a recommendation in the 
matter arguing that •they did not 
know what the consequencc>s 
would be. 

In the m eantim e the fate of the 
30 white and 4 black Fairmont 
Heights st}ldents is not known. 
School officials hope for a decision 
by the latter part of the week. 

Enrolhnent Figures 
September enrollment figu res 

for Roosevelt show ,that only sligh t­
ly more than half of the 213 stu­
dents who were permitted to en 
roll for the 1967- 77 school year 
from outside of Roosevelt's aA-tend­
ance area showed up in Septem­
ber. In the main, those failing to 
attend returned to their form er 
schools because they had no trans­
portation during the early w eek 
of school. Under the open enroll­
ment policy, the county does not 
provide transpol.'tation unless space 
bPc-omes available on school busrs. 

The ,total en rollment in the Mm­
prf'hensive portion of the school 
is 800 tenth and eleventh graders 
mm black . 491 white) of which 
698 students (259 black, 439 whltel 
are assigned from fixed attendancr 
arras and 108 (56 black, 52 white) 
from other parts of thP c-runty.

Jim· Giese Wins 
Honors at City 
Managers' Conf. 

At its 62nd Annual Conference, 
•the International City Manage-­
ment Association (ICMA) announ­
ced that Greenbelt City Manager 
James K. Giese was one of the 
first group of 102 ICMA m embers 
to be awarded m embership in the 
Academy for Professional Develop­
ment. The Academy was created 
in 1974 for the purpose of encour­
aging and assisting members of 
•the local government management 
profession to establish tailored 
plans to guide them in their pro­
fessional growth. Applicants for 
membership must complete a five 
year program of professional de­
velopment prior to their acceptance 
as full members of the Academy. 

Components of the professional 
development plan include the un­
dertaking of an organized train­
ing and development program in 
general adm inistrative and man­
agement skills and personal and 
inter- personal growth as well as 
service to and participation in the 
city management professions. 

The ICMA Annual Conference, 
held this year in Toronto, Canada, 
was attended by more than 3,000 
of the 6,500 members of the Asso­
ciation. Although members are 
principally from the United States 
and Canada, the conference was 
attended by local government offi­
cials from European, Middle East-, 
em and Oriental countries. There 
are now 2,411 cities and 60 counties 
in the United States which have 
council-manager government. This 
form of government is the single 
most popular form in cities over 
10,000 population and is the form 
of local government for over 
50,000,000 Am ericans. 

The City of Greenbelt which has 
had council- manager government 
since its incorporation in 1937, was 
the first Maryland city to adopt 
this form.
