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State, City Discussing Plans For 
Kenilworth-Greenbelt Rd. Interchange

Planning toward construction of a new highway interchange 

for Kenilworth Ave. and Greenbelt Rd. has been inching forward, 
as documented in a pair of memos from City Manager James 
K. Giese to city council. One of these memos refers to a letter 
received early in November from Frederick Gottemoeller, Director 
of the Office of Planning and Preliminary Engineering for the 
State Highway Administraton (SHA) , notifying the city that Al­
ternates 3 and 6 of an original series of six proposed interchange 
designs would be studied in detail. This decision then generated 
a November 16 meeting between highway officials and school board 
representatives, recorded in Giese's second memo, concerning the 
impact of the interchange designs on Greenbelt Junior High School 
and the school bus garage. 

Only Alternate 3 occurs on both 
the city's and the original SHA 
lists for extended study. Council 
had also recommended considera­
tion of 1 and 5, and SHA of 5 and 6. 
However, because Alternate 1 re­
quires "dual opposing left turns 
operating simultaneously across a 
broad expanse of unmarked pave­
ment," SHA concluded that the 
design would be both dangerous 
and conducive to "jammed" condi­
tions. Alternate 5 was disc·irced 
as also utilizing the dual oppo·,mi; 
left turn and being at the same 
time more costly than Alternate 6. 

The two remaining alternat is, .; 
and 6, have in common a lef: tur;:i 
ramp from eastbound Greenbelt Rf. 
to north bound Kenilworth at some 
distance east of the inters~cli:m 
and th\1.S requiring a portion of the 
southwest corner of the Greenbelt 
Triangle. In Alternate 3, Green­
belt Rd. would be carried under 
(' i " rt . In A lterne. " 6, Kenil­
worth would go under Greenbelt 
Rd. 

School Access 
The blocking of access to the 

school property at the northwest 
corner of the interchange, if Green­
belt Rd. is depressed below Kenil­
worth, prompted the Nov 16 meet­
ing. Attending, among others, were 
Frank De Santis, Bureau of Pro­
ject Planning; Slade Caltrider, SHA 
District Engineer; Archie Floyd of 
the Prince Georges County Public 
Works Dept.; and Giese. Because 
of the right-turn ramp for south­
bound Kenilworth traffic to Green­
belt Rd., left turns from the present 
driveways from the school property 
would be cut off. To provide ac­
cess, SHA proposes that a new 
road be constructed to the school 
bus garage from Breezewood Drive. 

Traffic movement from the school 
property would be further facili­
tated by a new grade crossing with 
traffic light at the present exit 
ramp from Edmonston Rd. to Ken­
ilworth (just south of the Beltway). 
With this light control, vehicles 
could turn either right or left on 
to Kenilworth Ave. from Springhiil 
Lake.

this new grade crossing. Buses 
traveling west could -continue w 
make a right turn on to Greenbelt 
Rd. Nevertheless, because of the 
impact of bus traffic on two-lane 
Breezewood Dr., Giese recommen­
ded the widening of Breezewood. 
Floyd was also concerned with the 
instability of the bank next to the 
Beltway Plaza, if the proposed 
driveway to Breezewood were de­
signed along the western edge .,f 
the school property. (Some years 
ago the school board relinquisheJ 
the extreme west edge of its pro­
perty so that the bank in question 
could be terraced and somewhat 
stablilized. Landslides and other 
erosion of that vertical clay preci­
pice were at that time threatening 
to undermine the bus garage and 
jeopardize vehicles and shoppers in 
the parking lot below.) 

