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CITY COUNCIL ZIPS THROUGH SESSION,
BUTTONS UP BUSINESS IN RECORD TIME

The Greenbelt City Council on March 6 zipped through the
eity's business in an hour and a half, taking up such matters as
school surplus land, land acquisition, Springhill Lake neighbor-

hood park, and state legislation.

Surplus Land

A letter will be written to Coun-
ty Bxecutive Winfield Kelly and
County Councll Chalrman Francis
White expressing (1) the city's in-
terest in the future of the 72 acres
that the Board of Education recen-
tly declared surplus and (2) the
desgire to participale in all consid-
erations pertaining to the future
use of the propery, which is locat-
ed botween Baltimore-Washington
Parkway and Greenbelt Homes, Inc.
property.

The Board's decision Lo divest it—
self of this land must be approved
by the Interagency Committee for
State School Construction before
the property is turned over to the
ecounty government for its re-utili-
ization or disposal. In releasing
the land that was earmarked for
& 3-school complex in the 1960's
{see gtory on p. 1), the School Board
noted that (1) the high school (El-
eanor Roosevelt) had been con-
structed on another site, (2) chang-
ing growth and population patterns
made the additional junior high
and elementary sites unnecessary
(the Board retains another junior
high gite near Windsor Green), and
(3} the county will be able to sell
gin to collect prope s on
them.

Councilman

Charles
thought the city might want to ac-

quire some of the land, perhaps
some “for nothing," or consider ac-
quisition along with other items
for a possible bond referendum. The
eounty, for example, has turned
over gurplus school buildings to the
cities of Bowie and College Park
for a $1.00 a year, The United Cer-
ebral Palsy Agency is sharing a
gchool building with the eclty of
Bowie.

At a previous meeting. council
dirccted the city staff to prepare
a “wish” list for a possible referan-
dum. This has been done and de-
partment heads are now assigning
valueg and priorities to the items
in preparation for a council work-
shop meeting.

Parcel 2

A resolution was introduced for
the negotiated purchase of 9.9574
acres of land at the end of Garden-
way for parkland acquisition at
£20,100 an acre. (Funds for the land
will come out of the Elderly Hous-
ing Project.) The land will replace
the open space land lost by the
conversion of the Ridge Road Cen-
ter park property to an elderly
housing site, This action has re-
ceived approval from both the De-
partment of Housing and Urban
Development and the State of Mary-
land, which provided funds for the
purchase of the Ridge Road Center
Property.

Additionally the city will be ac-
quiring, at half the above price,
a small parcel of 1878 acres, which
is to be dedicated as a public road
for access for both the city park
property and the remaining land
not sold by the owners, Burton J.
Reiner, et al

Council referred to the city staff
for study and comment a joint pro-
posal made by Charles Collins. prin-
cipal of Greenbelt Junior High
School, and Arnold Thomas, mem-
ber of the Park and Recreation Ad-
visory Board, recommending that
the wooded area adjacent to Breeze-
wood Drive on the Junior High
School property be developed into
a neighborhood park with pienic
tables and other facilities

Following a report by Chairman
Howard Savage of the School Study

Committee, Mayor Richard Pillski
thanked Savage and committes
members for their excellent pre-
sentations to tF-~ county school
board, noting that “the committee,
and not couneil, deserved the cre-
l]it-"

Mayor Pro-Tem Gil Weidenfeld
poined out that one member of
council, Charles Schwan, did a tre-
mendous job “working late hours
developing statements”  Schwan
had praise for “Howard Savage and
colleagues who did a magnificent
job — among them Kathrine Gough
and Jackie Morrison."

Counell superted enthusiastically
a bill introduced by State Senator
Edward T. Conroy and others that
required the State Highway Admin-
istration (SHA), prior to negotia-
ting for the purchase of land for
future right-of-way, to advise the
Prince Georges County government
and the muncipality in which the
land is located. Council felt this
legislation would avoid repetition
of the failure of SHA to give the
county and city notice of its intent
to acquire land on the castern por-
tion of the Triangle for a possible
entrance ramp to the southbhound
lane of the Baltimore-Washingon
Parkway. (Assistant City. Manage
fied in support of the bill on March
70

£

City Manager James K. Giese re-
ported that the SHA has not taken
any formal action to purchase the
land, although the agency is nego-
tiating and intends to make an of-
fer shortly. Should this land be ac
quired, it is unlikely that PEPCO
will be able to locate a substation
on its property in the eye of the
ramp.

Council also supported State bills
that would give tax credit to those
who undertake substantial rehabili-
tation in neighborhood improve-
ment areas.

NOW Legislative Briefing

A briefing on current state legis-
lative issues will be sponsored
March 18 by the Northern Prince
George's County Chapter of the
National Organization for Women
(NOW),

Delegates Pauline H. Menes, Kay
Bienen, and Mildred Harkness will
discuss legislation of interest to wo-
men and evaluate problems involved
in obtaining passage of the bills.

