Post Office Standardizes
Envelope, Post Card Size

Starting July 15, the Postal Serv-
ice makes its new gize standards
effective. Cards and envelopes
measuring less than 3% inches high
or b inches long no longer will be
mailable and will be returned to
the sender.

Extra large first-class enve-
lopes—more than 6 by 11% inch-
es—will incur a T-cent surcharge if
they weigh one ounce or less.

Postmaster Emory Harman re-
minds people that these oversized
pieces will be returned to the send-
er if they do not carry the T-cent
surcharge but can be remailed if
the surcharge postage then is af-
fixed. However, delays for these
pieces can be avoided if mailers
make sure that sufficient postage
has been applied.

The| new regulations also will
prohibit thin or flimsy cards After
July 15, the cards must be at least
geven thousandths (,007) of an inch
thick.

“Small envelopes and flimsy cards
tend to jam wmail processing equip-
ment and cause damage to other
mail as well,”” explained Postmaster
Harman, “The surcharge on over—
sized or odd-shaped pieces is in-
tended to cover the added cost of
handling such pieces which must
be processed manually,” he said.

Construction-Development Plans Announced
For "Greenbelt East” Commercial Complex

by Elaine Skolnik

Western Development Corp-
oration has announced plans to
break ground for the proposed
242 acre Greenway Shopping
Center (Greenbelt East) later
this summer. The tract officially
became a part of Greenbelt on
July 5. In the meantime grad-
ing permits are being processed
for parcels A, B, C and D and
on the adjacent 5-acre Smith-
Ewing property (Western De-
velopment is the contract pur-
chaser). The center is expec-
ted to open in the summer of
1980.

‘Sixty stores are planned in the
first phase of the 220,000 square-
foot center, which is located off
Greenbelt Road between Hanover
Parkway and the Baltimore Wash-
ington Parkway,

Herbert 8 Miller, president of
Western Development, said, “Be-
cause of its Beltway and Parkway
location, we feel that this site has
strong regional draw between the
Washington and Baltimore markets
and will be conveniently accessible

- not only to the immediate trade

area, 95,000 persons living in a 3-
mile radius of the proposed cen-
ter), but also to a much larger re-
gional area.” According to the
developers, more than 175,000 cars
travel daily over the three major
adjacent highways,

The first phase of development
of 60 stores will include a 57,000
square foot Safeway, the largest
Safeway in the Hastern United
States, according to the developer,
a 23,000 square foot Dart drug-
store, two banks—Standard Federal
Savings and Loan and First Na-
tional, a Holiday Health Spa, clean—
ers, restaurants and other busi-
nesses. .

Phase II development contains
60,000 square feet of retail space
for an additional 25 stores, In ad-
dition, a 16-story tower office build-
ing “The Maryland Trade Center”
is planned for 7.5 acres at the
western end of the Greenbelt East
tract. Developers of this project
are Coakley & Williams who, un—
like Western Development, did net
favor annexation because they
thought it would be too costly for
them to pay taxes to the city. The
city estimates that the entire

Greenway Center complex could
eventually bring Greenbelt at least
$50,000 a year in tax revenues Oc-
cupancy of the office building — a
contemporary structure with solar
bronze glass exterior — is slated
for late fall 1980.

The %12 million combined shop-
ping center and commercial office
complex will provide parking for
1,350 cars.

y Special Assessment

The City Council on July 8 pas-
sed for first reading an ordinance
providing for a special assessment
for the construction of street im-
provements in the Greenbelt East
subdivision. As a condition of the
annexation of Greenway Center the
city agreed to finance the construc—
tion of streets required-to serve the
shopping center, by means of a spe-
clal assessment proceeding, This
will enable the owners to pay off
these development costs over a lon-
ger period of time and at a lower
rate of interest. The special as-
sessment would pay all costs relat-
ed to the financing.

Permission for Underground
Sheiter Denied GHi Builder

At a special board meeting held Thursday, June 19, the GHI
board rose above compassion to deny a member’s request to com-

plete an underground shelier adjacent to his end unit,

In a mo-

ment of some drama climaxing the meeting, designer and builder
Jonathan Goldstein addressed the board before the final vote was

taken:

“ .. have you ever built any-
thing larger than yourself, or cre-
ated a painting, or given birth to
a child?" he pleaded.

In spite of this desperate plea,
the board voted 4 to 2 to deny his
request ‘to complete the shelter,

Those voting to deny the request

cited three basic issues: precedent,
safety, and ligbility. There was lit-
tle disagreement about the fact
that Goldstein had done substan-
tial construction on the shelter
without notifying GHI. Goldstein
readily conceded this and apolo-
gized for it. He pointed out that
subsequent to GHI's discovery of
the shelter, he had spent over $2,000
to comply with GHI directives. But
past president James Smith was
not satisfied.
. “What if we let people keep ad-
ditions simply because they con-
form to county regulation?"” he
asked. .

Questions about the safety of the
shelter were raised, as well as the
possibility of a cave-in. In re-
sponse, Goldstein pointed out that
the county had certified his plans
for the shelter as being safe. GHI
Manager Roy Breashears read
into the record a memorandum
from Staff Engineer Ove Kongsted
which recommended that Goldstein
be allowed to complete the shelter,
that it presented no safety hazard.

Nevertheless, in response to a
cuestion by Smith, Breashears
stated management's position as
being in opposition to the sghelter
becanse of future potential prob-
lems., He eited the possibility that
if GHI built 5 waste burning heat-

ing system, this shelter would in-
terfere with the required trenches
around the buildings. If it were
to be approved, he continued, it
would have to be filled in prior to
resale, Board Member Ed James
asked “Has any professional found
the proposed shelter to be unsafe?”"
He received no answer.

