Greenbelt Utopia Theater and Arts Co-op 
To Begin $25,000 Door-to-door Drive

Advocates of a Greenbelt 

Cultural Center met Sunday 
night at the Greenbelt Youth 
Center to form a new organi­
zation, The Greenbelt Utopia 
Theatre and Arts Cooperative, 
and to estab\ish a specific 
deadline of January 1, 1980 '.to 
be in the theatre and running 
events. 

The group will launch a fund­
raising drive of $25,000 to pay for 
the theatre's lease. A planning 
session will be held this Thursday 

at the Greenbelt Youth Center at 
7:30 p.m. The drive will seek 
500 charter members, who 
through contributions of $50 each, 
will help to raise the desired total. 
Through an intense door-to-door 
campaign and publicity the effort 
will be -0arried to the entire 
Greenbelt · community. 

The organization planned has 
estabished a bank account, filed, 
through the assistance of Green­
belt attorney Harold Siegel, an 
application for non-profit corpor­
ation ·status, and will be seeking 

to meet with the shopping cen­
ter's owner, George Christacos, to 
negotiate a leasing plan as well 
as set a target date for use of 
the facility. 

It was fe!,t by the organization 
that its most important objective 
was to demonstrate to Christacos 
that the group was serious in ita 
effort to lease the theatre. It 
was also felt that a succemiful 
fund-raising drive would be both 
a significant survey of community 
support and a clear indication 
that Utopia Co-op will be a viable 
lessee.

the new post office. Most city 
councils would be badgering their 
elected representatives in Cong-­
ress to try to get the new post 
office; ours is badgering them to 
try to keep the old. 

Councilmen will tell you that 
it is because the old one is in the 
Center · and this would be 1500 feet 
out of the Center. Our city offic­
es used to be over the Ben Frank­
lin store. When Greenbelt began 
to grow and they needed more 
space for city offices, did they try 
tq enlarge the Ben Franklin store 
and use it for city offices? The 
theater even then was failing. 
Why didn't they just remodel it 
for city council and other city

F_uel Conservation 
To the Editor: 

GHI has reduced antl will con­
tinue to reduce its oil consump­
tion. The conversion from steam 
to hot water heat was the most 
significant past program in uil 
conservation. At present we have 
been insulating pipes. Shortly the 
various government agencies will 
clear up the red tape for our 3% 
loan that we will use to insulate 
our homes. 

In the future we members will 
consider whether we wish to 
switch from oil heat to another 
form. But regardless of these 
general programs, the in itiative 
of each m ember can save money. 
For the present, each gallon of 
oi l not burned saves over 80 cents. 
If each of us saves a gallon a 
week, this would amount to a 
savings of over $65,000 a year. 
Each of us can save fuel through 
control of the hot water faucet 
and the radiator. How often do 
we turn on the hot water tap 
when cold would do just as well ? 
How often do we use more water 
than is necessary to clean clothes, 
wash dishes, and bathe?

more complex but the same basic 
principle applies. As the radia­
tors transmit heat from the hot 
water in the pipes, that heat must 
be replaced through the use of oil 
to heat the water. In very cold 
weather the pipes can freeze if 
the water isn't . circulating. Radia­
tors should be left on (a quarter 
of a turn) to allow water to cir­
culate. If the home becomes too 
warm the radiator should be 
turned down rather than opening 
the window or the door. All of us 
can help fight the rising cost of 
energy if each of us does his share 
to conserve.
