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GHI Members Approve Phase II Rehab· 
And Its Financing Package by 2-to-l

With the initial Phase I of 

GHI's large-scale rehabilita­
tion project definitely launch­
ed according to president Don­
ald Volk, a majority of over 
500 member families attend­
ing last Thursday's special 
membership meeting voted to 
proceed with Phase II which 
will greatly expand the list of 
renovation items and repairs 
to be carried out. 

The main purpose of the 
meeting was to inform the 
membership of the financial 
responsibilities which the cor­
poration will thereby be tak­
ing on, mainly in the form of 
mortgages to be held by gov­
ernment agencies. Agreement 
was by no means unanimous 
on the actions sought by the 
board, as a number of mem­
bers expressed concerns about 
mounting costs of the program 
and possible effects on the 
salability of their homes. 
Howe er most member:; ap­
peared to accept the premise 
that GHI is already committed 
to the project and must take 
advantage of the lowest inter­
est rates it can get. 

A side debate took place on 
the validity of a member petition 
to "terminate employment of 
(the) General Manager" . but was 
ended by chairman Yolk's ruling 
against considering it on the ad­
vice of corporation counsel Pat 
Clancy, who explained to petitio'n­
er Ed James that GHl's bylaws 
give to the board the authority to 
hire or fire the manager. 

Phase II Approval 
The main motion considered 

proposed that the membership 
"approve the Phase II Rehabili­
tation Program, to be financed 
with the proceeds of a first mort­
gage loan either from the Com­
munity Development Administra­
tion <CDA) of the State of Mary­
land, or the Oity of Greenbelt:• 
Views in favor of this critical 
step and against it were voiced 
by a parade of speakers to the 
three microphones set up on the 
floor. Those against it argued that 
"nobody will buy my home (with 
a) $20,000 mortgage"; Phase U 
should not proceed "until we get 
our house in order", r£ferring to 
problems encountered in imple­
menting Phase I; and GHI might 
later not satisfy low- income re­
quirements for Section 8 subsi­
dies from CDA. or default on the 
loan payments. Others question­
ed the accuracy of the staff's cost 
estimates, with one member not­
ing a disparity of a factor of 10 
between estimates at different 
times for replacing roofs of the 
block homes. 

Arrayed against these negative 
reactions were a corresponding 
number of counter-arguments; 
the present oil- heating system can 
no longer be maintained - "mil­
lions will have to be spent to re­
place 40- year old boilers'', heat 
cner;;y is leaking from the piping 
system ( "Let's get 1·id of heating 
the roads and tunnels"). and fuel 
cil costs can only rise further: 
the homes urgently need repairs 
new ("I'm concerned that if this 
rehabilitation is not done, nobody 
will buy my house because it's 
junk"); and one economist-mem­
ber urged that "the right thing 

to do now is to vote for rehab .... 
or have it at a much greater in­
terest rate Oater)". This last point 
was amplified by General Mana­
ger Kenneth Kopstein who noted 
that because of the favorable 
governinent grants, the effective 
ove,r-all interest rate to GHI 
would be less than 8%. 

The discussion period ran over 
the one hour allotted by more 
than ten minutes as individual 
members insisted on being heard 
sometimes without regard for the 
three-minute limitation imposed 
by the chair. On the actual vote, 
the motion to authorize Phase II 
carried with 301 voting for it. 211 
against. 

Financing Actions 
The second motion - a change 

in the bylaws to void the 30-day 
requirement of notice to members -
had been put on the agenda to en­
able consideration of a following 
third motion, which would auth­
orize actual financing of Phase II 
under a very recently extended 
mortgage period of longer than 
20 years. It did not however pass 
at first hy th<> 1·equi red two -
thirds majority so that the third 
motion was by- passed and the ev­
ening's attention went directly to 
the fourth motion, a proposal to 
borrow a contingency reserve 
amount of about $4.5 million from 
the National Consumer Coopera­
tive Bank <NCCB>. Discussion 
was much briefer on this. One 
member asked what would hap­
pen if NCCB were put out of bus­
iness as a target on the "hit list" 
of the current federal administra­
tion, as appeared likely; Kopstein 
assured her that the loan to GHI 
would not be affected, being a

Trial of. Condemnation of Pedestrian . 
Right-of-"T ay to Be March 30,31

More than half a year since 

the first date was postponed, a 
new tentative date has been 
set for March 30 and 31 ( check 
with city offices) at the Court 
House in Upper Marlboro for 
the condemnation trial for a 
pedestrian right-of-way ease­
ment through Greenbriar 
Phase I. The easement of less 
than an acre is necessary for 
a path to connect with the pro­
posed B-W Parkway. 

Assistant City Manager Dennis 
Piendak felt two days had been 
set aside for the trial because of 
the numerous parties involved. 
Because of a pre-trial ruling by 
Circuit Court Judge Jacob Levin 
on the morning of the original 
trial date, the city was required 
to indi,vidually notify all Phase I 
owners and their mortgagees. 
Originally, the representatives of 
Phase I were notified of the city 
condemnation proceedinr;s which 
began al;out one year a~:>. V/hen 

the individual notification was re­
quired last August, City Attorney 
~mmi;tt Nanna felt, "By serving 
the Council of Owners. Greenbri­
ar Associatiop Phase I, I have in 
effect served all the owners under 

' the terms of the <Greenbriar) 
:\'laster Deed and Covenants." 

