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City Ofticials Put 1982 Legislative
Agenda on Annapolis Dinner Menu

Greenbelt’s top officials pre-
sented the city's annual “want
list” to its state legislative
delegation at a dinner meeting
in Annapolis on February 10.
This list is the legislative pro-
gram that the city council
hopes to have adopted during
the 1982 session of the Mary-
land General Assembly.

Greenbelt was represented at
this meeting by all five city coun-
cilmen, along with City Manager
James Giese and Administrative
Assistant Michael MecLaughlin.
All four members of the legisla-
tive delegation were also present
—=Senator Edward T. Conroy, and
Delegates Joan Pitkin, Gerard
Devlin, and Charles Ryan.

The city's representatives put
forth eleven topics on which they
want General Assembly action.
These issues, on which the council
had developed its positions during
a series of regular meetings and

were

compiled into
& booklet for use by the legisla-

tors. The following are the topics
and the recommendations of the
council, as abstracted from the
booklet:

School Districts: The council op-
poses & bill that would change the
boundaries of school districts in
Prince Georges County to make
them the same as the new coun-
cilmanic districts. The council's
reasons are the same as those in-
velved in the city’s recent fight
against the boundaries chosen for
redistricting. The council also op-
poses provisions of the bill that
would make changes in proce-
dures for election of the county
Board of Education. The council
position it that it has been satis-
fied with the present procedures
and sees no reason for change.

Antitrust Immunity: The -city
council wants the legislature to
solve possible serious problems
raised for the city (and for Mary-
land’s other home-rule cities and
counties) by a January ruling of
the US. Supreme Court. The court
decided that home-rule jurisdic-
tions in many states may be sued
in Federal courts by private firms
which think regulatory actions
taken by the jurisdictions are ec-
onomically discriminatory in vio-
lation of the Sherman Antitrust
Act,

An example of such regulation
by a city or county is the award
of a cable television franchise and
the control of fees for cable serv-
ice,

It was previously thought that
grant of broad home-rule author-
ity to a city or county by a state
gave that city or county the same
immunity from antitrust suits as
is enjoyed by the states. But the
Supreme Court ruled not so: The
local jurisdiction is protected
from such suits only if the state
legislature has specifically autho-
rized the jurisdiction to regulate

a particular commercial activity
such as cable television.

City & County as Co—equals:
The legislators are asked by the
council to support a bill that
would reestablish the historical
co-equality of Maryland's counties
and municipalities, Last October
the Maryland Court of Appeals
ruled that ordinances passed by a
home-rule county supersede mu-
nicipal ordinances on the same
subject.

Retirement System Payments:
The city asks for legislative help
in reducing the impact of a finan-
cial blow that stunned the state's
municipalities last spring. Cities
whose employees are covered by
the state’s Employees’ Retirement
System were suddenly given, with
no warning and no supporting in-
formation, substantial bills for
unfunded accrued liabilities in the
system. Greenbelt's bill was over
$1.5 million, to be paid in annual
installments of more than $115,000
over 40 years.

The municipalities want more

see the Baltimore-Washington
Parkway kept in Federal hands.
The council also opposes any ma—
jor widening of the Parkway
north of the Beltway or use of the
Parkway by trucks.

The council would like noise-
reducing improvements (such as
special paving) to the Beltway in
the Greenbelt vicinity, but objects
to unsightly noise barriers such
as those being erected in Mont-
gomery County. Also asked for by
the council is a state-funded con-
struction program to provide pe-
destrian and bicycle overpasses or
underpasses where interstate and
other restricted-access highways
bisect a community.

Double Taxation: The legisla-
tors are asked to support legisla-
tion that would give municipal
residents in Maryland an equita-
ble reduction in their county tax-
es to compensate for county serv-
ices they do not receive. Green-
belters, for example, pay both city
and ‘county taxes for public
works, recreational, and police

- ‘on=going information from inside services. “The city, in turn, gets

the retirement system bureaucra-
cy, and possibly representation on
the system’'s Board of Trustees.
They also want assurance that
each municipality carries only its
fair share of the payments to the
retirement fund.

