On BARC Resolution

Maryland Senators Leo Green,
Thomas Yeager, and Arthur Dor-
man have introduced Joint Reso-
lution No, 9 for the purpose of
urging the federal government
to prevent an ill-advised sale of
a 247-acre portion of the Belts-
ville Agricultural Research Cen-
ter (BARC), and to further re-
quest the halt of the steady re-
duction over the last 12 years of
open space and natural buffer
surrounding the installation in
the area of the Beltway and
Greenbelt.

A hearing before the state Sen-
ate Finance Committee on this
resolution is scheduled for Wed-
nesday, February 16, at 1 p.m. in
the James Senate Office Building,
Annapolis.

In our February 3, 1983, is-
sue, we reported on a propos-
al to city council by Richard
Cripe of Putens Associates,
Ine., for development of a com-
puterized erime information
system for the city, to be done
in cooperation with the Uni-
versity of Maryland.
