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City Sets Hearing on Capital Improvements
Wish List for Possible 1985 Bond Issue

Better and more ball fields
at Braden and Northway
Fields. Widening of Hanover
Parkway at Mandan Road.
More parkland. A salt stor-
age dome, Bike trails. New
or enlarged police station.
Enlarged office area for ad-
ministration. Renovation of
streets in old Lakeside. At-
tick (Lake) Park improve-
ments. Swimming pool im-
provements. Indoor pool.
New parks maintenance
building. Improved animal
compound, Renovation of
North End Center.

The ecity council will hold a
public hearing on Oct. 29 to con-
sider the above list of major capi-
tal needs which could more appro-
priately be financed through a
bond issue than in the city’s an-
nual budget. The hearing is de-
signed to give citizens a chance
to comment on particular items
on the list—which projects look
poned or scrapped, and whether
additional ideas the couneil and
staff ‘haven't thought of yet
should be added. The advantage
of a bond issue as a means of
financing major capital improve-
ments is that the tax burden is
spread over a mumber of years
and, therefore, over a number of
taxpayers.

Later this winter voters will
goet to turn thumbs up or down
on a more finely tuned, and coun-
cil hopes acceptable, bond issue
package at a referendum.

In the last capital improve-
ments bond issue which voters
approved in 1969, the city seld
$950,000 worth of bonds. Taxpay-
ers received double their money
in return as the city financed
well over $2,000,000 worth of
land and buildings and other
projects from the bond issue with
the help of added monies in
grants from federal and state
governments. The 1969 bond issue
monies have now run out.

Council has been seriously in-
terested in another bond issue
since June 1979 when it held an
all day work session to review
a staff wish list. But during the
intervening five years, the bond
market and other factors de-
clined to cooperate. Now this fall
the bond issue is again on the
front burner. The old 1979 list
of likely projects has been re-
viewed and updated. Some items
have been largely completed or
are now funded in other ways—
through community block grants,
for example — and have been
dropped from the kist. These in-
clude GHI neighborhood street
and sidewalk reconstruction, re-
surfacing of other ecity streets,
and limited city bus service.

Some ideas arée new: an en-
larged or new police station to
house an expanding force (and
at the same time take care of
the need for increased office space

in the

for administrative services).
Ideas range from using a portion
of the North End Center to con-
struction of a new building be-
tween the fire department and
St. Hugh's rectory.

North End Center

One of the larger projects is
renovation of the North End Cen-
ter., Here there are many ideas
to be looked at. The city would
like the now vacant school build-
ing open for some limited use as
quickly as possible, but a major
problem—a broken heating plant
—must be corrected first.

One means of cutting potential
renovation and later operating
costs appears to be razing the
original wing of the center. Ac-
cording to the city manager, the
older section has sustained the
most internal damage from water
leaks and would be the most in-
efficient to heat. At the same
time, however, it has the nicest
amenities. The recreation depart-
ment would like to see an exer-
cise/gymnastics wing added to
the Youth Center, but perhaps
appropriate space could be found

~ North End Center. An-
other possibility is construction
of an indoor pool with shower and
changing areas provided in the
existing building. Several groups
have expressed interest in rent.
ing one or more rooms, for ex-
ample, for child care.

“An unlimited amount of
‘money could be poured into the
building,” cautioned Mayor Gil
Weidenfeld at couneil’s most re-
cent work session on the bond
issue held in July. “There is a
limit to the money we can spend
here.”

Updated old ideas include im-
proving ballfields and extending
the planned perimater trail for

pedestrians and bicyclists, The
lake park trail is heavily used.
Braden field needs to be recon-—
structed to improve drainage and
new turf established. A field lay-
out study could alter existing lay-
out. Other items around Braden
field would be considered also—
improved pedestrian and separate
vehicular access, a new multi-
purpose court with rebound wall
for tennis and handball
Northway Ballfields

The Northway ball field is par-
tially developed. If more land
can be acquired from the county,
additional fields could be con-
structed for football, soccer, base-
ball and softball. Paving the road
and constructing a pedestrian
walkway, restroom, storage, pie-
nic shelter, announcer’s booth and
lights are also possibilities.

The additional land could also
provide a site for a parks-main-
tenance building, pessibly includ-
ing a salt dome, and a linking
section of the city’s planned peri-
meter trail. The city is currently
working on a hiker-biker trail
plan for the entire city. The sep-
arate paths include the perimeter
trail mentioned above, a bike path
from Greenbelt Center to Spring-
hill Lake, and the extension of
the Lakewood path to the peri-
meter trail.

Several improvements have
been suggested for the Attick
(Lake) Park, including improved
toilet facilities, a picnic shelter
providing for between 10 and 20
tables vo be placed under a roof
in inclement weather, a storage
area, an improved stage, and pos-
sibly a barbeque pit. Work also
needs to be done on the shoreline,
dam, stream channel, and spill-
way.
