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Yoter Registrations Climb to Highest Figure Ever

“An all time high” was how Supervisor of Elections
Administrator Robert J. Antonetti, Sr. described the final
tally of 304,664 registered voters in Prince Georges Coun-
ty. At least 65% of the current eligible population is now

registered, according to the Election Board.

Antonetti

predicts a voter turnout of 80% on Election Day, Tuesday,

November 6.

In the 1980 Presidential election, 77% of

the county’s eligibile voters cast ballots.

The last-minute surge in voter
registration — about 9,500 — oc-
curred between October 5 and
October 8 when the books closed.
‘“Phenomenal,” exclaimed Elec-
tion Board officials. Observers at-
tribute the extraordinary inter-
est to the recent presidential de-
bate between President Ronald
Reagan and former Vice-Presi-
dent Walter Mondale and the
face—off between Vice-Presiden-
tial candidate Viece President
George Bush and Congresswoman
Geraldine Ferraro.

With the close of the books in
the county, there were 210,703
Democrats, 62,934 Republicans,
30,868 Unaffiliated and 59 Liber-
tarians.

Board's aggressive voter-regis—
tration drive that earned Prince
Georges County the title of
“Number 1 County” in the State
for new registrants and voter
turnout in the May Primary. De-
termined to retain that title, the
Election Board continued to con-

[

duet voter registration drives in
supermarkets and shopping cen-
ters and worked closely with
various individuals, groups and
organizations to attract new vot-
ers. Five hundred volunteers were
trained to assist in the effort.
Voter registration applications
were also made available to all
public schools and libraries.

Antonetti credits the 24 hour
hotline that permits residents to
call for mail-in registration forms
as the most effective method of
registration. Between the time
the books were open after the
May primary and October 8, 25,-
364 new voters were registered
through the hotline. Also the
registration effort in 21 Giant
Food locations netted 7,490 regis-
trations in a five-day effort dur-

Antonetti observed also that
there was greater participation
by the media, individual busi-
nesses and public officials. In
Greenbelt, for example, state,
local and county officials targeted
certain areas of the eity for door-
to—door canvassing,

What You Wanted to Know
... and a Good Deal More

Traditionally, Democrats in
Greenbelt have enjoyed a three
to one majority over Republicans.
However, since the 1980 Presiden—
tial Election there has been some
erosion of the Democrats’ lead.
When the registration books
closed on October 8, Democrats
chalked up 61.5% of the city's

10,977 registered voters while
Republicans collected 24% and
the Unaffiliated 145% (see
chart).

However, in the county Demo-
crats held over a three to one
edge, reaping 69% of the 304,
564 eligible voters. The Repub-
licans garnered 21% and the Un-
zffiliated, 10%. Fifty-nine per—
sons registered as Libertarians,
four of them Greenbelters. Fifth
Congressional District statistics
were almost identical to the
county’s, with Democrats holding
68% of the 167,534 registrants,

listed, 10%. Fifty-nine Libertar—

ians are also on the rolls.

Although Demoerats in the
core of the city—Old Greenbelt—
have a comfortable 64.5% ma-
jority, this is a 3.5% drop since
1980 (see chart). There was a
5% loss for Democrats in the
Center School area, Precinet 3,
and a 2% decrease in the St.
Hugh'’s School area, Precinct 6.
Benefiting by the loss were the
Republicans, who picked up 4%
in Precinct 3 and 1% in Pre-
cinet 6. The Unaffiliated in-
creased by 1% in both precincts.

Greenbelt’s political pundits
speculate that younger voters ac-
counted for the shift in affilia—
tions, particularly in the Center
area where young singles and
yvoung families are attracted to
the University Square and other
apartments, Charlestowne Vil-
lage condominiums and Charles-
towne Village North high-rise.

Similarly Lhe younger voter
appears to be a major factor
diminishing the Democratic
strength in the newer sections
of Greenbelt — the Springhill
Lake School area, Precinet 8, and
Eleanor Roosevelt High School
area, Precinct 13. The statistics
in both precincts were identical
59% Democrats, 25 Republi-
cuns and 16% Unaffiliated.

