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Storer Cable Opens New Headquarters

Several hundred county
residents and governmental
officials on October 3 attend-
ed the official dedication of
the new Storer Cable head-
quarters on Annapolis Road
in Lanham. The occasion
was marked by ribbon cut-
ting ceremonies, tours of the
$1.56 million facility and a
press conference. Guests
also enjoyed a bountiful buf-
fet.

The two-story, 20,000 square-
foot beige brick building houses
Storer’s administrative, sales and
technical staff, a local origination
studio and headend satellite re—
ceiver. Outside the building, the
huge dish provided a backdrop
for official picture-taking, and a
fleet of 40 Storer trucks lined
the street.

D. Wayne Rankin, Storer’s sys—

tem manager, said, “. . . This
facility will help to provide our
Prince Georges County subserib-
ers with the best, most techmi-
cally advanced cable services
available.”
___When the system is complete at
the end of year, -
ble Communications of Maryland,
Ine., will serve 19 municipalities
and that portion of the county in
the northern franchise area. A
915-mile, dual cable Home Sub-
seriber Network, the system now
covers 800 miles and has a ca-
pacity of 108 video channels that
are transmitted from the headend
to subseribers. Eight channels
are also available from subsecrib-
er locations, such as municipal
buildings, senior citizen homes,
and Storer studios, to the head-
end,

Storer’s cable system includes
a separate, two—way 100-mile In-
stitutional Communications Net-
work which serves and intercon-
nects schools, libraries, Federal,
State and local government of—
fices and commercial users. This
retwork has wvideo, audio and
duta—carrying capabilities in both
directions and insures ‘privacy.

Company Reorganization Underway

Major issues covered at the Oct. 3 press conference at
the opening of the new Storer headquarters were the status
of Storer’s sale, concern about the recent raise in subscriber
rates, and the benefits that Storer provides to subscribers,

and governmental bodies.

In November 1983, former
County Executive Winfield Kelly,
Jr., vice president of Storer Com-
munications of Prince Georges
County and Storer Cable Com-
munications of Maryland, an-
nounced that he and a group of
local investors would make a
public offering of a limited part-
nership to purchase franchises
held by Storer in northern Prince
Georges County, Fort Belvoir and
Leesburg, Va.

The sale is expected to be
wrapped up by the end of the
year with Prime Cable, Ltd., as
the principal general partner and
operating company. Kelly, also
a general partner, will be man—
ager of the new company.

“We have applied formally with
Greenbelt and other governmen-
tal bodies to review the transfer
to the new operating company,”
Kelly said. Approvals must be

1zed.

According to D. Wayne Ran-
kin, Storer's system manager,
“ . . Storer, when it leaves
Prince Georges County, will . . .
as previously announced, trans—
fer to another company all assets
at their actual costs, without
profit. Storer will not be reim-
bursed for operating losses in-
curred.”

Storer officials previously ex-
plained that a siepificant drop
in earnings had hurt the com-
pany in its total operation. Ca-
ble companies have a big capi-
tal investment initially and it
tekes years, they said, to show
substantial profit. Experts in the
field observe that cable compa-
nies in their eagerness to get

Rankin pointed out that “Storer
has not returned to franchising
authorities as have other opera-
tors throughout the country, stat-
ing they did not intend to con-
struct systems as promised. . . ..
Storer forged ahead . . . without
crying for relief from the bur-
den it chose. .. .”

Rate Raise

Kelly reiterated the reasons for
the recent rate increases — in—
creased operating and program-
ming costs and bringing rates
in line with those in other area
jurisdictions. A comparison chart
of rates and channels shows that
Storer’s monthly fees for ecom-
parable Basic/Satellite service
and the Premium service are the
lowest in the Washington Metro—

GHI BOARD ADOPTS BUDGET,PLANS
EXPERIMENTS ON ATTIC VENTS

The board of directors of Greenbelt- Homes. Inc., gave
final approval to the 1985 GHI operating budget at its regu-
lar meeting on Nov. 8. ‘The final budget figure, revised
downward slightly from the original proposal, came in at
$4,886.255. The decrease was due to a cut in money for
boiler room renovation, an expense expected to be largely

postponed until 1986.
mously by the board.

