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Plans for Smith-Ewing and Tidier 
Tracts Studied by APB; Hearings Set

Latest plans for the 21.8 

acre Smith-Ewing and 83.4 
acre Tidier tracts were un­
veiled at a meeting of the 
city's Advisory Planning 
Board (APB) on December 
5. In the design plans for 
Smith-Ewing are mid-rise 
and low-rise office buildings 
and a residential suite hotel. 
Proposed for the recently 
annexed Tidier tract are de­
tached single family homes, 
townhouses and low-rise of­
fice buildings. On January 
3 city council members and 
developers will meet in a 
work session to discuss the 
latest plans and APB's re­
commendations. 

Located in Greenbelt at the 
southeastern quadrant of Green­
belt Road and Hanover Parkway, 
the Smith-Ewing and Tidier 
properties are scheduled for re­
zoning hearings before the coun­
ty's Zoning Hearing Examiner on

County Council, sitting as the 
District Council, will make the 
final decision, but must have a 
supermajority-six of nine coun­
cil members-to override the 
recommendation of th@ Gr@@nb@I,t 
City -Council. 

Since early 1984 when the 
Tidier and Smith-Ewing rezoning 
applications were filed, the de­
velopers have met several times 
with APB and representatives of 
the Greenbriar, Windsor Green/ 
Glen Ora and the recently an­
nexed Hunting Rid~e Homeown­
ers Associations. They also con­
ferred with the city council. Fol­
lowing these sessions the develop­
ers revised their proposals, 
fl n•ending the rezol'ling applica­
tions in an effort to please city 
officials and residents living near 
the proposed developments. 

AP.B is expected to recommend 
approval of ,the lates,t Tidier and 
Smith-Ewing proposals, swbject 
to covenants dealing with build­
ing height and density limita_: 
tions, 1buffers, land use, traffic 
and road improvements. The APB 
report will be presented officially 
to -the city council at its regular 
meeting on January 7. 

A major concern of city coun­
cil members has been proposals 
for commercial zoning on the 
'eastern side of Hanover Parkway. 
Council has taken a dim view of 
this approach, preferring to con­
tain commercial to the west of 
Hanover and encouraging resi­
dentiaL on the eastern side, in­
cluding much needed detached 
family homes. 

Proba'bly the most serious 
problem council will be address­
ing, both in the short- and long• 
term futUTe, is the exacerbation 
of traffic problems alon~ Green­
belt Road as new developments 
a.re constructed. Although road 
improvements are planned, there 
is no guarantee that they will be 

completed before new projects 
are ready for occupancy. Previous 
city councils have generally held 
that development should not oc­
cur before adequate public fa­
cilities - in particular roads -
were in place. They have argued 
that the adequacy of roads, sew­
er and water should be considered 
at the time of rezoning and not 
later as is now the case, at the 
subdivision stage. 

Smith-Ewing 
The wooded Smith-Ewing prop­

enty, which' occupies the south­
eastern corner of the intersection 
of Greenbelt Road and Hanover 
Parkway, is presently zoned 
R-10. This category would permit 
construction of 1,039 apartment 
units in high-rise, high-density 
.buildings, 48 units per acre. A 
task force of the Transportation 
Division of the Maryland Na­
tional Capital Park and Planning 
Commission in late 1983 warned 
that the traffic generated by R-10 
development "could not be ac­
commodated on the projected 
highway network even with im­
Pl'OVeftlewts." At t'he time the 
task force recommended down­
zoning, possilby to R-T, which 
would permit construction of 
about only 183 townhouses on the 
property. 

Later, in a counter-move, prop­
erty owners Frank M. Ewing of 
Gaithersburg and A. H. Smith of 
A. H. Smith Sand and Gravel of 
~ranchvi!le, argued for a change 
m the other direction. C-0 
(Commercial Office) would, they 
claimed, be "compatible" with 
changes in the immediate neigh­
borhood, such as the Greenway 
Center, the Holiday Inn, the two 
Maryland Trade Center hil!'h-rise 
cffice buildings south of Green­
way Center, and the condominium 
professional offices comtructed 
alonl!' Hanover Parkway on the 
west side. 

The developer's amended re­
zoning petition now requests a 
change from R-10 high-density 
apartment zoning to C-0 for 
16.83 acres and CSC ( Commer­
cial shopping center- for five 
acres. Proposals include a five­
story and a three-story office 
·building at the northern end of 
the proper.ty, a 144-unit residen­
tial hotel on the five acres in the 
middle of the tract, and low-rise 
commercial office at the southern 
end. 

Tidier (Greenbrook) 
The '83.4 acre Tidier tract is 

zoned R-R (rural residential, 
single family, 1.85' uni.ts per 
acre). The irregular shaped -prop-. 
erty is south of the Smith-Ewing 
tract and adjacent to the Glen 

.Ora and Windsor Green condom­
inium apartments. The contract 
purchaser of the property is Mi­
chael T. Rose Associates, Inc. 

Rose's first proposal, in early 
1984, had called for 667 town­
house units, as contrasted with 
a maximum of 823 units of mixed 

type (townhouse, freeastanding 
homes and apartments) that the 
1970 Master Plan had recom­
mended. (The Master Plan is 
currently under review.) A second 
proposal called for 592 town­
houses, then later showed 46 
single-family homes, 398 town­
houses and 12,000 square feet of 
townhouse office space for pro­
fessional tenants. When this plan 
was criticized by APB and resi­
dents of Windsor Green and Glen 
Ora, Rose tried again with 109 
sing,le-fa,mily homes, 324 con­
dominium apartment units and 
20.5 acres zoned commercial. 

The latest version shows: 109 
detached single family homes in 
the R-55 zoning ca.tegory located 
rnuth of Windsor Green; 34 acres 
--232 units-of R-T townhouse 
zoning, the majority situated 
~outh of Glen Ora with a stril) 
also along Hanover Parkway 
across from the Hunting Ridge 
complex; and 9.6 acr.es zoned C-0 
ICommereiat Office) for 176,0CO 
squa•re feet of low-rise office 
space immediately ~outh of the 
Rmith-Ewmg Jlnoperiy and east 
of Hanover Parkway. The pro­
posed development will be called 
Green brook. 

Rose previously explained that 
in substituting additional single 
family residences, he was re­
sponding to council and APB for 
more free-standing homes. But 
in order to make the development 
"<'OT>omic~lly viable, he said, he 
had been forced to add the com­
nercial properties along the Han­
over Parkway sect.ion of the 
tract. These, he claimed, would 
be in harmony with commercial 
developmen,t along the western 
fide of Hanover Parkway.
