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County E:xec. Asked for Commitments 
In Writing on Nine Benefits for City

At its regular meeting on 

October 15, Greenbelt city 
council unanimously agreed 
to send a letter requesting 
that County Executive Par­
ris Glendening give the city 
written commitments on 
nine points related to ameni­
ties and benefits promised to 
Greenbelt. 

The motion passed by council 
specified that the city would take 
no further action on the Mary­
land Trade Center III office build­
ing, the addition to the Holiday 
Inn or the question of county 
revenue bonds for the Sunrise 
Apartments until such a memo­
randum is received. 

The motion specified that the 
written statement from the coun­
ty executive would be expected 
to include the following commit­
ments: 

1. That the coun ty will do 
everything possible to meet time 
_.....,..,..,,,... for oad ·rnpr · men 
set up in a letter sent to the 
city on May 28. 1985. 

2. T1hat the county will pro­
vide TIF funds for the Greenbelt 

, Road bridge over the Baltirnore­
W ashington Parkway if federal 
funds are delayed. 

3. That progress reports will 
be provided every three months. 

4. That no revenue bonds, fi­
nancial or special benefits or fast 
track promotions will be given 
to developers in the East Green­
belt area without first obtaining 

· the approval of the city council. 

5. That the entire 72- acre 
former Board of Education prop­
erty adjoining Parcels 1 and 2 
at the end of Northway be trans­
ferred to the city. 

6. That $1C0,000 of open 
space funds be added to the city's 
normal allocation over not more 
than a three-year period for park 
development in East Greenbelt. 

7. That the elementary school 
site on Hanover Parkway in

Mayor Gil Weidenfeld also an­
nounced that the city has re­
ceived from Glendening a reply 
co an earlier city letter requesting 
clarification on his authority re­
lating to the above points, but 
that the council had not yet had 
time to study the reply. 

Weidenfeld said that the city 
should now get the actual com­
mitments in writing. The county 
would be taking a position on 
the revenue bonds next month, 
he said, and the city should. make 
its position clear.

Savings and Loan Purchase 
By Chase Manhattan Ok'd 

The Maryland General Assem­
bly passed legislation early Tues­
day morning, permitting Chase 
Manhattan to purchase Merritt, 
Friendship and Chesapeake Sav­
ing.s and Loans. "The passage 
by a single vote in the State Sen­
at e of the bailout package should 
not be overstressed," said Del. 
Gerard F. Devlin (D- 23rd). "All 
oi us, citizens and elected offi­
cials, must work together to keep 
the pressure on." 

The General Assembly met in 
an unprecendented special ses­
sion, often meeting until the wee 
hours, as House and Senate lead­
ers attempted to break the log 
jam which had prevented passage 
until 4 A,M. Tuesday, of the leg­
islation permitting the giant 
New York-based Chase to come 
into Maryland. 

In reference to the separate 
problem of the deposits frozen at 
Community Savings and Loan, 
Devlin said the legislative ap­
proV'al of so called hardship ro­
cedures permitting certain depo­
sitors to withdraw funds is sig­
nificant; "All depositors have a 
right to these funds which they 
placed and kept in Community 
relying on the word of the State 
oi Maryland. I will not rest 
until everyone gets his or her 
money." 

"This issue has been dragging 
along for a number of months 
now and I think it's important to 
finalize it," he said. 

When asked whether such a 
letter from the county executive 
would be legally binding on the 

, county, Weidenfeld said that the 
city would have to deal with the 
county executive in good faith 
and that his veracity and record 
with municipalities has been 
good. He added that the county 
executive's dealings with the city 
have been above-board, marred 
only by the fact that the city 
was not advised in advance about 
the Sunrise project. 

(A reply to the city's request 
for commitments on the nine 
voin ts was received just prior 
to the council's next regular 
meeting on October 21. The coun­
cil agreed a t that t ime to defer 
a fi nal decision to the regular 
November 4 meeting to give 
council members time to study

Although the complex has been 
undergoing a slow modernization 
process during its 22- year his­
tory, "We wanted to give just 
a littie extra effort now," said 
Lew Beall, senior propery mana­
ger for Lerner Corporation. "Any 
complex has to start looking to 
the future and that's what we're 
doing," he said. 

