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Supporters of BARC Programs and Research 
Establish Organization to Augment Resources

A non-profit organization, 

the Friends of Agricultural 
Research - Beltsville, Inc. 
(FAR-B) is seeking private 
support for scientific and 
educational programs at the 
U. S. Department of Agri­
culture's Beltsville Agricul­
tural Research Center 
(BARC). Considered the 
country's-if not the world's 
-premier agricultural re­
search facility, BARC is the 
largest of 138 facilities of 
the Agricultural Research 
Service (ARS). Located on 
7,200 acres adjacent to 
Greenbelt's northeast border, 
the center's land has been 
chipped away for over a de­
cade for political reasons. 

"FAR-iB will try to do what 
t,he federal government, under 
,budget constraints, is unable to 
do," said the gro~•s president, 
Dr. Russell Steere, retired chief 
of the Plant Virology Laboratory 
at BeltsviJle. Members seek funds 
or volllnteer their expertise for 
conferences .to maintain a n d 
strengthen b~logical collections, 
upgrade laboratories and green 
houses, and support scientific ex­
plorations, expeditions and libra­
ries. They also accept contribu­
tions for research at Beltsville. 

"We are responding to enor­
mous public interest," Steere said, 
'to protect the high quality of 
science at Beltsville, and of all 
of the Agricultural Research 
Servi-ce, that has for decades giv­
en us the technology for food 
and agricultural industries." He 
added that research at Beltsville, 
with one-sixth of all the agen­
cies' scientists, "is a national 
treasure." 

,Research by 450 scientists at 
BARC includes work on protect­
ing crops from diseases and en­
vironmental stresses; developing 
super vaccines for animals; pro 
tecting .and improving soil and 
water resources; and, by enhanc­
ing the quality of farm products, 
meeting human nutrition needs. 

The rapidly growing member­
ship of over 100 is already help­
ing to organize scientific con­
ferences. Dr. Ted Byerly, chair­

committee and Greenbelt resi­
dent, said that in the spring the 
organization and the ARS are 
co-sponsoring the Twelfth An-
1•ual Beltsville Symposium in 
Agricultural :Research, an inter­
national event. Byerly, retired di­
redor of Science and Education 
at Beltsville, noted that FAR-B 
was hopeful that a National 
Visitors' Center would be estab­
lished in the old log lodge which 
was previously used as a cafe­
teria. Constructed by the Civilian 
Conservation Corps during the 
1930's, the lodge is now being re­
habilitated. 

F AR-B will also support other 
agency facilities in the immediate 
Beltsville area: the U.S. National 
Arboretum, the Beltsville Human 
Nutrition Research Center, the 
U.S. Plant Introduction Station 
at G1enn 1Dale and the Family 
Economics Group at Hyattsville. 

Organized in the spring of 1986, 
FAR-B signed ,a memo of under­
standing ,with the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture's AR.S. To 
help ach.ieve its goals, the group 
will reach out into neighboring 
a f o r , upport, inclu ing 
funds, from the business com­
munity and private organizations.

In a land 
swap between t,he Department of 
Defense and USDA around the 
time· of World War II, all plant 
science ·programs moved from 
Virginia to Beltsville.

Two Options Available 
For Paying Estimated Tax 

Maryland State Comptroller 
Louis L. Goldstein reminds nearly 
2C0,000 Maryland tax,payers that 
they have two options in ,filing 
final estimated tax payments for 
1986. 

Taxpayers may submit a fourth 
quarter declaration of estimated 
tax payment by Friday, January 
16 - or they can wait and file a 
regular 1986 Maryland income tax 
return on or before Tuesday, 
February 2. 

"Any 'balance due must be paid 
iu full when filing the regular 
return," Goldstein said. 

Generally, taxpayers who earn 
income which is not subject to 
withholding should be filing quar­
terly declarations of estimated 
tax if their state and local tax 
is expected to be more than $100. 

ment Personnel, Secret Service 
Training Center, Food and Drug 
Administration and Environmen­
tal Protection Agency. These 
agencies lease land from USDA. 
A bout 2200 persons are employed 
at BARC, of whom 1400 are ARC 
employees. 

• BARC and its neighbors, the 
Patuxent Wildlife Preserve, the 
Goddard Space Center and the 
Forestry Service project, com­
prise a total of about 11,C00 acres 
of green space. 

• USDA's Renaissance pro­
gram, a comprehensive seven­
year plan, is expected to reju­
venate BARC and bring the cen­
ter up to "•tomorrow's stand­
ards," according to Byerly. lie 
pointed out that the aged struc­
tures and laboratories need re­
novation. The program's goal is 
for BARC to remain the largest 
and mosit diverse agricultural re­
search center in the world. By 
upgrading facilities and provid­
ing scientists with state-of-the­
art research equipment, BARC 
should be able to take its place 
as the premier institution of its 
kind. 

• Pressure -by federal, state, 
county and city officials and by 
citizens have continued to play 
a major role in preventing the 
wholesale selling off of BARC's 
land by the federal government 
to private parties, OriginaJly 
abou,t 14,000 acres, the center 
now comprises a·bout 7,200 acres. 
Concern has also been voiced 
about the adverse effect that 
nearby proposed road improve­
ments would have on BARC. 

