County Council Candidates
Cast and Counter Charges

The race for the Prince Georges County Council seat

Hometown candidates,
County Councilmember Ri-
chard Castaldi and Greenbelt
City Councilmember Antoin-
ette “Toni” Bram, are expec-
ted to bring out a big vote
in Greenbelt on primary day
- September 11. Native son
former city mayor and coun-
cilmember, Castaldi seeks
the Democratic nomination
for the county council seat
in District 4, which he has
held since 1983. In her
fourth term on city council,
Bram hopes to capture one
of three Democratic State
Delegate slots in the 23rd
Legislative District. Both
are facing rivals who are
Bowie residents. Both must
win big here in order to en-
hance their chances of vic-
tory. Greenbelters account
for roughly 25% of the
Democratic voters in Dis-

By far the most heated con-
test is the county council race
on the Democratic side where
Castaldi’s challenger is G. Fred-
erick Robinson, mayor pro-tem
of Bowie. (See separate story).

State Races

On the Democratic side the
State Senate and Delegate races
‘are also hotly contested. In the
past the incumbents have touted
their records and won handily.
However, voters’ feelings about
the abortion issue could be a de-

termining factor in the {final
tally. (See Election Forum
story.)

Pro-choice positions are held
by Bram and Terezie “Terry”
Bohrer. Running a vigorous cam-
paign, Bram seeks to wrest away
one of three delegate seats held
by pro-life incumbents Mary

VOTING
Where and When

Primary election day is
Tuesday, September 11. Polls
will be open from 7 am, to 8
pm. at the four precincts
which serve Greenbelt - Cen-
ter School (third precinet),
St. Hughs School (sixth pre-
cinct), Springhill Lake Ele-
mentary School (eighth pre-
einct), and Eleanor Roosevelt
High School (thirteenth pre-
cinct).

Only registered Democrats
and Republicans may vote in
the primary. Those who de-
cline party affiliation may vote
only in non-partisan elections.
Greenbelt’s unaffiliated voters
will therefore be unable to
vote on September 11.

Any registered voter who
has doubts about where to
vote may obtain additional in-
formation by calling the Elec-

tion Office at 952-3270,

in District 4 has turned into a verbal war,

The first volley

was fired by incumbent Richard Castaldi’s challenger, G.
Frederick Robinson, who charged that there has been “an
all-to-cozy relationship between the development industry

and the County Council.”

His allegation that developer

Michael Rose had served as Castaldi’s “chief fundraiser -
until released by recent state ethic’s legislation” (the court
later declared the legislation unconstitutional) was denied
by Castaldi, who countercharged that developer Mark Vogel
had hosted a fundraising breakfast for Robinson on July 11
at the Bowie Golf and Country Club, Robinson has confirm-

ed that the event took place.

Rose told the News Review and
several county papers that he
never held any position in any
of Castaldi’'s campaigns and that
the building industry’s political
action committee, “BUILD PAC,”
whirh ha chairs, has ms4a no
endorsement in the District 4
county council race. He also as-

~single-
handedly had Westwood defeat-
ed.,” This was Rose's proposed
project in the Route 450 corri-
dor that required upzoning to
proceed,

Robinson has also charged that
“the frustrations of municipal
officials in Greenbelt and Bowie
are the result of an apparent
disarray and disregard by mem-
bers of the County Council over
zoning matters.” In response
Castaldi said that this statement
was “ironic” because in June the
Prince Georges County Municipal
Association named him “Ont-
standing Legislator of ths Year”
for the third time. He also
pointed out that he sponsored the
bill that gave municipalities more
clout in zoning matters by re-
ouirine that the district council
must have a supermajority (six
out of nine votes) to override a
municivality’s recommendation
on a zoning case within its bor-

ders.
Castaldi is running on his
lezislative record, particularly

touting bills that help to control
development and the environ-
ment, He points to bills requir-
ing that funding must be avail-
able for roads and other publie
facilities before new development
can be built, that the stream-
lining of the master plan process
include a moratorium on rezon-
ing requests during the review
stage, that the goal for recy-ling
be increased and that builders
be required to preserve portions
of woodlands in new develop-
men'a,

Castaldi also plaved a major
role in helping the Greenbelt City
Council downzone the Sunrise
pronerty in Greenbelt East.

