Arrest Made in Recent 
Break-in and Robbery

Greenbelt Po 1 i c e arrested 
Wayne Allen Keys, age 40, of no 
fixed address, in connection with 
a break-in on Octo·ber 14 in the 
24 court of Ridge Roe.d, accord­
ing to Cpl. David Buerger, police 
departmieut spokesman. K e y s 
grew up in Greenbelt and lived 
here for many years.

Cit:y Opens New Recycling 
Center Saturday, Oct. 20

. Th': county should begin colle<:ting recyclables from 

city residents early in 1991, although no firm date has been 
se~ !or th~ first C?llection according to David Helmecki, Ad­
mmistrative A~sistant for the Public Works Department. 
In the meanwhlle, residents can take an expanded variety of 
rec~clables to the n~w recycling center adjacent to Buddy 
Attick Park. Councilmembers, city staffers and members 
~~ the recycling committee will officially open the new recyc­
lmg center ~t ceremonies this Saturday, October 20 at 10 
a.m. '.fhe City ot_fice. s,taff has gotten into the spirit of source 
reduct:on by begmnmg to photocopy council meeting mater­
ials on both sides of the paper. 

Helmecki said that the new cen­
ter will consist of two rO'll-on 
ty,pe containers which will re­
place the current shelters. These 
containe11s will have separate 
c?mpartments for glass, alumi­
num, newspaper, corrugated card­
board, plastic, metal cans, phone 
books and office paper. There will 
be a separate area for motor oil 
and car batteries. 

Sort Recyclables 
Residents will be asked to sort 

their recyclables into the proper 
bin at the center. Currently, resi­
dents leave their glass and alum­
inum in boxes or paper or plastic 
bags at the center. With the new 
containers, cans and bottles should 
be removed from these bags and 
boxes. The empty paper bags may 
be placed in the newspaper bin, 
while boxes can be broken down 
and placed in the corrugated card­
<board bin. Glass should· be sorted 
by color. 

There are restrictions on the 
types of plastic and office paper 
that can be recycled. Because only 
certain types of plastic can be 
recycled, only milk and soda con­
tainers should be deposited at the 
center. Only white office and com­
,puter paper should be deposited. 
Envel'Opes, fax and other· glossy 
paper and colored paper should 
not be deposited. 

In order for the expanded re­
cycling program to be successful, 
users of the center need to place 
their goods in ,the proper con­
tainer, and not place any extrane­
ous materials in the bins, such 
as bags, boxes and non-recycla­
ble trash. If the amount of non­
recyclable contaminants in the 
bins is too hio-h the recycler can 
reject the load, requiring manual 
removal of the contaminants, if 
possible. If too much trash is 
in the load, the material will be 
dumped in a land.fill, not recycled. 

Cost to City 
The city is renting the roll-on 

containers from Prince Georges 
Trash. Each container costs $100/ 
month for rental, plus $100 per 
trip to the recycling company. 
Helmecki estimates that the con­
tainer for paper will be emptied 
week.ly, versus every two weeks 
for the other c9ntainer. If these 
estimates prove accurate, the re­
cycling center will cost the city 
$10,200 per year. He said that 
the company used the estimated 
revenues from the sale of the re­
cydables to reduce the rental 
costs to this level. The company 
will retain all such revenues. He 
noted that the city no longer 
receives any money for its news­
papers from its current recycler 
and that the price for glass has 
declined from $25/ton to $1.50/ 
ton. The price of aluminum has 
remained at 30 to 35 cents per 
pound. 

When the county begins col­
lectiO'll of recyclables, residents, 
except those in rental apartments, 
will receive curbside collection of 
newspapers, aluminum, glass and 
plastic. The city will continue to 
run a separate collection center. 
The county has agreed to collect 
from all privately owned resi-

dential properties, including mul­
ti-family, multi-unit condomini­
ums, according to a letter from 
Eugene Lauer, Director of the 
county Department of Environ­
mental Resources. 

The only type of residential 
property that will not be served 
!s rental apartments. The county 
has not yet determined the de­
tails of condominium collection. 
Helmecki said that the county 
has agreed to collect at the door 
from GHI residents. 

New Light Should Soon 
Shine on Kenilworth at 95 

Starting next week drivers 
may face traffic delays as they 
leave the Capital Beltway's In­
ner Loop (1-95) at Kenilworth 
Avenue (Route 201) and at the 
crossover point on both the 
north- and south-bound travel 
lanes of Kenilworth A venue, ac­
cording to Dolly Allen, spokes­
person for the State Highway 
Administration's Greenbelt of­
fice. "Signs are tentatively 
scheduled to be posted Monday" 
said AHen, warninit drivers of 
potential delays from 9 a.m. to 
3:30 p.m. 

The off-ramp of the Inner 
Loop will be widened on the left 
side to provide stor,age of more 
cars. Work will begin behind 
Jersey barriers to be set up next 
week. Concrete General, Inc., of 
Gaithersburg, was awarded the 
$230,000 contract. The project is 
expected to be completed within 
four months, weather permit­
ting. 

The new traffic signal on 
Kenilworth A venue will permit 
safer travel for vehicles cross­
ing over the southbound lanes 
and turning left onto the north­
bound lanes. 

A simHu project several years 
ago provided a signal and wid­
ened ramp for Outer Loop traf­
fic headed toward Greenbelt 
Road. According to Allen, tim­
ing for the new light will be 
tied to both the existing light 
(for the Outer Loop traffic) 
and the Crescent Road light. 
Women in Construction, Inc., 
holds the contract for installation 
of the light. 

Travel J,anes on 1-95 will be 
closed at night when workers 
hang the electrical conduits be­
neath the Kenilworth Avenue 
bridge. Only two travel lanes 
would be closed at one time and 
only at night, 10 p.m. to 5 a.m.

,Metro has maintained that 

since some of the wetlands would 
be located within a 400 foot 
'turn.1around loop, it would be 
,possible to protect them by cre­
ating a means for water to flow 
into and out of the site. ln this 
way, they say, a s-tand of trees 
could be preserved. Metro has 
also been concerned about noise 
from a loop with a 300..foot ra­
dius. 

The issue of wetlands repl,ace­
ment appeaM to be nea-ring a 
solution. Apparently the Co:r,ps, 
EPA and F&W have concurred 
on .a mitigation plan for replac­
ing the disturi>ed wetlands ( two 
acres created for every one loet). 
Metro's pr op o s e d mitigation 
aoites are on BARC land. Ac­
cording to Bill Schultz of F&W, 
the A. H. Smi,t,h property is pos­
sibly the best site for the cre­
ation of -new wetlands. How­
ever, he noted, federal and state 
agencies do not approve of con­
demning land for mitigation pur­
poses. Since the Smith tnct is 
zoned industrial, Metr'o officials 
stress that the coat of the land 
would be prohibitive and that 
condemnation wou1d delaiy con­
struction of the )'fll'ds. 

The City Council is examining solutions to the hazardous intersection of Greenbelt Road and Frankfort 
Drive. One possible solution would be to make Frankfort Drive one-way inbound from Greenbelt Road 
to Morrison Drive.
