Construction of New Parkway Ramps, 
Wider Bridge-Should Begin in 1991

Bids will be advertised in 

early Mai:rch 1991 for the 
constructjon of new on and 
off ra.mps that will connect 
the northbound lanes of the 
Baltimore-Washington Park­
way .to Route 193 (Greenbelt 
Road). Widening and mo:H­
fication of the Green·belt 
Road bridge over the Park­
way is als·o included in the 
packa.ge. The exi_sting ramps 
which :intersect Greenbelt 
Road across from the en­
trance of the Greenway 
Shopping Center will be clos­
ed after the project is com­
pleted. 

Coneidered s-afer, the new 
T-type intersection will be lo­
ca•ted roug,hly half-way between 
the shopping cenlter enltrance and 
t ,h e intersection of Hanover 
Parkway and Greenbelt Road. 
The ramps are being relocated to 
provide im1Proved access to and 
from the Parkway; pa?lticularly 
to ,provide additional "storage" 
~ mo ean exi:ting he 
ParJQway so thait fewer backups 
on the -northbound lanes will 
oC'cur. 

Originally .given a priority 
status for construction, the .pro­
ject ,has lbeen delayed because 
of the need (1) for the •Sltait.e 
Highway Adm'inistraition (SIM.) 
to acquire one-half acre of land 
for the ramps from Greenbriar 
homeowners and (2) fur approv­
al of design modifications to the 
bridge from the State Historical 
P.resel'V'ati!On Office. 

A1thou,gih most <Jf the land re­
quired for ct>nstruction of >the 
ramps is already owned by the 
counlty, the SHA or the Federal 
government, SHA still needed 
the hallf-acre of Greenbriar land. 
In 1988, $55,050 was placed in 
an account intended -to cover the 
full valuation of land. 

Dissatisfied with this :fligure, 
t'he Greenbriar Oormnunilty As­
sooiation (GCA) hired' a law 
firm, an accousltlics engineer and 
a rnia$1;er apipraiser to assess the 
value CY!. the property and to 
coone wp with what the assooia.­
tion considered a more equitaible 
coma,ensaition for the involved

Extensive negotiations be-

tween GCA and SHA continued 
through·out 1989, and in mid-1990 
the m13tter was resolved. In a 
k!lter to Green1briar -homeowners 
S'teve Bu,pp, Greenbriar manag­
ing agent and presidient of Con­
dominimn Venture, Inc. said 
"The Board is pleased to an­
nounce that a full and final set­
tlement has been negotiated for 
the J!and ,taken by ,the Starte 
Highway Ad:ministl"ation. Th e 
total sum t,he Greenbriar Com­
munity Ass·ociation will receive 
is $220,000 . . . All money re­
ceived will ,be ·spent on restora­
tion of the recreation area." 

Restoration Work 
'1.lhis work will include (1) 

com:1truction CY!. a fence ba.rrier 
adjacent to the Parkway ramps 
to create at least a 60-foot-wide 
heavily landscaped buffer near 
the swimlrning pool and to create 
over several years the wooded 
effec:t th a ,t curren,tly exis.ts 
around the pool, (2) tennis court 
light changes for Courts 1 to 
5 w· h Tennis Co · t 6 remov 
as ,parit of the renovation/ 
restoration process, a n d ( 3) .. 

landsca:ping on the ramp side of 
the fence. 

Incorporated in the settlement 
also were provisions to protect 
the swimmling pool operation 
during construction and to im­
pose a penalty on the contrac­
tors for any faHure to meet 
"strict construction limi,ts." 

Buipp noted that ". . . Con­
gressiona,l Representative Steny 
Hoyer and State Senator Leo 
Green played an active role in 
he1ping us reac/h t'his ag,ree-, 
ment." 

Relocation of the ramps and 
modifications to ,the bridge are 
expected to take up to two 
years. According to the experts, 
it is unlikely that the improve­
ments will bring abou,t a "sig­
nificant" improvement in the 
traffic congeS"tion problems that 
now plague Grieenbelt Road. 

A recent Metropolitan Council 
CY!. Government s,tudy found tha,t 
the grea,test decrease in average 
s,peed in Prince Georges County 
in the last decade was on 
Greenbelt Rload from Lanham­
Severn Road to Greenbelt from 
38 miJes an hour in 1980 to 28 
today.

Historic Concerns Lead To Bridge Modification

To meet the objections oif the 
Statte's Historic Preservation Of­
fice, the origina,l design for im­
proving the Greenbelt Road 
briC:'ge o v er the Baltimore­
Was1hington Parkwiay has been 
modified. lnitiaUy, imp,rovements 
to the bridge called for canti­
levering ( adding wings) over 
the stone walls to provide for 
widening the structure. 

