Still uncertain is how tlhe mer­

ging o! part of Prince Georges 
county with more rural and con­
servative counties in the same 
district will atfect county inter­
ests. 

The remaining portion (l(f 
Prince Georges County and a 
slice en Montgomery County will 
create a proposed new District 
2 which is approximately 59% 
black. According to the commit-. 
tee, the shift in population re­
ported by the 1990 census can 
best be accommodated by estab­
lishing a new majority black dis­
trict where a black candidate 
would have an opportunity of 
~nning next year. New boun-

daries for the eight congression­
al districts will be implemented 
for the March 3, 1992 primaries. 

Schedule 
After the hearing, the Advis­

ory Committee will finalize its 
recommendations for new con­
gressional districts. Governor 
William Donald Schaefer will 
then review mte plan and can 
offer modifications before it is 
presented to the General Assem­
bly at a special session sdhedul­
ed for September 25. Schaefer 
has veto power on any plan ap­
proved by lawmakers. 

The committee has set up a 
toll free hotline, l-800-688-7494, 
for citizens to sign up to testify 
at the September 3 hearing in 
Annapolis. 

County Redistricting 
In the meantime, the Prince 

Georges County Redistricting 
Committee will be submitting a 
plan to ,t'he county council in 
Septem•ber for the redistricting 
of council districts. Final action 
must be taken by November.30. 

The commission has conducted 
a series of meetings, one in each 
council district, concerning how 
district •boundaries should be 
drawn.

Public Schools Open on Tuesday

Prince Georges County 
public schools will open on 
Tuesday, September 3. 
About 109,575 students are 
expected to enroll, an in­
crease of about 1,000 over 
last year. This continues an 
upward trend which began 
with the introduction of the 
magnet schools in 1987. This 
year, the county will operate 
171 schools; some 507 new 
teachers have been hired. 

All magnet schools are full 
and have waiting lists. The mag­
net schools, which offer special­
ized programs, were instituted 
as a means en a,chieving racial 
integration. They are now filled 
by lottery. 1Students wishing to 
attend TAG schools had to pass 
an examination in order to 
qualify for the lo'ttery. The Vis­
ual iand Perl.forming Arts High 
Scihool in Suitland held auditions 
instead of examinations. 

New Programs 
Multicultural education will be 

&tressed again this year. During 

;the summer a conference was 
,held for parents to inform them 
of the multicultural initiatives 
being implemented throughout 
the curriculum. Parents were 
also provided with methods of 
supporting c.nd en·hancing multi­
cultural instruction at home. 

The program has been set up 
to help students develop aware­
ness, appreciation and under­
standing of the history, culture 
and contributions made by vari­
ous groups within American so­
ciety. The -program has been in­
stituted !for kindergarten through 
twelfth grade and is used in 
EngliS'h, math, science, social 
studies, art and music. 

Anotfu.er new program, Equity 
2000, is a program sponsored 
iby the Oollege Board encourag­
ing all students to pass algebra 
and geometry before graduat­
ing from high school. Its goal is 
to have a larger percentage of 
minorities enroll in and success­
fully complete college. 

The Maryland School Perfor­
mance Program is a drive to 
get all school systems in the 
state to meet or exceed state 
standards in a number of areas 

in student porformance, includ­
ing Maryland Functional Tests, 
Maryland Criterium Reference 
Tests (ORTs), the number of 
students with enough require­
ments to enter college or a skil­
led vocation, attendance, reduc­
ed drop-out rate, and· post-sec­
ondary plans and decisions.

More than 265,000 pounds of 
paper and aluminum cans were 
collected and recycled by Prince 
Georges County employees dur­
ing the fiscal year ending June 
1991. It would have cost more 

· than $6,640 to landfill these ma­
terials which the County had re­
cycled for free. In addition, tJhis 
campaign has saved more than 
2,240 trees and 37,000 gallons of 
fuel oil.

Penney would appreciate a fur­
ther bit <Yf Greenbelt parkland 
preservation history, as she was 
a part of it. 

The first permanent Greenbelt 
parkland donated to the city was 
land belonging to the original 
Woodland Hills Association mem­
bers, led !by its first president, 
Tony Madden, and officers Mike 
Burchick and Jim Cassels. 
As a part of the original layout 

of Woodland Hills Community, 
the members voted to donate to 
the city parkland on Crescent 
Road across from the fire de­
partment and St. Hugh's and 
land which is now dubiously 
named "Lakewood-Northway 
Valley Stream Park." 

