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Community Center Renovation Bid Former Bowie Mayor Will

Won by Hess Co. for $2.9 Million

Love was in the room for
the February 14 regular

meeting of the Greenbelt
City Council—Doug Love,
that is, who presented the
councilmembers and staff
with flowering plants in rec-
ognition of Valentine’s Day.
Mayor Antoinette Bram fac-
ed a minor rebellion when
Councilmember Edward Pu-
tens refused her request
that he read one of the sec-
tions of agenda comments.
He joked that the mayor
gets paid extra to do the
reading.

Otherwise, it was a relatively
fast moving, noncontentious
meeting as council awarded a
contract for renovation of the
community center, dispensed with

committee reports and took po-
sitions on state legislation,

for renovation of the Community
Center to Hess Construction of
Takoma Park. The company’s bid
of $2.996 million was the same
as that submitted by another
contractor; however, Hess’s bid
for optional additional work was
lower The city is seeking addi-
tional state funds for the project
that might allow the replacement
of windows and the roof.

Interestingly, the city has re-
jected community development
block grant funds for the project.
Accepting these funds for the
project would impose additional
requirements on the city and con-
tractor, such as paying wages in
acecordance with the federal Da-
vis Bacon law, Companies were
required to submit bids both
with and without meeting these
requirements. It turned out that
accepting the $200,000 grant
would increase the project's cost
by nearly $300,000, an offer the
city had to refuse.

Kangaroo Katie’s

Council received Advisory Plan-
ning Board (APB) Report No.
93-8 on the proposed plan by
Pepsico to convert Katie’s to an
“All 'n One” Restaurant com-
prising Taco Bell, Pizza Hut and
Kentucky Fried Chicken restau-
rants with a drive-thru and com-

mon seating area. The APB rec-
ommended approval of the plan.
The APB report notes, however,
that the owners of Greenway
Shopping Center say that fast
food restaurants are not allowed
at that location under the prop-
erty covenants, The report will
be considered at the February 28
regular council meeting.
State Legislation

Couneil unanimously agreed to
dupport two state bills The first,
submitted by Delegate Joan Pit-
kin, would give the county gov-
ernment more say in the plan-
ning of state highway projects.
The second would zone most of
the Glenn Dale Hospital property
as agricultural open space and
place it in the Maryland-National
Capital Park and Planning Com-
mission’s park system. The de-
veloped area would be used as
a continuing care retirement
community,

Police Bill of Rights

As recommended by the Mary-
land Municipal League, couneil
went on record against proposed
state Jegislation that would add
a provision to the police offi-
cers’ bill of rights that discip-
line against an officer could not
be more severe than that recom-
mended by a hearing board.

Hobbs doubted that the legis-
lation would have much -effect
in Greenbelt, which has, he said,
a “highly professional, well
trained force.” However, he op-
posed the legislation which he
felt would make it difficult for
a chief to take appropriate ac-
tion against officers who are
found to have habitually used
excessive force.

Greenbrook Lake

Counecil received a written pe-

tition from the Greenbelt East

Advisory QCommitee protesting
the Parks and Recreation Advis-
ory Board’'s position that a trail
must be established between the
proposed lake site and the com-
mon areas of Greenbrook Village.
The GBEAIC's concerns included
the possible use of Greenbrook
Village common areas for the
trail and damage to wetlands in
the area. PRAB held a public
meeting on trails options for
Greenbrook Lake on February 16.
Council is expected to discuss
the issue at the February 28
regular meeting,
Overpass Study

Council authorized the mayor
to sign a memorandum of under-
standing, proposed by State Sen-
ator Leo Green, between the
State Highway Administration
(SHA), Prince Georges County
and the cities of Greenbelt and
Berwyn Heights to fund a pe-
destrian and vehicular safety
study for the Greenbelt Road
corridor between Eleanor Roose-
velt High School and Cherrywood
Lane, The cost of the study, not
to exceed §16,000, would be split

‘equally among the four partici-

pants.

The county government and
the SHA have already signed the
memerandum. Berwyn Heights
has not and has questioned
whether dividing the costs equal-
ly is fair, since much of the
study area is outside of the Ber-
wyn Heights area.

