Pledging to be alcohol and drug 
free for the evening, over 500 
graduates attended the third annual 
all-night graduation celebration held 
at the Greenbelt Youth and Aquatic 
Center. Graduates partied all night 
then walked away the next morning 
carrying over $6,000 in give-aways. 
Graduate Sonia Columbano went 
home the proud owner of a car 
donated by KTK Chrysler Plymouth 
of Lanham and Brian Israel held 
tight to his hope of being the winner 
of a county-sponsored car drawing 
later this month. 

Grad Night and Prom Promise 
parties have become popular party 
alternatives for many graduating 
seniors throughout parts of 
Maryland and irginia. The 
purpose is to provide graduate a 
safe place free of drugs and alcohol to 

do their Jong-awaited and much­
deserved celebrating. Since the 
program's inception in 1993 at 
ERHS, it has always had the full 
support of Principal Gerald 
Boarman and his staff and has 
always been completely organized 
by senior parents. Parents view the 
year-long endeavor as their gift of 
"love" and of "life" to each of the 
graduates. 

Sold Out 
Tickets to the long-anticipated 

event went on sale at the school on 
May 19 and sold out in just four days. 
According to senior Steven Berman, 
the night Jived up to his expectations. 
"It was the best $9.95 I've ever 
spent." he said. 

After a three hour diploma 
ceremony at the U.S. Air Arena 
earlier that morning, the graduat.es 
were eager to catch the Grad Night

CRAB Has Tough Issues 
For Council to Wrestle With

The Community Relations Advisory Board (CRAB) was 

created by the City Council to oversee fair housing. Over the 
years, the role of the board has changed drastically. Council 
has referred community problems for CRAB to help and 
eventually resolve issues that had arisen. In 1993, council ' 
called upon CRAB to consider response to the vandalism of 
Mishkan Torah and other hate crimes. CRAB reviewed the 
crimes and discovered that they were not true hate crimes, but 
rather other types of disputes -- mostly teenage pranks. 
Nevertheless, the crimes suggested a growing dissension 
between diverse groups. In 1994 with the shooting death of 
C.J. Brown, near Eleanor Roosevelt High School, it was 
apparent that Greenbelt was facing serious crime problems. 

CRAB sent letters inviting reli­
gious and civic organizations to parti­
cipat.e in discussions on cultural diver­
sity and encouraged them to share 
CRAB'sfindings with theirorga.njzations. 
A similar letter was also placed in 
the News Review, inviting anyone 
interested to attend the community 
meetings. The meetings brought to 
CRAB's attention the need to estab­
lish programs for conflict resolution 
and cultural diversity. Initially, CRAB 
believed that the two issues of cultural 
diversity and conflict resolution could 
be combined when they looked for 
solutions. To their suprise, there 
were two different issues, which 
required separate attention. 

CRAB met with representatives of 
the Labor Day Festival committee, a 
city recreation staff peMIOn regard­
ing Greenbelt Day and a variety of 
private citizens to discuss events that 
could be used to promote cultural 
diversity and conflict resolution. The 
board agreed that the Labor Day 

Festival and Greenbelt Day were 
both occasions to bring out an 
appreciation of the cultural diversity 
within the community and to promote 
non-violent conflict resolution. 

After several meetings, CRAB 
concluded that conflict resolution 
was a standalone issue that needs 
immediate attention. They recom­
mended that emphasis be placed on 
reaching the segment of the com­
munity that is most likely to commit 
violent crimes (i.e., males 15 - 25 
years old). The board believes that 
while a strong police presence is 
essential for law enforcement, the 
involvement of citizens, especially 
those most likely to be involved in 
violent crimes is needed to restore 
the community's sense of safety and 
well being, which have been lost. due 
to the violence over the past year. 

In developing proposals, CRAB heard 
from a variety of experts. Pamela 
Norwood of Security Consultants,

Most even got a chance in 
the money machine that parent Jim 
Lynch has spent months building. 
Some traveled to France to see 
parents Stephen Schoenfeld and 
Eric Snow's version of the Eiffel 
Tower. Noone could miss the festive­
ness of Mexico as they traveled 
through the hallway or the mystique 
of the animal-filled rain forest which 
parent Carole Campbell worked four 
months creating. Sounds of happy 
graduates filled the air as they tested 
out the Karaoke machine under 
muscial notes and sparkling guitars 
created by parent Mary Anne 
Sterns. 

