City employees and officials wished two veteran 

employees well as they began new careers as senior citizens 
and retirees, at a picnic lunch on June 15,. At least City Clerk 
Dorothy Lauber and Recreation Office Manager Betty 
Lehman are sort of retiring. While their official retirement 
date is June 30, both have agreed to stay on a little longer as 
temporary employees to help out the city. Dorothy will see to it 
that next November's city elections come off smoothly, while 
Betty will work through the busy, busy summer program season. 

Mayor Antoinette Bram and City 
Manager Daniel Hobbs presented a 
variety of gifts to the two employees 
at a brief ceremony held at the picnic 
shelter at Schrom Hills Park. Bram 
presented Lauber with a city pin for 
20 years of service and Lehman with 
a25-year pin. Hobbs presented close­
out checks for unused annual leave, 
as well as a portion of accumulated 
sick leave each had earned. 

At the last council meeting, 
Lauber had also been presented with 
an extra-large knit shirt decorated 
with the city logo, which she wore for 
the occaision. At the picnic she also 
received two more shirts, in her own 
size this time, and a jacket.

City Begins Recycling 
Collection Program 

The city has hired a private contractor 
to collect recyclables from all detached 
homes and townhouses in the city. 
The new program is voluntary for 
those sub-divisions and other areas 
that have their own collection systems 
in place. 

Under the new collection syst,em, 
residents will be able to recycle maga­
zines, catalogs.junk mail, phone books, 
computerpaper,cardboard, paperboard, 
and newspapers. Existing recycling 
bins will be used and left at their 
normalcuruideplaceformaitresidences 
and at the normal place near the door 
for GHI townhouses. Newspapers, 
paper and cardboard may be bundled 
and left next to the recycling bin. 
Plastic bags must not be included. 
The recycling bin and other recycl­
able materials should be left visible 
to the collector by 7 a.m. on the 
mornings when collection normally 
occurs.

Greenbelt East Development 
Projects on Council Agenda

Two presentations dealing with development proposals in 

Greenbelt East are on next Monday's city council agenda. 
James Herl, contract purchaser (along with Daniel Colton) of 
a five-acre tract north east of the intersection of Hanover 
Parkway and Ora Glen Drive, will present modified plans for 
a one-story restaurant park on the site. He will also represent 
the owners of the Greenway Villas, who have submitted a 
concept plan for the 10-acre property, formerly known as the 
Sunrise Tract, which is located at the end of Hanover Drive 
adjacent to the Holiday Inn. 

The city's Advisory Planning 
Board(APB}will submit its recommen­
dations on the restaurant proposals 
at Monday's meeting. (Council has 
already received APB's recommen­
dations onthe Greenway Villas.) 

Herl told the News Review that 
he has "letters of int,ent" from three 
restaurant chains - The Outback 
Steakhouse, Appelby's and 
Fudrucker's. In an effort to allay 
concerns of adjacent Windsor Green 
homeowners, Herl said the buffer 
between the townhouses will be in­
creased. The landscaping will include 
berms and trees, he said. 

The tract, known as Smith-Ewing 
Lot II, is zoned Commercial Shop-­
pingCenter, which also permits high­
rise, hotels and office buildings. 
(Both have been proposed in the past.) 
However, the developer would need 
city council approval to revise 
covenants on the site, which limit the 
type of development permitted 
there, before the proposed restau­
rants could be constructed. 

Greenway Villas 
Concept plans for the subdivision 

and development of the Greenway 
Villas property call for a combined 
condominium apartment/senior 
citizen housing project. 

The Advisory Planning Board had 
recommended that the "City Council 
approve the concept for the condo­
minium apartment proposal, subject 
to the condition that the project 
meets all wning requirements, particu­
larly those for parking and green 
space." APB opposed the senior citizen 
housing project, "unless it is revised 
to meet zoning requirj!ments." 

Herl said he will address APBs 
concerns about parking and green 
space for the Greenway Villas. He 
added that the number ofunits in the 
multiple three and four story build-
ings have been scaled down. The 
senior citizen section of the develop­
ment will have 98 units instead of the 
original 118 and the number of condo­
minium apartments has been reduced 
from 116 to 100. Owners of the tract 
are Charles Shapiro and Bruce Jaffe.. 

Cancer Treatment Center 
Opening Activities Planned 

Doctors Community Hospital and Oncology Services 
Corporation will host grand opening activities of the new 
Greenbelt Cancer Treatment Center on Wednesday, July 12 at 
4 p.rn. This radiation therapy facility, located at 7501 
Greenway Center Drive, was built in response to the rise in 
the incidence of cancer among the population. 

Currently studies indicate that the 
rate of cancer in Maryland, parti­
cularly among Prince Georges County 
residents, is one of the highest in the 
nation. This state-of-the-art treat­
mentcenterwill provide quality cancer 
care close to home. 

The Greenbelt Cancer Treatment 
Center will provide radiation 
therapy services by means of a 
"linear accelerator", an advanced 
piece of equipment that provides 
cancer patients with the latest form 
of such therapy. By working with 
Doctors Community Hospital, 
the Center will also provide resi­
dents with expanded cancer pre­
vention and education programs, 
early detection opportunities, co­
ordinated patient treatment, and 
free van transportation for all radia• 
tion therapy patients. 

Direct.or Named 
The Center will be managed daily 

byDr.SultanAhmed,aboard-certified 
radiation oncologist trained in treat­
ing cancers using radiation tech-

nology. Born and raised in Pakistan, 
he served as the Clinical Research 
Fellow for the Department of 
Radiation Therapy at Memorial 
Sloan Kettering Cancer Center and 
later as Director of Radiation 
Oncology at Nassau County Medical 
Center. He was also Assistant 
Professor of Radiology at the State 
University of New York. 