With Alternate 6, Kenilworth un­
der Greenbelt Rd., the exit ramp 
from Edmonston Rd. would be 
eliminated. At the same time, the 
present Greenbelt Rd. access tu the 
school property would remain .i~ 

at present. 
All proposed alternatives include 

ten-foot sidewalk-bikeways on 
both sides of the roadways 

.. .. Future Plans 
In Giese's Nov. 18 memo, he re­

ferred to his "feeling," based on 
remarks expressed at the meeting, 
that Alternate 3 is probably fa­
vored by the SHA and that it may 
be advanced as well in the Five 
Year Plan. City officials, concernPd 
about the present level of conges­
tion at the intersection, have been 
urging immediate attention by 
state and county officials to this 
interchange. This congestion will 
inevitably be aggravated as de­
velopments in the Greenbelt Tri­
angle, Springhill Lake North, the 
Schrom property, Glen Oaks, and 
Windsor Green are completed.

Giese Completes Fifteen Years 
As Greenbelt's City Manager

James Giese strolled into his first city council meeting 15 years 
ago and found himself in the midst of a stormy controversy sur­
rounding the appointment of the next police chief for Greenbelt. 
Shortly thereafter, he appointed a police chief who lasted about a 
year in office. Not one of my better decisions, he shyly grins. 

This somewhat inauspicious be­
ginning, however, marks a career 
studded with achievements. City 
council members as well as citizens 
have pra\sed his work, particularly 
in handling bond issues and grants, 
and preparing budgets. He receives 
respect and devotion from those 
who serve under him. 

Giese came to Greenbelt fro:n 
Western Springs, Ill., where he was 
the assistant manager for five years 
and briefly held the position -i! 
Acti11g City Manager. 

Intrigued by the idea of a "plan­
ned community" and sensing thr 
opportunities to grow with a bur­
geoning city, Giese assumed his 
job as Greenbelt's ci y manager 0.1 

Dec. 17, ·1962. 
His office was then over the Ben 

Franklin store. So, too, were the 
city council chambers and the po­
lice station. Giese recalls how on 
occasion, in the midst of a council 
meeting, a recalcitrant prisO.lf'" 
might be hauled through council 
chambers to the police quarters in 
the back. Such events served to 
liven up some already lively council 
meetings in those early days. 

As Giese had envisioned, the city 
was in the midst of a rapid period 
of growth. The Municipal Building 
was constructed soon after, with an 
addition to that building now to 
open in the spring, providing spa­
cious quarters for an expanded city 
staff, police department and youth 
service bureau. 

Fifteen years ago, Greenbelt Road 
had just been widened to four lanes. 
The Capital Beltway was just get­
ting underway. Beltway Plaza, ex­
cept for the A & P and Drug Fair, 
was still a gleam in the developer's 
eyP. A huge hole in the ground to 
provide the footings for Klein's 
Dept. Store existed; and one of the 
first catastrophes Giese had to deal 
with soon after he arrived, he re­
calls, occurred when the earth a­
round that hole collapsed, killing 
five workers. 

Springhill Lake consisted of only 
a few apartment houses back then. 
The streets were just being cleared 
for the development of Boxwood 
Village. The city consisted of the 
homes on Lakeside, Woodland Hills 
homes, Lakewood homes, and 
Greenbelt Homes, Inc. In fact, one 
of the biggest changes Giese has 
seen over the years is the separa­
tion between GHI and the city. At 
one time the two were synonomous. 
"Now," Giese remarks in that stud­
ied calm voice, "the city is more 
independent from GHI. GHI is no 
longer the dominating force." And, 
indeed, with the development of 
Greenbriar, Windsor Green, and 
Glen Oaks, GHI residents barely 
comprise one-fourth of the city's 
population. 

Growing Influence 
As Greenbelt has grown in pop­

ulation, so has its influence among 
county officials. Giese remembers 
his first encounter with the Prine'! 
Georges Planning B oard in those 

early days. "First the staff told us 
the meeting was closed, but then 
the chairman told us we could at­
tend," Giese smiles. When he and 
the council members accompany­
ing him went to the meeting, they 
were all but ignored by the board 
members, who, nevertheless, Giese 
said, "talked in a very friendly 
manner to the developers. Now 
meetings are much more open." 