The briefing will be held from 10
am, to noon in the party room at
Westchester Park Apartments, 6200
Westchester Park Drive in College
Park. Admission is free and the
publiec is invited. The meeting will
be followed by a social hour.

GHI Rehabilitation

Two membership information
meetings have been held on plans
for the rehabilitation of Greenbelt
Homes, Inc. The next step is for
GHI management to sift through
all the questions that came up at
the meetings. In addition, manage-
ment aided by the Long Range
Planning Committee will make its
own evaluation of the consultants’
proposals and make recommenda-
tions to the Board of Directors. The
Board will then come up with what
it feels is the most cost-effective
and energy-saving plan for rehabil-
itation. At this point, the final
plan will be presented to the mem-
bership for approval.

HISTORY OF SCHOOL BOARD TRACT
RECALLS ZONING CONTROVERSY

The latest move by the Prince Georges Board of Education fo
divest itself of some 72 acres of land on Parcels 1 and 2 — the
land between the Baltimore-Washington Parkway and Greenbelt
Homes, Inc. — has stirred up memories of the 1960s and early
1970s when the 230-acre tract was the center of controversy. Dur-
ing that period, proposals for rezoning the land to a higher density
and for a 3-school complex were bitterly opposed by Greenbeliers.
Such uses for the virtually land-locked tract were considered to be
disruptive of the Greenbelt Master Plan (1964) and, later of the

county’s Master Plan (1970).
The goal of the Greenbelt Plan

was to preserve the fundamental

character of Greenbelt as a low

density, planned residential com-
munity with emphasis on ample
parkiand and spacidusness, ade-
quate community facilities and

minimum traffic congestion.
Senior High School

From 10685 to 1971 the eily coun
ell, Greenbelt Homes, Inc, Citlzens
for a Planned C-eenbelt (CFPG)
and Save Owr Community (S0OC)
were locked in battle with earlies
Boards of Education. They found
it unacceptable to Ipcate a2 senior
high school in a purely residential
neighborhood more than a mils
from the nearest acecestiple 4-Jane
major artery—Greenbelt Road. Al
schonl bus and ofher school trafiic
would have to traverse the narrow
2-lane ‘streets of Ridge Road and
Northway Road. Additionally, there
was a Inck of sewage facilities.

Originally - the latter part of
1964 - the Board of Education (1)
earmarked parcel 15 (land running
along the Beltway to the Lake
Paric behind the American Legion
Post Home) as the location for a
high school to serve 1800 students
and (2) instituted condemnation
proceedings on the site (owned by
Bresler and Lerner), which was
designated in the Master Plans for
n senior high school.

However, over’ the city's objoc-
tions, the Board reversed its choice
in the [all of 1965, when owners of
parcels 2 (Bresler, Lerner, Ammer-
man) made & proposal for the sale
0f 55 acres for a F-school complex
(senior high school, junior high
school and elemaentary schoal) at
an average price of $8000 an aere,

Since the acreage on the Beltway
site was more costly, the city of
Greenbelt offered to purchase £100,
000 worth of parkland for a com
bined school-city educational and
recreational area in order to reduce
the amount of land that the school
board wotild have to purchase at the
Beltway site,

On January 11, 1968 the Board of
BEducation reaffirmed its decision o
acguire 58 plus acres on parcel 2
located south of Northway Road
extended. (Later in July 1969 the
Board bought an additional 10 plus
aeres on Parcel 1, north of North-
way extended, at §19,000 an acre.)

GHI attempted to stop the action
by filing a law suit (1966 to 196R)
but was unsuccessful. Planning
for the school then proceeded, but
delays occurred when the Board's
staff ran into problems relating to
road access, sewage hookup and po-
sitioning of the schools.

The Issue flared again in the
spring of 1970 when plans for the
high school’'s construction became
imminent. SOC, a new, vigorous
citizens organization, fought hard
to rveverse the decision to locate
the schools on parcels 1 and 2.
With full support of the city council
and the public, the movement to
seelk an alternate site was capped
with suceess in October 1970 when
the school board decided to move
the senior high school. Land for
construction of an elementary
achool and a junior high school was,
however, retained.

Appeals at the time had also been
made to the State legislature and
a resolution was adopted and signed
by the Governor ecalling for a mora-
torium on the construction of a
senior high school until alternate
sites were explored. This move
was followed by a decision of the
county commissioners to withhold
construction funds from the 1870
Capital Improvements Budget.

On February 9, 1971, the Board of
Bducation approved a resclution
authorizing its staff to purchase 40
acres of the Smith-Ewing North
property for the new school-Elea-
nor Roosevelt Senior High School.