Concerned about potential liabil-
ity, a board member asked, “What
if a child got in and fell down the
shaft?"

“He would need burglar's tools
to get into either entrance," re-
sponded Goldstein, “Besides, if he
is going to fall off or into some-
thing, the city overpasses or storm
drains present a much greater dan-
ger.”

Board member Bobbie MeCarthy
asked if the manager had any in-
formation from the insurance com-
pany about coverage. Breashears
said he had no direct information
but that he would infer from an-
other situation (the possible burn-
ing of 10 Laurel Hill by the fire
department) that they would be
covered. However, if they sustained
a loss, their rate might go up.

For months Goldstein had sSe—
eretly worked on his underground
shelter. He carried out the dirt he
dug between 3 and 6 a.m. in Janu-
ary until he was discovered by a
member of the GHI staffl. He was
then ordered by the county, which
had been notified by GHI, fo close
up the shaft. Goldstein subseguent-
ly retained architect George Bro-.
natti to draw up plans which would
bring his shelter into econformity
with eounty regulations.

Frightening Fact

The GHI board finds itself on the horns of a dilemma. On the
one hand, if it is to save substantial sums of money in fuel oil
this coming winter, it must proceed as rapidly as possible with
the rehabilitation program authorized by the membership. On the
other hand, to carry out this program at the least cost to members,
it must obtain members’ consent to a subordination amendment to
their mutual ownership contract which will enable the corpora-
tion to borrow at a low interest rate of 8% instead of the current
high commercial bank rates of over 129.

So far, 410 members have signed the amendment but 219 more
signatures are needed to satisfy the State’s requirement. Appar-
ently many members have not appreciated the need for urgency
in signing the amendment, :

The frightening fact is that the cost of fuel oil is escalating
more rapidly than the most pessimistic projection ever anticipated.
GHI's budget for heating during 1979 was based on oil costing 45
cents per gallon. The actual cost this week is 60 cents a gallon.
And the expected cost this winter will range from 80 cents to
more than a dollar!

That is not all; unofficially, the cooperative has been informed
that its allocation of oil for the winter will be reduced.

In such a situation, members will have to pull together and
show some mutual trust.

With regard to the particular amendment itself, it is important
to realize that it is specifically restricted to the purpose of satis-
fying insurance requirements on loans made through State agen-
cies; it has no other motive or design.

Many members were concerned enough to participate in the
months of planning for the rehabilitation program, and to attend
the meeting last October which gave the go-ahead. We expect that
most of these have already willingly signed the amendment. Now,
other members can make an all-important contribution by adding
their own signatures.

Police Blotier

The Department was kept busy
last week with the annual 4th of
July fireworks. The dispatchers
answered over 2,040 calls between
7 am, July 3 and 11 p.m. July &
from people wanting to know when
the fireworks were going to be held,
The majority of the calls, 1,040,
were answered between 3 p.m. and
10:30 p.m. on the Fourth. This vol-
ume was caused by the rain. First
everyone wanted to know if the
fireworks had been cancelled, and
then later called back to find out
when the fireworks would be re-
scheduled. Three dispatchers were
on duty to handle the massive vol-
ume of ecalls, in addition to an ex-—
tremely busy regular shift.

Officers were all on duty Wednes-
day afternoon and again Thursday
afternoon and evening to control
the crowds generated by the fire-
works display. Traffic was at a
standstill for an hour on Kenil-
worth Avenue from Crescent Road
to Calvert Road due to people who
apparently decided to stop in the
roadway and watch the display. The
entire Lark Park was filled to
overflowing capacity, as were the
median strips of Kenilworth and
Greenbelt Road. The Golden Tri-
angle also drew a capacity crowd
after the shoulders of Greenbelt
Road filled up. It took officers an
hour to clear the streets after the
fireworks ended.

As traffic was being cleared from
the area a motoreyele with a side
car operated by a 31 year old non-
resident struck a parked car on
Crescent Road.

This gave me an idea. 1 helped
them and discovered that these
people had come all the way from
-Clinton, I walked along the rows
of parked cars and inquired where
the visitors had come from. The
answers were varied: Glenn Dale,
College Park, Upper Marlboro. One
young woman was from England,
visiting -with a friend from Lan
ham. ‘This was her first American
' Independance Day.

I entered the Lake Park. There
were firecrackers exploding every-
where, plenty of boaters, and the
usual assortment of lovers, pic
nickers, beer drinkers and people
who made fun of our roving re-
porter. Police were alert and pa
trolling for possessors of illegal
fireworks, Frisbies, beer, firecrack
ers, potato chips, celas and candy
bars all seemed to be the order &f
the day.

There were several “Lost Parent”
announcements.

Two young men saw me taking
notes and wanted to know what I
was doing. Upon finding out that
T was writing an article, they
asked if they could be in it. So
Ronny Meade and Tony Abunassar
of Beltsville remind all of Green-
belt that as of the Fifth, their
Beltsville 10-year old Little League
team is the county divisional
champ.

Two slightly older but still young
ladies of GHI also wanted to know
what T was doing — was I writing
a story for the Greenbelt News
Review and what was my name?
I answered and since they were
familiar with the name “Amberg”
from GHI circles, chatted with me
and later invited me to share their
blanket with them during the fire-
works display. One of them, Bar-
bara Gredmour, referring to the
explosions, commented that "fire-
works aren’t fireworks unless you
feel them in your heart.” She also
compared the skyrocket bursts to

Five minutes after the show star-
ted, I heard a small boy near by
ask “When's this gonna be over?”
I heard people crying out after
some of the more spectacular shells,

showered live sparks into the near-
by boats on the lake were followed
by cries of “Kill ’em!” and “There's
another one overboard.”