Nevertheless, the city worked 
until the end of November to no­
tify all Greenbriar Phase I prop­
erty owners and mortgage com­
panies. In all, 252 condominium 
owners <wives and husbandi sep­
arately) and 26 mortgagees were 
notified. It was also necessary to 
give public notice for several 
weeks through advertisement;,. 
~e motion to postpone the 

original trial date was granted so 
that individual owners would be 
aware of the opportunity ~o enter 
the case as a defendant. Indeed, 
many have. 

At the condemnation trial. only 
a price will be determined by the 
jury. The trial became necessary­
after Phase I Board of Directors 
rejected the city's offer of $8,0:JO 
compensation • for the p7r;pe!"ty 

t:nd about $2.900 worth of im­
provements such as a fence and 
tree plantings. Two city apprais­
als valued the property at $7,386 
and $5,339. On the other hand, 
Phase I has had the value of t he 
property appraised at $29,200-
$10,000 for the property itself and 
S19,200 for damages such as deval­
uation of the units near the path­
way. noise, and vandalism. 

The pathway would connect 
with the proposed Baltimorc­
\Vashington Parkway overpass. 
This overpass is proposed as a 
so'.ution to the dangerous pedes 
trian . crossinis of the Parkway 
which became alarming when El­
eanor Roo!:>evelt Senior High 
School opened in 1976. Through 
the auspices of former Congress­
woman Gladys Spellman, the U.S. 
Department of the Interior agreed 
to pay construction costs for the 
bridE;e structure. The location of 
tl:e overpass caused considerable 
comment and delay. Finally, the 
present location was overwhelm­
ingly approved in a 1979 city ref­
erendum. 

Only Party Regulars Can Vote 
In April 7 Primary Election

Last week Republican and Democratic candidates seeking the 
5th District Congressional seat converged on Greenbelt to par­
ticipate in candidate forums ( see ·separate stories). Nineteen 
Democrates, 12 Republicans and one write-in candidate aspire 
to fill .the office left vacant by the illness of former congress­
woman Gladys Noon Spellman, who remains in Walter Reed 
Hospital. 

Only registered Republicans are members of the American 
and Democrats may cast ballots Party. 
in the special primary scheduled 
for Tuesday, April 7. The special 
general election will be held on 
Tuesday, May 19. 
The same party-vote rule applies 
in the special primary as in a 
regular primary- that is, an in­
dividual may vote only for a can­
didate of the party with which the 
voter is registered. In the general 
election, voters need not follow 
party lines. 

In the 5th Congressional Dis­
trict there are a total of 163.490 
registered voters - 110,003 Demo­
crats. 36,216 Republicans, 17,236 
Unaffiliated and 35 American 
Partyites. 

The current total eligible voter 
tally in Greenbelt is 8,699. down 
about 11 % from the 9,807 count in 
the November 1980 general elec­
tion. The decrease is attributed to 
the recent purging of the county 
voter registration rolls. 

In Greenbelt purging reduced 
the Democratic list by 776 voters 
(12'',f) , the Republican list by 199 
voters (9%), and the Unaffiliated 
by 133 (10%). 

Of Greenbelt's 8,699 eligible 
votei·s, 5.626 (65%) are Democrats. 
1,925 <220) are Republicans, 1.146 
< 13°;,) -arc Unaffiliated and two

Republican Candidates

There was standing room 
only a.;; approximately 150 
people attended the Republi­
can Candidates' Forum held at 
Greenbriar, March 16. Seven 
of the 12 Republicans who 
have filed to run for the 5th 
Congressional District seat 
were on hand to discuss the 
issues. Channels 4 and 7 pro­
vided television coverage. 

George Benns of Silver Spring, 
a 65-year-old prennial candidate, 
was the first speaker. Calling him­
self "the most liberal of liberals," 
advocating a "peaceful revolu­
tion," and accusing President Rea­
gan of "favoring the rich," he 
proposed public financing of all 
elections. 

Larry Hogan, Jr. (drawing the 
heavie~t applause of the evening) 
cited his knowledge of problems 
facing P .G. County and his com­
mitment to President Reagan's 
economic recovery program as his 
best qualifications. S'tating "the 
Democratic party in the 5th Dis­
trict is in complete disarray," he 
urged his fellow candidates "not 
to fight among ourselves." He also 
pledged his support for the com­
pletion of Metro. and his wi.ling­
ness to fight for its adequate 
funding. 

Three-term Bowie Mayo1· Aud­
rey Scott, considered to be Hog­
an's most formidable opponent, 
listed experience, background and 
awareness as her qualifications 
for the office. Scott, a former fed­
eral employee. stressed the need 
for a strong advocate in Congress 
for the many federal --employees 
residing in the :':th D:strict. Citing 
inflation as our =1 national issue. 
she s~ated her support for the 
President's recovery program 
with "some modifications need2d." 