Highway Funding: The city
council wants a state increase in
highway user revenues, provided
that the cities get their equitable
shares, that additional state fund-
ing is provided for METRO, and
that the legislature controls use
of state highway funds so the in-
terests of the cities are protected.

Highway Projects: The council
wants help in pushing forward
the planned major improvements
to the Greenbelt Road/Kenilworth
Avenue intersection, supports a
bill that would prohibit use of
state funds on the Inter-County
Connector project, and wants to

almost nothing in the way of
county services in these three
areas, and receives only a less-
than-adeguate rebate from the
county for public works services
provided by the city.

Alternative Money Sources: The
city council wants support for a
proposed legislative task force
that would look for alternative
sources of revenue for local gov-
ernments. This effort is prompted
by current budget cuts and shifts
in responsibilities from the Fed-
eral government to state and lo-
cal levels,

State Funding of Local Pro-
grams: The legislators are asked
to help ward off efforts, such as
have been made in previous years,
that would reduce state funding
for Youth Service Bureaus (such
as Greenbelt CARES), or for Pro-
gram Open Space.

Citizens for Greenbelt Annual Meeting

To Feature Speakers on Juvenile Justice

Two distinguished Mary-
landers will discuss juvenile
delinquency at the annual
meeting of Citizens for Green-
belt on Monday, March 22 at
the Greenbelt Library.

Judge David Gray Ross of the
Prince Georges County Juvenile
Court will discuss the Juvenile
Court and Rehabilitation, James
S. Dedes, regional supervisor of
the Juvenile Services Adminis-
tration, will give an overview of
the Juvenile Services Administra-
tion and how it relates to the ju-
venile justice system in the coun-
ty. The two speeches will be co-
ordinated to give an overview of
treatment of juvenile delinquency.

Judge Ross has been a member

of the House of Delegates, having
served from 1970 to 1978, when he
was appointed a judge of the Sev-
enth Judicial Circuit of Maryland.
President Carter appointed him
to the National Advisory Commit-
tee on Juvenile Justice and De-
linquency for a four year term in
June, 1980. He has also had sev-
eral years of part-time legal
teaching at the American Univer-
sity, Bowie State College, and the
Prince Georges Community Col-
lege, and in addition has served
on the Board of Trustees of the
Community College. In 1977 he re-
ceived the Distinguished Citizen—
ship Award given by the Gover-
nor of Maryland for work in the
area of Juvenile Justice, and
served for two years on the Gov-

ernor's Commission on Juvenile
Justice.

James S, Dedes began his work
with juveniles after graduation
from George Washington Univer-
sity in 1868, He began serving as
a probation officer in Montgomery
county ,a probation supervisor in
1972. He became County Supervi-
sor for the Prince Georges Juve-
nile Services Administration in
1974 and regional supervisor in
1979. Dedes will discuss probation
and counseling, while Judge Ross
will diseuss the juvenile courts.

Judge Ross and Dedes
will speak at 8:30 p.m, with a
question and answer period end-
ing at 10 pm.

Thermostat Information
To the Editor:

GHI members trying to decide
by March 15 whether to have floor
or wall thermostats can get some
help this weekend. Samples of the
heaters and the two types of ther-
mostat will be on display in the
GHI board room on Hamilton
Place from 10 to 4 on Saturday
and from 2 to 6 on Sunday. Mem-
bers of the board and Audit Com-
mittee will be on hand to answer
questions, Information will also
be available on the additional
monthly cost should members opt
for the wall thermostat. Also,
members may find out when their
row is scheduled for heat con-
version,

We have checked with Barry
Richards, vice-president of the
company that markets Chroma-
lox heaters in this area, regarding
possible fires resulting from their
heaters. He states that several
thousand have been installed in
Virginia, Maryland, and the Dis—
trict in the last four years. There
was one occasion when a house-
holder stuffed the electric cord to
a floor lamp into the baseboard
heater, presumably to get it out
of sight. The Annapolis Fire Mar-
shal ruled that the fire that re-
sulted was due to gross negligence
on the part of the householder,
not to any defect in the electrie
baseboard heater. Richards also
stated that the thermal protector
in the Chromalox heater will shut
electric current off almost instan-
taneously if the unit overheats
since it and the heating unit are
in one assembly,