In Precinet 8, where the
Springhill Lake Apartments are
located, the Democrats sustained
a loss of 4% while the Republi-
cans added 4% to their rolls. Re-
publicans in Precinct 13 collected
the 2% lost by Democrats. Vot-
ing in the Roosevelt High School
area are Greenbelt residents from
Greenbriar, Glen Oaks, Windsor
Green and Glen Ora develop-—
ments, as well as some residents
living just outside the city's bor—
ders in the Goddard Space Vil-
lage, Brae Brook Apartments and
the Hunting Ridee and Chelsea
See STATISTICS, page 4, col.

Krob Dismissal
Is Reconfirmed

Former police lieutenant John
C. Krob has been given a final
dismissal notice from the Green-
belt Police Department almost
two years after he pled guilty to
a charge of misconduct in office
and more than 18 months after
a police review board ordered
his dismissal. In a letter of Oc-—
tober 3, Greenbelt Police Chief
Frank Hutson gave Krob final
notice that the original dismissal
of March 29, 1983, was being
reaffirmed. Hutson based the dis-
missal on a recommendation of
the police review board which,
pursuant to an order by the Cir-
cuit Court, was reconvened in
September to reconsider the
board’s previous dismissal order.

In March 1983, the board found
Krob guilty of 13 charges of
violating Greenbelt city rules,
regulations and policies. The
board found that Krob brought
the Greenbelt Police Department
into disrepute when, on two oc-
casions, he sold weapons which
he had removed from the depart-
ment and represented as his own.
He was also found guilty of
making untruthful statements,
falsifying, removing and tamper-
ing with property and evidence
and failing to observe the law.

Krob appealed the, board's
findings and in July the Prince
Georges Circuit Court remanded
the question of appropriate pun-
ishment to the review board for
reconsideration. Aeccording to a
letter from Hyattsville Police
Chief Robert T. Perry, chairman
of the police review board, this
reconsideration resulted in a
unanimous recommendation to
Hutson that Krob be dismissed.

New GHI Budget Set at $4,905,455

The Board of Directors of
Greenbelt Homes, Inc. met
on Oct. 11 in a session de-
voted largely to presentation
of the 1985 GHI budget by
General Manager Ron Colton
and Comptroller Don Me-
Ginn. The Proposed 1985
budget totals $4,905,455, pro-
jecting an overall increase in
operating charges of only
1.82% ; Colton pointed out,
however, that individual
member charges will vary
significantly depending on
the type of unit and the
amount of rehibilitation
work completed.

The budget & designed to span
one year with no mid-year
change., McGinn anticipates issu-
ing rehab charges beginning Deec.
3, which will reflect recent ma-
sonry work, the topographic sur-
vey and stock reduction from the
National Consumer Cooperative
Bank.

In the budget, staff anticipates
using about $125,000 of the re-
cently received 1983 NCCB pa-
tronage dividend to hold down
charges to members. The rest of
the 1983 dividend and any 1984
dividend will be retained in the
stabilization fund for the antici-

pated change in the interest rate
in 1986.

Colton listed several planned
new programs: computerization
of GHI records, creation of a
nursery and home garden center
and the recording of drawing
specifications and plans on micro-
fiche. New undertakings by the
Contract Processing/Technical
Services department would in-

processing

Share Loan Service Corporation
and other lenders, the five-year
swale drainage program coordi-
nation and a long-range preven-
tive maintenance program de-
signed to preserve the pains made
under rehab, The Fiscal Services
Department would begin develop-
ment of a multi-year replacement
for capital equipment other than
motor vehicles. New programs
proposed for the Maintenance De-
partment include tree and shrub
replacement, provision of wvapor
barrier paint on request, the first

year's work of the 5-year swale
and drainage program, a limited
program of asbestos removal in
occupied areas and downspout re-
pair and replacement on shingle
homes. Programs begun last year
which will be continued include
motor vehicle replacement, in-
stallation of court name and num-
ber signs, slate roof repair and
rental garage roof replacement.