The board received an update
cn moisture problems and ap-
proved a low-cost experiment to
be conducted in some block
homes. According to General
Manager Ron Colton’s report, the
slate roofs originally were built
with a vent at the peak under
overlapping slate which prevented
rain from entering. During the
1650's and 1960’s, as Maintenance
Superintendent Joe Whelan said,
“99 and 44/100%" of these vents
were caulked or tarred shut. With
the cooperation of the member at
13-F Ridge Rd., the vent is be-
ing unblocked and the moisture
will be monitored to see if it
decreases, The other experiment
involves installation of a cheap
“pagoda” devise, which is de-
signed to allow moisture to es-
cape from under the membrane
roofs of the block homes. The
devise will not be seen from the
street.

In other actions, the board au-
thorized an up-to-$28,000 expen-
diture in 1985 to implement the
second year of the motor vehicle
replacement plan. For thiz sum
or less and the trade-in of a
car and two trucks (one in sal-
vage condition), management ex-
pects to obtain two vans and a
4x4 with snowplow.

The board received a mainte-
nance report on the free-standing
homes on Woodland Way. Items
needing replacing or maintenance
(mostly trim and gutters) were
listed. Colton also reported on
plans for repair of the larger
townhouses. He said that prog-
ress was being made in getting

individual water metering for
those homes. A considerable sav-
ing could be made if the Wash-
ington Suburban Sanitary Com-
mission does not need to install
an outside water cut-off walve.
Colton said that WSSC will agree
te forgo this installation if GHI
will guarantee that the water bills
will be paid,

The board also granted per-
mission for a privacy fence at
24-J Ridge Rd. which is longer
than the 16-foot standard. The
board worked out a compromise
between this member (who had,
ir. faet, already installed the
fence) and a neighbor who had
some objections to it. An amica-
ble compromise was worked out.
However, President Margaret
Hogensen emphasized that it is

politan area.

Kelly pointed out, “We have
to compete with Marquee and
cther apartment systems and
VCR's. We can’t price ourselves
above them.”

The rate raise ignored fran-
chise agreements that gave muni-
cipalities and the county the right
to approve such increases. How-
ever, the action was not consid-
ered a violation because recent
decisions by the United States
Supreme Court and rulings by
the Federal Communications
Commission invalidated portions
of the franchise agreements It
was ruled that the competitive
marketplace, rather than local
government, would determine the
proper level of subscription rates
and program lineup offered by
the cable operator.

The only channels now sub-
iect to local rate reculations are
those in the free Basic service
tier (formerly Universal). How-
ever, the recent passage by Con—
gress of the compromise Cable
Television bill provides that aft-
er a two-year period cities and
counties will no lonzer be able
to regulate the fee for basic ser-
vices. The bill apparently will not
affect the franchise provision
that cities can collect up to 5%
of the eable operator’s gross reve-
nue.

Benefits

Kelly and Rankin opined that,
while the rate increase received
much coverage by the press, the
benefits provided by Storer have
been overlooked.

Rankin noted, “Storer has pro-
vided cameras, equipment for
citizen use, and personnel to as-
sist in developing programming
and roblecasting of municipal
meetings and announcements.”
“Full color studios have been in
operation in Hyattsville and Col-
lege Park for several years for

Kelly said that thousands
(over 4,000) of persons have been
trained free by Storer to use
the equipment. Another benefit
mentioned was the assistance
given to municipalities in seeking
FCC approval to charge Storer
5% instead of 3% of the sys-
tem's gross revenues.

work can be interconnected with
the Subseriber Network, enabling
programming that originates on
the Institutional Network to
reach home subseribers. In Green-
belt, the network has not yet
been activated.

Storer officials point to the use
of addressable converters — the
box that sits on television sets—
as an “outstanding"” feature of
the system. These converters
“provide subscribers with an in-
dividual electronic address and
allow for immediate installation
of premium services and movie
channels by simply entering in-
formation on a keyboard at the
(Lanham) headend.” These con-
verters can also “assemble au-
diences, if desired, home-by—home
and person-by-person, for pro-

gramming.” An example of a
privacy application would be
medical programming, which

could be disseminated only to doe—
tors.

According to Rankin, there are
29,000 satellite subseribers and
56.000 premium channel subserib-
ers (HBO, Showtime, ete.). Stor—
er's public access studios are lo-
cated in Bowie, Hvattsville and
Colleece Park. A mobile unit and
six electronic field production
units are also available for public
use.

The cost of the Storer system
in Prince Georges County is $45
million. The company has 85 em-
ployees.