In addition to improvements to 
the Springhill Lake apartments 
and grounds, Springhill Lake of­
ficials hope to reach a new level 
of cooperation between the public 
and private sector. 

A reception was held on Octer­
ber 24 at the Springhill Lake 
Fountain Lodge to announce the 
modernization program, as well 
as community programs to be 
sponsored by Springhill Lake 
during the next year. 

Springhill Lake Apartment 
Community is one of the la rgest 
apartment communities on the 
East coast. It houses almost 
9,000 residents. 

New Plans for Greenbelt Metro 
To Be Subject of Nov. 6 Hearing

The wedding of Greenbelt to the national capital Metro 

system is currently projected for ·1992; but on Wednesday, 
Nov. 6, at 7 :30 p.m., the public is invited to the Eleanor· 
Roosevelt High School cafeteria for a hearing on the pre­
nuptial agreement. 

Termed a "corrective additional hearing" by Maryland 
government relations officer Gerald Gough, the hearing will 
cover three proposed changes to the original Greenbelt 
station plans. 

The Washington Metropolitan 
A r e a T r a n s i t Authority, 
WMA'IA-, proposes: to build the 
Greenbelt station just south of 
the Beltway adjacent to the B&O 
railroad tracks, which the metro 
line will follow; to construct 
ramps for east- bound Beltway 
traffic to enter the station and 
exit west-<bound; and to create 
a Jake-oriented park for the resi­
dents of Berwyn Heights and 
College Park. Access to Metro 
from the east would be via 
Kenilworth Ave., Greenbelt Rd., 
and Cherrywood Lane. 

The Greenbel,t route has been 
the subject of more than half-a­
dozen studies by WMATA and 
ethers since the metro system 
was first a d o p t e d in 1968. 
The proposed changes reflect 

WMATA's belief that the orig,­
inal plan to locate the station 
in Berwyn Heights would have 
"adverse traffic effects associated 
wi,th the station's location OQ 

Bevwyn Road and reduced rider­
ship due to poor station accessi­
bility and inadequate parking 
capacity." These views were de­
veloped in WMATA's Compara­
tive Alignment Study, Greenbelt 
E Route, September 1985. 

The new plan would increase 
parking from 1.000 ,to 3,0C0 
spac~, while increasing accessi­
bility by using the Beltway as a 
conduit for ridership traffic, ac­
cording to WMATA. 

The park - and lake, which

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New Plans for Greenbelt Metro

belt's Buddy Attick Park, replete 
with amphitheater, fi sh-stocking, 
and boating concession, would be 
a fortuitous and fortunate wed­
dmg present. 

Greenbelt Metro construction 
necessitates acquisition of park 
land, which must be replaced in 
kind. At the same time, con­
struction requires a fl ood control 
faciljty and thousands u p on 
thousands of yards of fill dirt. 
WMATA's answer is Lake Metro. 
The 38-acre lake will provide 
flood control, the excavated eart h 
will provide fill dir.t , and the 
money saved on purchasing fill 
dirt will provide r evenue for park 
beaut ification. 

The park would be owned and 
operated by the" Maryland-Na­
tional Capital Park and Planning 
Commission. Lake Metro would 
be nestled between the Metro line 
and Indian Creek north of the 
College Park airpor.t. 

The new configuration would 
also move the service inspection 
and repair yard, a major facility 
to store and care for hundreds 
of metro cars, from south of the 
Beltway to its north. 

Al Roohr, senior transit plan­
ner for WMA'i.'A, said the new 
plan " looks good to me now. I 
think it's a great idea. I think 
it's great for the communit y. 
Most of our readings have been 
favorable. The College Park 
council has passed a resolut ion 
favoring us." 

Maryland government relations 
officer Gough agrees. "Maybe ten 
years ago, everyone said move 
it near the Belt way," he said. 
"Now we have pla'ns for exit and 
entrance r amps. We have never 
had a hearing on these. We 
thought the S- te- .High a.y .A.a 
ministration would hold hearings 
but they did not." 