• The location of the Un-iver­
sity of Maryland's proposed Agri­
cultural Biotechnical C e n t e r, 
originally slated for 10.5 acres of 
BARC land north of the Agricul­
tural ,Library between Route 1, 
Sunnyside Avenue, and Rhode ls­
land Avenue is uncertain at this 
time, according to Dr. Paul Maz­
zocchi <A. the University's c-hem­
istry department. Mazzocchi said 
that funding for "initial work to 
establish the center" and for per­
sonnel is included in the Univer­
sity's budget, which mus.t be ap­
proved by the state. Dr. Shain-del 
Kung has been appointed as Act_, 
ing ,Director.

New Parking Program at GHI 
Receiving Favorable Response

According to information provided by Greenbelt Homes, 

Inc., the board of directors at their December 18 meeting 
dealt with parking policy implementation in a third quad­
rant of GHI. a report on new regulations of the Share Loan 
Service Corporation, a resolution about use of surplus in­
come to reduce members' charges and a report on the meet­
ing with members. in the first quadrant, where the parking 
policy is being implemented. 

,Implementation of the parking 
policy in Quadrant III was dis­
cussed and a meeting with mem­
bers of the affected courts set 
for January 15. Quadrant III is 
made up of 13, 15, 17, 18, 19, 
20 and 21 Courts of Ridge Road 
and 1. 2 and 4 Courts of South­
way. According to General Man­
ager Ron Colton's report to the 
board, this area is unique in that 
five of the courts ( 15 and 19 
Ridge and the Southway courts) 
have no in-court parking and the 
homes were built so that new 
parking is practically precluded. 
On street parking is heavily af­
fected by the Crescent Road 
apartments and the proximity of 
the Roosevelt Mall.

way. Members of the 15 and 19 
Courts of Ridge and the 1 Court 
of Southway would be allocated 
spaces in the 17 Court of Ridge, 
which also has more parking 
places than• units.

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Howard Laster, 56, former 
chairman of the Department of 
Physics and Astronomy at the 
University of Maryland, died of 
cancer .on December 31 at his 
home in Iowa City.

In Maryland 
he served on the Governor's sci­
enc~ advisory board, in which ca­
pacity he helped to establish the 
l\faryland Science Center at the 
Baltimore Inner Harbor. 'He also 
participated in developing State 
research and planning programs 
in the areas of energy and the 
environment, was active in Uni­
versity affairs and governance, 
imd was a founding board mem­
ber of the University Community 
Concerts series, 

Dr. Lastner was born in Jer­
sey City, graduated f_;-om Harvard 
University in 195,1, and received 
a doctorate in physics from Cor­
nell in 1957. 

Survivors include his wife, Mir­
iam, of Iowa City; a son, Jona­
thon, of Hyattsville; three daugh­
ters, Elizabeth of St6ckholm, 
Jane of Iowa Ci,ty, and Sarah of 
Washington, D.C.; two brothers, 
Seymour and Owen, both of New 
York City; and two grandchil­
dren.

There are a lot of Greenbelt 
citizens waiting for the indoor 
pool, passed :with -the not too re­
cent bond issue.

had made its mark as a mortgage 
banking company by concentrat­
ing its efforts on this segment of 
the market. He said the decision 
to adopt ithe increase reflects the 
fact that .SLSC could no longer 
recover its costs on the smaller 
loans. Colton noted that the im­
pact on individual borrowers will 
be less than '$250 per loan. 

Colton also reported that the 
neiw SLSC rules would require 
buyers of some of the one­
bedroom GH[ units to in­
crease their down payment on the 
unit to 20% in order to get a 
loan. Colton said the staff will . be 
researching several options !or 
finding a source for 90% loan-to. 
value financing for these one­
bedroom units. 

Use of Surpluses 
The board adopted a darifying 

resolution, recommended thy GHI's 
auditors, which e~licitly staites 
that any savings in operations or 
surpluses rwill ,be returned to 
members in the follorwing year in 
t.he form of reduced charges. The 
resolution specifically states that 
the surpluses include the value of 
patronage refunds issued by the 
National Coopera,tive B-ank. Ac­
cording to Colton's report to the 
hoard, this resolution merely con­
firms what has been GHI's prac­
tice in the past. The reiturn of 
surpluses to members is an IRS 

· test for cooperatives. If the test 
is not met, any excess· inC'Ome 
would be subject to -taxation, Col­
ton indicated. , 

Meetings 
Colton reported on a Decem1ber 

11 meeting for members in Park­
ing Quadrant 1, which includes 
the 11, 12, 14, and 16 Courts . of 
Ridge and the 7 and 11 Courts 
of ' y. Fourteen members 
attended t'he meeting. Colton said 
that the ,proposed measures for 
a!leviating parking problems 
were, in general, well received. 
Members suggested that some ad­
ditional· parking might be added 
at it.he rear of the attached boiler 
room in the 14 Court of Ridge. 
Colton said the staff will analyze 
this suggestion to see if it is 
feasi!ble.