Robinson says new leadershin
iz needed to “introduce a higher
level of ethics into land use orae-
tices” and to deal with the chal-
lenges that face the distriet and
county in the areas of education,
environment and public safety.
He notes that one of his goals
is to control development and
that his 20-year exnerience as
a law enforcement officer would
heln him deal “effectively” and
“efficiently” with problems of
crime and drugs,

Donna Jo Campbell declared
herself a “pro-constitution, pro-
choice, pro-environment, pro-
freedom of religion” candidate.
Campbel] said that if elected she
would like to hear from the citi-
zens on the hard questions facing
Maryland, including development
and the crisis of health insur-
ance, “We need to think globally,
but work locally,” she said,
praising Greenbelt for practicing
self-government. On the issue of
ethics, she termed the restriction
on county council voting a small
part of the largzer question of
ethics in government. Supporting
such legislation statewide, she
called for larger steps in cam-
paign reform.

Terezie Bohrer declared that
she is not a “one-issue candidate”
but is concerned about many is-
sues: health care, elder concerns,
education, the environment, fam-
ily and child care, and develop-
ment. She cited her extensive
experience in city and county

In the major contests for Gov-
ernor and Member of the House
of Representatives, there appear
to be clear favorites in the
Demoeratic party. Incumbents
William Donald Schaefer and
Melvin Steinberg must be con-
sidered front runners for Gov-
ernor and Lieutenant Governor
over rivals Frederick Grisser, Jr.
and Sanford Abrams, In ‘%~
Congressional race, Steny Hoyer
should have no trouble continuing
his winning ways. His opponent

is Abdul Ajum Muhammed. On

the State level, incumbent Louis
Goldstein is expected to be the
victor in his face-off with Ken-
neth Frederick.

In the Republican primary
there is no competition for nomi-
nation as candidates for State
Senator, House of Delegates,
County Executive, Clerk of the
Circuit Court, Judge of the Or-
phans Court and Sheriff.

In the race for the
Congressional ,seat are Lee
Breuer and Gregory K. Wash-
ington. Washington appears to
have the edge since he was en-
dorsed by the Prince Georges
County Republican Central Com-
mittee.

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government, including service on
a number of task forees, and her
expertise in health care. On the
ethics question, Bohrer said that
campaign reform is needed for
all elected officials. Not only
would she support a bill to keep
officials from voting on zoning
questions or other matters where
they had accepted contributions
but she would back laws calling
for full disclosure and limits to
spending for campaigns. “Our
election system is badly flawed,”
Bohrer said, and we need pub-
lic financing of elections; how-
ever, there is no citizen support
for such a measure at this time.

On the environmental ques-
tion, Bohrer called for a focus
on marketing to create incentives
for recyeling. She would support
such measures as procurement
policies to create a demand for
recycled goods, tax incentives for
recycled produets and recycling
equipment, and assistance to pa-
per mills in retrofitting for re-
cyecled products. Polls show that
95 percent of the 23rd District

support reduction in excess
packaging, returnable bottles
and w@an expanded goal for

newspaper recycling, said Boh-
rer. She noted that her campaign
materials are all printed on re-
cycled paper.

Incumbent Leo Green said that
these are tough economic times
in Maryland and the United
States. The federal deficit, in-
flation, and now the crisis in
the Mid-East are placing a great
strain on state governments, he
said, calling for “mature eco-
nomic decisions by the state Sen-
ate” On the ethics question,
Green said that he had ensoon-
;sored, the previous bill restricting
county council members’ votes on
zoning questions, which has since
been declared unconstitutional
by the state Supreme Court. It
was a surgical step that raised
citizens’ consciousness to the prob-
lem, he said. “Prince George's
County is up for sale,” Green
said. “Money talks and planning
walks.” The county is in trouble
with overdevelopment, he said,
calling for caps on spending by
Political Action Committees
(PACs) in waddition to ethics
legislation,