According to Louis DeLorme, 
N1ational Park Service Chief of 
Roads and Trails, the Historic 
Preservation Ofifice turned 
thumbs down on cantilevering 
because it essentially changed 
the character of the bridge. In­
stead of cantilevering ( other 
than what slightly exists now), 
the road lanes were reduced from 
the proposed 12-foot width to 
11...:foot lanes and the median 
strip was narrowed from 16 feet 
to four feet. Extra footage was 
gained also by including the 
stone abu,tments in the widen­
ing process. In this way, bicy­
cling and pedestrians will be ac­
commodated. 

Project designer Joe Makar, 
an associate of Hurst-Rosche 
Engineers, Inc. explained that 
"portions of the bridge were re­
designed to provide the same 
aesthetics as there are now." 

"Visu'ally you won't be able 
to see the difference after the 
improvements are completed," 
said DeLorme. 

Maka-r observed "this is a 
very tight, congested area and 

we had to find the best poss-i­
ble solutions within these phy­
sical constraints." He noted that 
bicycle lanes will be n-arrower 
than usual and tha,t approaches 
to the bridge with eight-foot 
s•houlders were not feasible. 

Local pressure for a "bicycle 
friendly" bridge was spearhead­
ed by Greenbelter W i 11 i a m 
Clarke. Petitions were circulated 
and letters written requesting 
wide curb lanes. In response, 
Governor Willi'am D'onald Schae­
fer informed the Potomac Peda­
lers Touring Club that ". . . im­
provements will be made with 
the bicyclist-pedestrian in mind. 
MD 193 in the westbound direc­
tion will consist of three 11-

. foot lanes, and a 14-foot curb 
lane. MD 193 in the eastbound 
directi'on will consist of two 11-
foot lanes and a 13-foot curb 
lane. A 5-foot sidewalk will be 
on hath the westbound and, east­
bound sides of the bridge ... " 

Construction of the ram:ps and 
improvements to the bridge are 
expected to take up to two 
years. The Federal Highway De­
partment will be the project's 
contracting officer and will su­
pervise the construction of the 
project for the National Park 
Service.

More on Traffic Estimates 

The News Review contested a 
staltemenit in ~ Decemiber 20 
letter with a misleading editor's 
noite based on an i'lll(l)recise word 
choice on my part, Rlather than 
"•the ciity • • • retracted its orig­
i.na:l low projootion," I should 
have said "lthe city dropped the 
Community Center 'll!Se option 
11p0n Wlbieh :iits orig-inal low 
traffic estimates M\S based." 
Teclmfoalliy, it C&Jn be &aid tha.t 
the CJ"t.y never "retracted" the 
esltimate itsel!, iif to retract 
somethmg im!Plies an admissron 
ol error. 

Howevw, iwlhe n the city 
dropped tha.t use option at the 
April 17, 1989 Ciity Council 
meeting, obviously the low traf­
fic estimate based on it was no 
longer in efifeet. The editor'& 
n:ote, stating ". . . no retraic­
tion was made," cleaa-ly i~lies 
tha.t the estimJa.te did remain in 
effect, and is highly misleading. 

Aa mtv letter tried to point 
out, the News Review's cover­
age ol that meeting did not 
repor,t that that option had been 
dropped, The News Review oon­
fimied this in their own ~ 
18, 11189 editor's note appended 
to a letter from Rlllth Kastner, 
which included the statement, 
"S'ince thait option has been 
dropped we ·saw no point in re­
porting on estimates relating to 
it." Though this statement con­
fuses what was under dispute­
the fa,c,t that the dropped option 
had not been reported-it does 
confimn thait rthe option was 
dropped and a.Jlll)ll.rently ilJllpldes 
that the News Review saw no 
,;ioint in itllfo1ming the pulblic 
thiait the low traittic estimate waa 
no Ion~ in etftect. 

I would have been 1harppy to 
provide the above documentation 
in SUIJllPOrt of my sltatement had 
the N-• Revi- conltaeted me 
before ,printing a misleading 
edi~r's note which impugned my. , 
veraciw. 

'Semantms uide, my basic 
poinlt stands: the cilty's with­
draiwal of that uae o,ption left 
in pliace a considerably hig,her 
traffic projection than what the 
News Review had first reported 
in February 1989. The News Re­
view's Decem'beT 20 edijtor's note 
obsew-es that fact and is con­
tinuing o'bfuesation oif the tral­
fic issue. 

~e plans for the Community 
Center progress, I wm be care­
fully watching how the new 
trafllc e·stimates are calculated 
and reported.