As far back as the late 1950's, 
there were custom built homes on 
Lakeside Dr. But Woodland Hills 
was the first community housing 
development outside of GHI 
built in Greenbelt. 

To their credit and pioneer­
ing ·community spirit, this out­
standing group of homeowners 
had the incredible foresight to 
protect Greenbelt from "commer­
cialization of Crescent Road" at 
the expense of their own pocket­
books. 

So yes! Mr. Rosenzweig, as we 
encourage and praise today's 
preservationists, it does us well 
to remem'ber the foresight and the 
"put your money where your 
mout1h is" action of our pioneer 
preservationists

I read with great interest Pat 

Scully's article in the August 22 
edition and the account of the 
last GEAC meeting, held on Au­
gust 1. 

When I got to the part regard­
ing the fire-retardant plywood 
(FRP) matter, I was somewhat 
alarmed that you 'had identified 
the development <Yf Greenbrook 
Estates along with Green'brook 
Village and Windsor Green as 
being susceptible to the prob­
lems with this plywood. It has 
always been my understanding 
that single.family homes, which 
constitute entirely Greenbrook 
Estates, were not constructed 
with the FRP, but that townhou­
ses, where adjoining roofs are 
common, were usually built with 
roofing materials consisting of 
FRP. Ever since this issue has 
come to the surface nearly two 
years ago, I have constantly 
looked into the possibility that 
FRP might have been used in 
Greenbrook Estates and, each 
time, I have been given assuran­
ces that the 109 homes in our 
development were not construc­
ted with this plywood. 

I would appreciate your cor­
recting this reference to Green­
brook Estates in your article, 
before I have a hoard of dis­
gruntled homeowners clamoring 
up my front steps.

The GHI board members were 
also concerned about comments 
lby county officials that the door­
to-door pickup is a one-year test 
and that the cost of this extra 
service will be reevaluated at the 
end of the test. GHI President 

· Wayne Williams charged that 
the county had not tried ,to ne­
gotiate a good price for this 
service from Waste Manage­
ment, Inc., and that by agreeing 
to an unreasonably hig'h priee, 
had guaranteed that the GHI 
collection would be too expen­
sive to maintain without charg­
ing the city extra. Williams ar­
gued that it is actually cheaper 
to collect recycla,bles from GHI's 
clustered units than from other 
areas of the city. 

Sheldon Goldberg asked whe­
ther the entire city would pay 
for GHI to receive a higher level 
of service than the rest of the 
city. GHI board member Donald 
Comis doubted that GHI would 
ask other citizens ,to subsidize 
its collection. 

Crescent Road Safety 
Williams said that GHI was 

concerned about the overall 
safety of Crescent Road, espe­
cially for pedestrians. He said 
that the newly installed stop 
signs at Crescent and Garden­
way are not adequate. Council­
member Edward Putens urged 
examination of lighting, traffic 
control devices, landscaping, vis­
ibility, crosswalks and trucks. 

Councilmember Antoinette M. 
Bram saw a need to educate res­
idents about the inner walkways 
and other aspects of pedestrian 
safety. She said that acci:dents 
are not always the driver's fault 
and that pedestrians in the city 
are "very casual." 

The city staff wil! draft pro­
posals on possible improvements 
to Crescent Road. 

The 9.3 mile race will be con­
ducted over a certified course 
through Greenbelt and the Belts­
ville Agricultural Research Cen­
ter. A 3 kilometer (1.8 mile) 
fun run around the lake will 
start at 6:10 p.m. with the 15 
kilometer race starting at 6 p.m. 
Both races start and finish on 
Braden Field path near the ten­
nis courts. 

Last year's male winner was 
Robert Rodriguez of Arlington 
in 54 minutes and 17 seconds, 
over 77 other runners. The last 
runner finished in 1 hour and 58 
minutes. Win Graves of Alex­
andria won the women's section 
of the 15K in 62:35, Al! Green­
belt runners who finish tihe 15K 
will receive an award. There is 
a small entry fee for both races.

Expulsion Policy