Snow Pay

Once again, council and City
Manager Daniel Hobbs praised
the work of the Public Works
and Police Departments in deal-
ing with the recent storms. In
addition, council approved pro-
cedures for paying city staff who

Local News Focuses On Greenbelt March 2

Greenbelt will be featured in
a three-part series on Channel!
9 profiling historiec communities
in the Metropolitan area. The
series will air on the 6 o'clock
evening news with Maureen Bun-
yan on February 28, March 1 and
2. The thread that links the pro-
grams together is the strong
sense of community that exists
within some neighborhoods lo-
cated in an urban area oftan
characterized by people who are
transient and indifferent to their
surroundings. A second theme
depicts the historic significance
of communities beyond the White
House and the Washingon Monu-
ment,

The first program on Febru-
ary 28 will feature Garrett Park
in Montgomery County, which is
a small enclave of Vietorian style
homes where it is almost im-
possible not to know one's neigh-
bors. The second program fo-
cuses on Gum Springs in Fair-
fax County, the first community
settled by freed slaves after the
Civil War, and remains some-
whiat isolated to this day. The

third program, on March 2, spoi-
lights Greenbelt.

Residents interviewed for the
program include Betty Allen, for-
mer librarian for the Tugwell
Room and Greenbelt's unofficial
historian; Lucille Howell, a
Greenbelt pioneer; and Lee
Shields who also grew up in
Greenbelt and is the current
president of the Friends of the
Greenbelt Museum. The Channel
9 crew filmed some segments ‘n
the Greenbelt Museum, which the
producer of the program, Samara
Martin-Ewing, described as “won-
derful for its simplicity,” Some
filming was done in the News
Review office.

Greenbelt is the New Deal com-
munity built by Franklin Roose-
velt in 1937. Original residents
were chosen by the federal gov-
ernment for, among other quali-
ties, their willingness to partiei-
pate in town government and
develop community organiza-
tions. They did so well that at
one point citizens declared a
moratorium on meetings so resi-
dents could spend the Christmas
holidays with their families.

Run for County Counecil

Former Bowie Mayor and Reagan and Bush admini-
stration official Audrey Scott announced on February 22
that she will run for county couneil in the 4th district,
which includes Greenbelt. The seat is currently occupied by
Richard J. Castaldi, who is ineligible to run for reelection
because of a law imposing term limits on all county elected
officials passed by voter referendum in the last election.

Scott's last campaign for pub-
lie office was as Republican can-
didate for Congress in Mary-
land's 5th District in 1981 in a
special election held to replace
Rep. Gladys Noon Spellman,
who was incapacitated by illness.
Scott was defeated by Democrat
Steny Hoyer in his first con-
gressional campaign,

Scott was the first woman el-
ected mayor of Bowie and
held that office for three terms
from 1976 to 1982 after having
served on the Bowie City Coun-
cil in 1975. During that time
she also served as a member of
the board of directors of the
Metropolitan Washington Coun-
cil of Governments, and was a
member of the Nationa] League
of Cities. She also served as
pregident of the Maryland Mu-
nieipal League, a statewide asso-
ciation of local elected officials,
from 1977 to 1978.

Appointments

Scott was appointed by Presi-
dent Bush as General Deputy
Assistant Secretary of the De-
partment of Housing and Urban
Development in 1989 and served
in that capacity until 1991, She
joined the department in 1981
after being appointed by Presi-
dent Reagan to be special assist-
ant for community planning and
development and theld various
other appointed posts as well. She
resigned from her administra-
tion post to become executive
director of the National Capi-
tal Chapter of the Multiple Seler-
osis Society, where she served
until last fall.

Scott has won a wvariety of
awards for her work with numer-
ous civic and charitable organi-
zationg and for her work as a
public official. She was voted
Outstanding Mumicipal Official
by the Prince Georges Municipal
Association. She also received the
Bess Goodman Humanitarian
Award from the Multiple Scler-
osis Society and was recently
named a Prince Georges “Woman
of Achievement.”

Scott has an M.A. in Legisla-
tive Affairs from George Wash-
ington University and a B.A. in
English from Tufts University.
She currently resides in Bowie
with her husband John and their
four gons,

Fifty Years Ago

Casualties of WW I

by James Giese

January, February 1944 — The
_tragedy of war was brought to
Greenbelt vividly during early
1944 with the loss of two men
in combat bringing Greenbelt's
total war deaths to six, Chief
Pharmacist's Mate William E.
Eubanks of 33-D Ridge was re-
ported missing after the navy
destroyer on which he served ex-
ploded and sank off Sandy Hook,
N.J. on January 3, In February,
Eubanks’ death was confirmed by
a telegram to his wife from Sec-
retary of the Navy, Frank Knox.
Eubanks left two children, Adele,
13 and Robert 10.

Then in February, Mrs. James
Scmmers of 9-M Ridge received
an expected telegram on her
birthday, but instead of being
from her son, it was notification
bv the Navy Department that
Seaman First Class William P.
Sommers, 21, had been killed as
a result of fragmentation wounds
somewhere outside the continen-
tal limits of the United States.
The Sommers had two other sons
in uniform, Sgt. James, 22, of
the U.S, Army, and Pvt. Robert
of the Army Air Corps. Their

fourth son, Richard, 17, hoped
to enlist in the Marines upon
high school graduation.