Indoor and outdoor activities 
abounded. Inside, the tattoo artists, 
fortune tellers and face painters 
were in great demand. ERHS 
teacher Andrea Henderson, who has 
been the event's fortune teller for the 
past three years, and teacher James 
Humphreys never got a chance to see 
any other activities. "Every year I 
have so much fun telling the kids' 
fortunes I forget to take a break," 
said Henderson.

Celebrat e the F ourth!

Greenbelters will once again commemorate Indepen­
dence Day on Tuesday, July 4, with picnics, a concert and, of 
course, fireworks. American Legion Post 136 will also hold its 
annual celebration featuring a picnic menu, music and games 
and rides. 

The city's popular fireworks display 
will begin shortly after dark (9 p.m.) 
in "Buddy" Attick Park. Prior to 
that, the Greenbelt Concert Band of 
Prince Georges County, a 40-piece 
ensemble Jed by new conductor Thomas 
Cherrix, will perform a medley of 
patriotic tunes in the park from 7 
p.m. until dark. Spectators should 
bring blankets and lawn chairs. 

Noalcohlic beverages are permitted 
in city parks. Furthermore, no private 
fireworksofanysort(includingsparklers, 
"snakes," and "snappers") may be 
used in Prince Georges County. 

Fireworks Products, Inc. is supply­
ing some 2,905 aerial shells plus the 
"Flag,'' "Goodnight'' and "Spinning 
Wheels",whicharegroundpiecefavorites. 

''We are getting more shells this 
year for less money " said Kenny 
Hall, Public Works S11perintendent 
of Operations. This year's cost for the 
pyrotechnics display is $7,125; last 
year's was $7,500. 

Hall is among several public works 
crew members holding licenses from 
the State of Maryland for shooting 
off fireworks. This crew usually sets 
upthedisplayintheafternoon.However, 
if there is concerrrabout the weather, 
the fireworks will be kept stored 
until the signal is given for the show 
to go on. Hall noted that the crew 
could set up in a half hour. 

About 10 - 15 Public Works crew 
members will work long hours on 
July 4, starting in the early morning. 
Their responsibilities include setting 
up barricades and the stage for the 
concert band, helping to control traffic 
and keeping the park clean. The 
crew will continue their labors on 
July 5. 

Busy Time 
Greenbelt Police Department spokes• 

man Officer George Mathews said 
that the department should not be 
called for information on events. Police 
have their hands full with crowd 
control and service calls. It's one of 

their busiest times of the year. Police 
are available, of course, to assist with 
finding lost children, a staple of such 
gatherings.

Residents 
and their guests are encouraged to 
walk to the lake park if feasible. 

Picnic at Legion 
The festivities at American Legion 

Post 136 will run from noon until 9 
p.m. Oklahoma, a popular local band, 
will be on hand to serenade pick­
nickers with oldies and country music 
until 5 p.m. There will be games and 
rides, including a horseshoe tourna­
ment (a small entry fee is required) 
as well as Moon Bounce and pony 
rides. From 5 until dar k, dance music 
will be provided by a deejay in the 
main hall. Following that. the city 
fireworks display may be viewed 
from the Legion's parking lot. 

The catered picnic menu will include 
pit barbecue beef sandwiches, fried 
chicken, hot dogs and side dishes. 
(Hotdogs, ice cream an flavored 
drinks are free for younger children.) 
Table space is limited, so picnickers 
are advised to bring blankets and 
lawn chairs. 

A Post official cautio'led that after 
the fireworks the premu,es are off­
limits to children. The post is located 
at 6900 Greenbelt Road.

Inc. explained a study on how to 
prevent violence from occurring and 
how to intervene if violence occurs. 
llary Bauer, National Coalition Buil­
ding Institute (NCB), is the chief 
librarian at the Greenbelt Library. 
She volunteered to give a presen­
tation on the coalition which seeks to 
help reduce prejudice and foster 
conflict resolution and mediation. 
Robert Waldman, Alternatives to 
Violence Project (A VP), explained 
that his project began in 
the 70's at Greenhaven Prison in 
New York Stage. It is a 72 hour 
Quaker-11tyle training program to 
deal with potentially violent sit­
uations. Prisons in 22 states are 
currently using this program with 
flUOCelL 'llietraiuingstressescommuni­
cationsskills, fundamental techniques 
for analyzing conflict, role playing 
and mediation. 