Special Features 
Special features of the Center 

program include support groups for 
patients and families and nutritional 
counseling. It has been developed by 
Oncology Services Corporation, Inc., 
(OSC) which specializes in com­
munity-based cancer therapy. Head­
quartered in Stat,e College, Pen­
nsylvania, it has developed 34 
cent,ers in nine stat,es, OSC is the 
largest provider of radiation therapy 
in the United States. Doctors 
Community Hospital is an indepen­
dent, not-for-profit community 
hospital established in October, 
1990.

Safety Records 

Mosquito-borne diseases are still 
prevalent in Maryland and have been 
found every year in trapped mos­
quitoes from communities near Green­
belt. The Maryland Department of 
Agriculture mosquito control pro­
gram used in Greenbelt follows guide­
lines set by the Center for Disease 
Control and the World Health Organi­
zation. The two insecticides used have 
excellent safety records throughout 
the United States and are registered 
with the Environmental Protection 
Agency. 

Malathion at the mosquito control 
rate is not harmful to birds or fish. It 
kills adult mosquitoes and similar 
night flying insects, but not birds, 
toads, crickets, ground beetles, etc. 
It has been used and monitored in 
Maryland for more than thirty-eight 
years and does not translocate in the 
soil, is not considered a threat to 
groundwater, and is not classified as 
carcinogenic by the EPA, the 
National Cancer Institute, or the 
National Toxicology Program of the 
U.S. Public Health Service. Per­
methrin is a synthetic of natural 
plant pyrethrum and is applied 
with small hand-held sprayers as a 
spot treatment for areas with very 
high infestation. The Governor's 
Pesticide Council reviewed and 
supports the Maryland mosquito 
control program. 

Public Works tending of Green­
belt's parks, lawns, trees, shrubbery, 
and landscaping is done with concern 
for human safety and protection of 
our environment. Workers who use 
chemical agents are State-tested and 
certified in proper use. The City 
Horticulturist allows use of only cer­
tain fertilizers by the Horicultural 
Services Crew and the Parks crew. 

The City does not use fertilizers 
with incorporated herbicides and does 
not use fertilizers with incorporated 
insecticides. Residents can be re­
assured of the City's concern for 
their safety and the protection of our 
environment.

The Maryland Attorney General's 
office released a list of health clubs, 
weight loss centers and self-defense 
3Chools that have legally registered 
with the Consumer Protection 
Division and are qualified to do 
business in this state. 

All Maryland health clubs are 
required to register before they 
begin selling memberships, under 
the state's health club law. The law 
also prohibits businesses from coJlec­
ting initiation fees of more than 
$200, or more than three month's 
advance payment, unless they posted 
a bond. Non-profit health clubs such 
as the YMCA are exempt from the 
registration and bonding require­
ments of the health club law. 

Since the health club law was en­
acted in 1982, more than $898,000 
has been retuned to more than 9,700 
consumers. More than $6.6 million 
has been posted in bonds or other 
security to protect the advance pay­
ments of consumers.

Mae Elizabeth Gingell, 63, who 
died June 27 of complications of 
colon cancer, spent37 years touching 
the lives of young and old in Green­
belt. 

Born in Washington, D.C. and 
raised in Edmonston, Mae came to 
Greenbelt as a single woman in 1956. 
She later married and moved away, 
but she came back in 1959, where by 
herself she raised four children: Ron, 
Karen, Steve and Penny. 

Involved in Little League with her 
son Ronnie, she was always at every 
game, keeping score, lining up the 
players and even keeping the field in 
good condition. She treasured a 
trench coat given her as a gift at one 
Little League banquet. 

She also became active in the Boys 
and Girls Club football activities 
(and cheer-leading with Karen) as 
well as in the softball league with son 
Steve and her "adopted" sons on the 
team. Again, never missing a game. 

Active in Greenbelt Center School 
PT A, she was president in the early 
'70s and held other offices. If 
someone casually mentioned a desire 
to voh nteer, Mae would look that 
person steadily in the eyes and 
promise a follow-up job -- no ready 
hands got away. 

For 23 years she worked at Center 
School, first as a volunteer and then 
as aide in the Hearing 
Impaired program, and later the 
Chapter One program, where she 
taught many children to read. She 
was known to have a good-sized lap 
and a ready ear for children who 
needed hugs and a friend, as well as 
practical help. She said all these 
children "kept her going." 

The strength she seemed to gain 
from working with children helped 
her during the long years of 
daughter Penny's struggle with 
cystic fibrosis. And her own child­
ren responded to their mother's 
example of courage and selflessness 
by pitching in to help their sister, 
especially during the too-many-to­
count stays at Children's Hospital. 
Karen quit high school to help her 
mother, and no one ever heard Mae 
complain. Penny died in January, 
1982 at age 19. 

Mae also worked at the Greenbelt 
pool, and later at the Greenbelt 
Aquatic and Fitness Center for 10 
years. She enjoyed her neighbors 
and her garden. In the early years 
there were always children crowd­
ing the back yard, usually playing 
ball. In later years granddaughter

Anyone who filed the state 
income tax return but without in­
dicating a deduct ion can still 
amend the return to obtain a tax 
break. Under Maryland law, tax­
payers have up to three years to 
file an amended return from the 
date of the original tax return. 

The Maryland Comptroller's 
Office will even complete the 
amended return free of charge. 
Taxpayers who choose to amend a 
state tax return should do so after 
receiving their refund if one is due 
for the current filing. 

Senior citizens who have not 
taken advantage of the pension 
exclusion benefit on new Form 
502PE and working families who 
have not claimed the earned 
income credit, can both still take 
advantage of these benefit.s retro­
actively by filing an amended 
return using Form 502X.