As Prince Georges County has 
bN•ome one of the fastest growing 
counties in the nation, Greenbelt 
became concerned not with how 
fast it was growing, but with the 
quality of growth. Giese feels that 
a good transit system is import­
ant to Greenbelt'.,. future. "'.Vith 
current energy problems, commut­
ing will be too costly . . . more 
people will need to be within walk­
ing distance of Metro," he com.:. 
mented. 

Giese smiles with satisfaction as 
he thinks of his accomplishments 
over the nast 15 years. He cites 
'. 11<> r,('r-"'i~it'on of the land around 
th<' La1:e Par1;: which protects the 
area from develop:nent. and the 
im'lrciveme:-1t of Southway Rd., 
'""ich na<!e clear that a practical 
hi~hwrov crn ah'lo bf' attractive, as 
t'J.1,..1'"~ 1-,p is most proud of. He 
ronPs th<>t the elde-rly housing pro­
~rct and t"P :>;f'nE>-nl upgrading of 
the ri•v or~nni .. atio'l to mt>et the 
der,-i.nds of a larger r,1mcipality 
will lilcewise be s 11 ccPssfnl. 

Although Giese and various coun ­
cil members have '10t al,v'ly<, egrced 
with er.ch other, Glf'"e mys he al­
l"P.' 'l accepts counc;J's reeommen­
c1ntiong and tries to ltN'P his dif -
fe ·cnce3 to issues only, not perJon­
alities. 

City's Problems 
As for those things whi<'h r.iakc 

his job difficult, Giese point~ to th<' 
slow development of Beltwr>y Pbza 
and all the problems s,irrou'lding 
the erosion and stockpiling of dirt 
as a constant source of dissat:s­
faction for him. 

"Running the Beltway through 
the city (a decision made before he 
anived) "has created problems fo::­
Greenbelt." Now, one of G\rs 's 
greatest aspirations, and p1>:·!1"ps 
the most difficult, is to try to bring 
the various parts of the city togE>th­
er into a more cohesive commun­
ity. Giese would like to join the 
city together with more overp::iss"s 
and underpasses and have an intra 
city bus system. 

The Lake Park has bet>n ano!.hn 
source of frustration to the city 
manager over the years. How to 
decrease the use of the Lake Park 
by non-residents and still mali:" :t 
into a beautiful park for residems

They will 
assist senior citizens and the handi­
capped in painting their homes, 
and will assist in performing exter­
ior surveys of homes to identify 
GHI and county housing code vio­
lations. 

GHI applied for this grant in con­
junction with Greenbelt CARES, 
Inc., the city's youth services bur­
eau. CARES will provide follow­
up services, counseling and crisis 
intervention if needed, as well as 
help in selecting those youths who 
would most qualify for the jobs. 

Benefits such as life insurance, 
health insurance and workman's 
compensation will also be provided.

A second youth employment pro­
gram GHI is engap,ed in involve~ 
students from Eleanor Roosevelt 
High Sheol. The first student cho­
sen by the school was James Leech. 
He is now working in the carpentry 
shop as part of a work-study pro 
gram which is funded by the county 
school system. 

GHI views these programs as 
mutually beneficial.

Elderly and totally disabled ren­

ters are eligible for assistance from 
the City of Greenbelt. The pro­
gram offers grants to Greenbelt 
renters amounting to 3% of the 
rrnt paid during the preceding year 
for an apartment in the City. 

To be eligible, a renter must have 
attained the age of 65 or be totally 
and permanently disabled if under 
65. Also, the combined gross income 
of the applicant and all other per­
sons within the household shall not 
exceed $5,000.00 for the preceding 
calendar year, and the applicant 
must reside within the city at the 
time of making application, as well 
as having paid rent for an apart­
ment in the City.

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BELT'S NAGER HAS 
I ACT ON CITY GROWTH. ISSUES 

The following article was written by Greenbelter Ann Kline, a 
University of Maryland Journalism student. 