Zoning History
When the Federal government

withdrew from Greenbelt in 1852-
1953, it sold 750 acres of undevel-
oped land, including parcels 1 and 2,
to the Greenbelt Veterans Housing
Corporation (GVHC), later Green-
belt Homes, Inc, These parcels were
zoned Rural Planned Community
(RPC)., This zoning category per-
mitted multiple usges, but. required
an overall plan for the tract to be
be approved by the county com-
missioners.; (The city of Greenbeilt
does nat have zoning authority.)

The vacant land purchaséd by
GVHC was transferred to Green
belt Land TImprovement Corpora-
tion, s wholly-owned subsidiary
After several unsuccessful attempts
to develop the wvacant property.
FVHC sold GLIC to Warner-Kanter
Construction Company, a private
develaper, in May 1955. Portions
of the land were later sold to var
ious developers.

In 1861, owners Garvin and Mar-
tin requested high-density zoning
for Parcels 1 and 2. — (R-18 apari
menl zoning: 21 units an acrel.
At a marathon zoning hearing af
which Greenblters protested rezon-
ing for these and other tracts
in the city, the county commission-
ers denied the petitions, On Fab-
ruary 21, 1962 the commisisoners
rezoned parcels 1 and 2 to R-R
(rural residential), which allowed
for single family development, twe

Pedestrian Killed While
Walking on Crescent Rd.

Last Thursday, March 8, Dorothy
Cookson left her home at 3G
Ridge shortly before 8 p.m. to walk
to St. Hugh's Church, She was »a
regular patron of the Thursday
night bingo game in the churek
basement, and this Thursday, @s
usual, she was going to join her
friends and listen to the numbers,
maybe even win a game, IL was a
weekly soecial event which she look-
ed forward to,

Dorothy Cookson never made it
to bingo. At about 8. Dorothy was
struck by an automobile and killed
while she was walking on Crescer-
Road. According to the police press
report, she “was apparently walking
in the roadway at 8 p.m., wearing
dark eolored clothing, and the op-
erator of the vehicle did nol see
her until it was too late to keep
from striking her . . .

“We tried to revive her” a
spokesman for the rescue squad
explained, “then the people in the
medic unit tried. She was dead
from the impact, but, you know, we
have to keep trying until somebody
says stop.” Since the accident had
occurred almost directly in frem
of the fire house, it took the squad
virtually no time in getting to her
After preliminary steps were at-
tempted, she was taken to P.G
Doctor’s Hospital, where she -was
pronounced dead shortly after “at
tempts by the hospital staff were
made to stabilize the patient . . "
according to the squad report.

According to Lt. Krob of the
Greenbelt Police Dept., the opera-
tor of the vehicle was not charged.
“The driver was not going too fast
and she (Miss Cookson) was Wear-
ing dark clothing. There was noth-
ing that we could have charged the
driver with.”

There is a sidewalk along that
stretch of Crescent Rd., bui the
reason Dorothy Cookson was net
using it was all too simple — snow
and ice made it all but impassable,
although it is eity policy to try te
clear sidewalks. Also, that section
of the road is not well lit.

By Friday afterncon, enough
snow and ice had melted so that
the walk could be cleared and made
passable again. For Dorothy Cook-
son, it was a day too late.

The Fourth Annual Career-Col-
lege Fair sponsored by the Prince
Gearges County Public Bchools will

From 1863 to 1971, subsequent
owners (Bresler, Lerner, Ammer-
man) hoped to gain approval for
R-30 aparfment zoning (14 units
an acre). The R-30 zoning con-
formed with the 18685 College Park-
Greenbelt Master Plan, which was
vigorously and successfully fought
by the city. Adoption of this plan
would have required the widening
of city streets to four lanes.

The county commissioners finally

Morton Hoffman, the economic
eonsultant, also gave a report, poin
ting cut that at present GHI offers
the best housing value in the coun
ty but that rehabilitation is neces
sary to make it continue to appeal
fe prospective purchasers. He ton
stressed the Impertance of doing
the work now rather than waiting
for higher prices dater. The costs
of rehabilitation in any event will
be weted  In the value of the
heouses: thére is no way in which
the selling price will not-go up,

Questions from the floor tended to
concetn themselves with the neces-
sary matter of paying for rehabili-
tation. One member wianted to
know whether, should the selling
price of houses increase, the tax
assessor will not also inecrease the
tax. Hoffman admitted thig could
happen but pointed out that GHI's
history of fighting unreasonable fax
increases in several successful ap-
peals indicated that this ought not
to be a reagon for downing the
whole program.

Another member commented that
for the frame houses the major
portion of Phase 1 was exterior
siding, but that he liked the char-
acter the frames have now and
failed to see why anybody wouid
want to change their character. To