John Lillard of Mitchellville, an 
attorney and relative newcomer 
in P.G. polit,cs, opposed Presidcti­
tial budget cutbacks of spe cial 
and social programs. citing the 
high percen tage of minorities re­
siding in the 5th District. He is 
also committed to strong repre­
sentation for federal employees. 

David Ellict of Adelphi, former 
Chairman of the Washingt:m Sub­
urban Sanitary ·commission. spok~ 
of leaving his native England be­
cause of socialism. He i:t rcsscd 
the need for a change in this 
country "now," the need to turn 
the country arcund cconom:c::illy 
and militarily. He also proposed 
aid for small business. He con­
cluded with "a Republican is re­
quired in the House, to support 
President Reai;-an's programs." 

Jon Rob:nson of Seabrook, a 
conservationist who was "tired of 
sitting on the sidelines," spoke of 
the need for "new blood in poli­
tics" and called for improved en­
vironmental standards. \-Voodward 
A. Watrons cf Rcckvillc stated his 
support for qu:Jtas on foreign im­
ports and said he would work 
for an amendment to the Consti­
tution to aboEsh the 11th Amend­
ment.

OF ARTICLE 23A OF THE ANNOTPrTED CODE OF MARY­
LAND (1957 EDITION AS AMENDED), TITLE "CORPOR­
ATION-MUNICIPAL", SUBTITLE "HOME RULE", TO 
AMEND THE CHARTER OF THE CITY .OF GREENBELT. 
SAID CHARTER BEING SUBTITLE 40 OF ARTICLE 17 OF I 
THE CODE OF PUBLIC LOCAL LAWS OF MARYLAND 
(1963 EDITION AS AMENDED) AND CONTAINING. IN 
WHOLE OR IN PART THE CHARTER OF 'l'HE CITY OF 
GREENBELT, BY REP]j;ALING AND REENACTING WITH 
AMENDMENTS SECTION 12, TITLE "EMPLOYEE RELA­
TIONS BOARD", TO PROVIDE FOR THE APPOINTMENT 
OF FIVE MEMBERS. THEIR SUCCESSION AND REMOV -
AL; AND TO PROVIDE FOR QUORUM, PROCEDURE, AND 
POWERS OF THE BOARD 

The above charter amendment shall become and be con­
sidered a part of the Charter of the City of Greenbelt, Mary­
land, according to the terms of the amendment. in all respects 
to be effective and observed · as such, upon the 14th day of 
April, .1981, unless on or before the fortieth day after passage 
which shall be the 4th day of April, 1981, there shall be pre­
sented to the Council of the City of Greenbelt, Maryland, or 
mailed to it by registered mail, a petition for referendum 
signed by twenty percent or more of the persons qualified 
to vote in the general election of the City of Greenbelt, re­
questing that .the above Charter amendment be submit­
ted on referendum to the voters of the City of Greenbelt.

prior commitment. Another mem­
ber raised the issue that the mort­
gage entailed would be inconsis­
tent with the condition" .•. no 
other lien shall be ,imposed on 
the property" in GHI's perpetual 
use contract with homeowners. 
The motion to authorize the con­
tingency loan from NCCB how­
ever passed, 278 for and 131 
ageilnst. 

A:t this point a member pro­
posed a time-limitation amend­
ment to the second motion (on 
waiver of thirty;-day requirement) 
to make it more palatable for re­
consideration. Member Mat Am­
berg took this opportunity to tell 
the assemblage that "Because of 
the way this meeting has been 
structured, we're not able to offer 
amendments to these motions ... 
I hope you will consider this a­
mendment seriously even though 
you're impatient with me." The 
amendment - to limit the waiver 
of notice to a two- year period -
was approved on a vote of 275 to 
76, and the full amended motion 
succeeded fhis time by a vote of 
267 to 70. This opened the way 
tt> consideration of the third mo­
tior which would authorize the 
boa rd to borrow about $16.3 mil­
lion from CDA or the City of 
Greenbelt through a bond issue 
of about $20.6 million, to be se­
cured by a first mortgage on 
GHI's property. In the ensuing 
discussion a dissenting member 
argued that only "a minority of 
the . . . 1600 families On GHD 
are voting (Phase II) in", at the 
meeting, and suggested that a 
referendum be held. His view 
did not prevail as the audience 
appeared to follow the lead of 
another member who argued that 
these follow-on motions to raise 
money should be approved as a 
logical extension of Phase II ap­
proval, and the motion passed, 244 
to 75.

procedural point that "GHI has 
to inform members 30 days in ad­
vance before entering into a ~on­
tract" and insisted that "We· 
haven't been told anything about 
{this) contract," even though 
counseJ Clancy and staff members 
attempted to meet his challenge 
by quoting data from the board's 
prepared statements. others in 
the audience however moved to 
end discussion j\nd the contract 
was authorizd on a vote of 188 to 
58. 

A petition by some members, to 
be allowed voluntary participa,tion 
in the attic insulation program, 
was the final item on the agenda 
to be considered. Though the or­
iginator of the petition as well as 
a former board member felt that 
the corporation could itself un­
dertake to do the attic prepara­