The budget calls for a sizable
increase in the reserves of the
larger townhouses. Colton esti-
mated that charges to members
in these units might have to in-
crease by $55 per month to
launch a pay-as-you-go program
to correct problems. Director
Janet Cantwell brought up the
possibility that these members
might prefer to launch a “mini—
rehab” program. Members in the
larger townhouse units will be
invited to discuss these matters.

The budget will provide one
additional maintenance laborer,
1esulting in a total staff size of
37. It also calls for a 5% across—
the-board salarv increase for all
staff, which Colton called “con-
sistent with the cost of living
index” and a recognition of the
productivity gains made in the
nast year.

Anticipating that some of
GHI's interest income will have
to go for federal income tax, a

new category has been created
for income tax reserves.

MeGinn emphasized that some
of these items will not result in
charges to members. The nursery
and garden center, for example,
would be self-supporting. In re-
sponse to a question from Diree—
tor Wayne Williams, McGinn af-
firmed that all costs related to
SLSC loan processing are being
recorded separately so that ex-
penses and income can be com-
pared.

After a members’ meeting on
the budget on Oct. 23, the second
presentation to the board will be
made on Oet. 25. Adoption of
the final budget is expected in
early November.

Other Business

Other business which came be-
fore the board included the drafts
of three parts of the Rules and
Regulations dealing with Mem-
ber Complaints Procedure, Occu-
pancy Criteria and Provision of
Information to Members. These
will be dealt with on a future
agenda.

The board authorized an ex-
penditure of up to $760 to re-
place dead crabapple trees with
dogwood trees on Hamilton Place
and in the 36 Court of Ridge Rd.
The dogwoods will be obtained
from the State. President Mar-
garet Hogensen exhibited the Ur-

ban Forester of the Year plaque
recently awarded to GHI by
Prince Georges County. Mainte—
nance Superintendent Joe Whe-
lan, who had accepted the award
for GHI, reported that a large
dogwood tree from the county,
to be planted near the GHI Ad-
ministration Building, was also
part of that award.

General Manager Colton re-
ported on progress in planning
for the GHI rehab close-out party
scheduled for Saturday, Oet. 27.
The event, which also celebrates
National Co-op Month is being
jeintly sponsored by GHI, Green—
belt Cooperative, Inc., and the
Maryland Cooperative Law Coa-
lition. The board passed a mo—
tion authorizing an expenditure

of up to $1000 for this event.
Sponsoring organizations will

share the costs equally. The re—
hab close-out party is by invi-
tation only.

The board decided to shift its
last regular meeting in November
to Tuesday, Nov. 20 because of
the Thanksgiving holiday.

LANDS OF HUNTING RIDGE CONDOMINIUM; HAROLD S.
TIDLER, ET AL; THE MARYLAND-NATIONAL CAPITAL
PARK & PLANNING COMMISSION; TRINITY ASSEMBLY OF
GOD, INC.; TRINITY CHURCH OF GOD, INC.; MICHAEL 8.
STEINER; JAMES H. SHIMMEL; MAGNOLIA FARMS PRO-
PERTY PARTNERSHIP; HUNTING RIDGE LIMITED PAKT.
NERSHIP; GOOD LUCK PARTNERSHIP; JOHN BEDNARIK;
OVERLOOK FARMS LIMITED PARTNERSHIP #1; CAMERON

FORTH IN THE RESOLUTION; AND FURTHER PROVIDING
FOR THE SPECIAL TREATMENT OF PROPERTY IN THE
AREA TO BE ANNEXED AS TO RATES OF MUNICIPAL
TAXATION BY DEFERRING THE TIME PROPERTY SHALL
FIRST BECOME TAXABLE UNTIL THE FISCAL YEAR BE-
GINNING JULY 1, 1985 OR UNTIL SIX MONTHS AFTER AN-
NEXATION, WHICHEVER LAST OCCURS.

of Article 23A of the Annotated Code of Maryland (1957 Edition