" Greet the holiday season by
going to see the delightful farce
at the Greenbelt Cultural Arts
Center, November 23, 24, 30, or
December 1. Peter Shaffer's
“Black Comedy” is filled with
outlandish characters who prance
and erawl and bump around the

stage, and otherwise behave in
a4 manner that will keep you
laughing,

The play centers around an

avant garde sculptor, Brindsley
Miller, whose name should tell
yvou something about his charac-
ter. Miller, humorously played by
John Harty, wants to show his
works to a rich collector. Trying
to impress the collector, Harty
and his fiance Carol, played by
Beth Quinn, steal their neigh-
bor's furniture so that Harty will
not appear impoverished before
the collector and Carol’s father,
Colonel Melkett. Melkett, played
by Vince Carrol, is also about to
visit, Just before the two arrive,
the lights go out and the fun
begins.

Stealing the show are Mike
Katz as the gay friend, Harold
Gorringe, whose furniture is
stolen, and Judith Holland as the
neighbor, Miss Furnival. Gorringe
is full of not so subtle innuendos
en his relationship with Harty,
and with arching eyebrows, mis—
chievous, high-pitched wvoice, and
constantly moving hands, he car-
ries out his comic role to per-
fection. Miss Murnival's tipsy,
spinsterish behavior compounds
the already bizarre turn of events.

With the lights out, and prac-
tically a full cast of characters
on stage, Harty moves the fur-
niture out of the apartment. The
result is a horrendous ordeal for
Harty, but great fun for the
audience,

The cast is ably rounded out
when Harty’s former girlfriend
arrives on the scene. Clea ‘is
skillfully played by Donalee Hill,
whose vampish good looks are a
welcome addition to the ‘cast. Bob
Vandenberg plays Schuppanzigh,
the man who comes to fix the
lights and is mistaken for the
collector, Georg Bamberger, play-
ed by Jonathan Goldstein. Schup-
panzigh's brief moments on the
stage are wonderfully funny.

The play is directed by Frieda
Schwartz, who moves furniture
and people about the stage with
admirable skill. The set enhances
the :small stage and serves both

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City Buys Buses
For Services Here

by Michelle Meyers

Greenbelt has just purchased
two buses to be used for an inner
city bus service. The starting date
is yet to be determined.

The service has been budgeted
by the city for one full year. A
resolution setting rates was con—
sidered by the Greenbelt City
Counecil on November 19,

The buses will run on an ex-
perimental Dial-A-Ride basis two
days per week to determine the
demand for the system and if
there is potential ridership for
establishing a fixed route system.

After the test period ends, reg-
ular bus service may be increased
to more than two days per week,
depending upon its popularity. No
staff has been hired yet. but
funds have been set aside for
paying bus drivers and a part-
time manager.

According to the City Council’s
resolution, Dial-A—Ride charges
will be as follows: free of charge
for ages below six; 50c between
6 and 18 and over 69; and $1.00
between 19 and 60. Charges for
regular bus routes will be as
follows: free of charge below age
six; 25¢ for ages 6 to 18 and
over age 60; and 50c for ages
19-60.

At a meeting on November 14
of Citizens for Greenbelt, a city
council member said that the
buses can be considered commun-
ity property and may be used
for special purposes. Cost for this
use must be negotiated with the
city manager.

Questions were raised at the
meeting about bus serviee to and
from church on Sundays and
about a shopping center route.

At its regular meeting, held on November 5, 1984, the City Coun-
u of Greenbelt, Maryland, adoptea Unarter Amenument Resolu-
.on Number 1984-3 (Resolution No. 580), and the following title
f the Resolution is a fair summary of the amendment:

‘ESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT ADOPTED
PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY OF ARTICLE 11E OF THE
JONSTITUTION OF MARYLAND AND SECTION 13 OF AR-
[ICLE 23A OF THE ANNOTATED CODE OF MARYLAND
1957 EDITION AS AMENDED), TITLE “CORPORATION-MU-
VICIPAL”, SUBTITLE “HOME RULE”, TO AMEND THE
CHARTER OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT, FOUND, IN
WHOLE OR IN PART, IN THE COMPILATION OF MUNICI-
2AL CHARTERS OF MARYLAND (1983 EDITION AS A-
MENDED) AS PREPARED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF LE-
GISLATIVE REFERENCE PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 77 OF
THE ACTS OF THE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND
OF 1983, BY REPEALING AND REENACTING WITH AMEND-
MENTS SECTION 36, TITLE “SAME-POWERS”, TO PROVIDE
THAT THE THIRD PARAGRAPH SHALL BE TITLED (c¢) AP-
POINTMENTS BASED ON QUALIFICATIONS; DISCRIMIN-
INATION PROHIBITED., AND TO BROADEN THE PROVI-
SIONS OF THIS SECTION.