Reason for Hearing 
The main reason for the hear­

ing is to avoid legal problems. 
"This hear ing is over and 

above our ordinary hearings," 
Gough said. "Our attorney feels 
we should have this public hear­
ing so we're not liable to law 
suits." 

In a recent case, the courts 
held that a- WMA TA board of 
directors-approved plan was in­
valid until additional pul>lic hear­
ings were held on changes made 
in the original plan. 

"There was a court case on 
the F-route," Roohr said. "We

the district, from an environmen­
tal study, a change from Branch 
Avenue to Rosecroft." A suit was 
filed and the judge "granted an 
injunction : no money was to be 
spent on planning or staff other 
than to have a corrective hear­
ing" on the changes to the orig­
inal plan. 

The Greenbelt hear ing will not 
only cover the proposed changes, 
but it will produce a General Plan 
which will serve as part of the 
instructions for t he final design. 

All issues and comments made 
by part icipant s a t the hearing 
a nd any written comments sub­
mitted to WMATA within ten 
days after the hearing will be 
address·ed in a repor t made by 
the planning department for the 
WMATA board of directors. 

A minimum of two weeks after 
giying the report to the board, 
the planning department will 
make a presentation of the re­
port to the board including any 
public comments about the re­
port. The board will consider the 
information in making a final 
<iecision. 

"In the end, they are the boss," 
said Roohr. 

After the decision is made, the 
actual process of procuring de­
signs and contracting for con­
struction begins. 

Hearing Procedures 
Those wishing to speak at the 

hearing should furnish in writ­

According to Roohr, following 
the hearing the repor t to the 
board should be ready in two· or 
three months, but , he added, 
"I've seen it take years f or a 
r eal controver sial report. If we 
had a real simple hearing, we 
could rip the report out in a 
month." 

Roohr said that after the board 
makes a decision "it takes about 
five or six years to complete con­
struction."

What are the different parts 

of a tooth? 

Teeth are composed of ' 2 
main parts, crowns and roo.ts. 
The crown is ,the portion that 
you ,see when you look at your 
teeth. The shape of the c1·own 
is determined by its function 
in chewing,, Front teeth are 
sha,ped ldlte <lhisels because 
they cut 1ood. Bacik teeth, 
which tear and grind food, 
have pointed or slightly round­
ed e1evaitions called · cusps. 
These cusps fit into grooves of 
lthe opposing teeth . when you 
chew. 

About % 's of the lengtlh of 
a tootih is the root. It is nor­
mally not seen eX'Cept in peri­
odontal (gum) disease or se­
vere mJuey. Roots serve to 
hold the tooth firmly in the 
jawbone. They have ·a hollow 
central chamber called the ca­
nal. Nerve fibers and small 
blood vessels enter through the 
tip of the canal to bring "life" 
to a tooth. Tihe nmniber :md 
size of the roots vary aocord­
ing to the role played in chew­
ing, but in general front teeth 
lrave one root wtiile back teeth 
are multi-rooted.

the county executive's reply and 
to discuss it at a work session 
on October 28.) 

Lake Area Erosion 
In other action, at the sugges­

tion of councilmember Antoinette 
Bram, council agreed to have a 
'neutral" party examine the ero­
sion and/or sedimentation prob­
lems in the peninsula area of the 
lake and suggest solutions. A 
dispute had arisen between the 
city administration and Clifford 
Brown with regard to improve­
ments to the shoreline area of 
the lake behind his residence. 

City Manager Jai,nes Giese said 
that the retaining wall which had 
been erected in that area created 
an unnatural shoreline and that 
the retaining wall contribtites to 
other soil problems. He said that 
Brown ha{! been told not to make 
improvements on city property 
but had continued to do so. 

When asked by councilmember 
Edward Putens how the dispute 
had arisen, Giese said ''the staff 
,proba'bly has erred in nort stop­
ping Mr. Brown sooner." 