He would support not only a
bottle law to reduce solid waste,
but would impose bigger tipping
fees and higher mandatory re-
eycling charges to reduce solid
waste,

Asking plaintively, “Are there
any Republicans out there?” the
sole Republican Senate candidate,
Nick Palarino declared thot he
is running as “an alternative to
the Democratic Party machine,
which is out of touch with tha
citizens.” Prince Georges County
s “the last bastion of one-party
polities,” he said, urging that the
voters follow the lead of West
Germany, Poland and Yueoshavia,
whirh threw off the abuse of
the one-party system. He quoted
Money magazine’s cibtation of
Maryland as “Tax Hell” and said
the Democratic government is
“reaching into your pocket for
more taxes” and will tax Mary-
land into a deficit.

Speaking to the ethics amnes-
tion, Palarino said that officials
should be held to higher standards
of ethics than ordinary citizens,
with no appearance of improp-
riety, Ethiczs legislation should
address state officials as well,
he said, He called PAC money
“a threat to the integrity of the
election process,” asking, “What
are they pgetting for their
money?” On the landfill ques-
tion, he called for more recyeling,
including returnable bottles and

an increase in paper recycling,
as well as enforcement of exist-
ing legislation to reduce waste.
Delegate Candidates’ Statements

The Democratic candidates for
the three delegate seats spoke
first. Incumbent Charles (Buzz)
Ryan, chair of the Assembly’s
Appropriations Committee, coun-
tered Palarino’s depiction of
Maryland as “Tax Hell” by ecit-
ing Maryland’s ranking as “the
most fiscally sound state in the
Union.” On the ethics question,
Ryan said that Maryland needs
to look at campaign reform state-
wide. He called for increased dis-
closure and limits to contribu-
tions “by individuals, corpora-
tions and PACs. There is no cap
on PAC contributions now.” In-
creasing the frequency of dis-
closures and reporting of con-
tributions should be implemented
statewide, he said. He agreed
with Bohrer that public financing
should be the ultimate goal but
that it will be difficult.

On the environmental question,
Ryan said that Maryland is mov-
ing forward on recycling and
Prince Georges County is ag-
gressively pursuing its recycling
program, He called for a one
dollar increase in the landfill

tipping fee to go directly to the .

state Department of the Envir-
onment. However, he noted that
at most, 30 percent of waste can
be recycled. We need a change
in attitudes, he said, to reduce
solid waste,

Incumbent Ma.y Conroy also
supports an ethies package for
all elected officials, she =aid. She
called for construction of trash
processing plants and aggressive
marketing of recycled materials.
She would support mandatory
recycling o{mla and reduction in
the use of non-recyclable mater-
ials. Other concerns, Conroy said,
include drugs, crime, and health
care for the elderly.

Incumbent Joan Pitkin said
that we must “restrict even the
appearance of undue influence of
developers on zoning.” How do
other counties minimize devel-
oper influence? she asked, sug-
gesting that a separate, non-
elected zoning board may be an
answer. She supports™the recom-
mendations of the Governor's
Panel on Campaign Reform.
She is a staunch advocate of the
environment, citing her 100 per-
cent voting record on environ-
mental concerns. “There is no
more ‘away’ to throw things, Pit.
kin said, and the government has
a critical role to play in waste
reduction,

“] am not part of any Party
Machine,” said Toni Bram, point-
ing out that she would bring a
needed, different geographic ele-
ment to county representation in
the House of Delegates. A num-
ber of health issues need imme-
diate attention, she said, Mary-
land needs federal child care
funds and to invest in the Wom-
en’s, Infants and Children (WIC)
program. Catastrophic insurance
and medical assistance for in-
home care are also priority items.
In addition, Bram called for re-
voking the drivers licenses of
first-time drug offenders.

On the ethies question, Bram
said she had difficulty with a
bill that “singles out one county,
and one level of government.”
Any ethics bill should apply to
all elected officials. “Elected
officials should be ethical lead-
ers,” said Bram. She would like
to see Maryland on a fast track
for recycling. Among her envir-
onmental ideas are legislation to
require less packaging and other
source reduction measures, as
well as landfill mining to make
room in existing landfills.