Complex Mind Set 
In the Decemiber 27 issue oif 

tlhe News Review, i-t states that 
"Oouneil has long planned to 
construct an athletic complex 
adjacent to NOI'lthway exte~." 
Council has budgeted $15,000 to 
hi.u consul1tants to conduct a 
N'Ol"thw8y ballifield study. Evi­
dently, council is firmly com­
mitted to the concept, thoug,h 
the community may not be. l't's 

been on the books for the past 
1'5 years or so, but is that am­
ple justificlation to go forward 
on a lM1ge-S1C1&le project? 

In reading Park and Recrea­
tion Advisory Board (PRAB) re­
port No. 12-90 on the "North­
way Fields Planning Process," 
it's clear that it's not a ques­
tion oif whether we actuial1y 
need a ballfield com,plex, but 
how to implement council's long­
standing plans. Maybe long ago 
when our woodlands· were much 
more plentiful, a giant nt rec­
realtiorua,I colJltpll.ex seemed like 
a "gra.nd" vision. But toda,y in 
1991, when the health of our 
environment is constantly being 
comipromised and our woodlands 
are rapidly being decimated in 
the name c,l progress, tJhis is 
exactly the kind ol lwoury that 
OU!' environment juslt cannot af­
ford ( not to mention the increase 
in traififie, light and noise pollu­
tion). 

,PRiAB's report notes that "the 
amount of field area needed is 
only albout 10% of the acreage 
acquired recently by the Ci,ty 
(Parcels 1 and 2 plus the 72 
acre·s)." How is the destruction 
of 18.4 acres of precious "green 
belt." the last remnant of our 
town's namesake, "sensitive to 
the views of citizens who are 
concerned wi'th woodland preser­
vation," as stated in the report? 

The PRAB report also states 
in their recommendation con­
cerning the "Decision Process" 
that "pulb'lic comment would be 
more helpful if made in re­
sponse to specific proposals and 
alternatives." But what kind of 
altern·a,tives wiH the public have 
to choose from, when all the 
options wil1 involve the bUiH­
dozing of our ",green belt"; it's 
just a question oif how maniy 
acres to cut. Based on the "com­
plex" mind set of council and 
PRA:B's report, it's doubt:ful 
they'll even consider the pos:si,. 
bil'i,ty of ~termini~ how Green­
belt's recreational needs can be 
~t- ,by betJter utilizing a,n"4 im.- , 
proving eJCisting lb a l rf i e l d s 
throughout the city. 

Also, shouldn't we wait until 
the Maeyland-National Capital 
Park and Planning Commission 
(under the Aid to Municipalities 
program) concludes its reerea­
tiona•I needs assessment study, 
initiated u,pon city council's re­
quest, before developing plans 
for a rn;a'Ssiive lig,hted Nlorthway 
ballfield complex ?

CHARTER AMENDMENT 

At its regular meeting, held on December 17, 1990, the 
City Council of Greenbelt, Maryland adopted Charter 
Amendment Resolution 1990-1 (Resolution Number 7 47), 
and the following title of the Resolution is a fair sum­
mary of the amendment: 

RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT, AD­
OPTED PURSUANT TO THE AUTHORITY OF AR­
TICLE llE OF THE CONSTITUTION OF MARYLAND 
AND SECTION 13 OF ARTICLE 23A OF THE ANNO­
TATED CODE OF MARYLAND (1957 EDITION AS 
AMENDED), TITLE "CORPORATION-MUNICIPAL", 
SUBTITLE "HOME RULE", TO AMEND THE CHAR­
TER OF THE CITY OF GREENBELT FOUND, IN 
WHOLE OR IN PART, IN THE COMPILATION OF 
MUNICIPAL CHARTERS OF MARYLAND (1983 EDI­
TION. AS AMENDED), AS PREPARED BY THE DE­
PARTMENT OF LEGISLATIVE REFERENCE PUR­
SUAN.T TO CHAPTER 77 OF THE ACTS OF THE 
GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF MARYLAND OF 1983, BY 
REPEALING AND REENACTING WITH AMEND­
MENTS "ELECTIONS" SECTIONS 14, 15, 18. 19, 26, 
AND 33, INCLUSIVE, TO DELETE FROM THE CITY 
CHARTER PROVISIONS INCONSISTENT WITH UNI­
VERSAL REGISTRATION PROVISIONS AS SET 
FORTH IN ARTICLE 33 OF THE ANNOTATED CODB 
OF MARYLAND OF 1957, AS AMENDED, AND TO 
PROVIDE FOR CONCURRENT REGISTRATION WITH 
THE PRINCE GEORGE'S COUNTY BOARD OF ELF,C.. 
TION SUPERVISORS UNDER THE STATE OF MARY­
LAND GENERAL ELECTION LAWS 

The above titled Ch·arter amendment shall become and 
be considered part of the Charter of the City of Green­
belt, Maryland, according to the terms of the amendment, 
in all respects to be effective and observed as such, upon 
the 5th day of February, 1991, unless on or before the

endum to the voters of the City of Greenbelt.