According to the Greenbelt
American Legion, these two men
were added to the list of men
killed that included Greenbelt's
first casualty, Fred Yeatts, who
died in an accident in North
Africa; William Swartz and Rob-
ert Williams, formerly of the
maintenance staff. who died in
training accidents; and Private
Glen Soellner, who died of men-
ingitis in camp.

Greenbelters were also con-
cerned about the critical injury
to Lynn Buck. 8-C Gardenway,
who was injured in an airplane
crash near Ocala, Fla.. on Jan-
uvary 6. Buck suffered severe
head injuries, two broken ankles
and a punctured kidney. The fol-
lowing week the paper reported
that Buck, who had been a
Greenbelt High School athletic

star, had not responded well to

surgery and remained in eritical
condition,

WSSC Water Fund

A new fund, in which rate-
payers help ratepayers, was an-
nounced by Cortez A. White, the
General Manager of the Wash-
ington Suburban Sanitary Com-
mission ((WISSC), recently, at
the first Commission meeting of
1994.

50 Years Ago in Greenbelt
World War II Experiences

January, February 1944—The war experiences of three
Greenbelters were reported by the Greenbelt Cooperator.
Jim Raynor of 9-G Parkway, a merchant mariner, was in
the harbor of Algiers on an oiler when a night air raid
occurred.| Although not on a gun crew, he helped to man
the anti-aircraft guns. He described the scene as “beauti-
ful . . . like the Fourth of July.”

The paper reported that War-
rant Officer William R. Blake
was home on convalescent leave
at 15-A Parkway. A Marine
Corps aviation supply officer,
Blake had contracted filariasis,
a tropical disease, while serving

on Funa Futi and on Tarawa for
15 days after its invasion. He
told of the moonlight raids by
Japanese bombers and praised
the Seabees for their ability to
rapidly repair the air {fields.
Blake was flown back to Hawaii
on a Liberator bomber and flew
to San Francisco first-class on
a Pan-American Clipper, In Cali-
fornia, he was interned for a
while in the Oakland hospital.
His wife Lucv and son Billy, Jr.,,
remained in their Parkway apart-
ment during his absense. Blake’s
sister was the wife of Greenbelt
Consumer Services Manager
Thomas Ricker.

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GHI Sets Lock-out Fee; Seeks Ways to Soak Gardens

Greenbelt Homes Inc. (GHI) has announced further
steps to save money. A number of budget cuts were de-
scribed in a recent News Review article. At the February 7
board meeting, the Manager’'s Memorandum, which describes
the topics for the meeting, began with a statement that each
board member will receive only one copy of materials for
each meeting.| Additional copies will not be provided the
night of the meeting. GHI can save about $84 per meeting
by producing only one copy for each board and audit Com-

mittee member.

The January 27 board meeting
was snowed out, The major top-
ies for this meeting included a
request from the Greenbelt Gar-
den Clubi a new lockout policy;
the setting of dates for member
comments on the draft bylaws;
and a discussion of written GHI
personnel policies,

Greenbelt Garden Club

Bob Wilson, Greenbelt Gar-
den Club, had written to GHI to
pursue the possibility of running
water lines from the GHI build-
ing to the nearby gardens. The
elub has contacted the city and
knows that it will also have to
work through the Washington
Suburban Sanitary Commission
(WSSC0).

There is a tap on the outside of
the GHI building and employees
agreed that gardeners are using
the tap to fill buckets of water
for their gardens. However, to
formalize this process and to
allow the gardeners to use hoses
would complicate matters. Gret-
chen Overdurff, General Mana-
ger, commented that there is a
water main near the building
that could be tapped into, How-
ever, the tap would cost about
$900 including the WSSC permit
and would allow gardeners to use
hoses crossing the parking lot
after business hours. To dig a
trench for all-day use of hoses
would be much more expensive,
Director Carole Levin indicated
that in Trenton, the garden clubs
got free water and sometimes
could tap into the fire hvdrant.
Bill Phelan, board member and
city employee, stated that to use
a fire hydrant you have to attach
a portable meter which would
have to be stored and passed
from gardener to gardener.