After several meetings and discus­
sxmsofconflictresolution and cultural 
diversity, CRAB presented its findings 
to council. which will address 
cultural diversity and conflict 
resolution individually. CRAB will 
include proposals for ongoing 
programs that will address both 
issues of cultural diversity and 
conflict resolution. Mediation is 
another alternative for conflict 
resolution being considered by 
council. 

Many citizens of Greenbelt have 
exµreSSed their concern for the grow­
ing amount of crime in Greenbelt. 
Many have volunteered to help with 
the programs offered and the ones 
proposed to curtail crime in Greenbelt. 
Ted Mecum. chairperson for CRAB 
in speaking to council concluded, 
"Manycitir.ens have expressed concern 
at the escalation of violence. The 
council should seize this oppor­
unity to galvanize the direction and 
leadership necessary to optimize the 
possiblility for success of the out­
lined programs."

Annual Meeting

Park, Inc .. held their first Annual 
meeting }lay 24 at Westchester 
Park Towers. Robert Callahan 
and Maria Cordone were elected 
as Co-Chair. to carry out the ac­
tivities of the organization. The 
purpose ag ~tated in the articles 
of incorporation and the bylaws 
is "to further public awareness 
of the need to protect and pre­
serve Greenbelt National Park 
and land adjacent to it." 

Since efforts to gain public ow­
nership of the eight acres on 
Good Luck Road. adjacent to and 
bordered by the park on three 
sides, did not succeed, the balance 
of the meeting was used to dis­
cuss the Jaeger tract. The Coun­
ty consented in the Master Plan 
Amendment to Zone this 20 acre 
tra,..t for high density housing. 
Th is is south of Westchester 
Park, and ~Is~ adjoins the park. 
The Friends 1>elieve that if de­
veloped it would pose a threat 
to the trails, and anoth!r stream 
tributary to the Anacos1a Water­
shed. 

Under the Freedom of Infor­
mation Act, the Friends obtained 
copies of letters from the U.S. 
Army Corps of Engineers sent to 
The Drees Company (developers 
of Parkcrest on Good Luck Road) 
and Greenbelt Park citing both 
for violations consisting of con­
struction of log weirs, a culvert, 
and riprap outfall on t~e waters 
of the United States without ap­
proval by the Depar~men_t and 
which constitutes a v10labon of 
Section 404 of the Clean Water 
Act.

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City Takes Over Recycling 
Collection Next Week

On July 6, Greenbelt will begm its own mdepend!nt 

recycling collection program .. Greenbelt, along with m~e 
other municipalities, has withdrawn from the ~ounty s 
recycling program because of new fees imposed o~ residents to 
stabilize the county's fiscally troubled refuse collection program. 

Thecityhashiredaprivat.econtractor 
to collect recyclables from all detached 
homes and townhouses in the city. 
The new program is voluntary for 
those sub-divisions and other areas 
that have their own collection systems 
in place. 

Under the new collection system, 
residents will be able to recycle maga­
zines, catalogs, junk mail, phone books, 
computerpaper,cardboard,paperboard, 
and newspapers. Existing recycling 
bins will be used and left at their 
normalcurbsideplaceforma;tresidences 
and at the normal place near the door 
for GHI townhouses. Newspapers, 
paper and carboard may be bundled 
and left next to the recycling bin. 
Plastic bags must not be included. 
The recycling bin and other recycl­
able materials should be left visible 
to the collector by 7 a.m. on the 
mornings when collection normally 
occurs. 

"There is no excuse for Greenbelt 
residents not to recycle junk mail, 
phone books, paper board, etc." accord­
ing to Tracy Vincent, Greenbelt 
Recycling Coordinator. 

Greenbelters are advised that because 
of the new service, the collection 
vehicle and personnel may not arrive 
at their residence at the same exact 
time as during previous collections. 

The new program will cost partici­
pating residents 15 dollars a year, a 
savings of 25 dollars from the new 
county fee. Also, underthenewprognun, 
the city will receive 60 percent of the 
revenues from the sale of materials 
from the drop off center. Previously, 
the city did not receive any of these 
funds. 

Starting July 1. if Greenbelt had 
stayed with the county's recycling 
program, residents (except those in 
rental apartments) would have been 
charged 40 dollars per year for 
recycling collection. 