James Giese pauses a long time before answering questions, 
a.nd when he speaks it is slowly and deliberately. For 15 years he 
has held what has been called the "ticklish" position of Greenbelt's 
city manager. He is reportedly a cautious man. 

"When you talk to Mr. Giese you better have your facts 
straight " says City Clerk Gudrun Mills. "He doesn't take short 
cuts- E~verything has to be done the way it should be," she adds. 

Which is why the City Council 
ltired Giese - to cull information, 
make recommendations and execute 
their decisions. Giese describes 
ltis job as a go-between, shuttling 
information to the council and the 
oommunity, relaying citizen con­
cerns, translating council decisions 
into action. 

He heads the departments of rec­
reation, police, public works, and 
finance as well as hiring and pre­
paring the budget. 

He c11n be the pivot around which 
Greenbelt turns. He can be the 
calm center of a storm of contro­
versy - knowledgeable but unin­
volved. 

Looking at the older section of 
Greenbelt through his office win­
dow, he seems as fitted to the com­
munity as a handkerchief to a 
breast pocket. 

"Not having known him as a 
young man, I would say he obtained 
a relatively high degree of maturity 
at a relatively early age," says 
Councilman Charles Schwan. 

Greenbelt began its life as an 
adult community. Conceived as a 
planned commun'ity its original res­
idents were carefully selected, it 
was hoped, to promote coopera­
tion and concern for the city's wel­
fare. 

Greenbelt was to be a haven "bel­
ted by green," an ideal community. 
That was in 1937. 

In 1965 the city expressed the 
same sentiments when the council 
officially adopted its own Master 
Plan. It featured low-density resi­
dential development and adequate 
parkland and green areas. It avoi­
ded the need for any four-lane 
roads to pierce the heart of the city. 

s a further demonstration of 
their concern, Citizens for a Plan­
ned Greenbelt organized in 1965 to 
prC'serve what they saw as the fun­
damental character of Greenbelt 
as Pxpressed in the Master Plan. 
But they were not able to, hold off 
the bulldozers of residential devel­
opers. 

From Giese's office you can't hear 
the construction workers extending 
the space of the Municipal building. 
And you can't see any of the new 
apartment development that have 
helped raise Greenbelt's population 
from about 7,000 in 1963 to over 
28,000 today. 

Developments like Springhill 
Lake and Greenbriar condomin­
iums have resulted in separate com­
munities that do not work closely 
together, says Giese. Those areas 
have different interests and needs 
from the central sections of the 
city. 

Each new development has met 
its share of legal opposition from 
Greenbelters wanting to keep their 
unit number to a minimum and 
their height at an easy eye level. 

Greenbelters are not adamantly 
against growth. They encouraged 
the construction of the Eleanor 
Roose,•clt Senior High School, 
which opened in 1976. They were 
concerned about the site, but they 
wanted the school. 

And the council is now pushing 
for the completion of the metrorail 
"E" route to pass through Green­
belt. 

Golden Triangle 

The Golden Triangle, 57 acres of 
land bordered by Greenbelt Road 
and Kenilworth Avenue, a good ex­
ample of the legal battles and 
compromises Greenbelt has faced 
with developers. 

At first the developer had difficul­
ty obtaining commercial zoning for 
the land. He persisted until the 
zoning was finally obtained in 1965. 
He had already cut down all the 
trees. 

Court battles and a sewer mora­
torium gave time for the trees to 
grow back. 

However, when the Maryland 
Court of Appeals upheld the com­
mereial zoning decision, there was 

nothing more legally that the city 
could do .... 

If Greenbelt had its choice it 
would grow slowly, leisurely gath­
ering all the facts and debating the 
pros and cons. Like Giese, the city 
can be cautious. 

A cooperative housing for the el­
derly project was approved in 1976. 
It had been under discussion before 
Giese came to Greenbelt. It might 
still be in debate if the Department 
of HO'Using and Urban Develop­
ment had not placed a deadline on 
its offer to subsidize 100 units of 
elderly housing. 