Brown, who said he put the 
first path along that section of 
the lake in 1961. read portions of 
an engineer's report which con­
cluded that his landscaping had 
r..ot caused the erosion in that 
area and suggested that he be 
allowed to protect the bank ad­
jacent to his property. He also 
presented a petition signed by 
residents in the area, but Giese 
stated that none of Brown's im­
mediate neighQors had signed. 

W eidenfeld said he is hesitant 
to have citizens go out and make 

hatever solutions they deem 
<mrr t? wohlems the:y see . on 
y 'p-;opert.1- since'· aiick sotutiohs ' 
ve as much chance of being 

wro1ng as they do of being right. 
He ~aid that citizens should pre­
sent the problem to the city staff 
and if the staff isn't addressing 
the problem, they should come to 
the council. 

When a neutral party was sug­
gested to propose solutions, 
Giese suggested the soil conser­
vation service. The council unani­
mously passed a motion to ask 
that organization to examine the 
area in and around the peninsula 
and Brown's home on Lakeside 
Drive and to determine if there 
!s an erosion problem and sug­
_gest solutions. 

Signs and Site Plans 
,Council a lso accepted t he city's 

Advisory Planning Board (APB) 
report on signage for Mart in's 
Crosswinds. The AiPB had asked 
for elimination of the champagn~ 
glass symbol. Representatives of 
Martin's t old · the council that 
they would be willing to elinii-: 
nate t he glass from the sign on 
t he side of t he building, but 
wanted . to keep the glass on the 
sign in front because .it is the 
le-go of the company. 

When counci1member Joseph 
Isaacs suggested t hat the •cham­
pagne glass be replaced with a 
glass of milk, a lawyer for Mar­
t in's pointed out t hat the cham­
pagne glass ·had been their sym­
bol for years and said that it 
was not a sign encourag,ing 
drinking, but r ruther a sign en­
couraging good times, in "the 
Lawrence Welk tradition." 

The A~B report recommended 
shortening the length of the sign 
on the side of the building :by 
one-third to one-half and re­
quiring ,the owner to remove the 
sign if and when the ,building is 
expanded. 

1Council also approved a revised 
site plan for _the Exxon gas sta­
tion at H,mover Parkway. The 
rcv~ed plan, req_a~si w~~ to ex.-

pand the existing islands and 
c:mopy on the site so that one 
addi,tional gas pump can be added 
tc, each island. 

W eidenfeld said that Exxon 
should address the problem of 
cars waiting for service, and 
Bram and Putens requested clar.i­
tk-ation on the sales policy which 
::illows the owner of the property 
to have a truck on the property 
.selling non-automotive items. 

Kathy Kieffer, a project engi­
neer for Exxon, said that dealers 
are discouraged from using the 
property to allow sales of non­
automotive items and that the 
dealer at the Hanover Parkway 
Exxon has been asked not to do 
so in the future. 

When Putens said that he 
would like to see the practice 
stopped, Kieffer said, "We would 
also, and i,t ha,s been brought up 
to the dealer.'' 

Crimesolvers 
In another action, council 

·unanimously a•pproved the dona­
tion of $40 to the private cor­
poration of Crimesolvers of 
Greenbelt, the installation of a 
special phone line in the police 
department, and encouraging the 
city manager, city staff and the 
police department to cooperate 
with Crimesolvers on the instal­
lation of the phone and its use 
by poli-ce personnel. 

The purpose of Crimesolvers of 
Greenbelt would be to assist the 
dty police department in obtain-
ing information on criminal ac-

the commJ,ttee, said that the 
phone line would be answered by 
polic_e personnel, and that Police 
Chief Frank Hutson had agreed 
to that procedure. After a tip, 
Smart said, the board of directors 
of Crimesolvers would meet and 
decide if an award should be 
given. 

.Siegel pointed out that Crime­
solvers would be a private cor­

·poration with no connection to 
the city. Weidenfeld directed the 
city staff to run the idea and 
procedures by the city attorney 
a!> soon as one is hired, just to 
make sure there would be no 
legal problems in th€- relation­
ship between the corporation and 
the city.