“Ich vas ein Greenbelter,” de-
clared Republican candidate Rob-
ert Sanders, who used to live
in Springhill Lake. In his work
for the National Security Agency
he was trusted by the highest
levels of government, he said,

“and I hope you trust me."” He
supports statewide ethics legis-
lation for elected officials, “and
isn't that tragic? It's tragic that
we have to babysit"” those from
whom we should expect a high
standard of conduct. He would

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suit against the county to stop
harassment of individuals in the
zoning office, Elected officials
should set ethical standards,
Thompson said, supporting limits
to PAC and individual campaign
contributions. He does not accept
campaign contributions and, if
elected, would donate 15 percent
of his salary to public education
and safety in the county.

Through his work he has seen
“trash that would blow your
mind,” Thompson said, includine
illegal dumpsites, badly run land.
fills and toxic waste dumps. He
would support mandatory recy-
cling, including requiring all gov-
ernment offices to use recycled
paper,

Community Zoning Role

Following the candidates’ state-
ments, Schlesinger opened the
floor for audience questions, He
asked that questioners not en-
gage the candidates in argu-
ments, “If you don't agree with
what the ecandidates say,” said
Schlesinger, “vote for their op-
ponents,”

The first question, by Rick
Meetre, continued the discussion
of county zoning. Would the can-
didates support reactivating Ar-
ticle 7 of the County Charter to
give local communities a role
in zoning, so that control over
land use and zoning would not be
vested in one body?

Delegate Pitkin responded that
previous efforts in that direction
had failed. Local control would
involve putting zoning questions
to referendum, a lengthy process
making development practically
impossible. Senator Green noted
that zoning control efforts are
instead focusing on providing a
larger state role, particularly in
all critical environmental areas
and in decisions on infrastrue-
ture,

Delegate Ryan said that local
decision-making has resulted in
a “hodge-podge” around the
state. Now the state is trying
to implement long-range plan-
ning, particularly through the
use of Program Open Space
money.

Flag Burning

Charles Hagelgans, noting that
all the incumbents voted for
Maryland’s anti-flag-desecration
bill, asked if they would support
a constitutional amendment
against flag burning if it came
to the state for approval,

Ryan and Green said that
Maryland’s bill specifically ad-
dresses not mere burning but
burning with the intent to incite
civil unrest or riot. A constitu-
tional amendment goes too far,
said Ryan. “Our bill covers us
well,”

Senate candidate Palarino, who
saw too many people bleed for
the flag; Delegate Conroy, whose
late husband served in Korea:
and delegate candidates Bram
and Sanders supported a con-
stitutional amendment. “I would
support & constitutional amend-
ment that is constitutional,” said
Bram, noting the need to pre-
serve existing constitutional
guarantees of free speech,

Senate candidates Campbell and
Bohrer and delegate candidates
Pitkin and Thompson opposed a
constitutional amendment. While
the flag is an important symbol,
they agreed, it is only a symbol
and does not require tampering
with the Bill of Rights to pro-
tect. Campbell called flag burn-
ing a “specious, emotional issue”
which diverts attention from more
serious issues.

Regressive Income Tax

Eunice Coxon asked why, with
a regressive income tax, the

legislature has “sat on” the re-
port of the Lino Commission on
reform of the tax structure,

Delegate Ryan said that th:
study is not complete, The com-
mission is holding public hear-
ings this year and is on schedule
to issue its report on Decem-
ber 15. “After the election,” not-
ed Coxon. “There’ll be other elec-
tions,” replied Ryan.

Delegate Pitkin said that
Maryland faces a dilemma in a
demand for increased services
but decreased taxes. Conroy
agreed with Coxon that the
Maryland income tax is regres-
sive and should be more equit-
able. Conroy had introduced’ a
“snack tax” bill to raise money
to provide services for those on
the developmentally disabled
waiting list.