It was agreed that GHI would
assist the Garden Club in their
search for water, but would not
provide financial assistance. The
board instructed Overdurff to
transmit the information she had
gleaned to the club. but to have
the club decide which path to
pursue,

Lockout Charge

Members who are locked out
of their homes after normal
business hours will be charged
a fee for having the emergency
maintenance person come to their
home to let them in. Overdurff
called it a typical co-op charge
and gcod business practice. On
opzasion. the emergency person
is called from home to a locked
out member only to have to wait
for a protracted time for the
member to return to the home,
This added time would mow be
charged for,

The following policy was pass-
ed: From 7 am. to 6 pm. no
fee will be charged to let a mem-

Reunion Honors Coach Pete Labukas

A member of the United States
House of Representatives
changed his plans so that he
could be there. A number of oth-
er people with busy schedules,
some living in other parts of
the country, also went out of
their way to be with a man who
‘has been important to their lives,
He was their foothall coach at
Washington D. C.s Woodrow
Wilson High School from 1854
to 1967. His name is Peter La-
bukas.

Few of those gathering on
Friday, January 28 would have
thought, all those decades ago,
that their high school football
coach’s contribution teo their
lives would stand out as so me-
morable, Wilson High School was
the academic super school at that
time, it had a plethora of Ph.D.
teachers and an extraordinary
college matriculation rate. But
Labukas was Vince Lombardi
before Vince Lombardi. And, his
players realized, as did Lom-
bardi's, that the fear and respect
he evoked did them a lot of
good.

Many of the rules Labukas
taught on the football field,
proved valid in life even though
many seemed contrary to the
rules implied inside Wilson's ivy
covared walls. Inside the walls
great talent without great ef-
fort produced praise and results.
On Labukas’ field great talent

without great effort rode the
bench because it produced little.

Inside the school, average or
mediocre talent accompanied by
intense effort was mildly ap-
preciated, On Labukas’ field, like
in life, even wmediocre talent,
when accompanied by intense ef-
fort, made one first string,

On Labukas’ field, there was
no chance for a makeup test, if
you missed the game. Yet, any-
one who later “got-it-in-gear”
got another chance.

Labukas’ players learned tha®
luck could determine success or
failure. It was their job to leara
how to perform at their best so
that, if luck smiled their way,
they'd be prepared to take ad-
vantage of it. 3

Players were not taught to
look for a world without paiu.
They were shown a world which
included pain and taught how
to perform well with it,

Labukas showed them that
they had much more in them
than any of them realized, They
learned they could still perform,
even after they were certain
they could go no further.

He was as hard on them as
anyone ever had been previously
or was thereafter. Yet each of
them look forward to this op-
portunity to see him again. In
an unspoken way. mostly
through the humorous remem-
brances, they wanted to thank him
for what he did for them.

The first flowers of the year
are finally in bloom and it is so
good to see flowers again, Al-
thcugh not many people have
these early jewels in their yards,
look around and you may see
some.

Near the eity municipal build-
ing are planted some witch hazel
bushes. The little yellow strips
are a strange looking flower, but
isn’t it wonderful to have a bush
flowering in February? And as
a bonus they smell good, too.

Another early bloomer is snow-
drops. These white, three petalled
flowers are shaped something
like little bells. The first one
bloomed in my neighbor’s yard
earlier this month, was covered
up by the sleet and then the
warm weather this past weekend
brought several dozen into bloom.

Winter aconite is another early
blooming bulb that I've seen
around town, although only in
one garden. The large patch of
yellow/buttercup-like flowers with
little skirts of green is quite a
sight. Both of these are tough
enough to take a load of snow
or ice.

I've never seen them but
Christmas Rose, (the white flow-
er with yellow center seen n
many Christmas wcards), and
Lenten Rose, (same shape but in
shades of green and purple), are
also very early blooming flow-
ers. It would be nice if more
people would plant all of these
little flowers and lighten up our
dreary late winter landscape.
Buibs, such as the snowdrops, are
casy tc plant. earcirce to main-
tain. provide color and increase
svery year,

JOE'S TIP OF THE WEEK

Hello Again!

There never seems to be a dull moment here at the repair
facility. After the past week's mess has somewhat melted we
have to deal with the large POTHOLES that we inevitably roll
into.

The type of damage that these potholes can inflict is unreal.
Bent rims, broken tie rod ends, ball joints and all the other re-
lated front end components. You have to be real careful and try
to avoid them as much as possible,

If you hit one of these holes and notice any variation of front
end driveability, STOP; visually inspect for damage to insure that
the vehicle is safe to drive. If you continue driving, and the we-
hicle feels different, you may have broken an inner tread ply of
the tire, which can be very hazardous. A simple front end inspec-
tion should be performed, and a front end alignment may be in
order. Also, tire weights can be knocked off very easily. The bad
thing about these types of driveability conditions is that the ve-
hicles that were a little worn to start with, end up with the front
ends totally finished off.