Prior to July I, there were no 
county charges to residents for collect­
ing recyclables in Greenbelt Greenbelt 
residents should see an improved 
programstartinginJulywith minimum 
costs. These were the goals established 
by the Recycling Advisory Committee 
and the Greenbelt City Council. For

Commerce Center III property, located on Hanover Parkway 
and Ora Glen Drive, continued at the June 1 Greenbelt East 
Advisory Committee (G EAC) Meeting as~ result of .developer 
James Herl's presentation at an earher meetmg. Herl 
presented plans for group of three onestoryre~taurantsto_be 
built on the site, which is currently slated for a fi_ve s~ry of~1ce 
building. He said that several restaurant chams, m~lukmg 
The Outback Steakhouse, Appleby's and Fudrucker s, have 
expressed interast in the.location. 

. .. .. 
GEAC members were concerned 

for Windsor Green resi'dents who 
will be most affected by the res­
taurants. Sheldon Goldberg, Vice 
Chairman of GEAC and President of 
the Windsor Green Board, is worried 
that elevated noise levels at the restau­
rant.s may disturb Windsor Green 
residents, particularly at night 
during peak hours. Councilmember 
Edward Putens said residents may 
prefer an office building on· the site 
as tenant.s are present during the day 
and there is far less traffic activity 
during those hours. 

Goldberg reported that Herl 
recently expressed an interest in modi­
fying the initial plan of the three 
restaurants to, perhaps, a combina­
tion of two restaurants and a retail 
store such as a drug store. According 
to Goldberg, Herl said the city will 
have the authority to approve 
tenants for the site now and in the 
future, which pleased GEAC 
members.

Charlene MacAdams of 

Greenwood Village reported that 
employees of Lasting Impressions, 
landscaping contractors for Windsor 
Green were seen spraying lawn 
chemicals near Greenwood Village 
and when she asked the nature of the 
chemicals, the employees claimed it 
was2-4-D. According to MacAdams, 
2-4-D is a contoversial broadleaf 1 

weed killing chemical that has been 
linked to leukemia and other 1 

illnesses in children. MacAdams 
requested that an investigation be 
conducted by Windsor Green 
regarding the use of 2-4-D. 

National Night Out.will be held on 
August 2. GEAC members discussed 
various activities Greenbelters could 
do, such as, a "Greenbelt Walk," 
suggested by Council Member Tom 
White. The National Night Out 
event was developed to demonstrate 
community unity against crime. 
GEAC encourages all communities 
to participate in activities to deter 
criminals. 

Hanover Drive (formerly Sunrise Recreation R~view 
property), presented plans to reduce 
the number of condo and senior 
living units to be built. The 
developer is interested in develop­
ing a park area on the city-owned lot 
adjacent to the site, but will still not 
meet the Greens pace guidelines even 
with this additional park. Margaret 
Powell, chair of GEAC and resident 
of Greenbrook Village, said "The 
Greenbrook Village Board does not 
support any waiver to the code and 
that development should be within 
the current guidelines. 
Newspaper Vending Machines 
The city will hold an ordinance 

work session to respond to the 
numerous newspaper vending 
machines that have been placed in 
the city. The city will address the 
safety and aesthetic concerns with 
The Washington Post and The 
Washington Times. There currently 
is no control over the placement of 
the machines.

Bee Prepared 
For Insect Stings 

A word of advice from the doctor to 
the 2 - 4 million Americans allergic 
to insect stings: be prepared this 
summer.

Jesse Mueller stood motion­

less behind the tall wooden 
podium bearing the police 
insignia. He spoke softly and 
slowly, looking downward so 
that his shoulder-length hair 
nearly hid his deep-§et eyes. 
Like IDfLny othe1·s in the roorr 
on this night, Mueller seemed 
understandably uncomfortable 
facing public scrutiny of the 
activities which brought him 
here. 

Is Mueller a criminal awaiting 
arraignment? No! He's one of the 13 
local writers who read their works 
at the open reading·which was held 
on May 19 sponsored by the Greenbelt 
Writers' Group in the meeting room 
of the Greenbelt-Police Station. 

How It All Began 
The Greenbelt Writers' Group was 

founded in February by Dorothy 
Sucher and chairperson Marsha 
Barrett. Sucher, who has lived in 
Greenbelt for 38 years, best 
descnbesthegroup'spurpoeebyexplain­
ing why she founded it. "I'd like to 
see a writer's community in Green­
belt" she said, "to have people I can 
talk to with whom I share a common 
understanding about writing, which 
is a big part of my life." By bringing 
writers together, Sucher maintains, 
a writers' group can alleviate the 
isolation which the act of writing 
oft.en requires. 