Manager's Skill 

Schwan used this issue to illus­
trate what he considers Giese's skill 
as manager. When HUD insisted 
that the city break ground on the 
project months ahead of its sched­
ule, Giese "threaded his way 
through the complications this 
caused with great dexterity." says 
Schwan. 

Giese excels at "very careful, de­
tailed work that gets results," ac­
cording to Virginia Beauchamp. A 
staff member of The Greenbelt 
Nf'ws Review, Beauchamp's beat in­
cluded the city during Giese's early 
years. And she adds, "he is dedica­
ted to the job." 

"I have a genuine interest in the 
welfare of the community," says 
Giese, praising the extensive rec-• 
reational opportunities, the under­
passes that ensure children's safe 
crossing of streets, and the excel­
lent original planning design of the 
city ... 

Mills, who has worked with Giese 
for eight years, calls Giese "a man 
of tremendous integrity.'' 

She, too, believes that Giese's co­
workers, if asked would have noth­
ing but praise for him. "Its the lit­
tle things" she says, trying to ex­
plain her respect. ''He would never 
embarrass anybody," she says, but 
rather encourages workers to rise 
up to the high level of his expecta­
tions, levels he has set for himself. 

Giese says he wants to maintain 
Greenbelt as a "livable" community. 

To understand what he means, 
lf'ave the high-speed Beltway and 
enter the city by Greenbelt Lake 
Park. Drive slowly down Crescent 
Road past the modest row hO'Uses 
blanketed by woods and gardens. 

Perhaps then you will see what 
Greenbelters fight to protect and 
what Giese works, carefully, to 
preserve.

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park's becoming overloaded with 
people,'' he says. "I would also like 
to see a sheltered care facility and 
a nursing home for the elderly." 

One senses that Giese has great­
ly enjoyed his job in Greenbelt, of 
being a big hub in a small wheel as 
he views it. A faint twinkle ap­
pears in eyes carefully shaded by 
brown tinted glasses, as he recalls 
the funny incidents that have oc­
curred, most of them concerning 
the police department and the pub-­
lie works departments. He recalls 
how one citizen who came home 
with a bag of liquor and set the 
bag on his trash can as he hurried 
into the house to go to the bath­
room, raced down his stairs as he 
heard the city's trash truck in the 
court. Alas! The truck had swal­
lowed his package. He ran after the 
truck and corralled the driver. They 
went to the city dump and proceed­
ed to unload the garbage truck. 
Unlike the sad tales of Christmas 
turkeys set out to thaw on the gar­
bage can, and then taken away in 
the truck, this lucky resident un­
covered three of four bottles in­
tact. 

Giese points with pride to the in­
terest of the city employees in the 
affairs of the city, of the surprise 
party the employees gave him some 
weeks ago to celebrate his 15th an­
niversary. He senses their respect 
for him and he, in turn, attempts 
to make their working conditions as 
pleasant as possible, noting that the 
office staff is now on flex-time. Not 
only is the city office open from 
8 a.m. to 5 p.m., but the staff, par­
ticularly the women, feel more com­
fortable in their jobs as they can 
more easily attend to their children 
in addition to working for the city, 
he says. 

"I look forward to another 15 
years with the city," Giese smiles, 
"unless an unknown relative dies 
and leaves a couple of million do! 
Jars.''

Somehow I 
hadn't thought that he could hear 
all the noise and surprised, I re­
plied truthfully that it was sup­
plied by two visiting nieces and my 
two children, all under five years 
of age, with the help of a xylop­
hone, a radio-like toy, records, fal­
lini" books, and the patter of little 
reet.

one exists. An assignment to report 
on the Community Awareness Pro­
ject, an innovative approach to po­
lice-community relations by the de­
partment, led me to call the Com­
munity Relations officer for an in­
terview.