Bram noted that though the
Lino Commission report will be
issued in December, a bill im-
plementing its recommendations
probably won't be introduced in
1991, The state legislature will
need time to study the report
and craft a bill, She was con-
cerned that the taxing powers of
municipalities miight be reduced,
saying she would not like to see
Greenbelt or any city lose its
ability to raise money to meet
local needs.

Senator Green said that any

bill would have to wait for the
federal tax package. Don't let
the federal government pass on
its debts to the state, cautioned
Campbell, Bohrer said that while
no total legislative package could
be passed in 1991, some elements
of the recommendations could be
addressed, perhaps in public
hearings. The Commission will
probably recommend a progres-
sive income tax with less reliance
on property tax, she said.

How is it, Palarino asked, th=t
the Democrats know what will be
in the report, if the study hasn't
been completed? He said they
are “setting us up for a tax in-
crease,” Thompson questioned
the scheduling of the report’s
release after the election, term-
ing it “arrogance of officials”
who do not want to be held ac-
countable before an election,

Abortion

Keith Jahoda, noting Senator
Green’s role in the Senate’s fili-
buster on the abortion rights bill,
asked why this role was not
cited in Green’s campaign litera-
ture. The question was broadened
to include all of the candidates
and their views on such legisla-
tion,

Green noted that the filibuster
did not prevent voting on the
bill. The Senate passed a bill that
was killed in the House, He cited
four concerns that need to be
addressed in any legislation: that
abortion of a viable fetus be
permitted only if required to pro-

tect the life of the mother; par-
ental notice, with a judicial by-
pass provision, for abortions
sought by minors; the same
guidelines for eclinics performing
abortions as apply to hospitals;
and reporting of abortions, nec-
essary for allocation of federal
and state family planning funds.
As to why the issue does not
appear in his literature, Green
said that everyone knows his
position, especially after eight
days in a row of appearing in
the Washington Post during the
filibuster. As an incumbent, he
runs on his record, he said.
Bohrer said that she is a pro-
choice believer., “A woman has
the right to make this decision
with her doctor,” she said, Hav-
ing worked &s a nurse in the
emergency room, she has seen
the results of the prohibition
against safe, legal abortions.
Campbell cited the -constitu-
tional right of freedom of reli-
gion. “The legislature should not
control breeding,” she said.
Palarino said that we must
“care for children before they
are born as much as after birth.
He cited the fact that 80 .per-
cent of abortions in Maryland
are performed within the first 12
weeks of conception as evidence
that abortion is being used for
birth control. He strongly sup-
ports the requirement for par-
ental consent for abortion on
minors.
Ryan said that while “I am

philosophically and personally
opposed to abortion,” he believes
legislature is incompetent to
deal with the issue.

He noted that Maryland funds
Medicaid abortions and that
the lezislature did not seek
to deal with the issue, but it
was brought up by the recent
Supreme Court decision.

Conroy’s response was succinet,
“l am opposed to abortion,” she
said.

Pitkin defended the committee
that killed the bill passed by the
Senate that joined two opposing
hills and both sides of the issue.
She noted that the State Attor-
ney General had lobbied to have
the package killed, Calling abor-
tion “tragic” and “mwore than a
religious issue,” Pitkin quoted a
recent Parade magazine call-in
poll in which a majority of re-
spondents opposed abortion,

Bram said she is uncomfortable
with lawyers debating viability
and other biological issues: the
issue does not belong in the
legislature. She said women
shonld have the freedom to
choose and make personal, re-
productive decisions. She mnoted
that she is the only freedom of
choice candidate for delegate
among the Democrats.

Thompson said that he is “pro-
abortion—and I'm not afraid to
say the word.” He would like to

Green, calling the bypass an
“environmental disaster and de-
veloper’s dream,” warned that
the inter-county connector is a
sleeper issue, That road is part
of the master plan and has been
funded, Green said. Campbell,
saying “We're paving Maryland
and dying of pollution,” called
for a chanze in lifestyle and re-
search into alternative transpor-
tation modes.

Clara Kuehn noted that under
new wetlands legislation, Mary-