Sucher "always wanted to be a 
writer." She spent much of her life, 
however, doing "other things", like 
raising children and working as a 
psychotherapist. Twelve years ago she 
decided "the time had come" to 
pursue her literary dreams. She 
wrote a comic novel that went un­
published, then wrote and published 
a mystery novel. She is currently 
working on a memoir about growing 
up in Brooklyn. 

Sucher has long wished for a 
writer's group in Greenbelt. Last 
winter she concluded--just as she did 
with her own literary career-- that 
nothing would ever happen with her 
own literary career--that nothing 
would ever happen if she never did 
anything. "I decided to just get in 
touch with as many writers as 
possible--! knew there were writers 
in town," Sucher explained. 

Her task became easier when 
someone told her that Barrett had 
compiled a mailing list of people 
interested in a writer's group from 
information gathered at last year's 
Labor Day Festival. After Sucher 
got in touch with Barrett, they 
mailed invitations to an organiza­
tional meeting of the Greenbelt 
Writers' Group to people on the h•t. 
They also placed an ad about it in the 
News Review. 

About twenty people attended that 
first meeting, held on February 16 at 
Sucher'& home. The group elected 
Barrett chairperson, appointed a steer­
ing committee, and decided t.o make 
monthly open readings their first 
activity. The idea was suggested to 
Sucher by Jane Fox, who works at 
the Writer's Center in Bethesda, as a 
way of attracting attention and 
membership as well as fostering 
writing. The group eventually select­
ed the police station's meeting room 
as it's reading site-the only venue 
the group could obtain free of 
charge. 

The Reaction 
The readings have attracted 

several readers from outside the 
group, nine of whom have become 
members. As its name implies, the 
group caters to Greenbelt residents, 
but it does not exclude writers from 
outside the city. Three of the 27 

people on the group's most recent 
phone list live outside Greenbelt. 

Greenbelt.er Karen Leigh joined 
the group at its first open reading, on 
March 17. Born in Brighton, 
England, Leigh taught at an elemen­
tary school in Bethesda until the 
birth of her baby last year. Like 
Sucher, she "always loved writing. I 
wrote my first story--about a daisy 
and a cow who were friends-when I 
was six or seven." Leigh previously 
belonged to a writers' group she 
started with a few friends and had 
taken a fiction worshop at Queens 
College in New York. 

Leigh learned about the first 
reading from an announcement in 
the News Review. She thought it 
would be "a great opportunity to 
meet people with the same interest." 
That evening, Leigh read a short 
story based on a childhood visit to her 
grandmother's house; at the following 
reading in April, she read a story 
about an alligator who attacks a 
visitor to his park in the Everglades. 

"I was very nervous," Leigh said. 
"I don't like reading my stuff out 
loud, but everyone was very warm." 
She did meet people who were as 
interested in writing as she was, and 
she decided to join because she 
"wanted the commitment of member­
ship." 

Mueller, who lives in Seabrook, iii 
a junior Russian major at the 
University of Maryland. He started 
writing a year ago. Nothing in 
particular moved him to start, he 
said; it"just happened." He took a 
fiction workshop at the University in 
the Spring 1994 semester. but his 
fiction "wouldn't come." He tried his 
hand at poetry, taking the Univers­
ity's workshop in that genre this past 
spring. 

A classmate of his in the poetry 
workshop who belongs to the 
Greenbelt Writers' Group told 
Mueller about the May 19 reading. 
Mueller attended, hoping that other 
classmates would attend as well and 
that they would continue sharing 
their work through the summer. But 
only one other workshop member 
showed up. 

Nonetheles, Mueller would like to 
join the group. He liked the other 
readers' work, especially the fiction. 
Mueller wants most to read regu­
larly at the readings. He is unsure if 
he will be able to attend each one, but 
he will try. 

The Atmosphere 
Mueller read five short poems. The 

first was a love poem, a sweet, lyrical 
villanelle (a 19-line poem with two 
repeating lines). The next two were 
more morbid and melancholy: one 
explored the abusive side of love 
("piercing your eggshell skull"), and 
the other mourned a suicide. The 
fourth poem dealt with "slipping 
through the seams" of the course of 
time to a better, alternative reality. 
Mueller ended wtih a touch of 
macabre humor by reading"My Cat, 
Velocity," an elergy for a deceased 
pet: "Our fastest cat is now also our 
flattest." 

Although a few membl!rs of the 
audience asked Mueller to speak 
louder while reading, the audience 
chuckled through "My Cat, 
Velocity" and gave Mueller, like all 
the other readers, a long round of 
applause. 

Both Leigh and Mueller remarked 
that the diversity among the 
members of the group attracted them . 
t.o join, and the group showed this 
diversity at the reading. People read 
poetry, fiction, memoirs, political 
commentary, and slice-of-life 
sketches; people wrote about love, 
death, family, the religious right­
wing, vegetarianism, and roaches. 

For some, writing WIil! a profes­
sion; others wanted to make it a 
profession. Some found it simply a 
pleasing avocation. One reader was a 
high school student, and a handful 
were retirees--the rest were of 
various ages in between.Wardrobes 
ran the gamut from denim jackets 
and bandana headbands to blue 
button-down shirts and slacks. 

TheMeetinc 
After the reading, the group held a 

business meeting, at which the mem­
bers discussed the group's plans for 
the future. Chairperson Barrett 
distributed copies of a draft of a 
letter to the city council requesting 
space for the group in the new com­
munity center, scheduled to open 
this fall in the old Center School 
building. The group is especially 
interested in the planned multi­
media room, whose photo­
copier and desktop publishing equip­
ment would be helpful in publishing 
members work, which many 
members would like. The group has 
already received some assistance in 
this quest: three days before the read­
ing, the Greenbelt Arts Advisory 
Committee passed a resolution support­
ing the g.oup and its campaign for 
space in the community center. 

Several members signed up for a 
group to critique one another's 
writing, another popular and long­
standing idea within the Greenbelt 
Writers' group as a whole. Barrett 
proposed that the Writers' Group 
hold its December reading in a local 
restaurant as a holiday activity. Also 
at Barrett's suggestion, the mem­
bers decided to look into the possi­
bility of joining the Bethesda 
Writers' Center as a group, which 
would give them access to the 
W riter'sCenter's large body of informa­
tion on local literary events and 
markets for writing. 

Some members would like the Green­
belt Writers' Group to do even more. , 
They envision offering formal work­
shops or inviting successful writers , 
t.o speak to the group. Whatever the 
group eventually decides on, Sucher 
is confident that it can succeed in its 
future endeavors. "The members all 
have different talents and back­
grounds," she says, "and the group 
has a good, energetic steering 
committee. We just need to proceed 
one step at a time." 

The Chicago area-based Lightning 
Protection Institute (LPI), a non­
profit organization promoting light­
ning safety, acknowledges many light­
ning accidents occur needlessly and 
are preventable. LPI reports light­
ning strikes the earth 100 times per 
second. The average annual death 
toll for lightning is greater than for 
tornadoes or hurricanes. 

Some 100,000 thunderstorms occur 
in the United States each year, 
according to the National Weather 
Service, with about 10,000 classified 
as severe. There are four dangers of 
thunderstorms: lightning, down­
bursts, hail and tornadoes. 

Lightningcanhitelectricalortelephone 
wires and people have been killed 
while talking on the telephone. Rain 
doesn't have to be falling for lightning 
to hit reports LPI Executive Director 
Andrew Larsen. In fact, the cloud 
that produces the lightning may not 
be directly overhead. 

If someone is hit by lightning, first 
aid should begin immediately. A person 
hit by lighning does not retain an 
electrical charge and is safe to touch. 
However, someone who comes in 
contact with a live wire shouldn't be 
touched until the power is shut off or 
the wire is no longer touching the 
victim. 

One of LPI's primary missions is to 
inform anded ucate the public on the 
potential severity oflightning strikes 
and to promote lightning safety nation­
wide. While the Lightning Awareness 
season runs from early spring through 
summereachyear,theNationa!Weather 
Service indicates the hurricane season 
begins June 1 and lasts through 
November 30. 

Dr. Robert Reisman, former president 
of the American Academy of Allergy 
and Immunology recommends that 
family physicians should be advising 
their patients at risk (those who have 
had a prior severe allergic reaction) 
to: wear protective clothing outside; 
avoid perfumes and bright colored 
clothing; carry self-injectable 
epinephrine; and to consider pre­
ventive immunotherapy(de-sensitiz­
ation shots) which have a 98% success 
rate. 

According to Reisman, insect stings 
are common during the summer and 
usually produce a" normal" reaction: 
pain and swelling. Severe allergic or 
"abnormal" reactions develop in about 
three percent of the population and 
are characterized by hives and flushing, 
respiratory distress. circulat.ory collapse, 
or shock. 

Many people who have experienced 
such a reaction live with a high level 
ofanxietywith regard to future stings 
and as a result, are forced indoors 
during the summer months. With 
proper physicians' advice and subse­
quent therapy(avoidance, epinephrine 
and immunotherapy), much of the 
fear of insectstings can be eliminated.

Most people assume the "Chasing 

arrows" on the bottom of plastic con­
tainers mean the item is recyclable. 
Unfortunately, that is not usually the 
case. The frame around the "resin" 
code identifies the type of plastic 
from which the container is made. 
Most plastic containers have a 
number code framed by those 
chasing arrows. Milk jugs have a #2 
(HOPE) and soda bottles have #1 
(PET).

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Metro Fares Increased 
Metrobus and Metrorail fares in­

creased on Saturday June 24, the 
first system wide change in three years. 
The increases were implemented to 
generate $15.5 million in additional 
revenue while minimizing impact on 
ridership. The major com­
ponents of the fare increasse are: a 
10-cent increase in all Metrobus and 
Metro rail base fares; extension of the 
evening weekday peak period from 7 
to 8 p.m.; a five-cent increase in 
senior citizens and persons with dis­
abilities Metrorail fare; a 10-cent 
bus-to-bus transfer valid for only one 
bus-to-bus transfer; This charge 
does not apply to senior citizens, 
persons with disabilities, Medicare 
card holders and D.C. students who 
pay their fare with school tokens or 
tickets; elimination of the five­
percent bonus on farecard purchases 
between $10 and $19.95, while re­
taining the IO-percent bonus on fare­
card purchases of$20; elimination of 
the 10 percent token discount. 
Tokens will be 10 for $11 and 20 for 
$22.

The Greenhelt Gardener 
by Rosie Rhubarb 

The hot weather has really come in 
full force and now the garden is in its 
summer mode. The hot weather loving 
plants really are loving this weather; 
notice how well annual flowers and 
vegetables do in this weather. , 

The summer vegetable garden is 
now planted so that weeding and 
watering are the chores that need to 
be done. One thing that still can be 
planted is beans. They can be planted 
every three weeks till early August 
for a continuous harvest. The next 
big vegetable planting time is in 
August when cool weather vegetables 
can be planted. 

Clean-up 
Now that so many GHI residents 

have to clean up their yards, it is a 
good time to remind all of us that 
there's a right way and a wrong way 
to get rid of junk and debris out of 
your yard. The right way is to call the 
city's public works department at 
474-8004 for a pick-up right out of 
your yard. Call and ask for details. 
You're paying for this special trash 
pick-up with your taxes so why not 
use it. 

The wrong ways to deal with garden 
debris are to leave it where it falls, 
dump it in playgrounds woods, parks, 
and roadsides. These are unsightly 
and unsafe means of disposal. 

Make it a habit to keep your side­
walks clean of debris, hedge clip­
pings, and grass. Grass, leaves and 
sticks won't decompose if put in a 
pile. So those who put these piles in 
woods or parks are creating a fire 
hazard and killing plants that are 
underneath these piles. 

Mulch 
The hot summer sun can dry out 

the soil quickly. To keep moisture in 
the soil and keep down weeds, add 
mulch to your garden beds. A variety 
of materials can be used as mulch 
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including: wood chips, shredded 
pine bark, leaves, and grass clip­
pings. The leaves and grass aren't 
wonderful looking, but they de­
compose and add nutrients to the 
soil. One to two inches of mulch is 
sufficient. 

A good time to lay down mulch is 
when the soil is damp from watering 
or rain; therefore the moisture is 
retai•ned I in the soil. Some gardeners 
prefer to lay down black plastic as a 
mulch as they plant in the spring.

THE SUN AND THE HUMAN SKIN 

Now that the weather has turned warm, many of us will be heading for the 
beaches in various stages of undress with the express purpose of acquiring a gor­
geous sun tan. This is done for two reasons: a suntan is considered beautiful, and 
it is considered healthy. I will not comment on the former, since that is a matter of 
taste but I can assure you that a suntan is far from healthy. It speeds up the appear• 
ance of early aging because of wrinkles, and it increases the chance of developing 
skin cancer. 

The severity of the sunburn depends on how light the exposed skin ~ how 
long the exposure lasts, how perpendicular the sun's rays hit the individual, how 
close he is to the equator, how high above sea-level he is, and how much reflection 
exists from sand, water, snow, and other shiny surfaces. 

If you insist on getting a suntan bee ause it looks good, but are smart enough 
not to want to risk skin cancer and wrinkles, your best bet is to do the following: 

I) Avoid sunbathing between the hours of 10 a.m. and 2 p.m. when the sun's 
rays are directly overhead. 

2) Wear some clothing besides a bathing suit (at least a tee-shirt and a hat). 

3) Stay in the sun for short periods only, for the first few times, especially if 
you are light-skinned, (ten, fifteen, twenty minutes for the first few days). 

4) Apply a sunscreen generously to the exposed surfaces of your body about 
half an hour to an hour before exposure. Reapply after swimming and showering. 

There are two basic types of sunscreens: 

A) The first type protects by chemical action against the shorter ultraviolet rays 
( UVB). You also need protection again st UV A. Be sure to get a product that 
says "broad spectrum." Most of these contain some form of para-amino-henzoic 
acid (PABA). Many people are sensitive to PABA, so find a sunscreen that doee 
not contain it. 

B) The second type provides a mechanic al harrier against all ultraviolet rays. They 
contain zinc oxide or red petrolatum. They will prevent sunburn and also tanning. 
They are especially useful for application around the lips and the nose. Their 
most important application is among peo pie who have various rare sun-sensitiviy 
diseases, or are taking drugs which make their skin sensitive to the sun's rays ( var­
ious antibiotics, anti-epileptics, anthistam ines, tranquiliz.ers and anti-inftammatory 
agents.) 

Most commercial sunscreens on the market are a combination of ingredient&, 
and their function is simplified by a "sun protective factor" number. The number 
represents how many times longer it takes for the skin to burn with the su1M1creen 
as compared to the unprotected skin. The number 4 indicates moderate protec­
tion against bunt and relatively rapid tanning; the number 8 gives maximal pro­
tection against burn, but slower tanning; the number IS protects against hum and 
tanning. ( Higher than number IS adds to the expense but very little to the protec­
tion.) 

TREATMENT: What should you do if you didn't listen to my advice about 
protecting yourself, and you suffer from an extensive amount of red, blistery, pain• 
ful, swollen skin? If the condition is not too drastic. you may treat yourseU with 
lots of fluids, cool baths and compresses containing oatmeal, corn starch, or baking 
soda; also apply hydrocortisone cream on the bu.med areas. Older children and 
adults may take aspirin or ibuprofen, which are anti-inflammatory agents. H the 
sunburn is too severe for home therapy, your doctor will prescribe cortisone by 
mouth or by injection, or, in very severe cases, will hospitalir.e the patienL 

We hope this brief essay will encourage you to be sensible about sunbathing.

By Cml War Program 

Maryland middle schoolers will 
learn about the past and get in touch 
with the future at the Maryland 
SummerCenterforCivilWarStudies 
at Prince Georges Community College. 

The program for talent.eel and gifted 
seventh and eighth graders ent.ers its 
second year with the addition of an 
int.ensive, int.eractiveoomputer-assist.ed 
writing course. 

The Maryland Summer Cent.er For 
Civil War Studies is a partnership 
between the college's Humanities 
Resource Cent.er and the talented 
and gifted program of Prince 
Georges County public schools. 
However, the program is open to 
middle schoolers stat.ewide. It's been 
funded through next year by a grant 
from the state Department of 
Education. 

The Civil War program is July 10 
-22 and is open to32 students. Computer 
assisted writing runs July 24 • 29 for 
23 students.Joseph Citro, PGCC history 
professor and program director, said 
most of the students in the writing 
course are also enrolled in the Civil 
War program. Students will stay 
busy with reading, writing, drawing, 
field trips and, each day they are on 
the Largo campus, swimming. Each 
participant receives a t-shirt, a dis­
posablecamera to record the program's 
events and a portfolio with a variety 
of writing and art supplies. 

The Civil War course emphasizes 
several areas: abolitionists, African 
Americans, the common soldier and 
women. Students will not only read 
about and discuss those topics, but go 
on four field trips that underscore 
those themes. They will make an 
overnight trip to Gettysburg, the site 
of the war's bloodiest battle; Harpers 
Ferry;andsit.esassociat.ed with Abraham 
Lincoln and Frederick Douglass.
